['he Dallas Morning News on Internet domain and account-
ability:

The effort to privatize Internet domain names apparently
could use a brighter spotlight and a little public scrutiny.

fo some, ICANN, short for the Internet Corporation for
Assigned Names and Numbers, has immense power, but is far
too unaccountable.

As most casual Web surfers know, the .org, .com or .net des-
ignations are worth big money. And until the Clinton admin-
istration last year created ICANN to create registry competi-
tors, Virginia-based Network Solutions had run the registry
for years under an exclusive working agreement with the gov-
ernment

But ICANN, a nonprofit organization made up of high-tech
gurus, has become a magnet for controversy while generating
more questions than answers about its role.

ICANN's accountability is at the core of the controversy.
Many meetings are closed, its unelected board and nonprofit
status limit government supervision, and recent policy edicts
overstep its legal authority, critics say. Case in point: a pro-
posed $1 surcharge on all domain names and renewals to fund
ICANN's existence.

Rep. Tom Bliley, R-Va., chairman of the powerful House
Commerce Committee that overseas Internet issues, says the
fee is an unauthorized tax. He’s considering a congressional
inquiry. :

Others, including Ralph Nader’s Consumer Project on
Technology, contend ICANN is making crucial decisions with-
out the benefit of input from a broader range of Internet inter-
ests. Case in point: ICANN's proposal to assume control of
equipment that serves as sort of a traffic cop on the Internet.

ICANN nas denied improper behavior and has blamed
Network Solutions for a whisper campaign aimed at retaining
its lucrative arrangement, a charge Network Solutions denies.

A formal inquiry, or at the very least regular updates to a
congressional committee, is needed to clear up this situation.
T'he outcome of the commercial and political tug-of-war
underlying privatization efforts will shape Internet access,
content and costs globally

T'he Internet’s future ought not be determined in a relative-
ly obscure, ad hoc setting, without a system of checks and bal-
ances that all players understand and follow.

ICANN needs to operate more openly, and Congress needs
to more closely oversee the domain registration process

Visions of the 2012 Olympics are dancing in the heads of some

and are being pooh-poohed. Is this the Texas we know?

Gosh, these are skeptical times

You have only to toss up a well-intentioned “What if ... ?”
for someone to slap it down with a scornful “Get real!”

[t's getting to be a shameful situation — and one that is
decidedly unbecoming of Texans. Since when did we get so
smart that we could predict the possible decades in advance?

A\ continuing example is the 2012 Olympics.

Tom Luce (yes, he’s from ‘Dallas) is running around telling
everyone who'll sit still about it, and we can almost hear the
laughter trailing along behind him. He must hear it, too. Is
that frustration in his face, or merely fatigue?

Everybody — “everybody” — just knows that this idea of
bringing the Summer Olympics to North Texas 12 years from
now has no chance. It's too hot, It's too far in the future. It
takes more cooperation than is possible. It was Arlington’s:
idea anyway

You'd think, having run one failed race for governor a
decade ago, that Luce would have had enough of no-chance
campaigns. But there he is, rolling out the numbers again and
again

According to Luce, the Atlanta Olympics Committee earned
$1.7 billion from broadcast, tickets, worldwide sponsors, and
licensing and sponsorship fees. It spent about that much to put
on the Games, including $600,000 in infrastructure improve-
ments. In addition, about $1 billion poured in — mostly in fed-
eral tax dollars to upgrade the Atlanta-area public transit
system, highways, and water and sewer systems.

For the Metroplex, infrastructure development alone — par-
ticularly in public transportation and highway improvements

would make the 2012 Games worth going after

I'he list of potential venues made public recently by Luce’s
Olympics group includes sites all around the Metroplex. It’s
an obvious attempt to encourage support, but we believe it’s a
request for participation as well. We hope that the final list will
be just as inclusive, but a lot of that depends on the willing-
ness of people in each community.

Frankly, we consider this a list of opportunities, and it is up
to each city to look at the possibilities and judge what they can
contribute and what they stand to gain. If best estimates indi-
cate a losing proposition, then so be it. But they ought to take
a hard look .

Heck, we wouldn’t even have a chance at this if Arlington
hadn’t put up the $150,000 ante. It's a shame that something so
bedrock Texan as vision, so intrinsic as dreams, such a Hail
Mary long shot trying for the Olympics has found such reluc-
tance here. And it’s a bit of a mystery.

We don’t have the Olympics now. The worst that can th-
pen is that we continue not to have them. So what'’s the pro
lem? Are we suddenly afraid to dream? Or are jealousy, suspi-
cion and simple complacency just too important to us?

Combating violence at school

After two students from a group called the
Trenchcoat Mafia armed themselves with guns
and homemade bombs and went on a murder
rampage at Columbine High School in
Littleton, Colo., authorities in Portsmouth,
N.H., responded in impeccably logical fashion.
They moved to head off trouble in their schools
by banning ... trench coats. If O.]. Simpson had
murdered two people in Portsmouth, the city
elders would have outlawed Heisman
Trophies.

But they have plenty of company in thinking
that a little hysteria never hurt anyone. Schools
in several other towns joined in the trench-coat
ban, with untold consequences for London
Fog. A Maryland county outdid them, forbid-
ding not only long coats but “bulky, eversized”
ones.

Students in Illinois have been sent home
merely for wearing black. Some school admin-
istrators prohibited backpacks after waking up
in a cold sweat at a terrifying realization: Book
bags might contain something besides books.

More alert minds. can detect dangers even
farther afield. A Virginia student who had been
sporting blue hair since December was sus-
pended after Littleton under a new policy
against “unusual or unique hair colors.” The
officialsjreasoned that “in view of the circum-
stances that have occurred recently ... unusual
activities/appearances should not be ignored.”

Why stop at novel colors? Hordes of blonde
cheerleaders could be affected by a
Massachusetts legislator’s bill making it illegal
to sell hair dye nﬁmy shade to those under 18.
The city council in Pittsfield, Mass., fell just
short of approving a measure outlawing “flam-
boyant and excessively morbid” clothing on
students. School uniforms are gaining popular-
ity, a trend that can be expected to end with all
pupils wearing orange jumpsuits.

Thoughts and words are - also being treated
like deadly 'weapons. Eleven high schoolers
were suspended in Brimfield, Ohio, for the
crime of contributing to a websie exploring
“gothic” themes. A boy in Virginia was arrest-
ed after writing an essay that featured a fic-
tional student with a nuclear weapon strapped
to his chest.

A 14-year-old girl in Harrisburg, Pa., was
strip-searched and suspended for two weeks
for saying, during a classroom discussion of
the Littleton massacre; that she could under-
stand how ostracized students might turn
homicidal. If she could understand it, she
could do it, right? )

The kids who committed the murders at
Columbine High School were a little different,
so hypervigilant adults have reached the con-
clusion that anything different is fraught with
peril. Their solution is to ban first and come up
with a reason afterward, in an attempt to
impose a suffocating conformity within the
walls of every school. The main effect of this
ostentatious toughness — and possibly its
underlying purpose — is not to minimize gen-
uine hazards but to disabuse teenagers of the
idea that they are entitled to any respect or
freedom.

But students ought to be judged according to
their behavior on things that matter, not their

»

appearance or any idle thought they happen to
express. A kid who threatens or strikes a
schoolmate should be disciplined, just as an
adult behaving that way would be penalized.
One who composes a story about a nuclear ter-
rorist, on the other hand, is no more deserving
of punishment than Tom Clancy. Fantasy and
reality are separate categories.

Turning schools into replicas of medium-
security prisons is excellent preparation for liv-
ing in North Korea but not a good way to devel-
op responsible citizens fit for a free society. As
the Supreme Court said in a 1969 decision over-
turning a school ban on black armbands used to
protest the Vietham War, “It can hardly be
argued that either students or teachers shed
their constitutional rights of freedom of speech
or expression at the schoolhouse gate.”

Expressing thoughts that annoy other people
is no grounds for suspension. And conduct
that does not fall under constitutional guaran-
tees (such as wearing weird clothes) shouldn’t
be outlawed merely because it’s unconvention-
al. Schools ought to concentrate on behavior
that creates a real danger or obstructs educa-
tion — carrying weapons, threatening or
attacking people, disrupting class and the like.

Seeing a threat in every backpack or funny
hairstyle is a symptom of irrational panic, not
sensible caution. Perfect safety will never be
achieved, in high schools or anywhere else,
and the effort to eliminate every conceivable
risk, no matter what the cost, wi!l?,affect a great
deal that is harmless and very little that is truly
dangerous.

In the end, the vigorous and forcible sup-
pression of non-conformists Erobably won'’t
even advance the goal of combating violence.
Teenagers aren’t likely to be taught respect for
others by adults who show no respect for
them.

The widow of a man who was
shot to death in a construction
trailer wants detectives to elimi-
nate her as a suspect so she can
collect on a $500,000 life insur-
ance policy.

But police will not do it.

Elizabeth Johnston of Dallas
remains a suspect in the killing of
John Johnston of Foley, Ala., on
May 5 in Monroeville, a suburb of
Pittsburgh, authorities said.

‘bumped’ despite ticket

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
airlines’ practice of overbookin
flights to ensure they have fuﬁ
planes is coming back . to. bite
some would-be passengers.

In the first three months of this
year, Delta Air Lines “involuntar-
ily denied” boarding to 8,144 pas-
sengers — nearly as many as the
other nine major carriers com-
bined, according to new
Transportation Department sta-
tistics. United Air Lines had the
second highest total, with 2,142

assengers bumped, and Dallas-

ased Southwest Airlines was
third, with 1,938 passengers
bumped.

During the same period in
1998, Delta also had the worst
record, but only 2,736 passengers
were involuntarily bumped.

Involuntary bumpings occur
when an airline oversells seats on
a flight to guard against passen-
gers who don’t show up, but then
can’t find enough volunteers to
give up their seats and take a
later flight. :

Airlines contend the long-
standing practice benefits the
consumer, because overbooking
allows them to keep flights full
and airfares down. An average of
10 percent to 15 percent o?ethe
passengers holding tickets for a
flight never show up at the gate.

On occasions when almost
everyone does, passengers often
volunteer to get off because carri-
ers offer inducements such as a
first-class upgrade on another
flight or a voucher for free travel
in the future.

“The overbooking allows us to
utilize and offer seats that would
otherwise be perishable,” said
Tim Smith, a spokesman for Fort
Worth, Texas-based American
Airlines, which has one of the
lowest rates of involuntary
bumpings. “Once that seat leaves
the gate empty, it can never be
sold again.”

Delta acknowledged
Wednesday that it has had prob-
lems correctly forecasting its pas-
senger loads.-The airline has a
high-level management
studying the issue. It has also
ordered new passenger forecast-
ing software and created a team
to identify problematic flights
each day and then minimize
involuntary bumpings.

“We-fully intend to significant-
ly reduce involuntary kings
to an acceptable level. That is a
corporate goal,” said airline
spokesman John Kennedy.

Nonetheless, Kennedy noted

that the overall number of pas- -

sengers affected is small and that
Delta has improved significantl

If the passenger is placed on
another flight and arrives within
an hour of his original arrival
time, no compensation is
required. If the passenger arrives
between one and two hours late,
the airline must pay the passen-
ger a penalty equal to the cost of
his ticket for that flight, up to a
maximum of $200. If the passen-
ger arrives more than two hours
late, the penalty is double the
price of the ticket, up to a maxi-
mum of $400.

Airlines have different ways of
deciding who gets bumped. Most
accommodate passengers on a
first-come, first-served basis, but
some will seat their first- and
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business-class customers before
taking care of those with coach
tickets.

The increase in overbookings
comes at a time when passenger
complaints are on the rise.
According to the same statistics,
the ‘major airlines averaged 2.47
complaints per 100,000 passen-
gers in May, up from 1.15 com-
plaints in May 1998.

Zimmerman boosts Rangers past A’s

AND, Calif. (AP) — The
offense has been inconsistent
and the starting pitching has
been a disappointment. The only
constant for the AL West-leading
Texas Rangers this season has

been relief pitching.

And the biggest constant in
that bullpen has been a rookie
who made it only as far as
Double-A in the minors last sea-
son but is an ‘AL All-Star this
year.

Reliever Jeff Zimmerman cele-
brated his All-Star selection
Wednesday by pitching 2 1-3
scoreless innings to lead the
Rangers to a 7-4 win over the
Oakland Athletics and become
the first Texas pitcher to start his
major league career with eight
victories.

“I can’t think of anyone in my
memory who came on the scene
with less publicity and did as
much,” Texas manager Johnny
Oates said. “These things hap-
pen — not often, maybe once in
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a lifetime, and this is my once.”

Two seasons ago, Zimmerman
was starting for Winnipeg in the
independent Northern League.
Last season, the Rangers con-
verted him into a reliever in their
farm system. He came to spring
training this year as a non-roster
invitee.

Zimmerman (8-0), who low-
ered his ERA to 0.89, has not
allowed a run in his last 16
appearances — tying a club
record. He was chosen
Wednesday for the All-Star
squad, along with fellow Texas
reliever John Wetteland.

“This is abselutely the ulti-
mate pinnacle to me. Just to be
named to an All-Star team is
unbelievable,” Zimmerman said.
“Every day is still a wonderful
new experience for me.”

Oates said Zimmerman, who
has struck out 46 and walked
only nine batters in 50 1-3

innings, showed Wednesday he °

deserves a spot on the All-Star
squad.

“He pitched like an All-Star,
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didn’t he? Yes, he did,” Oates
said. “Right now it’s arguable he
could be our Most Valuable
Player through the first half of
the season.”

Wetteland  pitched the ninth
for his 26th save, tops in the
majors, as the Rangers broke a
four-game losing streak. He
walked the bases loaded before
getting Miguel Tejada on a
popout to end the game.
