POSSES WILL SEARCH KING RANCH
Dynamite Blast 
Kills 1,500 Crows 
At Shamrock

The third crow blast of the 
season was held at the Slaton 
farm north of Locust Grove 
Sunday night, T. M. Dickey, 
water superintendent, in charge 
of the bombing said.

Around 1,500 crows were kill­
ed. Abe Williams of near Wheel­
er, Reuben Burkhalter and El­
don Helm of Shamrock assisted 
Dickey. The blasts will con­
tinue until the crows are gone, 
and if the weather permits they 
will be held two or three times 
a week.

Dynamite bombs are supplied 
by the county commissioners 
court, and from 40 to 60 are 
used in each blast. Farmers re­
port more crows in the fields 
now than in previous years, 
and damage to feed crops has 
been serious.

No Fuunds Available 
At Present 

Time
Pampa's tired but optimistic good 

roads delegation returned last night 
from Austin where it Joined repre­
sentatives of other Panhandle cities 
and counties in a plea for state 
designation and construction of two 
important roads.

The commission spoke favorably- 
regarding paving of gaps in Oilfield 
Highway 41. or 209. as it is also 
known, between Pampa and Dumas. 
When a delegation asking that the 
road between Perryton and Turkey 
be recognized and allowed a paving 
program, commissioners declared 
that funds were not available at the 
present time and that contracts far 
above the possible building program 
had been let.

Through efforts of Representative 
Eugene Worley of Shamrock, who 
joined the Panhandle delegation in 
Austin, the Panhandle road groups 
were given No. 1 and No. 2 posi­
tions at the hearing instead of being 
Nos. 31 and 32 as originally sche­
duled.

Jim Collins, chairman of the high­
way committee of the Pampa Board 
of City Development, presented the 
request for paving of gaps in High­
way 209 through the Panhandle. As 
the Pampan started his talk, a 
telegram arrived from Amarillo ad­
dressed to Harry Hines, commission 
chairman, which read:

"Respectfully urge you give serious 
consideration to highway 41 prog-

ANTI-RED PACT
GOVERNMENT SOLDIERS 

STILL HOLDING OUT 
IN MADRID

MADRID, Nov. 25 (AP)—Vu> 
cist shock troops fought a  futile, 
all-morning battle today to res­
cue 2.000 comrades, marooned by 
government troops in the huge 
hospital clinic in University City.
An international brigade sur­

rounding what once was one of 
Europe's finest hospitals held lta 
ground, although a flank attack 
by the insurgents seemed for a  
time to be menacing the first 
houses of Interior Madrid.

Thirty fascist bombers and pur­
suit planes bombarded the Univer­
sity City defenders and long range 
guns dropped shells in the center 
of Madrid.

Within the capital, the govern­
ment ordered families refuged In 
subway stations to evacuate ber- 
cause of the “awful” sanitary con­
ditions.

At Cartagena, police seml-offi- 
cially reported the discovery of a 
wide nazi espionage and propa­
ganda organization. I t was a t this 
onrt that the government cruiser 
Miguel de Vervantes was disabled 
Sunday by explosions which the 
government has laid, by pointed 
inference, to German submarines.

Reports said “interesting docu­
ments” had been discovered a t 
the German consulate a t Carta­
gena and sent to Valencia for gov­
ernment Inspection.

The newspaper darida 
while said militiamen who 
nnd clased the former German em­
bassy here yesterday had found a 
large ni<?ht signaling apparatus and 
a "veritable arsenal of guns and 
ammunition.”

It added: "Phantom cars,” used 
bv subversive fascists to dashabottt 
the city at night, shooting 
men, were quartered a t “certain
embassies."

Six British members of parlia­
ment, who came to Madrid In the 
hone of viewing a fascist bom­
bardment. arrived early today from 
Valencia and visited General Joas 
Mia la. the defense chief.

Germany and Japan strengthen­
ed the world alignment against 
communism today, charging t}ie 
"Internationale known as the Ko­
rn in tern . . . threatens world peace 
at large.”

At Berlin the long reported al­
liance between Germany and Ja ­
pan directed against the VWM 
communist organization. With
headquarters in Moscow, was for­
mally signed before the assembled 
diplomatic corps.

The accord binds the two pow­
ers for a five-year period to take 
strict measures against persons who 
serve the communist Internation­
ale and cooperate In an interna­
tional campaign against commun­
ism.

Third parties “whose domestic 
n^a'-e is endangered by the dis­
ruptive activities of the commun­
ist intemationale” are invited to 
Mn Germany and Japan for ac­
tion.

Fascist reports said socialist de­
serters told insurgent officers tile 
women of Madrid were demand­
ing the surrender of the city.

BUDAPEST. Nov. 25. (/P)—Daunt­

less Dr Franz Sarga. insisting he 
must fight seven more "honor” 
duels, admitted today the time was 
not propitious for more duelling.

Dr. Sarga (“Me Against Nine") 
found that two pistol engagements 
in a suburban wheat field yesterday 
had not made him a hero.

Newspapers, plainly showing irri­
tation over the wholesale campaign 
in chivalry, paid scant attention to 
the affairs, occasioned by insinua­
tions Dr. Sarga had married for 
money.

“Opportunities for Women" was 
the subject of a talk by Mrs. Ewing 
Leech, who addressed a group of 
high school senior girls yesterday in 
the city club rooms.

STEEL TRAIN STRIKES 
ELEVATED RAILROAD 

CAR

SHAMROCK, Nov. 25 — Johnnie 
Brothers and R. C. Hale were Injur­
ed about the head and face Sunday 
afternoon on Highway 66 near the 
city limits east of Shamrock. Three 
others. Alfred Murphy, Zelma Mae 
Holly and Miss Satterfield were In 
the car with them and were badly 
shaken up, but other wise uninjured. 
The coach in which they were riding 
collided with a car driven by W. L. 
Haynes of Weatherford. Oklahoma.

Johnnie Brothers lives northwest 
of Shamrock, Hale lives a t Wheeler, 
Murphy west of Wheeler *nd the 
two girls in the Locust Grove com­
munity.

CHICAOO, Nov. 25 UP)—A steel 
electric train which plowed into a 
wooden elevated railroad car left 
human wreckage in its wake today 
—nine In the morgue, a t least 65 
In hospitals.

The steel train struck from the 
rear last night near a north side 
station where the eight-car elevated 
train, loaded with home-bound work* 
ere. waited for a signal from a  dis­
patcher's tower.

The three car steel train drove 
almost the length of the last ele­
vated car, littering the tracks with 
dead and Injured passengers.

Eight police stations dispatched 
500 patrolmen, 30 squad care, 20 po­
lice ambulances and a dozen pri­
vate ambulances to gather up the 
dead and dying.

Six persons either died a t the 
scene or soon after In hospitals. 
Crushing injuries added three more 
to the death list early today. Many 
others were in critical condition.

Chief Deputy Coroner Victory L. 

Schlaeger announced he would start 
an inquest this afternoon. General 
Manager Bernard J. Fallon, of the 
Chicago Rapid Transit company, 
terming the accident “one of the 
worst in the history of the lines,” 
said the firm would conduct a sep­
arate inquiry.

Schlaeger said none of the wit­
nesses’ accounts had furnished the 
cause of the crash.

Deputy Coroner James J. Whalen 
said Van R. Grooms. 36, motorman 
on the Chicago. Milwaukee and 
North Shore steel train, "told me 
that this elevated train which was 
on his main track ahead of him was 
supposed to pull over to the left to 
a local track to let his train go by.

CIVILIZATION MENACED BY SPANISH SAVAGERY
T he airp lane bom bing o f M adrid ought to m ake it 

perfectly clear, by now, th a t th a t  kind o f w arfare  is an 
ugly, inhum an, and unrelieved throw back to  absolute sav­
agery.

No plea of m ilitary necessity can excuse th is long-con­
tinued bom bardm ent of a  populous city. The m ilitary mind 
which dem ands such m easures is the  so rt o f mind th a t 
sees in every bed-ridden cripple, every baby  in arm s, every 
housewife, and every school child an enemy as infportant 
as the soldier a t  the  fron t.

F o r it  is obvious th a t  when an arm y showers flam e 
and explosives on a city as the  rebel arm y has been show­
ering them  on M adrid, it  is out to  b reak , by any means, 
the populace’s will to resistance.

To that end it can count the  m urder of an in fan t, the  
burning of a hospital fu ll of expectan t m others, or the  de­
struction of a school build ing and its pupils as an achieve­
ment equal to the  cap tu re  o f a trench  or the  destruction 
of an airdrome.

I t  m ay be th a t th is frigh tfu l philosophy can exist only 
in a b itte r civil w ar, w here to the ord inary  b ru ta lity  of 
war th ere  is added a  fierce personal hatred , a bias which 
makes th e  opposition look like fiends aga inst whom any 
form of frightfulness is perm issable.

But even there  the  excuse is a poor one. F o r w arfare  of 
this kind is the  fru it of a m ental a ttitu d e  which can have 
no place in a world calling  itself civilized. The m ere 
existance of arm ies and governments which can fig h t in 
this way is a th re a t to th e  well-being of the  entire w orld.

T here has been a good deal of ta lk  about the  “collapse 
of civilization” which ano ther w ar would bring. T hat 
collapse would not come through the physical destruction 
of towns, factories, and transporta tion  systems, o r through 
the mere to ta l of violent deaths. I t  would come th rough  
this resort to barbarism , of which the assault on M adrid 
is so glaring an example.

For a world which figh ts like this is not civilized. It 
is on a level w ith th e  ancient world in which A ssyrian 
armies pu t the  inhabitan ts to the sword a f te r  cap turing  a 
city.. The only difference would be th a t  the m odern world 
put them to the  sw ord before cap tu ring  the  city, no t 
afterwards.

And beyond all th a t— how insane th is rebel p rocedure 
is, anyway! The rebels hope to govern Spain, some day. 
Madrid is Spain’s g reatest city. How can they hope to  get 
anything rem otely resem bling loyalty, o r even tolerance, 
from a city they have repeated ly  bom bed? H um an mem­
ories are not so short as all that.

The w ar in Spain may erfd in rebel victory, and it 
may not. T hat, a t  the  moment, is not the point.

The point is th a t  a savagery has been loosed which, 
if not disavowed and discarded by the conscience of m an­
kind, m eans the  beginning o f the end of European civiliza­
tion.

W ASHINGTON.— Instead of laying down a b lueprin t 
of governm ent reorganization fo r congressional approval, 
President Roosevelt is m ore likely to ask fo r a delegation 
of pow er which will enable him to effect reorganization  
by a step-by-step m ethod through executive orders.

Roosevelt has m ade no decision about th a t  as yet. He 
has m ade decisions as to  few  if any of the m ajor problem s 
of his next adm inistration— and th a t covers th e  vast crop 
of post-election rum ors as to shakeup in the  cabinet and 
the big adm inistrative agencies.

The president is still tired  from  cam paign exertions 
and prefers to get a good re st before apply ing  his mind 
intensively to the fu ture .

He has called on individual m em bers of his adm inis­
tration fo r suggestions to supplem ent the  repo rts  o f va­
rious com mittees w orking on reorganization—th e  Senate 
committee under S enator Byrd of V irginia, the  House 
committee under Congressm an Jack  Cochran of St. Louis, 
and the Louis Brownlow committee w orking in coopera­
tion with the  Brookings Institution.

HEADACHES
Considering how  commonplace 

headaches are, one would imagine 
that the condition should be easily 
diagnosed and as easily treated. But 
on the contrary, headaches present 
a large number of diagnostic diffi­
culties. While it is comparatively 
easy in most instances to prescribe 
some effective sedative which will 
render the individual insensistive to 
his head pain, cure of the condition, 
in terms of the removal of its under­
lying cause and the prevention of its 
recurrence, is extremely difficult.

Headache is a symptom. It is sel­
dom If ever a disease entity. Like 
fever, it-is a commonplace symptom, 
present in a variety of pathologic 
conditions. The following list of 
causes gives an idea of the diagnos­
ing difficulties.

There are the organic causes of 
headache due essentially to disease 
of the brain. There are the head­
aches which are associated with 
diseases of the blood vessels. Arterio­
sclerosis and high blood pressure are 
included in this classification. There 
are the toxic causes of headache, 
and among these we find the toxic 
conditions arising out of kidney dis­
ease or nephritis; the allergic con­
ditions (hay lever, asthma, hives) 
and of course one very common 
source of headache is sinusitis or in­
fection of the head sinuses 

There are the headaches associat­
ed with endocrine disturbances, such 
as overaeUvity of the thyroid, and 
the endocrine disturbances associat­
ed with the menopause. Anemia may 
give rise to headache So. too. may 
overindulgence In alcohol, tobacco 
and the use of certain drugs. Cer­
tain headaches are of a  reflex na­
ture. Thus, arthritic disease of the 
neck or of the vertebrae of the hack

certain to the

or abdomen, may cause the head to 
ache. Eyestrain is a  very common 
cause of headache.

Then there is the large category of 
functional headaches, due to nerv­
ous exhaustion, to neurasthenic and 
to psychic and mental disturbances.

The patient who therefore pre­
sents himself to his physician with 
a headache is likely to induce some­
thing of a similar state in his doctor. 
For to treat the condition is easy, 
but to fathom it IS very difficult.

Better results would be obtained in 
dealing with headaches if more pa­
tients appreciated the difficulty of 
fathoming its causes and were more 
willing to cooperate with their phy­
sician in the difficult and time-con­
suming task of tracking down its 
etiology. _

School can teach lessons and point 
out the road to education and to 
jobs. Scouts and other organized 
groups can teach woodcraft, sports­
manship, self-reliance. The church 
can preach ideals and inculcate faith 
in God and man. Only the home can 
drew all the threads together and 
make them into a coordinated pat­
tern with a meaning and a purpose.

In the home the child should see 
and experience the working out and 
value of all the teaching and train­
ing that he gets. For the world is 
merely an aggregation of homes. 
What the cjiild learns is designed to 
help him some day found and run a 
home. In his parents’ home he 
should see as far as possible what 
the object of all his work and study 
is.

If his home is unhappy, dull, (un­
comfortable or unstable, or if he dis­
likes it, the meaning and purpose of 
his training is lost. Why go through 
all the painful process of prepar­
ation for anything as unsatisfactory 
as a home seems to him? He may 
not consciously express this point of 
view, may not even be aware of it 
himself. But subconsciously he feels 
it and it colors his whole life.

Most of the unadjusted and de­
linquent children, most of the mod­
ern rebels against the very idea of 
home and family life, many of the 
inmates of sanitaria and frequenters 
of mental hygiene clinics are the 
products of unhappy and broken 
homes.

The home as an institution has 
not failed, nor has it lost its place 
and meaning. It is as necessary as 
it ever was, but no longer in quite 
the same way. Once it was a factory, 
a business, a training school. Today 
it should be a unifying center where 
one can experience life whole, and 
have a firm footing I$om which to 
start out on one's own adventures

Home in the modem world is in a 
state of transition, not of decline.

DIEGO'S

DALLAS. Nov. 25 (&>—'The wild 

and wooly Texan, as pictured by his 
more worldy brethren, Is passe.

Before the Texas Centennial. It 
was conceded there was some excuse 
for strangers thinking the natives In 
these parts were bow-legged crea­
tures addicted to ten-gallon hats.

But, now that eastern and north­
ern visitors by the thousands have 
had a chance to see the real Texan 
and his works, Centennial exposition 
officials feel no further cause for 
misunderstanding exists.

As the $25,000,000 exposition went 
into its closing week, its director 
general, Harry M. Olmsted, in prais­
ing accomplishments of the big 
show, took occasion to point out that 
its “intangible benefits” had been 
enormous.

“Eastern and northern people, 
expecting to find the wild, rude west 
depicted as they envisioned it, find 
instead great thriving cities in the 
southwest and the finest exposition 
plant ever built in the United 
States,” Olmsted said.

"•Not merely Dallas but the entire 
southwest will benefit from this re­
vision of conception. The Texan no 
longer will be pictured as a rough, 
uncultured cow hand and his home­
land capable of staging only rodeos.” 

"I take more pride than anything 
else in this and the fact that there 
were no disturbances on the expo­
sition grounds to disturb the whole­
some, fine serious-minded people 
who have come here to be enter­
tained.”

Borne 6.500.000 will have passed 
through the exposition's gates when 
closing time comes a t midnight Sun­
day and the prosperity they have 
stimulated over the entire south­
west has given exposition officials 
and business men alike their hap 
piest thoughts in years.

Department store sales went up 
to the highest level of any federal 
reserve district in the country, rail 
travel increased 25 to 35 per cent, 
air travel 20 per cent, hotel business 
jumped 35 per cent, bank deposits 
up 25 per cent and tourist travel 
spread millions of dollars through 
the region during the expositions 
six-month run.

In  its first year, the Centennial 
didn't come close to the attendance 
enjoyed by A Century of Progress 
a t  Chicago, but it ran well ahead of 
other recent ventures along the 
same line.

Chicago had some 22,000,000 visi­
tors the first year and attendance 
dropped off to 17,000,000 the second 
year but the Illinois city staged a 
big recovery with the aid of Its 
fair.

At San Diego, they had 4,784,973 
last year and only 1,700,000 this 
year, while Cleveland, in its Great 
Lakes exposition, drew 2,700,000. 
Cleveland’s show has already closed 
but will be running again next year. 
At Port Worth, where the Texas 
Centennial was celebrated with Billy 
Rose’s Frontier show, attendance for 
the season was approximately 1,000,- 
000.

The central exposition here will re­
open next June 12 and probably run 
until the end of November. There 
will be new attractions and Cleve­
land will furnish the only national 
fair competition.

NEW CONSTITUTION 
PRESENTED BY STNUN

MOSCOW, Nov. 25 (;p) —Joseph 
Stalin presented a proposed new 
constitution to his countrymen to­
day.

More than 3,000 delegates from 
all regions assembled to discuss the 
document a t the eighth all-union 
congress of Soviets.

Convocation ceremonies were plan­
ned to include the second public 
speech in history by Stalin, who offi­
cially is secretary-general of the 
Communist party.

Eskimos from the far north and 
orientals from the far east were on 
hand for the sessions. There were 
Mongols from central Asia, Geor­
gians, Jews, and others of Russia’s 
scattered tribes.

Stalin 'is said to have written the 
constitution himself.

The constitution provides other 
states may join or secede from the 
Soviet Union.

Basic rights promised the prole­
tariat under the new constitution 
include these:

The right to work, leisure, ma­
terial security in old age, education, 
equal rights for women, universal 
equality of citizenry, freedom of con­
science and the right to worship, 
freedom of speech, press, assembly 
and meetings, the right to organise 
into any group except political 

f  bodies, freedom from arrest except 
for law violations, inviolability of 
homes, and the right of asylum to 
foreign citizens "persecuted nor de­
fending the interests of the toilers 
or for their scientific activity or for 
their struggle for national libera­
tion.”

MOSCOW, Nov. 25 (SP)—A wild, 
20-minute ovation for Joseph Stalin 
tonight opened the eighth all-union 

congress of the Soviets at which 
the secretary-general of the Com­
munist party Is presenting a  new 
national constitution.

000 for overhead and the cost of the 
general offices and twenty-one ad­
ministrative divisions. Added to that, 
as always, will be used $1,500,000 
for unforseen expense such as burn­
ed and washed-out bridges. That 
is a total of $18,500,000. If we can 
raise $1,500,000 next July 1 the Fed­
eral government will match it for 
our local Incidentals and that is 
car fervent hope.

"Out of this, we hope we may

were as follows: David B. Burnet, 
president; Lorenzo de Zavalla, vice- 
president; Samuel P. Carson, sec­
retary of 8tate; Bailey Hardeman, 
secretary of the treasury; Thomas 
J. Rusk, secretary of war; Richard 
Potter, secretary of the navy; and 
David Thomas, attorney general.

Q. Who was Alexander Somer­
vell and how was he prominently 
identified with early Texas history? 
W. B. M.

A. He came to ^exas in 1833 
and opened a store with James F 
Perry a t San Felipe; was elected 
Major in Burleson's regiment in 
1836 and later promoted to Lieu­
tenant Colonel, commanding right 
wing a t San Jacinto; was acting 
Secretary of War in Burnet’s cab­
inet: Brigadier General of militia 
in 1841-42; collector of customs 
a t Saluria (a port which he had 
established) until his death in 
1854.

Q. Will you trace the route of 
Houstern's withdrawal from Gon­
zales before the battle of San 
Jacinto?

A. His army left Gonzales night 
of March 12-13th, 1836, and reach­

GFT SECURITY CURDS
WASHINGTON. Nov. 25 UF)—A 

gigantic new government machine 
speeded up today as postmen car­
ried to 26.000.000 workers applica­
tions for the Social Security Board's 
old-age pension accounts.

The enrollment was hailed as 
marking "a new day in America” by 
John G. Winant, chairman of the 
board.

“It is a day," he said, “which the 
workers of America will look back 
upon as inaugurating a new-found 
confidence in meeting the needs of 
an earned retirement.”

To the large and small employers 
of the millions of eligible workers, 
postmen carried the cards on which 
employes must apply for registra­
tion.

When the employes have answered 
the 15 questions on the “application 
for account number"—giving name, 
address, birthdate, father's and 
mother’s names, sex. color and simi­
lar identifying facts—the cards will 
be returned to the meshwork of new 
machinery set up to handle the old- 
age retirement job.

PROBE
IN TEXAS ADVOCATED

DALLAS. Nov. 25 (fl*)—Thomas B. 
Love, former state Senator, urged 
before a Senate investigating com­
mittee today, a legislative investiga­
tion of school book depositories and 
text book purchases in Texas.

Love recommended repeal of the 
law providing for text book purchase 
by the board of education and re­
turn to the old method of purchase 
through a governor-appointed com­
mission.

Yesterday the committee heard 
school superintendents favor elimi­
nation of politics from the method 
of selecting the state superinedent.

OILER MAKES 347 BARRELS.
SHAMROCK, Nov. 25 — On com­

mission test the Corite well on the 
Stewart land, section 73. block 13, 7 
miles northeast of Shamrock, made 
347 barrels of oil and 1.273.000 feet 
of gas, according to J. C. Day. repre­
sentative of the Railroad Commis­
sion here. The well was brought in 
Thursday morning. Two other wells 
were drilled in at the east oil field 
this week on the same section and 
block as the Corite well. The Ben 
G. Barnett made 138 barrels and 
the McFarland well made 104 bar­
rels on first test, but was deepened 
and is now on second test.

DEMONSTRATE AGAINST JEWS
WARSAW. Nov. 25 (A*)—Six hun­

dred University of Warsaw students, 
a third of them girls, locked them­
selves in the college building today 
and announced they would refuse to 
leave until the university agrees to 
segregate Jews and Gentiles. The 
students were spurred by the success 
of the hunger-striking students at 
Uilno university, who yesterday won 
a promise for Semitic segregation. 
The Warsaw boys and giris also de­
manded lower tuition fees.

TWO THIS CI1TIES 
I0TE FOR M U M S
AU8TIN, Nov. 25 UP)—The can­

vass today of official returns of the 
presidential election in Texas show­
ed that President Roosevelt's ma­
jority was approximately 630,000. 
slightly less than his margin over 
former President Hoover four years 
ago.

Joe Pollard, a t the head of the 
ticket of Democratic electors, re­
ceived 734.485 votes to 103.711 for 
C. C. Welschsel, high man among 
the Republican electors. The vote 
ln 1932 was 753.304 to 96.682.

Two of the state’s 254 counties 
went republican. They were Gilles­
pie. with a vote of 1.422 to 1.018. and 
Kendall, with C93 to 405. Both are 
in the hill country northwest of San 
Antonio which has a heavy Ger- 
man-American population.

Governor Landon. the Republican 
nominee, ran far ahead of the G. O. 
P. stfite ticket. The largest vote for 
a Republican in state races so far 
canvassed was 56.120. Returns for 
governor and lieutenant governor 
will not be tabulated until the legis­
lature convenes In January.

In Bexar county (San Antonio), 
where the Republicans believed they 
had an outside chance of winning, 
the Roosevelt vote was 35,782 to 
12,952 for Landon.

The Union, Socialist, Prohibition 
and Communist party candidates 
obtained a statewide total of 5,032 
votes. They were divided as follows: 
Union. 3.043; Socialist. 1,075; Prohi­
bition, 514; and Communist, 400. One 
hundred and fifty of the Communist 
votes were cast in Cameron county 
in the lower Rio Grande valley.

Returns were received from all 
counties except Montague, home of 
Governor Allred, and Upshur.

MUST NllllF 
FEDERIL BIRD STAMPS
Nimrods who plan to take ad­

vantage of the open season on mi­
gratory birds are reminded that it is 
compulsory to have in their posses­
sion a migratory bird stamp as well 
as a hunting license. Stamps are 
now available a t the postoffice at 
a t $1 each.

Open season on ducks and geese 
will begin Thursday morning a t 
sunup, which is considered 7 o’clock, 
and close on December 25, a t sun­
down, which is 4 o'clock. Shooting 
will be allowed between those hours 
with a limit of 10 ducks and four 
geese in a day’s shooting.

Local hunters who have been 
scanning the country closely report 
ducks and geese scarce in this sec­
tion.

HOLLYWOOD — This picture 

Danton" w'hich is to be Max Rein­
hardt's second Hollywood venture 
promises, in advance, to be not ex­
actly what Hollywood expects from 
Reinhardt and the French revolu­
tion.

Reinhardt is the acclaimed gen­
ius of spectacle, and yet an effort 
will be made in the film to capture 
the spirt of spectacle without too 
much showing of it.

Or. as Henry Blanke, the young 
producer, expresses it:

“It is a subject that fairly yells 
for crowds, but we shall try to tell 
.the story without emphasis on 
crowds. We shall try to suggest the 
masses—to see the revolution not as 
mass movements of hig crowds but 
as a human struggle through the 
eyes of the characters in it.”

Hero Unnamed
For all that, the screen play as 

currently planned opens with the 
storming of the Bastille and closes 
with the death of Danton on the 
guillotine. Just which of Holly­
wood's actor shall take the heroic 
role is undecided.

Paul Muni was suggested, but 
Muni preferred another hero, namely 
Emile Zola, as his follow-up to 
“Louis Pasteur.” Charles Laughton 
was urged for the role, but that too 
seems a lost hope, with Laughton in 
England and seemingly content to 
stay there. And if you can imagine 
Laughton and Clark Gable tackling 
the same assignment. Gable is an­
other the producers would like—if 
they could get him from Metro. In 
the end it may be Walter Huston, 
with Claude Rains as Robespierre.

“A Tale of Two Cities” was Holly­
wood's last preview essay on the 
French revolution, that being pre­
ceded by the unfortunately censor- 
ridden “DuBarty.” The fate of 
"Marie Antoinette,” on which Metro 
has spent a  deal of money as a ve­
hicle for Norma Shearer, remains in 
the balance.

‘Costume Pictures' Still Good
But “Danton” from the Reinhardt 

point of view promises to outstep 
them all in interest.

And it's a funny thjng, but "cos­
tume pictures” are going ahead on 
the production schedules, and show 
no signs of a quick faddish death.

Some stories 
could be played with no more scen­
ery than a gray velvet backdrop, and 
the audience would scarcely note he 
absence of sets. . .

AUSTIN. Nov. 25 </P>—Gov. Allred 
saw to it recently that Gov.-Elect 
Walter A. Huxman of Kansas killed 
a deer but did not himself fire a 
shot.

Having shot a buck in New Mexico, 
Allred refrained from active partici­
pation in the hunt near Kerrville to 
which he invited the Kansan. He 
wanted to conform to the spirit, as 
well as the letter, of the Texas law 
which limits hunters to two bucks 
a season.

He plans to get a second deer 
later.

Huxman’s visit to the capital was 
brief, although the Texas chief ex­
ecutive asked him to stay longer.

The pair came to Austin from 
Kerrville late a t night after the 
hunt, and Huxman caught an early 
morning train to Mineral Wells to 
join his family.

Allred confirmed a report that 
Huxman was surprised a t being 
elected governor of Kansas. He said 
Huxman told him he ran chiefly to 
help the national ticket without ex­
pectation of being victorious.

The Supreme Court failed to meet 
on the first regular court day after 
the deer season opened. Several 
of the judges were reported hunting.

It was one of the few times, how­
ever. the present court had not met 
on Wednesday, except during the 
summer recess. One can almost set 
a clock by the punctuality with 
which the court goes about its busi­
ness.

It was not always so. Some pre­
vious courts met very irregularly, 
sometimes late Saturday, which 
made reporting their activities diffi­
cult.

One sign Texas Centennial year 
is about over is the removal of the 
information booth in the rotunda 
of the capital.

Thousands of visitors from the 
state and beyond were given data on 
Austin and the University of Texas 
Centennial exposition a t the booth.

The removal permitted for the 
first time the full beauty of the new 
terraza floor to be seen.

The elections are over for this 
year, but a new candidate has ap­
peared. He is G. M. Bishop, editor 
of the Giddings News, and his can­
didacy is for the post of highway 
commissioner to be vacated by D. K. 
Martin in February.

The Job is appointive and reports 
have been general Gov. Allred would 
not reappoint Martin.

A “campaign” statement said 
Bishop’s ambition was “to help 
foster a system of highways and 
feeder roads fo t all Texas.” that he 
yielded to none ln admiration of the 
good roads already built and was 
offering his services “in the continu­
ation of such a program."

Gov. Allred was pleased by a letter 
of congratulations from his Repub­
lican opponent in the general elec­
tion. C. O. Harris of San Angelo.

Harris said the governor could not 
have a more loyal supporter than 
he and Allred's victory over five op­
ponents in the Democratic first pri­
mary was equal to that of President 
Roosevelt in the general election.

Things have been running so 
smoothly lately the governor indi­
cated the other day he is a little 
apprehensive.

A press correspondent asked if he 
could not do something to postpone 
the regular session of the legislature 
coming up ln January.

“I wish I could,” the governor 
said. “Everything has been so pleas­
ant I  am afraid something bad may 
break.”

One of the pleasant things ln the 
life of Gov. Allred recently was ills 
visit to New Mexico where he cam­
paigned for the Democratic ticket 
snd hunted deer!

Outstanding in his memory Is the

furniture ln the office of Gov. Clyde
Tlngley.

“He has some of the most beauti­
ful furniture I ever saw,” Allred said. 
"It was made by PWA workers, I
was told.”

One of the penalties of being gov­
ernor. it seems, is the necessity of 
listening to requests for football 
passes—and filling as many as pos­
sible.

At a press conference a  corre­
spondent remarked he had to ob­
tain a couple of passes for a friend.

“Don't tell me they seek passes ln 
the press room," said the governor; 
“I though they all come ln here."

Appointment by the governor .of 
Edward Clark, his secretary to sec­
retary of state, effective ln January, 
was no surprise to persons familiar 
with the situation.

The job will pay $6,000 as a result 
of the constitutional amendment 
adopted in the general election and 
was an opportunity for Allred to re­
ward his close personal friend and 
political lieutenant.

It was understood when B. P. 
Matocha of Cameron become secre­
tary of state,, on the resignation of 
R. ' B. Stanford of Waco several 
weeks ago, he could have the posi­
tion only temporarily.

In promoting Pat Moreland to be 
his first secretary in the place of 
Edward Clark, the governor followed 
a practice he long has adhered to. 
He likes to advance men who serve 
him well.

Moreland is an ordained minister 
of the Methodist Episcopal Church, 
South, a poet, an experienced cam­
paign speaker, and efficient all­
-around contact man for the gover­
nor.

Others of the secretarial staff. 
George Clark, Alma Mullins and P»t 
Shryer. also moved up when Edward
Clark stepped out.

Today there were few “Monday 

morning quarterbacks" and grid­
iron statesmen who would concede 
the fighting Harvesters the ghost 
of a  chance against the Amarillo 
Sandies, top-heavy favorites in to­
morrow’s annual struggle for grid­
iron supremacy of the Panhandle.
