What is happening, clearly, is something very like a
revolution in our traditional attitude toward old age. For
the first time, we are preparing to look ahead to old age
with pleasant anticipation rather than with dread.

The statistics about the number of people who can

provide financial security for their final years are more |

or less familiar.

Of any representative group of wage earners, a small
number at the top will be able to retire on their savings.
Another small group, at the bottom, ultimately will “go on
the county.” The rest finally will be supported by their
relatives ; and, however strong the ties of love may be, they
will know that they are a burden.

That is the way it has worked out from the beginning
of civilization. And now, under the Social Security Law,
we are heading in a different direction.

We can admil that the act is sadly imperfect in many
ways. Probably it will be several years before Congress
gets all the kinks ironed out of it. The big thing is the fact
that a start—and a good healthy start, too—has at last
been made.

Take one ordinary, average, individual wage earner
and think of the change this act will make in hig life.

He can look ahead, let us say, to a lifetime retire-
ment pay of $50 a month. To that extent, his retirement
ig taken care of and his old age is secure. No longer does
he need to count the years as they slip away, denying him-
gelf little luxuries and even necessities to provide for the
day when he is cut off the payroll. .

Instead, he can be confident. If he can save enough as
he goes along to buy that “little place in the country,”
where he can live rent-free and grow a few vegetables for
himself, he can look ahead to absolute independence.

If he can’t, he can at least know that, when retirement
comes and he moves in with son and daughter, he can pay
his own way and be obligated to no one.

Retirement can look like a release, not a traagedy. Old
age will not be a scrap-heap, but a time for the leisurely
savoring of some of those pleasures which get crowded
out in the rush of ordinary activity.

Multiply that one case, then, by millions, and vou can
see the change this new law will bring to America.

Measured in terms of human happiness, the Social Se-
curity Act is one of the most important laws ever passed
by Congress.

DAILY WASHINGTON LETTER

WASHINGTON. Senator Augustine Lonergan of
Connecticut is in the doghouse with the administration
and it seems as if the administration might also be in the
doghouse with Senator Lonergan.

The senator is chairman of the committee charged with
investigating campaign funds. Because he is a Democrat
and because the Democrats had a majority on the com-
mittee, it had been confidently expected that in time-hon-
ored manner the committee would provide some spectac-
ular exposures during the campaign, with especial em-
phasis on big Republican contributions and “irregular”
tactics.

But Lonergan not only failed to help the New Deal cam-
paign in that manner. He has blocked efforts of other
committee members to start something.

It was Senator Lewis B. Schwellenbach of Washington,
not Lonergan, who spilled from committee files the inter-
esting information that five du Ponts, three Rockefellers,
J. P. Morgan, and other wealthy men had contributed
large sums to the Republican campaign in Maine. Schwel-
lenbach told Jim Farley.

Democratic strategists then tried to get Lonergan to
put the du Ponts, the Rockefellers, and Morgans on the
witness stand. Lonergan refused.

Schwellenbach’s tactics, however ,had the effect of
discouraging at least a few wealthy men, who told Repub-
lican fund-raisers they feared they'd be haled before the
committee if they contributed.

Currently, the New Dealers are burned up more than
ever because Lonergan has refused an investigation of the
defeat of Congressman Dennis Driscoll of Pennsylvania,
who says he was heaten by a combination of “power trust”
effort, employer coercion, and paid whispering campaigns.

Driscoll is the Democrat who exposed the Associated
Gas & Electric Company's fake telegram campaign during
the congressional battle over the holding company hill.

Senator Guffey of Pennsylvania urged lLonergan to in-
vestigate, citing evidences of skullduggery, and was sup-
orted by two committee members, Schwellenbach and

nator Minton of Indiana.

The administration is likely to go to extremes in the
Driscoll case because it is believed his defeat and that of
Sisson of New York, plus narrow squeezes for other Dem-
acratic congressmen prominent in the bitter holding com-
pany fight in a year of Democratic landslides, will give
power company lobbyists the chance to tell other congress-
men that it’s dangerous to incur enmity of the utilities.

Although Lonergan is able to take the position that he
is refusing to let the committee be used as a partisan in-
strument, his crities in the administration are pointing out
that he was elected in the Democratic sweep of 1932.

| International Sunday School Lesson |

The larger epistles of Paul were
addressed to groups of Christians |
in the churches in various cities. In |
these letters were numerous refer- |
ences to individuals that gave the
letters a personal touch, but they
were addressed to the church as a
whole.

Among Paul's letters that have
come down to us, however, are two
or three to individuals; and among
these none is so choice, or of such
colorful interest, as the letter to
Philemon, which occupies a single
one-chapter book of the New Testa- |
ment

The letter presents a dramatic
situation in the problems that con-
fronted these early Christians, and
also offers some light on Paul's ap- |
proach to such problems as that of
slavery, an institution, of course, |
well established everywhere in the |
ancient world,

Philemon, a citizen of Colossae, |
near Ephesus, was the owner of a
slave called Onesimus. Philemon was
a Christian convert, and if his|
adoption of the Christian faith and |
way of life was intelligent and sin-
cere, his attitude toward his slave |
undoubtedly would have been af-|
fected by it. |

Some might say that it was the |
first duty of Philemon to free his|

| slave, and that no treatment of the|

slave could be truly Christian until |
he had done so.

Paul speaks of Onesimus as “once

| unprofitable,” which would indicate

that he had no particular defense
of the slave’s conduct. But drifting
to Rome in his runaway flight,
Onesimus came under the influence
of Paul, and under the power of
the new religion, which can trans-
form slave as well as master. He
became a new man so profitable that
Paul gladly would have kept him in
Rome for his own service.

The test of conversion of Onesimus
was his willingness to go back to his
master, for Paul evidently told him
that this was the only right course.

But Paul did not compromise with

| the institution of slavery to the ex-

tent of recognizing anly the master’s
rights. There was an obligation of
right and of brotherly love to which
a slaveowner himself was subject.

So Paul gave to Onesimus this
letter to Philemon, reminding him
that he was receiving back, not a

| servant, but more than a servant,

“a brother beloved.”

Writing as “Paul the Aged,” he
uses all his skill and exhortation to
persuade Philemon to see the situa-
tion rightly, and to meet it in a
Christian way. Paul urges him to
receive Onesimus as he himself
would have been received into Phile-
mon’s home, and he assures Phile-
mon that if Onesimus has robbed or
otherwise wronged him, he himself
will make good the loss.

History does not record how Phile-
mon met the test. Was the master
as noble in receiving the slave as

meat and polar fish await us

After arguing with the masked
pilot for some little time I have
finally convinced him that he
should go along on the hunt for
Santa. As I told you he had said
that he thought he should stay with
the ship. However, that has been
ironed out and we expect to push
out through the snow in about half
an hour

We expect to find Santa Claus
within the next 24 hours. The pilot
has been busy for some little time
hooking up and testing our short-
wave radio pack set which will be
strapped to his back as we go
across the jee.
