Study says workplace 
civility has gone downhill

CHICAGO (AP) — A co-worker slams down theCHICAGO (AP) — A co-worker slams down the 
phone. Someone snags the last of the office coffee 
without refilling the pot. The boss blows by with­
out so much as a nod to the staff.

Sound like where you work?
Workplace civility has gone downhill in the past 

10 years, according to a new study, and researchers 
say men are mostly to blame.

Although men and women are targets of disre­
spect and rudeness in equal numbers, researchers 
sav men instigate the rudeness 70 percent of the 
time.

"Our goal is to make organizations aware of 
this," said study co-author Chrishne Pearson, a 
management professor at the University of North 
Carolina business school. "You can calculate the
costs."

Pearson pointed to several broad societal forces 
as possible reasons for all the ill will: downsizing, 
the growing pressure to "do more with less" and 
technology — which allows workers to "zap peo­
ple anonymously."

Twelve percent of the people who experience 
rude behavior quit their jobs to avoid the perpetra­
tor, the researchers found. Fifty-two percent report­
ed losing work time worrying and 22 percent delib­
erately decreased their work effort.

The study, "Workplace Incivility: The Target's 
Eye View," was presented Tuesday at the Academy 
of Management's annual convention. The authors 
inter\'iewed and surveyed 1,400 workers and gen­
erated a list of suggestions to improve the work­
place culture.

The majority of those interviewed, 78 percent, 
said incivility has worsened in the past 10 years. 
The authors also found that rude people are three

more likely to be in higher posi­
tions than their targets.

times more likely to be in higher positions than 
their targets.

And, Pearson said, men are seven times more 
likely be rude or insensitive to underlings than to 
superiors.

Women are equally rude to superiors and subor­
dinates, the study found.

Fay Taylor, 49, a marketing director in Chicago, 
said she is not surprised.

"Men are more like bulls in a china shop when 
they are trying to get a job done," Taylor said. 
"Women tend to couch things more carefully."

She added, "If a woman is going to be rude, she's 
going to be rude. She'll butt in at the highest levels 
and the lowest levels."

Jane Dutton, a University of Michigan professor 
who wasn't involved in the study, said its most 
important finding was "to make concrete the costs 
of these small acts of disrespject."

For companies and managers, experts recom­
mend a quick response to disrespectful acts, setting 
parameters for behavior, training and feedback.

"We're all still kids," Taylor said. "If we can get 
away with it, we will."

College dropouts may have 
to pay back grant money

Water Resources Board 
denies permit to Seaboard

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — 
Opponents of a large hog farm 
being built in the Panhandle are 
savoring a victory against 
Seaboard Farms Inc., although 
somewhat guardedly.

“I'm not going to hold my 
breath. I've seen them in action 
for two years/' said Betty 
Heitschmidt, who lives near the 
proposed farm being constructed 
near Floris in Beaver County.

Last year Gray County was in 
the running for a Seabraid hog 
processing plant but company 
officials chose a site in Kansas 
instead.

Ms. Heitschmidt spoke 
Tuesday after the Oklahoma 
Water Resources Board denied 
Seaboard's groundwater permit 
application.

It took two votes for the board 
to reach a 5-3 decision to support 
the OWRB's staff recommenda­
tion to deny the permit at 
Seaboard's Wakefield site. The 
board had voted 4-4 in an initial 
tally.

"I'm  relieved and delighted. 
We finally have a major victory. 
What a relief," said Jay Clapp, a 
spokesman for many of the pro­
testers.

The next step for Seaboard is to 
take the issue to court, where the 
Oklahoma Attorney General's 
Office will assume the role of 
defending the OWRB's position 
denying the groundwater per­
mit.

The water board staff made the 
recommendation to the board 
due to the recreational activities 
of the rural Bethel Church of 
God, about two nxiles from the 
farm. The church holds potluck 
dinners and other outdoor activ­
ities at the site.

Seaboard attorneys Bill Beck 
and C. Thomas Lay argued the 
church's activities did not meet 
the criteria for the three-mile set­
back. They also claimed'a 1998 
law requiring setbacks from resi­
dences and businesses passed by 
the Legislature did not apply to 
them since they purchas^ the 
land in 1997.

"It was a decision that we did­
n't think was justified and in that 
respect we didn't expect it," Lay 
said.

Rex Sharp, attorney for the 
protesters, said that in rural 
areas, churches often serve as 
community centers.

"The reason we've been pump­
ing millions and millions of dol­
lars into sprinkler systems is to 
conserve that water," said Ervin 
Mitchell, water board member 
from Buffalo. "We're not using 
near the water to irrigate that we 
did a few years ago. And that's 
why we're fighting to conserve 
our water."

The meeting Tuesday was the ' 
second time the staff at the state ' 
Water Resources Board had rec­
ommended Seaboard be denied a 
permanent water permit to oper­

ate a large hog facility in Beaver 
County.

Earlier this year, the board 
voted against the staff recom­
mendation and granted 
Seaboard a water permit for the 
Wakefield Farms plant, much of 
which already has been built. 
However, because of opponents' 
objections, the board voted to 
reconsider its vote.

The water board's staff ruled 
the facility was iK>t substantially 
complete until January 1999, pre­
venting it from escaping the 
three-mile setback provision 
enacted by the legislature.

Education Department plans to 
leouiie college dropouts to repay 
federal grant money regaidlew of 
how much they spend before 
quitting school, an across-the- 
board proposal that critics argue 
would hit poorest students hard­
est.

UrKler current rules, most stu­
dents who drop out don't have 
to «return federal need-based 

ants unless they leave on or 
>fore the first few days of class­

es. Financial aid officers take 
into account how much n a n t 
money the student received aiKl 
the amount of expenses on 
books, parking stickers, supplies 
arkl the like. If students receive 
more grant money than their 
expenses justify, only then is 
repayment required.

The new proposal calls for one 
grant-repayment formula to 
cover every school and every stu­
dent, based on how long the stu­
dent stays on campus before 
withdrawing.

"Every student would owe a 
repayment regardless of whether 
the financial aid received was 
enough to cover the expenses 
they incurred," said Linda B. 
Michalowski, director of federal 
relations for the California 
Community Colleges system. 
"They no longer look at how 
much they (the students) got. It's 
just bam, you owe a percentage. 
And our students will pay the 
highest price."

Community college students, 
unlike those who attend more- 
expensive state schools or pri­
vate universities, rarely have 
loans and other money to sup­
plem ent tuitioii, books, fees 
and housing, she said. Loans, 
unlike grants, always require 
repayment, regardless of stu­
dent status.

The Education Department, 
which based its proposal on a 
federal law enacted last year aim­
ing to make sure federal grants 
are used wisely, maintains the 
new approach is fair.

"A id is awarded to a student 
with the expectation that the 
student will complete the peri­
od of .tim e for which the aid 
has been awarded," said Dan 
M adzelan, the Education 
D epartm ent's chief policy ana­
lyst for higher education. " I f  
the student doesn't complete 
the term, then there is a return 
that is required."

An estimated 1.1 million Pell

Grant recipients each can get a 
maximum $3,125 per year. The 
$6.3 billion program was 
responsible for 10 percent of 
fecTeral student aid last year.

Both college and stu­
dent are responsible for what's 
left, and the law applies only to 
federal ^ an t aid outlined in the 
Higher Education Act as it was 
renewed last year. Veterans' 
grants and other programs are 
not covered.

The proposed rules account 
for student startup costs by 
draw ing the repaym ent line 
at the 60 percent enrollm ent 
tim e, M adzelan said.

"If a student completes 60 per­
cent of the enrollment, the 
assumption is that they've 
earned 100 percent of the aid," 
he said.

The new rule also would 
help the college, which must 
repay any grant m oney it 
receives from a student, 
Madzelan said. That's because, 
he said, they have more trou­
ble filling the seat three-quar­
ters of the way into a school 
term than on the first or sec­
ond day.

Som e college aid o fficers 
fear the enrollm ent-based for­
mula could be cum bersom e 
because not every student 
m arches into a reg istrar 's  
office to announce withdrawal

Manhunt under way for community center shooting suspect
LOS ANGELES (AP) —  A manhunt spread across 

the West today as authorities searched for the bald­
ing suspect who walked into a Jewish corrununity 
center and fired more than 70 bullets from an 
assault-style gun before slipping away and vanish­
ing in metropolitan Los A ngles.

Police said the motive was unknown, but there 
were indications that hate may have been the rea­
son for the attack that wounded five people and 
stirred new unease over gun >Holence.

Dr. Tim Rogge, the hospital's former medical direc­
tor; said that Furrow was reluct^t to submit to the 
inpatient treatment regime, and began causing 
pi^letrts, at one point pulling a knifo on several 
staff members.

Court records show Furrow was charged with 
felony assault on Nov. 2,1998, pleaded guilty to sec­
ond-degree assault and was sentenced to five 
months in the King County Jail. He was released on 
probatiotL the newspaper said. It wasn't inunedi- 
ately clear if the c h a i^  described in the Times 
report was the same one referred to by KOMO.

Ryder Cup fracas overshadows PGA Championship
MEDINAH, m. (AP) —  Tom 

Lehman was practicing S^footers 
on the practice green in front of 
the clubhouse at the Medinah 
Country Club, all the while 
keeping a wary eye on a few 
reporters hanging around just 
outside the ropes.

A few minutes earlier, Lehman 
had emerged from a closed-door 
meeting with likely members of 
next month's Ryder Cup team 
and PGA offidak aimed at dif­
fusing a growing controversy 
over paying players to represent 
their country.

Much as he would have liked, 
Lehman knew the questions 
wouldn't be about his chances to 
win the PGA Championship that 
begins Thursday in this Chicago 
suburb.

The talk Tuesday wasn't about 
numbers, such as the 7,401-yard 
length of Medinah or how many
under par it m i^ t take to win 
the final major of the year. It was 
about numbers like the $23 tnil-
lion profit the PGA reportedly 
will make from the Ryder Cup, 
and the $5,000 stipend players 
receive to compete in it.

It was enough to give Lehman- 
a harried look as he stroked putt 
after putt to try and get ready for 
a week that could secure him a 
spot on the Ryder Cup team.

"A ll these issues will be 
resolved in the future. Now is 
not the tim e," Lehman said. 
"The idea of boycotting the 
Ryder Cup is, was and alwa)rs 

b e ... ridiculous."
If the PGA Championship had

enough image problems as the 
perennial stepchild of the four 
major tournaments, it didn't get 
any better as tournament prepa­
rations were overshadowed by 
the issue of paying Ryder Cup 
players.

PGA officials did their best to 
put the spotlight back on the 
tournament by holding an hour- 
long meeting with players at 
which they agreed to discuss 
ways of paying money to chari­
ties favored by the individual 
players on the team.

It seemed to work as the 16 top 
players on the Ryder Cup points 
Lst emerged from the meeting 
with a unified front, using 
phrases such as "non-issue" and 
^'we're all on the same page" to 
proclaim their happiness with 
the current setup.

"We all agreed on every­
thing," Jeff Maggert said after 
the meeting that included team 
captain Ben Crenshaw, PGA 
Tour commissioner Tim 
Finchem and Jim Awtrey, the 
CEO of the PGA of America.

Awtrey and Finchem said they 
would work in the next few 
weeks to come to an agreement 
with players on Ryaer Cup 
money being paid to their chari­
ties. But both said the pbyers 
will not be paid to represent 
their country.

"The players do not want to be 
paid," Awtrey said. "But the

^ are looking at how the 
Tup can be supportive of 

growth of the game and chari­
ties."

The midaftemoon meeting

put a hole in the practice sched­
ules of the top players, with 
Tiger Woods hurrying off to play 
Medinah after it broke up.

Lehman, 11th on the Ryder 
Cup points list that accounts for 
10 of the 12 team members, said

he just wanted to get the issue 
behind him and play well 
enough to secure a spot on the 
team this week.

"Everybody is on the same 
page," Lehman insisted. "The 
players are focused on playing."

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Expansion planned for Texas Speedway
DALLAS (AP) — The Texas 

Motor Speedway will offer racing 
fans a chance to attend a urtique 
doubleheader in April. *

On the same weekend the track 
will have NASCAR's Winston 
Cup and Busch series races on its 1 
1 /2-mile superspeedway, the 
World of Outlaws will race on a 
new dirt track.

Bruton Smith, chairman of track 
owner Speedway Motorspx>rts Inc., 
and track genei^ manager Eddie 
Gossage were to announce plans 
today for a 15/XX)-seat dirt track.

'Tfs not gcHng to be what you 
expect in a dirt track," Gossage said 
Tuesday. "What we're doing is turn­
ing a comer for dirt-track racing and 
taking it up several notches."

The dirt track will be oval­
shaped and just under a half-mile 
long. It'll be built on about four of 
the speedway's 1,500 acres and it 
will feature luxury boxes. The 
price tag is expected to be between 
$2.5 million and $3 million.

In addition to World of Outlaws, 
USAC aixl motorcycle events also 
will take place there. Concerts also 
could be held at the facility.

The dirt track is the first of what 
could be a three-part expansion for 
the speedway. Gossage said he 
hopes to finalize plans soon to 
build a drag strip and a road 
course.

Gossage said he's already sched­
uling events for a road course in 
2000, and drag races also are being 
considered.

"A drag strip is something we're 
studying real hard," he said. 
"We're putting pencil to paper to

see if it works."
Billy Meyei; owner of die Texas 

Motorplex strip near Eimis, 
already has aiuxninoed plans for a 
drag strip in nearby Grand Prairie. 
Meyer says he has an exclusivity 
agreement with die National Hot 
Rod Association that prohibits 
NHRA national events at any strip 
within 150 miles of his.

Offering many different ty p »  of 
racing events was part of the Texas 
Motor Speedway's grand plans 
when it opened in 19%, but the 
owners at Speedway Motorsports 
Irx;. didn't expect to get around to 
them so soon.

'Tt was our intent to do those 
additions 10-12 years after we 
opened," Gossage said. "We've 
been able to move to these things 
quicker because of the success 
we've had."

The Texas Motor Speedway has 
drawn nearly 200/XX) fans for each 
of its three NASCAR weekends.

but problems and driver com- 
jdainis led to track leoonstructiofB 
after the first two races.

Dewite heavy lobbying, 
NASCAR officials are rductant to 
offer the TMS a second spot on the 
schedule.

The IRL visits Texas for its first 
race after the Indy 500 and again 
for its season-«iding race in 
October.
