"FIRST NATIONAL BANK WILL EXPAND

BUILDING T0 BE EXTENDED BACK
TOALLEY; QUARTERS TREBLED,
ANNOU OES PRESIDENT FINLEY

The First National Bank is announcing this week that con-
struction will start on an addition to the building it now owns

and occupies in the near future.

The addition will give the

bank three times as much space as it now occupies,
President B. E. Finley said that the addition is being made
to take care of the increased business and the need for larg-

et quarters.

When completed the bullding will
be one hundred and forty feet long
by fifty feet wide, two storles, and
will be the second largest building
in the city. The new Johnson build-
ing will be first, occupying Iots one
hundred feet by one hundred feet
with two stories.
