Wife’s lawyer to question woman
in Newt Gingrich divorce case

MARIETTA, Ga. (AP) — Divorce lawyers for the
estranged wife of former House Speaker Newt
Gingrich have won permission to question a woman
Gingrich reportedly has been seeing.

An order signed Thursday by Cobb County
Superior Court Judge Dorothy Robinson allows
Marianne Gingrich’s attorneys to take a deposition
from Callista Bisek.

Published reports say Gingrich, 53, and Ms. Bisek,
a 33-year-old aide to the House Agriculture
Committee, have been seeing each other for years. In
New York today, both the Daily News and the New
York Post quoted sources who said the two have
been seen together often in Washington.

Mrs. Gingrich’s lawyer, John C. Mayoue, declined
to say whether Mrs. Gingrich thought her husband
was involved in a relationship with Ms. Bisek before

“I can tell you that she thought that they had a very
sound marriage, n;.,ht up until this une xpe(ted
demand for divorce,” he said today. “And I can also
tell vou that Marianne is prepared to thoroughly
investigate Mr. Gingrich’s personal life as well as his
business activities.”

No date has been set for the deposition, which will
be taken in Arlington, Va., where Ms. Bisek lives.

Gingrich’s attorney, Randolph Evans, said he had-
n't seen the order and could not comment on the
reports that Cingrich might have been seeing Ms
Bisek before his separation from his wife

“I don’t get into all of that because 1t just doesn’t

serve any useful purpose,” he said.

Gingrich’s personal spokesman, Mike Shields,
declined to comment today.

Mayoue said it’s too early to say what financial set-
tlement Mrs. Gingrich might seek from the former
speaker.

The Gingriches were married Aug. 8, 1981. They

have been separated since May 10, according to the
divorce papers Gingrich filed last month.

Gingrich, architect of the Republican revolution in
the House, served as speaker from 1995 until the end
of last year, when he gave up his seat in Congress
after the Republicans’ disappointing showing in the
November election.

His first marriage, to his high school geometry
teacher, Jackie Battley, ended in divorce after 19
years. He has two daughters from that marriage.

Jackie Gingrich has said her then-husband. dis-
cussed divorce terms with her while she was recu-
perating in the hospital from cancer surgery.
Gingrich has said he does not recall it that way.

Gingrich married his second wife, a county plan-
ner and business consultant from Ohio, within
months of the divorce.

In 1994, Gingrich responded to reports he’d had
extramarital affairs while running a family-values
campaign in 1978 by saying, “In the 1970s, things
happened — period. That’s the most I'll ever say.”

“I start with an assumption that all human beings
sin,” he said.

LONDON (AP) — A British judge ruled Friday
that Mick Jagger’s not-quite-marriage to Jerry Hall
was invalid, both in England and in Indonesia
where the rock star and the model went through a

1990 wedding ceremony.

The pair, who have been together more than 20
years and have four children, were not in court.

Hall, a 43-year-old Mesquite, Texas native, filed
for divorce in January after Brazilian model

Thursday’s high of 104 at
Abilene Regional Airport tied
the record for the date set in
1936. Also, the same temperature
at Del Rio International Airport
tied the record high previously
set in 1998 and earlier years.

At Bush Intercontinental
Airport, Thursday’s low tem-
perature set a record. The 80-
degree reading beat the previ-
ous record of 78 for the date, set

in 1987.

Today’s lows remained in the
middle 80s in most areas of
North Texas, with 60s and 70s in
the west. It was 81 degrees at
Paris, 88 in Dallas and Fort
Worth, 63 at Dalhart and 84 at
both Abilene and Sanderson.

Winds were mostly southerly
at 10 to 20 mph.

Daytime highs should range
from the 90s to 100 or more,
with near 105 in the Big Bend
valleys.

after all, the last Friday the 13th of
the millennium.

“Friday the 13th is complete
bunk, it’s nonsense,” said Downey,
organizer of the Anti-Superstition
Carnival in Philadelphia.

Similar events were planned in Los
Angeles and Buffalo, N.Y, of an
effort organized by the Buarot-based
Center for Inquiry International to
debunk superstitions assodated with
Friday the 13ths.

“It’s kind of our bread-and-but-
ter event,” said the center’s Chris
Mooney. “We have this sort of
residual fear of Friday the 13th,
and it would be a good thing to try
and clear this up a little bit.”

To do that, Downey is opening
up the carnival to the public for the

first time. The past two years, it
was attended only by members of
the Freethought Society of Greater
Philadelphia.

To poke fun at the superstitions,
organizers will hold limbo dances
under a ladder, toss mirrors and play
superstition trivia games — all in the
name of helping friggatriskaideka-
phobes, or those who fear Friday the
13th.

The 13 members of the anti-
superstition Friday the 13th club
were to meet today, too.

“We'll meet, go under our ladders,
open our umbrellas rain or shine,
throw around some salt and knock
on wood,” said dub member Murray
Saltzman, 68. He might show up at
the camival tonight.

“It sounds interesting. [ guess it's
not bad luck to attend to two of
these events.”

RANDOLPH CENTER, Vt.
(AP) — Isaac Evans-Frantz
recalled how he came out as a
homosexual in the seventh grade,
only to face scores of his peers
questioning and harassing him.

“It was so overwhelming to
me,” said Evans-Frantz, a junior
at Brattleboro Union High School.
“It was the first time I realized
that being gay in society wasn't
going to be easy.”

The youth spoke Thursday at a
forum that is the only one this
year devoted to teens and educa-
tion, the Education Commission
of the States said. Gov. Howard
Dean organized it in response to
the shooting at Columbine High
School in Littleton, Colo., and to a
rash of bomb threats at Vermont
high schools.

“I'm still struggling with the
issue,” he said. “There is no one
right answer.”

The nearly universal message
was that teen-agers need two
things above all else: to be heard
and respected.

“I believe respect is every-
thing,” Husain Karim, a sopho-
more at Burlington High School,
said. “If you have respect for
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Teens want to be heard, respected

yourself and others, why would
you feel the need to hurt others?

“I strongly believe that teachers
could be the main source of
accomplishing this,” he said.
“There’s some times | see my

coaches and teachers more than 1’

see my family.”

For Evans-Frantz, some of
those turned out to be allies: a
teacher who didn't yell at a class-
mate who used the term faggot
but forced her to look up its
meaning in the dictionary; a
school nurse who posted a notice
of a gay youth sulgport group;
and a science teacher who did
nothing more than post a small
pink triangle, a srmbol of solidar-
ity for gays and lesbians.

“I said, “Wow, this guy really
cares. This is a safe place for me,”
Evans-Frantz said, bringing tears
to many eyes and a standing ova-
tion.

Although teen-agers want to be
heard, they also want some guid-
ance, said P] Lewis, who just

aduated from Essex High

hool. She told how she was in
foster care for five years and
found an advocate in her social
worker.

“She gave me options about
what would happen to me,”
Lewis said. “She helped me
decide what - would, happen
rather than just putting me some-
where and saying that's where
you go.”

Dean listened intently through-
out the session, breaking in occa-
sionally with an observation or a
response. His goal for the confer-
ence was to find ideas that can be
offered to schools around the
state.

Still, Dean, a father of two teen-
agers in public schools himself,
said that teen-agers have .to
understand that "adults cannot
always do the right thing, either.

“You have to understand that
we're more like you than you
think we are,” he said.

That's why it's important for
adults and teen-agers to try to get
know one another better, Evans-
Frantz said. He asked why teach-
ers don’t simply wander into the
cafeteria at lunchtime.

“Teachers could come in and
ask us, ‘'How's school going for
you? What do you like? What
don’t you like? What should be
different?””’ he said.

Jesus had taught that our “yes” should
be “yes” and “no” should be “no” — clearly
and unembellished. The critics accused Paul
of speaking otherwise.

Paul made it clear that the good news of
Jesus Christ is not ambiguous.

In life, we sometimes endounter negative
and disappointing things. Jesus is neither neg-
ative nor disappointing.

Hebrews 6:13 tells us that when God want-
ed to give an oath, there was none greater by
whom he could swear, so he swore by himself.

God is the ultimate certainty. He is the final -

es are dependable. We can count on absolute-
ly nothing more solid. Paul points out that,
“no matter how many promises God has
made, they are “Yes” in Christ.

A respite for Christian ministers

DIVIDE, Colo. (AP) — Tom Hardeman, a former United Parcel
Service executive, now runs an investment firm and serves on six
company boards. Busy? Yes. He says the workload of America’s busi-
ness leaders is nothing compared with that of pastors of Christian
churches.

“There is unparalleled pressure on ministers,” said Hardeman,
who is board chairman for SonScape Re-Creation Ministries, which
operates on 17 acres in the shadow of Pikes Peak.

“They are expected to be perfect administrators, perfect counselors,
perfect fathers, perfect everything.” A

They are human and sometimes give in to pressure, to temptation,
to sin, he said.

The Rev. Bob Sewell and his wife, Sandy, saw the cost of misman-
aged ministry and the temptations that invaded. They felt the
burnout. So they founded SonScape, a place where ministers can
spend time “exhaling the fatigue and staleness of life and breathing
deeply in the spirit of the Lord.”

Bob Sewell said others can learn from his and Sandy’s mistakes.
““We did all the things incorrectly; things we’re now telling people not
to do. We worked too many hours. Ministry was at the core and cen-
ter of everything we ate, thought, slept and accomplished in life.”

Realizing the danger, they sought help from friends.

““We needed help getting our lives back together,” Bob Sewell said.

Today they minister to ministers.

Couples or singles stay in duplex units at the center, where they are
counseled, coached and prayed over, and given time to reflect and
rest. Each eight-day session costs about $1,500 per couple.

The Sewells, who hold about a dozen sessions each year, focus on
Christian “spiritual disciplines.” Silence and solitude, for example, is
“the art of listening to God,” Bob Sewell said. Others are Bible study,
prayer and worship. ;

The pressures on pastors come from several areas, the Sewells said.

Rev. Cooper to preach Sunday

In the absence of Rev. Albert Maggard Pastor of The First
Pentecostal Holiness Church, 1700 West Alcock, Rev. Archie Cooper
from McLean will fill the pulpit Sunday morning and at the evening
service which begins at 6 p.m.

Rev. Cooper is 86 years old, was converted in McLean in 1932.

Called to preach in 1934, he entered pastoral ministry in 1936 then
returned to pastor the church in McLean in 1979 to 1986.

After the death of Virginia, his
wife for more than 60 years, he has.spent 10 months as interim pastor
in Garfield, N.M. and now resides in his home in McLean and avail-
able for ministry.
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For one, society accepts behavior which once was considered a moral
failing in friends, family, professionals and many role models — but
not pastors. Who cares if your neighbor had an affair? But your pas-
tor?

There are also the perennial problems of politics, finance and con-
trol within congregations, reflected in an attitude that Sewell
expressed this way: “Pastor, we were here before you came, and we’ll
be here after you leave. We own the church, and we own the parson-
age, and as long as you're liere, we own you.”

Third, a pastor also is under a higher authority.

“He must be under the authority of God and the Scriptures,”
Sewell said. “There are guidelines in the Scripture for what a pastor
should be and what he’s supposed to do.”

So failure happens. High-profile cases are well-known: Jim Bakker
and Jimmy Swaggart. While the reprimand process for pastors who
fail works for many church groups, rehabilitation is largely ignored.

Bakker confessed to a relationship with a secretary; he was later

convicted of defrauding followers of millions. He lost his PTL min-
istries, served five years in prison and was divorced. In recent

months, he’s ministered to the poor in inner-city Los Angeles. In
Bakker’s story, the Sewells see God's grace,

Many ministers are too busy taking care of others to care for them-
selves. So SonScape’s lessons point to the New Testament, where
Jesus practiced getting away for personal rest.

“He gives us the model. He went away to be alone,” Bob Sewell
said. “The Scriptures do not say, ‘and he was in a hurry.”’

SonScape tells pastors that doing ~ little preventive maintenance
will allow them to be the strong, spiritual shepherds their congrega-
tions need.

Osborne is still ‘coaching’ in retirement

SOUTH BEND, Ind. (AP) — In
36 years of coaching college foot-
ball, Tom Osborne saw his share of
problem players.

There were the infamous ones,
like Lawrence Phillips, who
grabbed headlines. There were
others, those who never made it
into the police reports, who were
heavy on emotional baggage and
low on parental support.

“These were young people who
were screened. They had decent
grades. They were recommended
highly by their teachers and coach-
es, so we were dealing with proba-
bly the upper 25 percent of high
school graduates,” Osborne said.
“I began to realize a lot of things
were falling through the cracks for

young people.”

So he decided to do something
about it, founding the Teammates
Mentoring Program in 1991.

Now, as he prepares to be
enshrined in the College Football
Hall of Fame on Friday as one of
the winningest coaches in Division
I-A history, he’s using his “retire-
ment” to take his mentoring pro-
gram to every school district in
Nebraska in an effort to reach the
state’s most at-risk middle school
students.

“We feel that someone who
affirms them, supports them, has a
vision of what they might become
and is there and is concerned is
very important,” Ogborne said.

Not an easy task, considering
Osborne estimates there are 17,000
students in Nebraska his program
could help. But after crafting the
Cornhuskers football program
into a perennial powerhouse with
a 255-49-3 record over 25 years, if

anybody in Nebraska can do it,
Osborne can.

People still talk regard him as a
larger-than-life figure in Nebraska,
where he won national titles in
1994 and 1995 and split the crown
in 1997, his last season.

“So many people are willing to
work with the program because of
how highly people think of coach
Osborne,” said Shauna Valentine,
who coordinates the Lincoln chap-
ter of the Teammates program.

Osborne began the program in
1991 after asking players if they
were interested in mentoring mid-
dle school children. Six years later,
he expanded it to match students
with adult mentors rather than
football players, and now chapters
are set up in 17 Nebraska cities.

“We didn’t go to him with an
idea. It was his idea, and he was
doing it,” Valentine said. “Beyond
being the founder, he’s been the
cheerleader for the rest of us. He's
the leader. He's the director in
many ways, not only in the exam-
ple that he sets but what he does.”

Osborne, who along with his
wife Nancy also serves as a mentor
in the program, said he hopes to
reach 1,400 kids by next fall with
hopes of doubling the enrollment
each year until the program reach-
es 10 percent of Nebraska middle
school students, about 17,000 kids.

“We're limited only by the num-
ber of people who volunteer to be
mentors,” he said. “It’s been prob-
ably the most meaningful thing
that I've done and something that
we're really working hard to grow
throughout the state.”

That’s saying something consid-
ering Osborne led the
Cornhuskers to an NCAA-record

25 straight bowl appearances,
reached the 250-win plateau
quicker than any other Division I-
A coach and averaged more than
10 wins a season over 25 years.

Friday night, he’ll be enshrined
into the Hall of Fame after the
National Football
Honors Court waived its cus-
tomary three-year waiting peri-
od, something it’s done only
once before

“It’s always hard to know how
vour career will be perceived by
other people because you're so
intertwined with whatever hap-
pens because it’s hard to be
objective,” said Osborne, who

still works eight to 10 hours a
day. “I can’t say I would do it any
differently if I had to do it over
again. It’s kind of nice to be able
to walk away with something
with no regrets and a lot of good
memories.

Other enshrinees include
Division I players Al Brosky,
Brad Budde, Bill Fralic, Randyv
Gradishar, Bo Jackson, Mel
Long, Jim McMahon, Jerry
Rhome, Jim Richter, Johnny

Garcia takes two-stroke advantage in PGA Championship

MEDINAH, Ill. (AP) — A
series of storms blew across
Medinah Country Club on the
opening - day of the PGA
Championship, threatening to
disrupt the season’s final major
in a torrent of water and words.

[he along came an El Nino to
nearly blow it all'away.

Sergio Garcia’s masterful 6-
under 66 on Thursday not only
gave him a 2-shot lead going into
today’s second round — it also
helped rescue a tournament
awash in bad weather and Ryder
Cup controversy.

The 19-year-old Garcia fin-
ished eating half of a ham and
cheese sandwich during a 47-
minute rain delay, then birdied
two of his last three holes.

['hat refocused the attention at
Medinah back to golf.

And the youngest player in the
field did it with the cocky self
confidence that made his open-
ing 89 in the British Open seem a
distant memory.

“I think I proved myself today.
I think the British Open is done,”
Garcia said. “I don’t want to hear
any more que stions about the
British ()p(n '

Garcia’s round, which includ-
ed a 32 on the back nine and tied
the L'nmpctitlvc course record,
put him two shots ahead of the
unlikely trio of Jay Haas, Mike
Weir and ].P. Hayes. Lurking just

two more shots back were the
big names of David Duval, Tiger
Woods, Tom Lehman, Nick Price
and senior star Hale Irwin.

All took advantage of the rain
softened greens of Medinah’s
No. 3 course, but none did it any
better than Garcia, the Spanish
sensation with his El Nino nick-
name sewn on his golf bag.

The rainstorms sent most in
the gallery packing by the time
Garcia stroked a 9-iron to within
6 feet on the 18th hole for a final
birdie that put him two ahead of
the field.

Fifteen players could not finish
their opening rounds because of
the rain delay, including Corey
Pavin, who was 3-under on the
17th hole. They were scheduled
to finish this morning before
beginning second-round play.

“I think I'm good enough to
stay where I am,” Garcia said. “I
always like to be two strokes
ahead. If I'm four ahead tomor-
row, I'm not going to feel any
pressure.’

That couldn’t be said for Duval
and Woods, who were feeling
pressure of a different sort.

Their demands that they have
a say in how Ryder Cup profits
are spent drew a harsh rebuke on
Wednesday from captain Ben
Crenshaw, and continued a pub-
lic relations debacle that took the
spotlight away from their strong
opening rounds.
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“The last thing the tour needs
is a label put on us as greedy,
wimpy, whiny brats,” Lehman
said.

Crenshaw was more concilia-
tory on Thursday, saying per-
haps 'he spoke too soon, but
there was no'question he felt that
efforts by Duval, Woods, Mark
O'Meara and Phil Mickelson
should have been directed more
toward the honor of representing
their country Sept. 24-26 near
Boston.

“All I can tell you is I'm from a
different generation and the
Ryder Cup means a lot to me,”
Crenshaw said. “I'm probably
upset because people aren’t as
excited about it as I am. I hope
that’s not the case.”

Neither Woods nor Duval was
backing off after opening in con-
tention, though Duval said his
remarks were misrepresented
and that he never favored play-
ers being paid-to play in the
Ryder Cup.

‘Still, both players seemed less
excited about winning the Ryder
Cup back from Europe than
Crenshaw would like them to be.

“It seems like a pretty large
corporate outing,” Duval said.

“It's an exhibition. It always
has been,” Woods added. “It's
not meant to be played as a war.”

The Ryder Cup was also on
Garcia’s mind, but in a different
way. He is trying to play his way
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onto the European team, and a
top 10 finish in the PGA figures
to do the trick.

Several American players also
had a spot on the team in mind,
including Lehman, who is 11th
on the points list, but seems
assured of making the team at
least on a captain’s pick.

Environmental groups calls for increase

in SUV fuel efficiency

AUSTIN (AP) — An environmental group called
on Gov. George W. Bush Thursday to support an
increase in fuel efficiency standards for light trucks,
including sport utility vehicles and minivans.

“We're urging Governor Bush to stand up to the
auto industry and voice his support for better fuel
efficiency standards which will help save con-
sumers money and put the brakes on global warm-
ing pollution,” said Derek Cressman, a spokesman
for the U.S. Public Interest Research Group.

Light trucks are allowed to get 25 percent fewer
miles per gallon than cars, according to U.S. PIRG.
Mike Stanton of the Alliance of Automobile
Manufacturers said industry leaders are already
researching fuel efficiency.

Bush spokeswoman Linda Edwards said chang-
ing the standard for fuel efficiency is a federal issue,
but that the Texas Natural Resource Conservation
Commission has taken steps to strengthen state
environmental standards.

Merchants put temporarily out of busi-
ness by power shortage

DALLAS (AP) — Bankers and jewelers closed
shop at the World Trade Center in Dallas. A Tyler
tire factory was slowed. Parts of the Rio Grande
Valley were plunged into darkness. A Fort Worth
hospital found itself without air conditioning on a
107-degree day.

Thousands of Texans have found themselves
without power for brief periods this week. Reasons
for the outages range from mechanical problems
beyond customers’ control to contracts they signed
to secure cheaper rates.

“It's taking toll on us already,” said Douglas
Hucker, a jewelry trade association director forced
Thursday to close his Dallas Market Center office.

Lubbock jailers indicted on charge
of making bogus case against inmate

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — Two former Lubbock
County Jail supervisors have been indicted on evi-
dence tampering charges for allegedly creating a
bogus case against an inmate.

rand jurors on Thursday indicted Sgt. Thomas
“Rusty” Hendrick, 34, and Cpl. Jerrold Welborn, 35,
on the felony charges, said —criminal District
Attorney Bill Sowder.

They are accused of falsifying criminal reports
against Johnson, Sowder said. Two other former
jailers face misdemeanor charges, and two were
cleared of criminal wrongdoing.

Evidence tampering is punishable by a maximum
10 years in prison.

The allegations stem from an incident involving
former inmate Ollie Johnson, who was originally
jailed in April 1998 on a charge of criminal tres-
passing.

*According to sheriff’s office reports, Johnson
scuffled with deputies on April 30, 1998, after refus-
ing to follow orcfers. Johnson struck one jailer in the
mouth and threatened to kill another, reports said.

He was charged the next day with assault on a
public servant and retaliation. But authorities now
say the charges were falsified.

“As a result of the conduct of some of the jailers,

Mr. Johnson was charged with two felonies,”
Sowder told the Lubbock Avalanche-Journal.
“Those charges were not proper that has been
proven.”

“Ollie Johnson stayed in jail for almost eight
months on what you’d want to call bogus or
trumped up charges.”

Johnson was released on his own recognizance in
late January of this year, and Sowder dismissed the
assault and retaliation charges April 20. Six days
later, County Commissioners’ paid Johnson
$100,000 to settle his abuse claims.

Another deputy, 34-year-old Tommy Ray, entered
an agreement under which he will plead guilty to a
misdemeanor records tampering . charge in
exchange for his testimony.

The grand jury recommended filing misde-
meanor assault charges against Deputy Russell
“Cash” Lilley, 33.

All four men resigned from the sheriff’s office
before the investigation ended.

Two other jail employees connected to the case,
deputy Richard Lewis and assistant jail administra-
tor Jack Mitchell, face no criminal charges. In June,
Lewis resigned and Mitchell retired after 26 years
with the sheriff’s office.

criminal court clerk.

“It was just down the street. You
can see it from our doors. They
have it all taped off,” she said.

Vigil, 52, was heading to a hear-
ing before state District Judge T.
Glenn Ellington when shots rang
out, Montoya said. She didn’t
know what the hearing was
about.

Witnesses saw a mint-green
Ford pickup truck with a loud
muffler, driven by a man who
appeared to be in his 20s, leave the
area, “That's what we're looking
for,” police Sgt. Gilbert C’ de Baca
said.

Vigil's body was lying on the
sidewalk a half block from the
courthouse entrance. Police stood
around the body, and courthouse
workers and attorneys stood in
small groups nearby.

“I'm devastated for Carlos, for
his widow and for the whole legal
community,”  said  Richard
Shapiro, a fellow lawyer.

“I don’t know if this was some-
body who had a grudge against
lawyers or whether it was some-
body that was out to get Carlos
Vigil. It doesn’t matter to me. ['ve
lost a friend,” said Shapiro, who
was in the courthouse when the
shooting happened.

In addition to his work as a pri-
vate attorney, Vigil served part
time as an attorney for Rio Arriba
County, primarily handling per-
sonnel matters, said Tomas
Campos, assistant county manag-
er. .
Campos said he was meeting
with other county officials when
he heard that Vigil had been shot.
“We couldn’t continue our meet-
ing, we were so upset,” Campos
said.

Texaco job-cut program expanded to 2,500
WHITE PLAINS, N.Y. (AP) — Texaco Inc., which announced last
year that it was cutting 1,400 jobs to trim costs, revealed Friday that

it had actually cut 2,500.

Company spokeswoman Kelly McAndrew said she could not spec-
ify the job cuts by location except to say they included domestic as
well as overseas positions and about 150 were at company headquar-

ters in White Plains.

Most of the workers have already left Texaco’s employ, she said,
and the last 100 or so will be gone by the end of next month.

Texaco said last year that the job cuts would help it remain prof-
itable as oil prices plunged to their lowest levels in two decades.

In announcing a $286 million profit for this year’s second quarter,
Texaco chairman Peter Bijur noted that a rise in the benchmark price
for crude oil signaled higher earnings ahead.
