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PEDC sues owners of U.S. Bus

1 he PEDC has filed suit against the 
owners of U.S. Bus trying to recover 
some or all of the $839,000 still owed for 
the failed bus company.

Fhe suit was filed Aug. 20 in 223rd 
District Court against Irwin and Bruce 
Kushner, v\'ho signed personal guaran­
tees for the loans made and guaranteed 
by the PEDC. U.S. Bus is not named, 
according to the suit, because "it is 
apparently insoJvenJ and is under the 
protection of Chapter 7 of the bankrupt­
cy code."

If the su it is unsuccessfu l, local taxpayers  stand  
to  lose the entire $859,000. Money fo r the PEDC  
com es from  a half-cent sales tax assessed in 
Pam pa.

Money for the PEDC comes from a half- 
cent sales tax assessed in Pampa.

Three separate notes were signed by 
Irwin Kusnner starting in October of 
1996.

Miami ISD 
loses another 
funding battle

MIAMI — Miami Independent School District trustees will decide 
luesday night whether to pursue further legal action following the 
lexas Supa'me Court's decision den\ ing an appeal trom the school 
district involving the 1993 school finance Robin Hood law.

I hursdav's ruling was the third court decision to go against the 
Miami ISb during the past two years. The rural district is one of the 
school districts in lexas which u as determined wealthy because the 
district's taxable values exceed $280,000 per student, and must share 
the ivealth u ith property poor districts.

I he district, which ha.s 170 students enrolled in grades K-12, lost 
the first court battle when District Judge Scott McCown ot Austin 
ruled against the district last year. His ruling was upheld by the 3rd 
Court of Appeals. The Texas Supreme Court denied the appeal 
Thursday without comment.

In their court battle, Miami ISD contends the district is exempt 
trom the requirement that property-rich districts share their wealth 
with poor districts. I’he district wa  ̂ named exemplary recently for 
the third consecutive year.

Ratings are based on student pertormance-on the state's standard­
ized test, known as lexas Assessment of Academic Skills exam, as 
well as dropout and attendance rates.

Miami School Superintendent Allen Dinsmore said the case is ncH 
an issue over school finance, but instead is over accountability stan­
dards. He said thé rural district's interpretation ot the law is that 
achieving exemplary status b\ a school district is a reward, and that 
the funds do not have to be sent to the state for recapture.

Cow  heads offend som e

SABATTUS, Maine (AP) — 
Cattle and hog rancher Leon 
Hinkley doesn't mean to offend 
anybody, but the butchered cow 
heads on his fence posts really do 
serve a purpose.

"It keeps the evil spirits away," 
he said. "Seriously."

Five years ago, Hinkley was los­
ing as many as 15 cows per year 
and veterinarians were at a loss to 
explain why.

"My grandfather always had a 
cow skull on the bam," Hinkley 
said. "He said it kept the dead 
away. I never believed it. 1 
thought it was bull."

Figuring he had nothing to lose, 
Hinkley decided to try it. When 
he butchered his next cow, he 
planted the head on the fence that 
surrounds his herd of 100 ani­
mals.

The death rate has declined 
ever since. He repeats the process 
every time he butchers a cow. 
There are about 16 skulls current­
ly on the fence.

Some passers-by have com­
plained, but state health officials 
say no laws prevent Hinkley's 
practice and there aren't enough 
rotting heads to pose a public 
health hazard.

Hispanic groups protest Baltimore shock jocks 
portrayal of Mexicans as racist broadcasting

ALBUQUERQUE (AP) — 
Hispanic groups here are 
deirianding uut an Albuquerque 
radio station pull the plug on a 
Brdtimore-based syndicate talk 
show they say mocked a Texas 
town that has adopted Spanish as 
its official language.

Protesters derK>unced a recent 
broadcast of the "Don and Mike 
Show," in which the hosts tell an 
El Cenizo city commissioner to 
"go back to your country," as 
"rate aiKi racism."

More than 50 people on 
Thursday rallied outside the 
offices of Citadel
Communications, which owns 
KHTL-AM, the radio station that 
broadcasts the show. The show is 
co-hosted by Don Geronimo and 
Mike O'Meara and originates 
from WJFK-AM in Baltimore.

Earlier this month, El Cenizo 
passed an ordinance dedaring that 
all dty meetings and hmctions 
would be held in Spaiush. The small 
oonununity along the Mexican bor­
der is bdi^ed to be the only US.

dty with an aU-Spanidr policy.
According to transcripts of the 

Aug. 17 broadcast, Geronirru) and 
O'Meara called El Cenizo Ciiy 
Hall and rrade race-rdated 
remarks to the wonruin who 
answered the phone.

"If your people cannot under- 
statxl my language, they should 
get on their burros and ^o back to 
Mexico," the transcnpt says. 
"You are in America. You got to 
speak American. You Mexicans 
have your own country. You 
know why I don't have to learn to 
speak Spanish? Because this is 
goddamned America. Go back to 
your country."

The callers never asked the 
woman her name. However, she 
was city commissioner Flora 
Barton.

"I couldn't believe they would 
really be live radio — they were 
talking so terrible," Barton said 
Wednesday.

of WJFK, said ra hadn't heard 
the broadcast and hasn't yet 
obtained a tape.

'It's  not a shock-radio kind of 
show," Stevens said.

Consuelo Martinez, state direc­
tor of the League of United Latin 
American Citizens, said her orga­
nization might file a lawsuit 
against WJFK.

New driving-related laws to take effect
The Department of Public Safety is alerting citi­

zens about driving-related legislation that takes 
effect Sept. 1 itKluding:

Large trucks (itKluding 18-wheelers), assorted 
vehicle pulling trailers atKl school activity buses 
will now be able to drive the same speed limit as 
cars on interstates arxl highways numbered by the 
federal atxl state goverrunent a maximum speed 
limit of 70 mph day/65 mph night on those road­
ways. The truck speed lirrut wiU remain the same 
(maximum 60 mph day/55 mph night) on farm to 
market (FM) roads and rarKh to market (RM) 
roads.

School buses without commercial vehicle 
itrspection shckers will ik >w  have a maximum 
speed limit of 50. mph. The prior law allowed 
school buses to travel 55 mph on interstates. 
School bEses with commercial vehicle inspe<^on 
stickers will now be allowed to travel 60 mph on 
interstates atKl state numbered highways.

The speed limit on beaches h a s l^ n  lowered to 
15 mph.

Although legislation to raise the driving age had 
been introduced during the session, nothing 
passed. The standard legal driving age in Texas 
remains 16.

The current seat belt law has been broadened to 
cover all children in a vehicle, no matter where 
they are seated. That means that all children 
under 15 must be properly restrairred period. The 
new  law also tww requires seat belt usage for chil­
dren under 15 years of age in one ton pick-ups.

(Please note that children utrder two years of age 
must still be seated in an approved car seat.) One 
other change clarifies that safety belt means a lap 
belt and a shoulder strap, if the vehicle is so 
equipped.

The DWl threshold will drop from 0.10 to 0.08 
blood alcohol content. This change in the law also 
will affect the Administrative License Revocation 
program, which allows for the civil suspension of 
driver licenses for those who register a .08 or 
above, as well as those who refuse a breath test.

Vehicle inspection fees will increase on Sept. 1, 
1999.

The resurrection is referred to about 
55 times. Now that doesn't mean that the 
crucifixion is three times more important 
than the resurrection. Without the resurrec­
tion the crucifixion is no more important 
than the death of any other martyr.

iowever, without the crucifixion the resur- 
rection doesn't even happen. What is the 
point then?

The crucifixion and resurrection are eter­
nally welded together. They cannot be sepa­
rated, nor should they be if they could. 
What is the message of the crucifixion? Isn't 
it that Jesus loved so much that He was will­
ing to shed His blood for our sins and even 
become sin for us? I Pet 2:21-24; 2 Cor 5:21 
What is the message of the resurrection? 
Isn't it that Jesus overcame and conquered 
death once and for all times not only for 
Himself, but for each of us as well? 1 Thess. 
1:10; Rom. 8:11.

So which message do you war/t? Don't

irou want them both? I certainly so. I chuck- 
e now when I hear some Protestant glibly 

say, "I don't serve a dead Jesus. My Jesus is 
alive and that is why I won't wear a cruci­
fix." HELL-O! Catholics believe in a risen 
Jesus as well and still wear a crucifix. 1 have 
the same kind of chuckle when 1 hear some 
Catholic believer say something like, "I just 
don't understand why Protestants don't 
appreciate the suffering and death of Jesus 
like us." HELL-O! Every faithful Protestant 
that I know treasures to the point of tears 
what Jesus did at Calvary. Why do we think 
that it has to be one or the other? What not 
both?

I need the crucifix. Not the jewelry itself, 
but the m essa« that it sends by its very 
existence. But 1 need the cross too. Jesus 
isn't dead! he is a bodily resurrected Jesus! 
Since I need both messages, I will always 
wear both crucifixes and crosses. You see it 
isn't a "jewelry issue", it is a "Jesus issue."

On August 22 we put up a crucifix in 
almost every room at Hi-Land Christian 
Church. Not so that we could become a 
Catholic church, but so that we could learn 
from our Catholic brothers and sisters. 
Every time that I look at one of the crucifix­
es I remember vividly the price paid for my 
sins—blood of the Savior. We already have 
several "crosses" (no body) and each of 
them help me rejoice in what Jesus accom­
plished on Easter Sunday.

So if you've thought ^ t  crucifixes were 
wrong, maybe this wiU help you rethink the 
matter. And if you've never had as much 
respect for the "cross" as you have your 
"crucifix", maybe this article will help'you 
do the same.

Personally I choose both. From now until 
I die I will wear both crosses and crucifixes. 
I will also have both in my office and in my 
home. Since "UNITY" is my obsession, I see 
the crucifix and the cross as symbols that 
can be used to draw both Catholic 
Christians and Protestant Christians togeth­
er in oneness so that we m i^ t all worship 
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ with one 
heart. After all, that is what we were creat­
ed for—TO WORSHIP GOD!

So if you are a Catholic Christian, go out 
and buy yourself an empty cross as a state­
ment for the UNITY of ^  believers. And if 
you are a Protestant Christian, go out and 
but yourself a crucifix for the same reason.

AMARILLO, Texas — Shirley 

Garrison never got to go to church 
camp.

“We lived down in the Lubbock 
County area, and it was work in 
the summertime when I was 
growing up," Garrison said. "I 
grew up during the Depression."

But during the years he spent as 
an agri-businessman and commu­
nity leader in the Hereford area. 
Garrison sent his children and 
‘grandchildren off to Ceta Canyon 
Methodist Camp. He eventu^y 
became a trustee of the pic- 
timesque retreat near Happy.

Now he is 80 years old, and his 
grandchildren are experiencing 
ffie sodal, recreational and spiritu­
al benefits of a camp that was 
founded in 1918 by pioneers who 
slept in tents and cooked over an 
open fire.

And Garrison continues to show 
his gratitude.

The camp is scheduled in 
October to break ground on a new 
lodge, and Garrison donated 
$510,000 of the estimated $1.7 mil­
lion project cost. He also helped 
builcl the dining hall/multi-pur­
pose facility in 1995.

"A lot of kids have said that is 
where they first met Christ, and 
they learned how to live with 
other kids in a Christian atmos­
phere," Garrison said.

General Manager Bill McCuaig 
said the camp is an invaluable 
resource to the spiritual life of ffie 
Northwest Texas Conference of 
the Methodist Church, which 
encompasses 177 congregations.

"In our confereiKe, I would say 
a large majority of pastors arul 
youth ministers felt the call at 
youth camps," said McCuaig who 
was an assistant parks directw in 
Amarillo before joining the camp 
staff sue years am.

C hild i^  McGuaig said, "are so 
prime to hear the wero before ffiey 
turn 18. When they go througjt die 
series of camps firm elementary to 
senior high, they're going to be 
hooked, in a mimty good way."

Nancy Weinette, secretary at 
Booker United Methodist Church,

Associate Manager Wendell 
Brown was already familiar with 
the camp when he was offered a 
job 21 years ago, because his father 
had worked there for a short 
while. Brown and his wife, Susa, 
raised their children at the camp 
and attended church in Happy. 
Their children went to Happy 
schools.

"I feel like it's a calling," said 
Brown, who oversees camp main­
tenance. His wife is director of 
food service.

Ceta Canyon gets by with a per­
manent staff c '

$600,000 annual budget. Churches 
provide their own counselors and 
programming, which keeps oper­
ating costs down. Brown said.

This summer, the camp hired 17 
extra people to help with food ser­
vice and maintenance for the 
church camps, family reunions 
and business retreats that keep the 
calendar full during the warm 
weather months.

"We're on course for a record 
year right now," Brown said. "Last 
year, we served 14,000 people in 
173 groups."

The new lodge will sleep 160, 
replacing the seven oldest cabins, 
which sleep 140. Total capacity is 
450 campers.

no air conditioning or private

TDs even with Heisman Trophy­
winning teammate Ricky 
Williams running for 2,124 yards.

Want versatility? Then Notre 
Dame's Jarious Jackson is the 
choice. Jackson, who threw for 
1,740 yards and ran for another 
441 yards in '98, leads the 18th- 
ranked Irish against visiting 
Kansas on Saturday.

How about two against one? 
Check out State College, Pa., 
where No. 4 Arizona and its co-

uarterbacks Keith Smith and 
rtege Jenkins take on No. 3 

Penn State and its starter, the 
much-maligned Kevin

O

Thompson.
"Having two quarterbacks is 

amazing," Arizona running baifk 
Trung Canidate said. "You think 
it would be a distraction, but the 
bottom line is you have two phe­
nomenal guys, and you just don't 
think about it."

Coach Dick Tomey said Smith, 
a senior, will start. Smith threw 
for 1,732 yards and 13 TDs, and 
ran for another 199 yards, while 
Jenkins passed for 1,011 yards 
and five TDs and ran for 156 
yards.

If the Nittany Lions have a 
weak link, it's the passing game. 
Thompson threw just six TD 
passes and had eight intercep­
tions in '98.

And if you're ready for some­
thing new, don't miss Sunday's 
Kickoff Classic between No. 9
