The unpopu larity  of 
extremism is associted with 
the violence of some groups
— the riots on the campuses, 
the military drills of modern
— day Minutemen", o rjhe 
far - left proposals to 
nationalize resources and 
industries Therefore, as 
expressed by one columnist.

E x trem es are always 
dangerous "

But it we review the 
history of mankind, we will 
find that all progress toward 
civilization was begun by an 
extremist or a goup of them 
who took the first step 
Christopher Columbus was 
an e x tre m is t, for he 
believed the earth was 
round when "everyone knew 
it was flat" — and he 
discovered America The 
m en who signed the 
D e c l a r a t j o n  o f  
Independence nearly 200 
years ago were extremists 
who lay down their lives and 
their property for what they 
believed

The human population of 
the United States could be 
likened to an amoeba — the 
simplest of one • celled 
animals The great mass of 
American people, who pride 

'them selves as moderate 
center - of - the - roaders. 
are the nucleous

Surrounding this high - 
density mass is a layer of 
plasma made up of those 
who have strayed from the 
center Their ideas and 
beliefs are not so widely 
accepted Surrounding that 
group are the extremist • the 
lunatic fringe.

The amoeba travels by 
extending one part of its cell 
o u tw a rd  — then  t-he 
rem ainder follows The 
extremist are continually 
probing and exploring — 
trying to move outward 
ahead of the mass The one 
whose ideas are accepted by 
the g re a te s t num bers 
pushes the restraining cell 
wall farther and farther out. 
and the mass follows after it
— accepting ideas that its 
members once condisered 
so extreme as to border on 
lunacy.

A n o t h e r  g r o u p  of 
extremist m-ay be pushing 
an o th er d irec tio n , the 
central masses may be 
deflected, and sometimes 
the direction of the entire 
m ass.m ay be diverted or 
reversed.- but it is always 
proceded by the pushing 
outward of the cell wall by 
some extremists

Exremism. per se. is to be 
feared only by those who 
fear chnge 'o r who fear 
challenges to their accepted 
ideas For extremism is the 
catalyst for change

The tru e  leaders of 
mankind are not be be found 
among the masses in the 
nucleus of our humanistic 
amoeba They are on the 
fringe, pushing and probing 
the unknown beyond the 
bulging cell wall

Some forms of extremism 
can be dangerous Those are 
the ones th a t use or 
advocate violence or the 
threat of violence Violence 
is a c h a ra c te r is t ic  of 
b a r b a r i s m ,  n o t  of 
civilization *

But those extremist who 
base their -actions and 
beliefs on solid foundations 
of m o ra l i ty  and the  
motivations of human action 
will lead the amoeba toward 
peace and civilization

When 
th e  f l o o r  has  b e e n  
thoroughly cleaned of old 
wax. a wet sponge mop is 
used to remove the residue.

They have gotten sting by 
the World Football League 
and the owners of it* fran­
chises, and that is a shame.

There are bright spots in the 
WFL, to fife sure.

The Southern California Sun 
apparently is (Yawing well, 
its players are reportedly 
contented. Which la not sur­
prising, as they are allegedly 
about the best-paid laborers 
in the WFL /

Birmingham and Chicago 
are reportedly OK.

Philadelphia? How well can 
anyone be in Phllly? Espe­
cially when the Bell's last out­
ing drew a total of 750 specta­
tors.

That’s not a crowd, that’s a 
group.

I’ve seen more people 
gathered in an outdoor tub.

But worse things are hap­
pening in Detroit, in Jackson­
ville, in Orlando. Far, far 
worse.

The Detroit Wheels club is 
bankrupt, its players are un­
paid and scattered all over the 
North American landscape 
wondering what is to happen 
to them.

It’s a great system we have, 
when court dockets can be 
clogged like so many backed- 
up drains by high-priced law­
yers whose clients have 
ripped off players and fans, 
and all the while seme poor 
lonely jock sits alone in a hotel 
room waiting for a voice on a

phone to tell him what is to be­
come of his body.

And his soul, and Ns mind.
Maybe I’m wrong but un­

less I miss my guess the teem 
owners won’t lose much. 
Maybe a drop-in-the-bucketv. 
few hundred thousand they 
can write off come next April 
IS.

The league will probably 
survive. At least half the fran­
chises seem to be solid enough 
to indicate there will be a 
WFL of some sort next year.

Some teams will probably 
die, the way the Wheel club 
appears to be doing right now.

That’s OK, there are too 
many pro teams anyway. 
Everybody’s talking expan­

Creditors of dead teams will 
probably take a bath.

But they, too, will survive 
by the good old tactic of 
spreading the loss. Insurance 
companies will pick up some 
and stockholders — that’s you 
and 1 — the rest. And the 
creditor companies will go on.
’ Lawyers will make fat fees 
off all the court haggling that 
is sure to wear on for years. 
Unemployment will not hit the 
judiciary.

But the players and coaches 
who have invested a year of 
their lives in franchises that 
will ultimately fail, these are 
the people who will suffer.

Some are wiped out right 
now.

They can write off no losses, 
for they don't have anything 
to write them off against.

has increased only I per 
cent this year and there will 
be just enough to meet world 
de ma nd ,  accor di ng to 
A griculture Department 
experts.

The experts predict the 
worldwide sugar crop' in 
1974-75 will end up around. 
I I .1 million metric tons 
—about 2 million tons below 
earlier projection!. But 
estimates place demand at 
81 million tons.

According to the new fore­
casts. beet sugar production

about 1.4 million tons from 
1973-74 levels. Cane sugaf 
output was expected to riae 
by about 2 million tons, 
leaving a net increase of 
600.000 tons — 1 per cent ovpr 
last year's record crop.

42. an employe 
of Arco Chemical Co , in 
suburban^ Pasadena where 
O'Bryan worked as a lab 
technician for a year, said 
O'Bryan called him in early 
Septem ber to ask about 
cyanide.

"He asked if just anyone 
could buy it and Mold him I 
didn' t  think just anyone 
could." Terry said

"He asked how much it 
would take to be fatal My 
response was. What do you 
need to know that for?' The 
conversation ran out right 
after that."

Terry testified Monday at 
a habeas ..corpus hearing 
r e q u e s t e d  by defense 
attorney Richard Harrison 
of Dallas seeking to have 
bail set in the capital 
murder case and reduce bail 
on the other  charges.

-  AUSTIN. Tex. (UPI) -  
Poor weather has lead to a 
poor cotton crop in Texas 
aird product ton has dropped 
40 per cent.

John C. White, agriculture 
commissioner, said Monday 
co t t on  p r o d u c t i o n  is 
estim ated at 2.8 million 
bal es  compared to 4.7 
million bales in 1973.

Most of the decrease this 
month has occurred on the 
High Plains where cool, wet 
weather has delayed cotton 
maturity over most of the 
a re a ."  White said The 
region was hit by drought 
this summer.

White said the fall rains 
had hurt  production of 
sugarbeets and sorghum. 
Sugarbeet production is 
estimated at 380.000 tons, a 
decrease of 20.000 tons from 
1973. Sorghum is project­

Churches criticized 
orHeaching ethics

By CLAIRE COX 
Copley News Service

NEW YORK -  The failure 
of the churches to teach per­
sonal ethical values is being 
blamed In part for the wide­
spread incidence of crime and 
corruption and unethical ac­
tivity in America today.

Research conducted by the 
Henry SilvaUri Center for 
the Study of Freedom at the 
Claremont Men’s College in 
Claremont, Calif., indicates

more than any other modem 
nation.”

The crime-and-corruption 
“plague” is particularly hard 

on the poor, especially in ur­
ban slums, Benson said, cre­
ating a paradoxical situation 
in which church social-action 
programs may have uninten­
tionally damaged the people 
they most wanted to help.

He also emphasized that 
middle-class crime has be­
come a major factor in the 
"costs of American life.’’

that more effective ethical 
teaching in dnrehes and syn­
agogues might make a differ­
ence in the moral climate.

Reporting on the studies, 
Dr. George C. S. Benson, 
president emeritus of the col­
lege and director of the Salva­
tor! Center, said that empha­
sis on social action and wide­
spread acceptance of newer 
psychological and philosophi­
cal theories have led many 
churches to slight their histor­
ic responsibility to teach indi-. 
vidual ethical obligations.

Social action, particularly 
in the area of civil rights, has 
been the major secular activ- * 
ity of the leading denomina­
tions for a number of years, 
Benson noted in an article in 
Religious Education, and the 
journal of the Religious Edu­
cation Association.

He reported that research 
at the Salvatori Center indi­
cates that the rise in social 
concerns has been accompa­
nied by •  decrease in ethical 
teachings in both public 
schools and Sunday schools.

This combined “failure" 
has been a factor in giving 
America one of the highest 
crime rates of all modem con­
stitutional democracies, he 
said.

Benson cited rates of 
crimes of violence — particu­
larly murder and rape — as 
being especially high and said , 
that political corruption is 
much more widespread in 
America than in any other 
modem democracy. Corrup­
tion in turn breeds crime, he 
said, “especially through Ms- . 
fia-type operations which 
have invaded America far

‘Middle-class (Times such 
as bribery, kickbacks, tax 
fraud, shoplifting, auto thiev­
ery and embezzlement are not 
results of slum living but of 
America’s failure to encour­
age ethical standards in its 
whole' population," Benson 
charged.

"TTie fact that the church 
community has contributed a 
fairly high proportion of crim­
inals indicates that the church 
is no sanctuary from social 
malaise. The background of 
the Watergate conspirators 
includes some excellent 
church and church college 
connections."

Benson said that in recent 
years some churches have 
slighted ethical instruction 
while developing an intellec­
tual theory interpreting indi­
vidual ethical malfeasance as 
a consequence of general so­
cial inequity.

law. would effectively drive 
the independent producer 
out of business, expand the 
hol dings  of maj or  oil 
companies and mean an end 
to Project Independence

It has been argued that as 
long as racism, militarism, 
economic exploitation and 
other ills exist, there will be 
criminal reactions to them.

Researchers involved in the 
Clarengnt project expressed 
concern about a tendency of 
organized religion to follow 
"the intellectual currents 
which look to the social causes 
of crime while slighting the 
personal ethical side.’'

Food Stamp 
Regulations 
Face Change

The U S. Department of 
Agricul ture (USDA) has 
amended the regulations for 
food s t a mp  and food 
distribution programs with 
respect to institutions and 
Title VII nutrition programs 
for the elderly.

The major modifications 
give the State Agency on 
Aging the responsibility for 
estimating the number of 
meals to be served to Title 
VII nutri t ion program s 
within the State during the 
year, and for determining 
the food needs of individual 
p r o g r a ms .  Distribut ing 
agencies are required to 
allocate foods in accordance 
with such needs.

Proposed changes were 
p u b l i s h e d  for  publ ic 
comment  in the Federal 
Register of Oct. 1 (USDA 
press release 2806-74). No 
objection to the proposed 
amendments were received, 
and no changes were made 
in the food stamp program 
proposals; however, several * 
c h a n g e s  in t he  food 
distribution proposals were 
made after consultation 
with the Commissioner an
Aging. rsari-.------ -----

The final regulations will 
be published in the Federal 
Register of Friday. Nov. 8. 
and will  be effect ive 
i m m e d i a t e l y  u p o n  
publication.
