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City budget

Concern voiced
over future needs

Pampa’s 99-00 budget is expected to be passed on second reading late
this afternoon following a special City Commission meeting Monday in
which the plan was approved on tirst reading by a vote of 4-0).

The new budget calls for operational expenditures of $13.5 million
and capital outlays total $613,372. There are also pavments to be paid
trom the bond tund and a sewer rate hike for residential and commer-
cial customers 1s also included.

Monday’s meeting, was required atter the budget tailed to pass on
first reading last week when the vote was 2-1 with Mavor Bob Neslage
and Commissioner Faustina Currv voting tor the budget and
Commissioner Jett Andrews casting a no vote.

l'hough a quorum was present last week, City Attorney Don Lane
said the city charter requires a minimum of three attirmative votes in
order tor a measure to pass.

On Monday, Neslage, Curry, and Commissioners Bob Dixon and Jett
McCormick cast ves votes. Andrews was not present because he was
out of town on business.

Previously, Andrews, a certitied public accountant, has expressed
concern that city reserves are being used to help tund the budget, some-
thing he sees as dangerous to long term city tinancial health.

I am beginning to get concerned as a commissioner,” Andrews said
at a meeting carlier this month. “Our directors have done creative
things to save money but there is a point now where tough decisions
have to be made, political decisions.”

Andrews said commissioners should not ignore the situation saving,
“If anv contingency tunds are used (during the new budget vear) we
will be ina lot worse shape .. things are getting tighter.”

Ihe commissioner noted large spending needs such as the $800,000
being spent to bring the sewage treatment plant into compliance with
stale et:luent discharge laws and an estimated $1.5-$2 million needed
tfor water tank returbishment.

Study of state’s colleges to focus
on more technology preparation

DALLAS (AP) — Lt. Gov. Rick

Perry has launched a plan to pin-
poimnt wavs to make the state’s
colleges and universities more
accessible to students and better
at preparing them tor careers in
high technology

“We have 140 public and pri-
vate  Texas  higher-education
institutions, but only one in five
[exans  holds  a bachelor’s
degree,” Perry said. “This study
is about providing real Texans
with  real  hopes  and  real
dreams.”

Perry announced the $250,000,
I4-month studv Monday as he
and education officials visited El
Centro College i Dallas

Headed by oretired  Texas
Instruments chairman Jim
Adams, the study also will focus
on expanding colleges” distance-

learning programs, which allow
students to attend classes via
telephone and the Internet.

“We hope the study’s focus on
accessibility and affordability
will allow us to have more of our
graduates not stop at the associ-
ate degree level,” El Centro pres-
ident Wright Lassiter said.

He said 35 percent of El Centro
students are working toward a
four-year degree — up from 25
percent a tew years ago.

Also on the study’s panel is
state Sen. Royce West, D-Dallas,
who said  special  attention
should be given to the state’s
educational needs in fast-grow-
ing metropolitan areas.

Ihere s a lot going here,”
West said. He pledged to exam-
ine how to make college cheaper
and more appealing to minori-

also called for a comprehensive
look at the state’s college and
university systems and, specifi-
cally, improved opportunities for
Dallas-area students.

Experts say Texas has already
gained national attention for aca-
demic progress under Gov.
George W. Bush’s administra-
tion. But many acknowledge that
some problems remain.

Scores on the SAT college
entrance exam, released earlier
this month, show the state still
lags behind the national average.
Some leaders attribute that to the
large number of Texas students
tested.

There’s also a gap between
minority and white passing rates
on the state achievement test,
although that gap is narrowing.

she KNEW these countries. I
mean, she didn’t speak from a
script — she knew all this infor-
mation. She was like a walking
crclopedxa and was proficient
ages, currency, history,
scanda , wars and gossip. There
is a world of difference Eetween
someone who KNOWS about
something and somebody who
purveys information about some-
thing. Stefanie made the difference
between our trip being nice and
our trip being wonderful. She
taught us more than we could
ever comprehend, but she touched
us with her insight and her love of
the countries and their Creoples

Every time we would cross into
another country, you could count
on Stefanie to bring us up to snuff
on everything we needed to know
to function (well, function might
be too strong a word) — to “get
by” in a country. She taught us the
phrases and words that we would
need to know (like — bathroom,
please, thank you, etc.) and taught
us the exchange rate and how to
approximate the amount of
money that we were spending.
She also told us the history of the
country, complete with the kings
and queens and the scandals and
the major players in the develop-
ment of the country. She also
taught us about the culture of the
people and the industries and
crops that were essential to the
survival of the country.

Our bus driver, Eddy, was one
of a kind. Now, this was a big bus,
one of those with almost solid
windows. Actually, we had too
many windows, because we could
see things that were going on
around us that we had no business
seeing. It would have been better
had we not known how many
times we almost died, how many
times we almost hit this or that or
how precarious our position was.
Eddy could turn that bus on a
dime, I think I mean that literally.
He could take that bus down
streets that I couldn’t even get my
Toyota to go downhill. He could
turn into places and out of spots
that the forces of nature would
have bet against him making.
Eddy became one of our group, he
warmed up to us and we to him
and he was so much a part of mak-
ing our trip so memorable.

Well, back to the Autobahn. We
survived, thanks to Eddy. We
arrived in Heidelberg sometime
that afternoon and hit the deck
running.

Our group struck out for sight-
seeing in Heidelberg. A quaint, old
German town with huge build-
ings and almost all red rooftops.
The main attraction is the
Heidelberg Castle, a deserted cas-
tle that has withstood time and
weather remarkably well. The cas-
tle has suffered three fires yet still
stands regally. And, it is HUGE.
The castle is on top of a large hill
(most castles we encountered
were built this way, for added
safety) and overlooked the city
and the Nickar River.

The view was magnificent from
the castle and the gardens were
peaceful and well maintained. The
castle contains the world’s largest
wine barrel — at 55,000 gallons. Of
course, when our group left there
were only 54,490 gallons — just
kidding! Stefanie told us all the
stories surrounding the castle,
most of which I can’t remember.
But there was a legend about a
footprint in the rock landing —
something about a queen having
an affair while the king was out of
town and the king came home
early and, well, the gentleman
jumped out of a window and
landed two stones down and all
that was left was his footprint in
stone. How romantic!

The town of Heidelberg is beau-
tiful. Out of almost every window
(most buildings were at least five
stories high) were beautiful boxes
of flowers. Most of the flowers
were red or pink but every color
was represented. Everything in
Germany was green — and there
are SO many shades of n. I'm
beginning to really like Germany!

The currency in Germany is
Deutsch marks and pfennings.
Germany was officially unified on
Oct. 3, 1990. The Berlin Wall,
which separated East Germany
from West Germany, began com-
ing down on Nov. 9, 1989.

Lunch was on our own and five
of us chose a sidewalk cafe and
feasted on chicken breast, livers
and breasted chicken. Heidelberg
boasts of the longest continuous
shopping street in Europe, more
than a mile long. We’ll have to
take their word for it, we didn’t
make it that far, but we made a
valiant attempt!

That evening we checked into a
charming hotel called “Hotel
Hirschbert” (meaning Deer
Mountain). I must pause to say
that Stefanie  and the EF staff
did a wonderful job of having our
hotels all arranged and checking
in was facilitated by their efficien-
cy and pre-planning.

We are served our dinner (to
Okie’s it is “supper”) at the hotel.
The food was excellent-and' the
service prompt. On EF ‘tours, the
breakfast and dinner are included
in the program fee. We feasted on
our first dinner of pork, and in the
ensuing days we would
encounter pork in every form and
fashion. Beef, was only found at
the occasional McDonald’s, no
where else. We did have a couple
of chicken dishes and pizza and
pasta in Italy, but pork was to be
our constant companion through-
out the trip.

Before I forget, I must comment
on the bathroom facilities in
Europe. Not that I am “fixated”
on that sort of thing, but it is so
different. First, you must pay to
use the facilities. The “fee” usual-
ly equals about 25-50 U.S. cents.
And, you don’t get past the
“guard” (the lady who keeps the
place clean and who collects the
fee) unless you pay up. Of course,
you pay in local currency, which
you may or may not have at that

other out so we could take care of

The other fascinating thing
about their “facilities” is that most
of the time you don’t have a toilet
seat — it is just you and the porce-
lain! This didn’t bother the men
too much but we delicate ladies
found this a bit unnerving! After
you have completed your “job”
now you have to figure out how
to flush. This shouldn’t take a
brain surgeon to figure out but
I'm telling you that we ran into
every kind of knob, pulley, but-
ton, and handle that you can

gme Some of them even oper-
ate by‘using your foot. And, the
tonlet paper — well, we won't
even discuss that! The only thing
consistent about the bathroom
facilities was the guard, not the
equipment.

The teens went out for a long,
pleasant walk. Stefanie advised ys
that we were safe — the only
thing that might happen is that a
pickpocket might take advantage
of our “tourist” look and unbur-
den us of our money. Otherwise,
the danger of physical harm was
negligible.

The weather was cool. It rained
on us a little every day for about
our first five days in Europe.
Germany is an interesting, neat
place. Can’t wait to see more!

By this time, we have been up
for about 36 hours straight, and
we are beginning to sag and drag.
Time for a comfortable bed and a
good night’s sleep as tomorrow
we head for Munich!

The city is working with the Department of
Justice to reach a final agreement on city policies
and procedures regarding such cases.

Larry Yium, police budget director, said
Monday the department had been considering the
classes independently of the lawsuits, which were
filed as the result of arrests in 1996 and 1997.

In the past, the police academy has offered one-
day training sessions for officers on how to com-
municate with individuals who are hearing
impaired.

Golf is an exercise
in free enterprise

* foday’s Nike Permian Basin Open competitors are entrepre-
neurs of sorts.

T'he protessional golf circuits — including the Nike Permian
Basin 8>pon — offer a perfect and elementary example of free
market economics.

Instead of being paid multi-million dollar salaries generated
by guaranteed contracts, these athletes have to go out and suc-
ceed or fail on their own talents, mental toughness and staying
power. (This is similar, incidentally, to running most business-
es.)

But; if a golfer is good enough, and has the “right stuff “ that
includes an elusive brand of charisma that charms fans, he (or
she, in the case of LPGA- tour players)ican build quite a “busi-
ness” of himself or herself. )

Playing golf for a hiving week after week on courses that pre-
sent different challenges and conditions certainly isn’t easy. (The
‘playing fields” of private enterprise, also, are quite difficult in
the changing wnrlj of today.) But it is the ultimate exercise of
capitalism. Play well (and score well) and you take home a pay-
check. Don’t do your job right and it’s on to the next stop with
a bit more pressure on your back.

You can make a case that the golfers visiting the Permian
Basin were to be admired most among those who choose to seek
their fortunes with a bag of clubs .1115‘.1 dimpled ball.

For the most part, the guys walking the fairways of Mission
Dorado are the small businessmen of the golfing world. The
Nike Tour is where they have an opportunity to earn their
stripes and advance to the highest'rung of their profession, the
’GA Tour. Once in that arena, they have the chance to play well
cnough to negotiate endorsements, with that revenue guaran-
teeing comfortable stipends beyond their prize money.

But just as it is in the business world, attaining the pinnacle in
golf is easier said than done. Some competitors literally have
investors who are buying a piece of the action. In return for front
money,-the financial [m\tvr\ for a young golfer could receive an
aC umipam ing percentage of the success — the sports equiva-
lent of investing in a small business and hoping it turns into a
financial giant.

Finishing in the top 15 on the money list of the Nike Tour
earns a golfer a shot at the PGA ranks, where he must swim
among bigger fish

Enough notable golfers have gradua.ed the Nike ranks to
make an elusive dream seem attainable. So you have a couple
hundred aspiring “businessmen” making courses in Places like
Odessa and Fort Smith, Ark,, their “company offices.”

But, as is the case in big business, only a few with reach the
heights. Many of the competitors are destined to be something
else eventually. They may stay in the business as club and teach-
ing pros, or they may have to become insurance salesmen,
financial consultants, or whatever; most do have college
degrees, at least, to fall back upon. ,

However, at the worst, each of these golfers will have had a
chance to make their fondest fantasy come true. Such is the case
with many so-called ordinary citizens whose dream of indepen-
dence ended with a failed business. That is the “American V‘Ew"
You work to make your own opportunities and, if you're ambi-
tious enough, you may muvms,

lhose who are talented, lucky and in the right place could
become the next Bill Gates or Tiger Woods. The odds are long
against such ascension, but notables such as David Duval, Ernie
Els, John Daly, Tom Lehman and Stuart Appleby used the Nike
(or its predecessor, the Ben "logan Tour) as a springboard to
sports notoriety

So here’s to practitioners of a unique brand of free enterprise.
May they have their successes; if not, then we hope they will be
left with nothing worse than fond memories of their quest for
glory in the Nike Permian Basin Open

(By the way, it’s a lot more fun watching a golfer try to suc-
ceed than it would be to watch a fledgling accountant, for exam-
ple, doing the same. We rvmmnwmﬁ\ttvnding a Nike event as
a wonderful way to see the “American Dream” in motion.)

Clearing the air about Columbia

Word comes that President Andres Pastrana
of Colombia is not pleased with some things
written in this space a several weeks ago.

They were written as part of an on-scene
report about the battle to prevent Marxist-style
revolutionaries, heavily financed by cocaine
and heroin profits, from taking over Colombia
and spreading their considerable influence
even further than it already is in neighboring
Venezuela, Ecuador, Peru, Brazil and Panama.

The battle is not going well. The guerrilla
army of the narco-revolutionaries is growing
rapidly. So is its power. The guerrillas now
control at least one-third of Colombia’s coun-
tryside, and their tentacles reach deep into the
larger cities.

The government of Panama is so skittish
over what to do about them that it reportedly
no longer sends troops into most of the south-
ern part of that country. The combined
Colombian narcotics and revolutionary forces
have spread over, and appear to operate freely
in, a wide area across the Ecuadorean and
Peruvian borders. They are also in a somewhat
smaller, but still considerable, cross-border
part of Venezuela and, to a lesser degree, in
remote northern sections of Brazil.

Recognition of just how bad this situation is,
and how dangerously it is threatening to desta-
bilize northern South America and southern
Central America, has come late to the Clinton
administration.

But it has finally come. High administration

sources insist that no large infusion of U.S. mil-
itary forces is even being considered, but they
confirm that a dramatic increase in military
equipment and training, intelligence resources
and economic aid to Colombia now is in the
works. Just how much aid, to whom and for
what specific purposes are still being decided.

The U.S. State Department likes Pastrana,
but U.S. diplomats worry about the Colombian
army’s human rights record and its ties to
right-wing paramilitary units, including death
squads. :

Those are facts. But when those two particu-
lar facts were mentioned in this column in
early August, Pastrana worried.

Through intermediaries, it was said he con-
sidered some of the- report “misleading at
best.” Apparently, what worried him most is
that someone might infer that HE, somehow,
supports paramilitary activity.®

Frankly, it is difficult to see why he worried
on the basis of what was written here. But,

The Constitution’s ori

One way to understand how far off the track
we’ve gone from our constitutional roots is
think about how government was supposed to
be in the United States.

The federal government, as intended by the
founders, was to be, in the words of George
Washington (the man whose prestige won rat-
ification for the new Constitution), “a stronger
confederation.” In other words, not something
radically different — just a stronger confeder-
ation of sovereign states.

James Madison, in the Federalist Papers,
said that in time of peace, 95 percent of the
governing would be done by the states, only 5
percent by the federal. If you will sit down and
read the Constitution, you will see clearly that
it was to be an agent for the states and would
do only those things that made sense.

It made sense, for example, to have one stan-
dard of measurements, one monetary system,
one trade policy and one foreign policy rather
than 13 different ones. It made sense to have
the mechanism in place for all the states to act
in unison if attacked by a foreign power.

The proof of its intent lies in the wording (as
well as the historical record) of the
Constitution. It was to be ratified by the states,
not by a majority vote of the people in all the
states. It would take effect if nine states rati-
fied it. What about the other four? They would
remain what they were, independent coun-
tries with their own constitutions.

In the original Constitution, senators were
selected by state legislatures. Their duty was
clearly to represent the interests of their
respective state governments. They were
described in one instance as “ambassadors
from the states to thesnew federal govern-
ment.”

Now, was that a better system than the one
we have today? Today, the Constitution is
occasionally paid lip service but not otherwise
heeded, with the &deral government ruling
practically every aspect of our lives, either
directly or indirectly.

I think the old system was infinitely better
because it was pragmatic. It’s impossible for a
handful of people in a central government to
wisely govern a large area and millions of
diverse people, whether we are talking
Washington, Rome or Moscow. Central gov-
ernments always collapse eventually from
sheer incompetence if nothing else.

from all accounts, he is a good man under
excruciating pressure, currently on the losing
end of an effort to bring peace to his country.

So, in an extra effort to be fair and accurate
with as much context as possible, let it be
underscored for the record: So far as can be
determined, Colombia’s President Pastrana is
not, and never has been, connected with any
paramilitary force, or with alleged corruption
within the Colombian army. To the contrary,
the best available evidence and testimony
strongly indicate that he is, and consistently
has been, on a campaign to eradicate both.

None of that, however, should mislead any-
one into ducking the hard realities of Colombia
today. The army is, overall, weak and ineffec-
tive in the field. And many questions remain
about possible army corruption, connections
with paramilitary units and undue influence
by wealthy families.

The best fighting by Colombians is being
done by the smaller, but more effective, nation-
al police force, specially trained and nurtured
by the United States all through the 1990s. It is
undermanned, under equipped and is suffer-
ing great losses. But, based on the record, it’s
still the best the country has.

So, neither Pastrana nor anyone else should
be surprised when the police get the most help
in the late-starting Clinton administration
drive to slow the momentum of the narco-
guerillas and prevent destabilization of the
region.

inal intent

The other disadvantage of centralized gov-
ernment is that concentrating so much power
in so few hands facilitates corruption and
coups. There are, so to speak, only a few pock-
ets to fill or, in the case of a coup, only a few
heads to lop off. One bad attorney general
with central power can cause a lot of prob-
lems. It is unlikely that all 50 ‘states would
have bad attorneys general.

Finally, of course, the advantage of the old
constitutional system was that the govern-
ments that did most of the governing were
closest to the people. They could watch them
and understand them. They could get to know
their officials. That's much less easy to do
when dealing with the federal government.

One size does not fit all, and one centralized
Fovemment mucking about in everybody’s
ives is bound to make a mess of things. Keep
in mind that advocates’of centralized govern-
ment generally imagine themselves wielding
the power, not you or L.

American children would have a better
chance of education, for example, if all 50
states were free to adopt their own ideas.
Today, the bureaucrats in Washington, in
direct and indirect ways, control the system.
The arguments for individual liberty apply to
states. Odds are better that 50 states trying to
find an answer to a problem will find it than if
only one federal bureaucrat is in charge of
seezing the answer.

Tennessee coach Phillip
Fulmer has not commented
on the allegations.

ESPN reported Sunday
that internal memos show
high-level administrators in
the athleticc department
were told of four tutors who
may have done schoolwork
for at least five football play-
ers, possnbly violating the
university’s honor code and
NCAA rules.

None of the information
was passed on to the proper
campus authorities charged
with investigating possible
rules infractions, said
Malcolm Mclnnis, NCAA
compliance  officer = for
Tennessee.

The alleged incidents
dated to 1995, and it was
unclear whether any of the
players were on the 1998
national champion team,
Three of the five players
have transferred, according
to ESPN.

4 TEMPE, Ariz. (AP) — Steve
Young said it was no big deal.
Just a mild concussion. Nothing
to worry about.

But for the San Francisco 49ers,
the sight of Young crumpled on
the ground Monday night was an
anxious reminder that the 37-
year-old quarterback can’t keep
taking hits foréver.

Young heltped the 49ers take a
17-0 lead before he was knocked
out of the game by a blitzing
defense with 28 seconds left in
the first half, and San Francisco
held on for a 24-10 victory over
the Arizona Cardinals.

“I was just saying ‘Get up, get
up, get up,”” 49%rs coach Steve
Mariucci said.

But Mariucci
had seen enough.

“I just wanted to be conserva-
tive and keep him out,” Mariucci
said. “He was not going back in
under any circumstance, whether
we were winning or losing or
whatever the outcome was going
to be in the second half.”

“I told the team at the half that
Steve is not coming back in. “You
have to bow up and get it done,”
Mariucci said.

It was Young’s fourth concus-
sion since 1995, but he insisted
this one was nothing close to as
serious as his most recent one
two years ago against Tampa
Bay.

“This one was like a shock,” he
said, “like you hear boxers talk
about a flash. I sat there a while,

got my wits about me and actual-
ly felt pretty good.”

The 49ers (2-1) improved to 7-0
under Mariucci on Monday
nights.

Lawrence Phillips’ 68-yard
touchdown run with 1:42 left in
the fourth quarter provided the
exclamation point to Mariucci’s
seventh victory in as many tries
on Monday nights.

“I didn’t get touched,” Phillips
said. “Anybody could have
scored.”

Jake Plummer, the quarterback
San Francisco passed up in the
1997 draft, has rallied Arizona to
victory 10 times in his 29 games
with the Cardinals. But this one
fell short.

“We're repeating the same pat-
ter we've repeated so many
times,” Arizona coach Vince
Tobin said, “falling behind and
fighting like heck trying to catch
up at the end. It's not a pattern
that’s conducive to winning on a
consistent basis.”

Young threw a 13-yard touch-
down pass to Jerry Rice before he

49-yard punt pinned the
Cardinals on their own 3 with
9:17 to play.

Arizona moved the ball down
the field, but Adrian Murrell lost
6 yards, then Plummer was
sacked for the fifth time, forcing
the Cardinals chose to punt on
fourth-and-11 at the San
Francisco 40 with just over 2 1/2
minutes left and all their time-
outs remaining.

“It was fourth-and-11 and we’d
been playlng., very well defen-
sively,” Tobin said. “They had
their quarterback in there. We felt
if we pinned them back, we’d get
the ball back with two minutes or
so to go.”

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —

last time the Tennessee Titans,
formerly the Houston Oilers,
started 3-0.

It was 1991, and the then-
QOilers were in the midst of a
seven-year stretch where each
year ended in a trip to the play-
offs. They had easily won their
first three games and were head-
ed to New England. They wound
up losing 24-20.

“It was terrible, I remember
that,” Matthews said Monday.

He doesn’t have to go back
cﬁiste as far to find the last time
is franchise stood alone atop
the AFC Central.
