Most unusual election in the 
country was the first - in - a • 
century municipal election 
in the nation's capital — 
with l i t e r a l l y  scores  
scrambling for the well - 
paying jobs.

In this noisy free - for - all 
were:

Six candidates for mayor, 
p a y i n g  <4 0;000; six 
candidates for nonvoting 
d e le g a te  to Congress. 
<42.500 with probably a juicy 
ra ise  next year; three 
candidates for chairman of 
the  c i t y  co u n c il ;  17 
candidates for four at • large 
council seats. 25 candidates 
for eight ward seats; 12 
candidates for four school 
board seats.

Ninety • five per cent of 
the 69 candidates were 
black

The election took place 
a g a i n s t  a d i s m a l  
background of grievous 
l o c a l  p r o b le m  s and 
a ff l ic t io n s  — foremost 
among them high taxes, 
high brime rate, dirty 
streets, and a costly but 
alarmingly mismanaged 
and incompetent public 
school system.

From polls and other 
indications, it was quite 
evident Washington voters 
were not counting on the 
election to do much, if 
a n y t i n g ,  to im p ro v e  
conditions. . .

M o s t  p r o n o u n c e d  
m a n i f e s t a t i o n  of this 
attitude was the general 
apathy toward the election 
Candidates had a hard time 
staging rallies and whipping 
up public interest and 
enthusiasm.

In an effort to stimulate 
p a r t ic ip a tio n ,  the D C. 
Elections Board distributed 
a large quantity of posters 
and literature advertising 
the election — including 
150.000 flyers in public 
schools urging students to 
encourage their parents to 
go to the polls.

Graphically symptomatic 
of the situation was that 
there was even considerable 
doubt about when the 
election results would be 
known

In t h e  S e p te m b e r  
primary, it took several 
weeks before the ballots 
were finally tallied. A 
computer firm was hired to • 
do the job. but things went 
awry and time - consuming 
hand counting had to be 
resorted to

A few days ago. the D C. 
Court of Appeals, in a 
formal opinion, caustically 
berated the Elections Board 
and ordered it to "tighten 
procedures lest the time 
come when the election 
process in this city becomes 
polluted."

What effect that judicial 
spanking will have remains 
to be seen .

No Improvement
A'n e q u a l l y  s t e r n  

i n j u n c t i o n  a n e n t> 
Washington’s notoriously 
dirty and unkempt streets 
and parks has had no 
apparent effect.

Several months ago the 
S ena te  A ppropria tions  
Committee, in an unusual 
step, wrote into the capital’s 
record • high <870 million 
budget a blunt stricture that 
the "highest priority" be 
given to cleaning up the city

The powerful committee 
noted particularly that even 
around the White House, in 
the heart of the capital, 
streets are littered and only 
occasionally cleaned, with 
r e f u s e  c o n t a i n e r s  
overf low ing  and other 
debris scattered about. 
Exp lic i tly  directed Ihe 
committee:

"Unsanitary and dirty 
conditions throughout the 
capital cannot be Ignored, 
especially because of their 
negative effect on the health 
of the residents and on 
neighborhood stability It is 
i m p e r a t i v e  t h a t  a 
c o m p r e h e n s i v e -  and 
e f f e c t iv e  program  be 

i  launched without delay to 
clean- up the nation's capital 

* in t im e for the 1976 
bicentennial celebration

herewith directed to submit 
quarterly reports on the 
progress in carrying out this 
cleanup program"

If there have been any 
reports, they are not known 
to the committee — nor

Also, there are no visible 
s igns  of improvement.

Washington s public school 
system has long had the 
biggest budget for a city its 
size, the teaching record is 
among the worst A recent 
official report rated 6th. 7th 
and 8th graders as scoring 
lower on standardized tests 
measuring reading and 
math skills than at any time 
in the last three years 
Eighth graders scored a full 
grade - level lower in both 
reading and math than their 
counterparts in the spring of 
1973. The study made clear 
that D C. schools again fell 
below national norms in 
reading and math at all 
grade levels tested

R e a c t io n  of school 
superintendent Barbara 
Sizemore (third to hold the 
job in five years l to these 
shocking findings was. 
"These tests are culturally 
biased, they don’t provide 
enough information to draw 
valid conclusions.’’

"The tumors we see in 
c h i l d r e n  a r e  m o r e  
responsive than those in 
adults." he said "Tumors in 
children are different than 
in aduRs and have to be 
treated much different "

Sutow said the greatest 
strides have been made in 
treating wilms tumors (of 
the kidneys), osteogenic 
sartoma (bone cancer) and 
r a j b d o m y o  s a r c o m a  
(tumors of the head and 
neck)

"The survival rate in 1945 
of wilms tumors was 40 per 
c e n t _ u n d e r  the  best 
conditions," Sutow said. 
"Today, in stage 1 of wilms 
the survival rate is up to 90 
to 98 per cent- In the more 
advanced stages it’s around 
88 per cent."

Sutow said tumors of the 
head and neck —except for 
those around the eye—had a 
16 per cent survival rate 
before 1966 and now it‘s 
above 68per cent.

Bone cancer treatments 
have improved vastly since 
1969. he said, from about 6 
per cent survivors to more 
than 60 per cent today. He 
said although a number of 
athletes have died of the 
disease, the cancer is not 
connected to injuries

Sutow said the survival 
rates are deceptive because 
they are for all the cases.

"For the individual 
p a tien t  i t 's  either 100 
percent survival ro zero 
percent."  he said "I've 
seen too many good kids go 
that way it s hard to 
im prove a 98 percent 
survival rate but with new 
drugs we will see if we can 
save those failures,"

Dies At L.A.

The oldest Hying heart 
transplant patieht is Louis 
B R u s s e l l  J r  , a 
s c h o o l t e a c h e r  in 
Indianapolis. Ind . who got a 
new heart on Aug 24. 1968.

Vlaco was a guitar player 
with a five-member rock 
band and his first record.

NEW ORLEANS (UPI) -  
A former minister and 
massage parlor owner from 
Texas has denied charges he 
helped plot the hit-and- 
run death of a young woman 
two weeks after performing 
her marriage ceremony.

Samuel C. Corey. 41, of 
San Antonio. Tex., made the 
denial Thursday while 
t e s t i f y i n g  d u r in g  a 
preliminary hearing into 
first degree murder charges
iied against h im ._______ _
He was freed on $50,000 

bond after the hearing.
Corey originally had been 

charged with second-degree 
murder, but - prosecutors 
said they felt new evidence 
was convincing enough for 
the firstdegree count, which 
carries a mandatory death 
sentence upon conviction.

The charges resulted from 
the Jan. 16 hit-and-run death 
of Patricia Ann Giesick, 25, 
whose husband. Claudius 
James Giesick. also faced a 
second-degree  m urder  
count.

The O rleans Par ish  
district attorney's office 
accused the two men of 
staging the alleged murder 
on a suburban road near the 
Giesicks' honeymoon motel

Corey, who said he had 
been ordained a minister of 
the Calvary Grace Church 
of Faith of Fort Lauderdale, 
Fla., said he was in New 
Orleans at the time of the 
woman's death because 
Giesick had called him 
several days earlier from 
Dallas and told him they had 
been arguing

Corey said he found the 
Giesicks in New Orleans two 
days before the death and 
they appeared to be "happy 
as a Tark." He said he 
learned of the hit-and-run 
when a hospital nurse

telephoned him at his motel 
and told him Mrs. Giesick 
had been seriously injured.

The strong, new evidence 
that prosecutors claimed lo 
have received was not 
disclosed. There was no 
indication whether it might 
include  s ta tem en ts  by 
Giesick. 26. who still faced 
the murder charge but who, 
according to prosecutors, 
might be allowed to plead 
guilty to a lesser Charge of 
manslaughter if he testified 
against Corey.

Giesick reportedly bought 
a $200,000 life insurance 
policy on his wife three days 
before she died. Police at 
first classified the death an 
accident, but the case was 
reopened several months 
later and the charge filed 
against Corey and Gie­
sick.

Nevertheless, 7 if McKay 
had his choice, he would 
prefer his team to "stink" 
against California than to 
pull a similar act this 
weekend against Stanford. 
For besides the fact that the 
Pacific Eight title and Rose 
Bowl berth are on the line. 
McKay simply has no love 
for Stanford

Two years ago, McKay 
blasted Stanford for "dirty 
p I a y '  ‘ a n d  
"unsportsmanlike conduct" 
and said openly he'd like to 
see Southern Cal beat the 
Cardinals "100-0" if possi­
ble

Well, no doubt McKay's 
anger has subsided since 
then and although he

probably still has not grown 
to appreciate Stanford, he'll 
settle for a win Saturday by 
any margin —even one 
point

In other games across the 
nation, lop-ranked Ohio 
State is surprtsngly on most 
bookie sheets this week as a 
22- poi nt  c ho i c e  over 
Michigan State. No 2 (tie) 
Michigan is listed 18 over 
Illinois. Alabama, the other 
No 2 team, is also 18 against 
LSU; No 4 Texas A&M is 8 
over SMU; No 6 Penn State 
is 7 over North Carolina 
State; No 8 Nebraska is 15 
over Iowa State; No 9 
Auburn is 7 over Mississippi 
State, and No 10 Texas is 14 
over Baylor.

Southern Cal goes into 
Saturday's game with a 5- 
l-l overall record and an 
l l t h  p l a c e  r a n k i n g  
nationally Stanford has won 
three and tied one in its last 
four s ta r ts  and is 3-32. 
However, where it counts

the most, in the Pacific 8 
Conference standings, both 
teams are 3-0-1.

So the winner will have

Bloom, who plans to

question the mother when 
she re c o v e rs ,  said he 
believed the family was too 
proud to seek help.

"There  was an apple 
orchard just across a fence 
and a house within ISO 
yards." Bloom said

"But I think they refused 
to beg as a matter of pride 
They might have accepted 
some help if it had been 
offered, but they weren't 
going to go begging for it."

Bloom said the family 
apparently was traveling 
across country when it ran 
out of food and gasoline on 
the southern New Mexico 
highway

In Pennsylvania, relatives 
of the Orrs said the family 
had disappeared about a 
year ago. leaving their 
home intact with food and 
clothing

Bloom said the family's 
van held a number of 
r e l i g i o u s  signs One. 
penciled in red ink. stated 
they were out of food, money 
and gasoline

"But it was written in a 
way that did not reflect 
begging,* ' said Bloom 
"They apparently made up 
their minds to die rather 
than beg "

Another sign, also in red, 
said: "Youlike your beliefs 
to be respected, so please 
respect ours "

(Mass.) Sept. 26, 1774.

WHEREAS a number of 
carpenters have gone from 
this town to build barracks for 
the (British) soldiers at Bos­
ton. Voted, that they must be 
desired to desist therefrom, 
and that if they refuse to de­
sist, they will incur the dis­
pleasure of the town.

A copy of the vote passed 
the day aforesaid. — NOAH 
CLAP, Town Clerk.

PROVIDENCE -  We hear 
the regiment of militia for the 
county of Providence will be 
very speedily called, and put 
on so respectable a footing, as 
to be prepared for any emer­
gency. — A troop of horse is 
likewise to be raised here im­
mediately.

The inhabitants of East 
Greenwich, Pawtuxet, War­
ren, and other towns in this

colony are also forming them­
selves into companies and re­
viving a military spirit, so 
necessary and commendable 
at this time of public danger.

Extract of a letter from 
Boston.

"The other day at the North 
end, I fell into a conversation 
with an honest ship carpenter.

“Very dull times, Mr. R.
“ ‘Yes, Sir, very dull. The 

last vessel which was upon the 
stocks in this part of town was 
launched this week, and there 
is to be no more set up be­
cause the Admiral will not let 
them sail after they are 
launched.'

“This is very discouraging. 
Don't you think it time to sub­
mit, pay for the tea, and get 
the harbor opened?

" ‘Submit! No, it can never 
be time to become slaves. I 
have yet some pork and meal, 
and when they are gone, I will 
eat clams. And after we have 
dug up all the clam banks, if 
the Congress will not let us 
fight, I will retreat to the 
woods. I am always sure of 
acorns.’

"What a Roman! By heaven 
I glory in being this man's fel­
low citizen.”

WASHINGTON -  Congress 
always seem s to have difficul­
ty reforming itself.

This year It declined to get 
totally Involved In campaign 
finance reform, rejected a 
well-thought-out restructur­
ing of its outmoded com m ittee 
system , and couldn’t see the 
point of including itself under 
the terms of the Freedom of 
Information Act.

And the House’s so-called 
reform of the congressional 
(ranking (free m ailing) privi­
lege, which is getting its first 
teat in this election season, 
sim ilarly appears to leave 
things pretty much "business 
as usual” on Capitol Hill.

For years, congressm en  
have flooded their districts 
with “new sletters” once or 
twice before election day. 
Mass m ailings, such as the 
newsletters which extol the 
virtues and hard work of those 
seeking reelection, are car­
ried through the m ails at no 
cost to Individual congress­
men.

Then in 1972 several elec­
tions challengers had a belly­

ful of this abuse of the (rank, 
which was intended to permit 
congressm en to communicate 
with their constituents about 
official business. A doxen law­
suits were filed and a few Vic­
tories ware scored against 
congressman.

The m essage to the Con­
gress was dear: either re­
form franking abuse or the 
courts will do it.

So the House (the Senate 
doesn’t have the "P ostal 
Patron” form of m ass m ailing 
addressing, which is  the 
favorite means of abuse) 
spent 1973 drafting a “re­
form” law that does little 
mare than make the abuse ap­
pear less blatant.

For exam ple, the few con­
gressm en who w o e  Inter­
ested in functional reform  
wanted m ass m ailings banned 
during the 60 days M ore pri­
mary and general elections, 
but it was watered down to 28 
days.

As could be exp ected , 
scores of congressm en waited 
until the Oct. 10 m ailing dead­
line before depositing their 
bags of newsletters at the post 
office. This naturally caused a

backlog, which the congress­
men knew would result In 
many new sletters being deliv­
ered to voters much closer to 
election day than the reform  
law intended.

The House also created a bi­
partisan com m ission  to 
render advice to congressm en 
on the bankability of planned 
m ailings and to handle com­
plaints from citizens, who 
were barred by the new law  
from filing court suits unless 
the commission fails to con­
sider their com plaints.

The com m ission this year 
was asked by leas than a , 
fourth of the House member­
ship to approve intended  
m ailings.

“I think it’s  a fair aaaunp- 
uon that som e stuff that we 
haven’t seen has gone out tin­
der the frank that shouldn’t 
have,” observed a com m is­
sion official in a bit of under­
statem ent.

Furthermore, the com m is­
sion, which is not the most 
widely publicized operation, 
has received only 10 com­
plaints from citizens. All were 
decided in favor of the con­
gressm en.

NEW YORK (UPli -  
Harris. Upham ft Co. says it 
feels the elections, which 
were of such benefit to the 
Democrats, will have "little 
short-term" bearing on the 
stock market although they 
will have longerterm 
implications.
