PROPER ROAD BUILDING
METHODS IMPORTANT
Good roads represent one of 

the most important factors in 
the development of any com­
munity. Any ohe who doubts 
t...s, need only make a com­
parison between states with 
and without good roads. An­
tiquated road building equip­
ment and practices prevent 
the prostterity and high stand­
ard of living so generally pre­
valent in the good roads stat­
es.

State leaders are awake to 
the situation. E. N. Todd. 
State Highway Engineer of 
Kentucky, says:

"The experience in this 
state has been, that only a mo­
dern organisation can main­
tain roads that handle heavy 
traffic, and of course, this or­
ganisation must be equipped 
with modem machinery and 
with experienced men to op­
erate It.

In many states, the prac­
tice of permitting farmers to 
work out their poll tax with 
horses and makeshift equip­
ment was abandoned, long be­
fore the modern tractor and 
road machinery were perfect­
ed.

The net result of the adop­
tion of tractors, road machin­
ery and proper road Surfac­
ing has been a much larger 
return for each dollar of the 
taxpayers’ money expended 
for roads. In one Missouri 
county, a saving of nearly $X,- 
onb was reported in four 
months, as a result of sub­
stituting tractors for horses.

The automobue has so re­
volutionized our mode of liv­
ing, that it is not surprising

to snow that the science of 
road building and maintenance 
has progressed more since the 
advent of the automobile than 
for a century previously.

Each year proves more con­
clusively that to withstat.d 
present automobile and truck 
traffic, any heavily traveled 
rock or gravel road should be 
protected by some waterproof, 
shock-absorbing wearing sur­
face.
