In 
such stoves the oven Is under the 
top, and ran share Its heat to some 
extent. The ovena, I should rather 
aay, for the broiling oven la a mate 
to the other, Just as deep and but 
four and a half Inches narrower.

Rerause thla broiling oven le deep, 
aud because the neat la overhead, It 
la an excellent oven In which to do 
certain aorta of sconotnlcal roasting 
with many bastings. Of course, It la 
small, but unfortunately, both ovens 
are that. It Is the price wn pay for 
the marvelous convenience of gas.

Now I have seen an oven like 
mine that was absolutely ruined for 
cake baking In one year There was 
a layer of dirt on the fiottom, and 
tin pains had been taken to air and 
dry It out before and after baking.

Never do I light my oven and at 
once close the dour. The door Is 
left open until the cold and more 
nr less dead und damp air has been 
burned out or off. Only In the reaert 
Is there absolutely dry atr. Never do 
I take a steaming hot thing out of 
the oven und close the door so Unit 
steutn la shut In to collect anti In­
jure the oven.

A way to give nty oven n certain 
noltdlty of heal Is to have work 
going along on top of the stove and 
to hayc the broiling oven hoi. When 
one oven te hot the other will he 
somewhat so, and one way to see 
that there ta damp air In the baking 
oven la to make some toast of a 
Winter’s morning In the broiling ov­
en while the door of the baking ov­
en ts closed, In the length of time 
required to make toast steam will 
collect on the Inside or (he glass In 
the door of the latter.

ways, travel Is made possible and 
convenient, any kind of weather and 
It Is certainly worth more than dol­
lars and cents to he able to trans­
verse the highways without having 
to watt for the change of the Mgn* 
of the Xodlar or the full of the 
tnooa. a cloud in the anuthWest, or 
various other contingencies.

Atks That Railroads 
Be Allowed to Build 
Without Us S. Permit

Congressman Marvin Jonee In a 
speech In tbs^loMM of Representa­
tives recently urged that railways 
he Allowed to bufld without Waiting 
for a permit, lie said:

“ llefore a solvent railway com­
pany builds a five-mile extension. It 
must file application, hay* an ex-j 
pensive hearing, and whit for 
months* and sometimes years, fat a 
government bureau to grant g per­
mit. And a man who sits at K desk 
In Washington, who perhaps never 
saw the aectlon through which the 
proposed extension Is to run, and 
who has nothing hut second-hand 
Information, and with a thousand 
other duties to distract his attention, 
matches his judgment against (he 
officials of the road who have made.
In some Instances, a life long study 
of Ihe country served by their In­
stitution. nnd who are willing to 
back tbetr judgment with their 
money. Only the virtue of absolute 
necessity ran Justify such tremend­
ous power. In my Judgment no such 
JustlllcalIon has been offered.

"About two years ago a number 
of roads and proposed roads filed 
aptiTT) at lolls In Texas. These Involv­
ed more Ilian ono thousand tulles of 
new ‘construction.

"These applications have all been 
awaiting action by the Commission.
In the meantime, the hauling of 
wheat, cotton a lid other products 
twenty, thirty and forty miles to 
(tie railroad, and dhe hauling of 
supplies nnd building materials have 
coat the country hundreds of thou­
sands of dollars.

"The Interstate Commerce Com­
mission has all that It should be 
called upon to do In passing upon 
applications for changes In the rate 
structure of the country, many of 
which applications are delayed for 
months before final action. Their 
action Is thus delayed until other 
or longer extensions may he needed 
before the first ones' are passed 
upon. In the meantime. In order to 
serve a theory of national transpor­
tation. practleal agricultural and 
commercial life must twiddle itsj 
thumbs and sustain Its losses while 
desk men theorite an to a commu­
nity's right to deyelop.

"No sui h control was had when 
James J. Hill built the Northern 
i'aelftc into Ihe great Northwest, 
nor were Harrtman and other build- j 
ers so handicapped when they eon* 
structed the great transcontinental 
lines. These builders had roads con­
structed before a Commission would 
have had time to send out an ex­
aminer. And what If a commission 
had told them they could hot build?

"The fact that certain roads have 
been hnllt that should not have been 
constrn-ted la Wholly beside the 
question All great bnslnesaea anc 
business men make mistakes. That 
Is Ihe way progress la made. Fac­
tory buildings have been constructed 
where they should not be. la lhat an 
argument for government supervis­
ion ot factory construction? There 
are brick buildings in the t'nited ■ j 
States Inhabited by bats. Iloes that ‘ 
justify a Washington bureau to 
grant building construction permits? ( I 
Automobile companies have  failed 
Should the government require hear- i j 
mgs and permits before the build- ill 
ing of automobiles?

A Costly Hath

Rushing rain water sweeping over 
the fields of the United States car­
ries away f  100,000.000 worth of 
plant-food material every year, or 
2ft times as much as Is perma­
nently removed by the farmers' 
crops, says ft. H. ftennett, soil scien­
tist of the tinned States fiepartment 
of Agriculture. This annual loss ot 
plant-food material la estimated at 
approximately 120 billion pounds as 
compared to only 6.900 million 
pounds permanently removed by 
crops. In addition to this enormous 
waste of plant material, millions of 
tons of rich top soli are carried out 
to sea annually, leaving In many 
Instances a soil very Infertile and 
one that la more difficult to till. 
There Is Immediate need, says Mt. 
lien nett, fof fundamental soil data 
relating to erosion, for demonstra­
tions far and wide of the effective­
ness of properly built terraces, and 
for much national education about 
• . 4 menacing agency of land de­
vastation.

Hi order that our present 
and rising generation may have an 
opportunity ot judging whether or 
not the “ good times'* were better 
than (he present we are gltlng here 
a copy of an old sale bill, dated sev­
enty fire years ago.

This copy was clipped from (he 
Wichita Deacon and handed In us 
by one of the Star'# appreciated 
readers, and we trust It may be ot 
interest to many other readers ot 
the Star.
