Yio!ct

The Important part played by
short wave or violet light in the
prevention and care of certain dis-
eases seems to be a well-established
sclentific fact. The study of sunlight,
therefore, is becoming constantly of
greater lmportance. For a long time
the Weather Bureau of the United
States Department of Agriculture, in
order to obtain data of various kinds
has measured the Intensity of the
radiant or heat energy recelved from
the sun at a few of Iits stations.
From these measurements and the
value of the solar constant, or the
intensity of solar energy outside the
earth's atmosphere, the losses suf-
fered by the solar rays in coming
through the earth's atmosphere be-
come known, and certaln conclusions
regarding violet light have been
reached,

There are three principal sources
of loss In solar energy: Absorption
by the gases of the atmosphere,
principally water vapor, scattering
by these gases, and scattering by
the solid particles, or dust, in the
atmosphere. The rays scattered are

not all lost to the earth, for some
of them come to us as diffuse radia-
tion from the sky. The intensity of
this duicuse radiation Is also meas-
ured by the Weather Bureau, and I
a considerable percentage of the
whole.

On account of Its excessively high
temperature, the sun would aphear
blue in . color If its radiation suf-
fered no loss in our atmosphere. But
the atmospheric gases scatter all
solar rays, and the more strongly
with decrease of wave lepgth. so
the sky I8 blue and the sun is white,
or even red when viewed near the
horizon through a hazy sky. One of
the conclusions reached is that di-
rect sunlight is poor in radiation of
the  short wavelength considered
such a  potent germicide, while
skylight, If the sky Is free from
smoke and dust, is comparatively
rich in ultra violet rays,

Uniformity of Soil Is
Very Uncommon On
Most Farms

Flexibility in crop rotation is a
long recognized principle of farm-
ing eeonomy. Agricultural history
confains many fillustrations of the
use that has been made of this idea
from the Middle Ages to the present
time, especially in Europe. It s
commonly observed, however, says
the Bureau of Soils of the United
States Department of Agriculture,
that uniformity of soll, even on a
single farm, 18 most unusual, and
that one fleld may require an en-
tirely different vrotation of crops
from another adjoining it. A rota-

tion best suited to a low-producing

sandy soll Is unlikely to be suited
to a highly productive silt loam.
