Conaway, whose device has been
tested by several <anhandle oil men,
believeg that Pampa is due for a
large and immediate growth on the|
basis of both better general condi-
tions and heavy nearby production.

The inventor declares that wells
drilling a mile east of the big Saun-
ders producer will make 5,000 bar-
rels or more, and that two comple-
tions should equal the present out-
put of the Wilcox pool. He claims
to have experimental data indicating
that Pampa is underlaid with ofl,
though not as great a strata as that
southeast of the city.

Conaway has been working on his
device four years, and has been fun
the ofl business 17 years.
