“When the Creator planned the
Garden of Eden, he must have had
the beautiful valley of Lefors to
use a8 a pattern, according (o resi-
dents of this beautitul spot I the
exdet geographical center of Gray
counity, Texas. This quaint lttle

4 village, the county seat of the coun-
ty, I8 located among the grape vines
and cotton wood trees it the broad
valley formeéd by the North Fork
of Red River, just where the river
breaks from the Cap Roek to wind
&ts meandering way to the sea. The
towering cottonwoods which were
tused to supply timber for the econ-
strietion of . Fort Billott, are in-
tertwined with the wonderful grape
vines which grow wild throughout
the valley and the vines actually
etishroud the tops of the glant cot-
tonwoods;, and hang down like vells
from the spreading bratches of the
“dlamos.” The sheltered dells of
the valley, protected from the cold
winds and the frosts are literally
gardens of fruit. Here the cherry
trees équal the fammod cherries of
Japan. ‘The plam both wild and
cultivated grows laxuriantly, apples
produce astounding crops of woh-
derfitl  “deliclous’” and “winsap”
varieties and everything that grows
in the north Tempeérate Zone finds
its ideal home in Letors valley.

Letors boasts that it is the only
county seat in Texas that does not

have a jall. The sherifft became
80 discouraged at seeing the jail
stand vacant year after year that
he finally gave dp in despair and
leased the cell of the jail to & hear-
by oil town to be used as & hoose-
gow during its ofl One side
of the stone jall bullding was torn
out and the cell moved away. Le-
fors also claimms to have the small-
eést cemetery in one of the oldest
towns i the state. Although the
town Has had settlers for * niearly
halt & century, but four graves are
in the cemetery which overlooks
the towfi. The climate I8 just too
healthy, and people cannot die, #e-
cording to the residenits thete, many
of them beitig above elghty years
of age. They say one of the graves
I8 that of theé oiily doetor who éver
settled there, and 1t was tumored
he starved to dedath from want of
practice.

Letots boasts another distifiction.
It 18 the only towh on the plains
which has & saw fill. The glant
cottonwoods of the valley were used
to supply timbers for Fort BElliott.
The old sawmill used in sawitg the
lumber {8 still standing, but has
ot been used for forly years.

Lefors 18 right now undergoing a
great comeback.
