Like War Record

“In community service,”” Mr Sav-
age said, “ the Legion has found an
issue that is as great as the Legion
itself. In giving service to its com-
munity-—constructive - service, the
Legion is rendering a service truly
comparable with the magnificent ser-
vice its individual members gave in
1917-1918,

“Stop for a moment and visualizée
the results of 10,268 posts doing
some worthwhile thing for the parti-
cular communities during 1927.
“In the year to come, playgrounds
will keep children off dangerous
streets; libraries will offer opportun-
ity to hard-pressed workers in small
communities; educational ventures
will raise us on the- seale townd‘
that goal of an Infinite God that none i
may know but all wish for—the per-
fection of man.

But, it is not an extreme
pacifist, and it does not ldvocate dis-
armament,

“It does not shut itg eyes to the
fact, and it does not believe that
another -war- is mot possible. It was
because it realized that Utopia is still

behind what was known as the Army
Réorganization Act, and helped to
have it made into a law known as the
National Defense Act. This act was
and is a ‘military policy—the first
one this nation has ever had. It is a
rational measure, democratic in
scope, and provides for an adequate
national defense at a minimum cost.

‘“That act is the law of the land.
But it is not being lived up to. Our
national defenses are far below the
par created by its provisions. I tell
it to you as a fact that this nation is
the richest on earth and the least pro-
tected.

Advocates Preparedness

“If war were suddenly to descend

upon this nation as it did in 1917,

“INSIDE"” INFORMATION

Roasts from the so-called tender
cuts ‘are better if ‘cooked without wa-
ter. Sear the outside at a high tem-
perature to keep the ' meat juices
within, then lower the temperature
somewhat and roast for 15 to 20
minutes to the pound.

To cook turnips or rutabagas in
a quick way, pare them, cut in fair-
ly thin slices, and cook for 15 to 20
minutes in lightly salted water, Drain
and mash, season with butter. Some
people like the slices intact, with
plenty of butter melted over them.

Children who profess not to like
rmitk or-eggs-will often eat eustards,
omelets, milkpuddings, milk-vegeta-
ble soups, and egg-milk drinks if
well flavored. The wise parent, how-
ever, will not call attention to the in-
gredients of such dishes, but simply
offer them as a matter of course in
their regular place in the meal.

Alkalis discoior aluminum, there-
for it should never be washed with
strong soap or strong washing pow-
ders, or washing soda. The dark ¢ol-
or on aluminum pans and utensils
may be rubbed off with whiting or
with very fine steel wool, or dissol-
ved by the acid of vinegar of diluted
oxalic acid. All acids must be thox-
oughly washed off. Oxalic acid is a
poison and should be marked, and
kept out of the way of children.

The idea that hot breads contain
harmful gases has no scientific sup-
port. Fresh bread made of good in-
gredients contains nothing harmful
either to children or adults. Fresh
bread, however, is rather moist and
oft amd a young child may eat it
without sufficient chewing.

UNREST PREVAILS IN POLAND
AS HEALTH OF DICTATOR FAILS

(By The Associated Press.)

WARSAW, Poland, April 22.—
Speculation as to what will hap-
pen to Poland when Joseph Pil-
sudski relinquishes his hold on
the republic have become rife with
reports that the health of the mar-
shal is anything but encouraging
and that he is a very tired man.

Since the Pilsudski coup de’etat
of last May the marshal has held
the country in the palm of his
hand, but more and more of late
there have heen rumblings of grow-
ing opposition in various groups
that aim to be prepared to assume
power in event of ‘“an emergency.”
