Here is the picture. Imagine a
monster baseball diamond in which

who has hit a baseball 110 miles or j

the bases are 35 miles apart.

Imagine ‘I'y Cobb at bat, crashing
out one teriffic hit, 110 miles into
the outfield. And then imagine him
tearing off 141 miles around the
bases to home plate.

There, compressed into one large
picture, is Ty Cobb’'s record in base-
ball. Naturally, many details are
lacking. He has been at bat 11,000
times. Last July he thumped out his
4,000th hit. Lagt April he scored
his 2,100th run. His batting average
has been over .300 for 21 successive
seasons. His extra base hits total
well over 1,000. He has played in,
nearly 3,000 games. His records ll;
the various departments of the game
are legion. The bases he has stolen,
if laid end to end, would stretch 15
miles.

Roasts from the so-called tender.
¢uts of meat are better cooked with-
sut water. In case there is not very
much fat, get an extra piece of suet
and skewer it to the top. Place the
meéat in & very hot oven to sear om
the outside. Then reduce the tem-
perature and coek slowly until done.

Sauce naturelle is made by thick-
ening the water in which a vegeta-
ble was cooked. It may be made in

table soup, creamed or otherwise.

Pon't boil string beans a long
time with ham or pork merely to
flavor them. The vitamins will be
destroyed and most of the other val-
uable ingredients extracted. Instead,
add bacon fat or crisp diced bacon
at serving time.

Bither liguid or dry cleaners may
be used to clean windows or glass.
Many persons prefer the liguids,
such as clear water, or water with
washing soda, borax, ammonia, ker-
ssene, or alcohol, added. No dust is
scattered in using them. Commer-
eial powders, usually composed of
whiting or other material, are appli-
ed in a thin paste, allowed to dry
thoroughly, and then are rulibed off
with a soft, clean rag or paper. This
method, when employed, should be
used before cleaning a room.

Tomatoes, fresh, raw or canned,
.are a good source of vitamins A, B,
and C. Young children, and even ba-

ELMER INMAN, OKLAHOMA BANDIT,
ASSUMES MANTLE OF MATT KIMES

OKLAHOMA CITY, Okla.,—By
virtue of successful evasion of the
law for many months Elmer Inman
is Oklahoma’s latest uncrowned and
unofficial bandit king.

Inman has been popularly dubbed
the success in public interest to the
danger and youthful Matthew Kimes,

Inman’s elopement with the

Ten years ago Inman was a clerk
in a jewelry store at Arkansas City,
Kas. For embezzlement from the
store he was committed to the Kan-
sas penitentiary at Lansing. Because
of his excéllent behavior be became
a trusty and was assigned as chauf-
feur to Warden J. K. Codding. The
debonafr convict captured the heart
of Lavona Codding, the warden’s
daughter, and in the belief he would

réform shé eloped with him in 1921.

Two years ago he was arrested for
robbery of a. jewelry store at Ard-
more, Okla, With Ray Terrill, an el-
leged member of the Kimes gang of
bank robbers, he broke jail ahd es-
caped.

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Individuality In Hats  »
Natives of Ecuador make the fa-
mous ‘“Panama’’ hats by hand and no
two are alike. The best, which sell
for $75 or more in United currency,
come from the village of Monte Cris-
ti, near Manta, but are scarce, since
few weavers are capable of doing the
fine weaving required. Cuenca makes
most of the hats, JijiJapa produces
the better grades, and Santa Elena
and Azogues manufactures
qualities. Monte Cristi hats sell
chiefly in Cuba, Porto Rico, Venezu-
ela and Panama. United States is the
biggest buyer of hats from Cuenca,
while Great Britian buys those form
Jijiapa and Santa Elena.

French Cotton Bank

The Banque Cotonniere, a bank
which will enable French mills to ob-
tain their supplies of raw cotton di-
rect from he planters, has been es-
tablished at Paris under control of
he French industry.

Few Shoes In India

The peoples of Central
Italy well, but go in heavily also for
mutton and goat, while those living
in Lambardy, Lazio and Apulia eat
comparatively large quantities of
horse. The southern Italians eat
nearly twice as much mutton and
goat as their neighbors, but only
about a third as mueh beef and one-
quarter as much poi'k.

Africa A Cotton Market

Both men and women of French
West Africa wear cotton clothing,
with the result'that cotton is the lar-
gest import. Great Britian now sup-
plies about 60 per cent. The men
want bleached sheetings and shirt-
ings from which to make “boubous,”
a shirt reaching to the ground, worn
over sateen trousers that are baggy
in the seat and tight at the ankles.
The women insist upon dyed sateen
for their “boubous” and buy fancy
woven piece goods for scarfs, in
which they carry everything from ba-
bies to household supplies.

Freight Congestion

Low water in the Magdalena riv-
er, only means of freight transpor-
tation between the Atlantie coast
and the interior of Columbia, has re-
sulted in a congestion of freight at
transfer points. Steamboat compan-
ies are aeccepting mno heavy or bulky
qurgoos for six months, hoping by
\ecrgulng the draft fo keep their
ships off the sand bars in the bend
at Cieo, where a number of ships
have been aground. There is also
freight congestion at Buenaventura
on the Pacific coast, but this is at-
tributed to the lack of port facili-
ties and railroad equipment.

Tractors In Egypt

Egypt bought 74 6f the 82 trac-
tors it has purchased so far this
year from the United States. The
mechanical draft animals constituted
the major item in the implement
trade with this country. Low prices
now being received for Egyptian
cotton have curtailed buying.

Weather Good,
Cotton Breaks
$3.50 Per Bale
