Anaconda Billed
In Attempt To

Defraud U.

Inferior Goods
Sold, Atterney
General Says

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21
(AP) — Attorney General
Biddle announced toda% a
federal grand jury at Fort
Wayne, Ind., had indicted the
Anaconda Wire & Cable com-
pany, Marion, Ind., and five
of its officers for conspiracy
to defraud the United States,
and to present “false claims
in the production and sale of
wire and cable used by the
armed forces for combat
communication purposes.”

“This is one of the most repre-
hensive cases of defrauding the
government and endangering the
lives of American soldlers and
sallers aver to come to the atten-
tion of the department of justice,”
Biddle declared in a formal state-
ment.

“f can conceive of nothing
more viclous, or treacherous,
than deliberately supplylng our
armed forces with defectlve war
materials; and I am informed
that only the alertness of gov-

" ernment Inspectors and the

with which the war
frauds unit and the FBI Investi-
gated complaints in this case has
prevented enormous quantities of
defective wire and cable from
being transported to our troops
overseas.”

The justice department charged
the defendants “secretly installed,”
behind sliding panels under test
tables, mechanisms  that enabled
the pamsing of inferlor or defective
materials

In addition to the company, the
justice department sald defendants
named In the Indictments were
Thor 8. Johnson, general manager
of all Anaconda mills; Frank E.
Hart, manager of the Marion divi-
slen of Anaconda; Don R. Carpen-
ter, superintendent of the Marion
plant; Chalmer Bishop, chief com-
pany inspector at Marion; and
Frank Kunkle, assistant chief com-
pany inspector at Marion,

Tom C. Clark, chief of the jus-
tice department's war fraud unit,
told mewspapermen that Russia
had complained that practically
50 per cent of the wire manu-
factured by this company and
shipped to Russis was defective.

4.Clark announced the army
had ordered that the communica-
tions wire thus far delivered by
the Marion Anaconda plant be
only on maneuvers, and not
sent to fighting arens. He sald
company had manufactured

about $6,000000 worth of such
wire for the government. ¢

The justice department thus de-
scribéd “the conspiracy to olreum-
vent government requireracnts and
specifications (n the manufacture
of wire and cable:

“Without the knowledge of gov-
ernment inspectors, the defendants
secretly installed a transformer or
circuit-breaker on insulation-resis-
tance test equipment. It was com-
monly caller a ‘button box' by those
operating it.

WASHINGTON, Dec, 21 (P —
The lid on gasoline sales was off
today after the most motorless
weekend the eastern seaboard had
known since the horse and buggy

days.

The ban against non-commercial
sales in 17 eastern states which
went Into effect Friday noon be-
cause of an acute shortage due to
military needs was lifted at mid-
night Iast night.

The Office of Price Administra-
tion, however, cut the value of B
and C coupons from four to three
gallons each. The A coupons con-
tinue on a three gallon basis.

Price Administrator Leon Hen-
derson estimated this would result
in & net sgaving of about 25000
barrels a day.

LONDON, Dec. 21 — The
axis was reported today mov-

graphically or clearly the story of
the rise and collapse of I1 Duce
than In the scenes which stretch
about us as far as the eoye can
reach. For across the face of this
fortile district is registered by pa-
tient toll the history of A man who
started well but finally wsold his
birthright for a mess of rotten
sauverkraut.

The tides of battle have swept
back and forth across ancient
Libya during two and a half years.
Until the present sensational Brit-
ish offensive, howeaver, Italian
colonists had clung to the thous
ands of farms which they had
made trim and productive by
backbreaking toll during the dec-
ade or wo aince Mussolinl settled
them here.

Under two previous British oc-
cupations, the coloniats cargied on
their work and were unmolstad.
This time when the angry sky
over El Alamein to the east gave
sure warning of the hurricane to
come, the Itallans fled, This wasn't
for fear of the British, but becausa
of the menace from another quar-
ter.

The doctors learn alrplane am-
bulance work, what types of
wounded can be carried safely by
air, the nose, throat, ear and eye
troubles that prevent a man from
flying, treatment of burns, use of
oxygen. They learn about grey-
outs, black-outs, and red-outs, The
grey-outs Is dimming vislon pre-
ceding blackout, Things look pink
to a man who has made a turn too
fast with his head on the outside
margin, because of blood gathering
In the eyes. That is a red-out.

They learn the odd troubles that
come from acceleration. The high-
speed military nirmen whose plane
swerves and bounces even a little
is subjected to brief but high cen-
trifugal pulls.

to get in future combat flights,

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21 UP—In
a far-reaching opinlon, the sy
preme court ruled today that Ne-
vada divarces, under present law
and the constitution, must be rec-
ognized by other staten

Justice Douglas delivered the 8
ta 2 decision which overruled a
previous supreme court opinion ex-
prossing conirary views.

Bpecifically, the tr‘l'bum held
that North Carolina Is required
under existing law 1o recognize
Nevada divorces oblained by a
North Carolina man and woman
from thelr respective spouses’be
fore thelr marriage to each other.

The principles of the suprema
couirt opinion would apply to all
other states.

"Each state as a sovereign,” Jus-
tice Douglas sald, "has a rightful
and legitimate concern in the marl-

1 tal status of persons  domielled

within its borders.

“It is plain that each state by
virtue of its command over Its
domiclliaries and its large interest
in the institution of marriage can
alter within ita own borders the
marirage status of the spouse
domiciled there, even though the
other spouse is absent.”

The declsion reversed the convie-
tien of the couple in North Caro-
linn on a charge of bigamous co-
habitation. The state contended
they were not legally married un-’
der North Carolina law,
