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ater plan work at midway point

WHITE DEER -- Members of the
Panhandle Regional Water Planning
Group will have a busy summer.

C.E. Williams, co-chairman of the
group, said that the regional planning
organization is about mid-way in the
process mandated by law to produce a
state water plan with a 50 year horizon.

"There are seven different sections or
portions that we have to deal with," he
said. "We've got four of them ready or
turned in for review. We're in the middle
of the process. It's going to be a very busy
summer.

The Texas Water Development Board
hasﬂl‘vccivcd and reviewed the descrip-
tion of the region and a summary of pop-
ulation and water demand data. By the

end of the month, they will have the
assessment of available supply. These ele-
ments form the basis for turther parts ot
the plan.

"We've got pretty much all the data
gathered,” Williams said. "We're in the
process of identifying where we have
needs or potential shortages over the next
40 years. Now, what we're going to do for
them is where the rubber meets the road.”

Williams said that he feels the planning
process is just now getting under way.
The data gathering, while important, has-
n't involved many of the tough decisions.

The next step, Williams said, is to com-
pare the available supply of water to pro-
jected demands.

"There are some of the small cities, for
example, that have needs,” Williams said.
"They're on ground water, and basically
what they need to do is obtain more

HOUSTON (AP) — The
statewide average price of
self-serve regular gasoline
has fallen 10 cents a ga'lon
since March, according to an
AAA Texas survey released
Wednesday.

The national average this
month is $1.49 per gallon.

AAA Texas credits the
price relief to  the
Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries’ loosen-
ing of production restric-
tions.

As usual, Corpus Christi
had the state’s f())wosl per-
gallon price for regular
unleaded at $1.24, according
to a survey done Tuesday.
Dallas and Houston both had
the most expensive average
gallon of gas at $1.48.

The owner of a miniature horse attacked by
pit bulls said today she wants to see the dogs
destroyed and plans to spearhead a drive for
stricter laws regarding “vicious” animals.

“I told the boy that his dogs were dead, legal-
ly or whatever, but his dogs were dead,” said
Sheryl Lester, owner of H.E,, a 38” miniature
horse injured in a dog-attack Sunday afternoon.

Bill Gates and his Microsoft cohorts are touglin and
clever businessmen, and we would not suggest that
they did not go over the line — and perhaps trampled
the line at times — to promote their products and
inhibit competition.

Even so, it is difficult for us to accept, as a federal
judge has ruled, that the software giant violated the
Sherman Antitrust Act by giving a free Web browser to
consumers who boug.ht tﬁe Microsoft operating sys-
tem.

Nonetheless, the ruling has been made, and we are
more concerned at this moment with the upcoming
punishment, which could range from fines to forcing
Microsoft to give away proprietary software codes to
breaking up tie company.

The last possibility is an entirely unacceptable
option. Microsoft is a company that was founded on
American ingenuity and has produced a computer
operating system that runs most of the world’s com-
puters.

It would be foolish for the United States of America
to cause the substantial harm to Microsoft of splitting
it into smaller companies. Such an act would truly be
felt around the world. wony v \

After the federal judge’s ruling that Microsoft violat-
ed the Sherman Act, U.S. Attorney General Janet Reno
commented, “Thanks to this ruling, consumers who
have been harmed can now look forward to benefits.”

We would question Ms. Reno about the consumers
who have been harmed. Where are they? Did Microsoft
harm them by selling them an excellent computer oper-
ating system? Were consumers harmed by getting
Microsoft's Web browser as part of the Windows pack-
age they purchased?

We hope for a reasonable punishment that does not
break up an American company that is a world leader
in its field. -

Longview News-Joumnal on Texas missing the mark
on health care:

In September, Lt. Gov. Rick Perry announced interim
study issues for the 76th Legislature that set long-term
health care as a key issue for state senators to address.
Six months later, the American Association of Retired
Persons issued a report that should be carefully exam-
ined by the Senate panel.

The AARP report, titled ““Reforming the Health Care
System: State Profiles 1999,” highlights nearly 100 key
health indicators and compares them state-by-state. It
shows vast disparities among states in terms of peo-
ples health, their access to care, and the adequacy of
safety net protection for low-income families.

Key findings in Texas include:

—With nearly 20 million people, Texas has the ninth
largest percentage of population in poverty (16.7 per-
cent); almost 30 percent of the elderly live in poverty
(less than 135 percent of the federal poverty level).

—Texas ranks among the 10 states with the highest
death rates from diabetes and number of tuberculosis
cases.

—Texas ranks second in the highest percent of unin-
sured persons under 65 years of age (26.6 percent). No
state had a larger portion of its residents with famil
incomes above the national median without healt
insurance (12.2 percent). Texas also is among the top
five states with the highest percentage of uninsured
families (38.2 percent).

—Texas ranks among the 10 states with thé highest
uninsurable rates for both white and minority popula-
tions and percent of uninsured children in families
below 200 percent of the federal poverty level (nearly
36 percent).

—Texas ranks among the ““bottom 10" states in per-
cent of mothers with early prenatal care, and women
age 50 and over getting mammograms. A high percent
of Texans reported not seeing a doctor because of cost
(13.6 percent). . :

—Texas ranks third in Medicare Skilled Nursin
Facility discharges and Medicare home healt
visits/ persons served; it ranks fourth in Medicare pay-
ments per beneficiary (86,5‘5\).

Most of these statistics have turned up in other
reports, but the profiles clearly target the major issues
as the uninsured, health spendyin , use of services, and
safety nets for low-income families. It provides con-
crete evidence that access to health care remains a seri-
ous problem in Texas.

Texas has taken a major step in the Childrens Health
Insurance Program. CHIP is designed to help provide
affordable health insurance for families earning up to
200 percent of the poverty level.

But health care for the elderly and poor remain a
vital issue for Texas. That's why the Senate interim
study panel should closely examine the AARP report:

It's a good try, but it shouldn’t fly.
Freedom of speech and freedom of religion are
equally cherished and can coexist without the
government providing a platform for majority
religion.

Free to pray before the game? Absolutely. Free
to express one’s faith before, during and after?
Unquestioned. But the state serving as the con-
duit for the majority to impose its faith on others
is contrary to the First Amendment prohibition on
state-established religion.

The U.S. Supreme Court this week heard argu-

~wsments, in a case in which the Santa Fe (Texas)

Independent School District seeks to. uphold a
policy of students voting to have soméone give an
invocation before the game. It is being presented
as religion-neutral, an opportuniti'. that might be
as much pep talk as prayer. But the intent of the
district and the majority of students clearly is pre-
game prayer.

Intent is of the essence. The Supreme Court
overturned Alabama’s requirement of an ostensi-
bly religion-neutral “silent moment” in public
schools because the clear intent of the silent
moment was to encourage prayer. So, too, with
the Santa Fe district’s game day strategy.

Freedom of individual religious expression? It
flourishes, and well it should in this nation of free
individuals. We are a people of rich and varied
spiritual heritage. Gatherings “around the pole”
to pray before school are to be res
felt communal statements. A student can pray at
school (or anywhere else) at any time in a fashion
that doesn’t disrupt. One can talk about his or her
faith in a non-disruptive way.

But the courts properly have drawn the line at
using the school as a pulpit for the religion of the
majority. They should do the same concerning the
imposing of religion on captive audiences at
state-sponsored sporting events.

It's one thing for a large group to do something
en masse to express its religious faith that's free
expression in action. It's another for the state to
provide the microphone and the authority for the
m?)ority to monopolize people’s thoughts.

The new Constitdtion had aut
the national government to raise its own standing
army, a notion viewed with alarm by many anti-
federalists. Although the state militias in the
Revolution ‘were generally ill-armed, ill-orga-
nized and ineffective, the anti-federalist faction
wanted a constitutional guarantee for their con-
tinued existence.

The Second Amendment makes that guarantee,
and read in its entirety, its meaning clearly deals
with “bearing arms” in a solely military context,
not with the private ownership of guns. In the
words of the U.S. Supreme Court, the “obvious
purpose” of the Second Amendment was “to
assure the continuation and render possible the
effectiveness” of state militia forces. “It r ust be
interpreted and applied with that end in view.”

While anyone who reads the Second
Amendment is entitled to his or her opinion
about what it really says, under our constitution-
al system, only one such opinion really matters,
that of the nine people on the Supreme Court
charged with deciding what the Constitution
actually means. In the case of the Second
Amem!ment, they have been absolutely consis-
tent: The amendment deals with the arming of
state militias, and no guarantee of private owner-
ship can be found there. '

Starting with the Supreme Court’s ruling in
U.S. vs. Miller in 1939, federal and state appellate
courts have addressed the meaning of the amend-
ment in more than 30 cases, and every time, the
aﬁpellate courts have interpreted it the same way:
The Second Amendment guarantees a right to be
armed only in connection with service in an offi-
cial, “well-regulated” state militia. It has nothing

to do with individually owned arms for self-
defense, with sporting arms or with the most
ludicrous and illogical theory of all, that the
Constitution guarantees citizens some right to
arm themselves for the destruction of their own
government.

In a country awash in guns and beset with an
appalling level of gun violence, a national debate
over the ownership and regulation of firearms is
essential. But whether one is arguing for unfet-
tered ownership of guns, for the outright banning
of guns, or for something in between, the debate
should not be sidetracked over the phony issue of
a constitutional guarantee that clearly does not
exist. The national plague of gun murders, sui-
cides and accidents will never abate until a solu-
tion can be hammered out free of willful and sys-
tematic distortion of the Constitution.

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Yankees continue dominance of Rangers

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) —
The New York Yankees didn’t
need a miracle tinish with
Orlando Hernandez in. a
groove.

Hernandez pitched the first
complete game by a Yankees
pitcher this season, allowing
just two base runners after a
leadoff double in the fourth
inning Tuesday night as New
York kept up its dominance of
Texas with a 6-3 victory.

Not only did “El Duque” beat
the Rangers and Kenny Rogers
for the second time in a week,
he gave the Yankees bullpen a
much-needed night off.

““He knows what the business
is all about. He knew what we
were trying to accomplish,”
Yankees manager Joe Torre
said. “He was a little tired out
there in the ninth, but it was not
something where he was
throwing a lot of pitches.”

Even though he said he was
bothered by the warm and
humid conditions, Hernandez
(3-0) allowed just two singles
the final five innings and got
the Ranﬁers to go down 1-2-3 in

He threw 119 pitches, 84 of
them for strikes,

“He's the same thing every
time, very deceptive,” Texas
manager Johnny Oates said.
“This guy knows what he’s
doing, and he knows who he
wants to pitch to before the
game begins,”

Yankees catcher Jorge Posada
said Hernandez, who threw his
first complete game since a
shutout victory over Tampa
Bay last June 22, got stronger in
the latter stages of the game.

“He was not feeling good
early and had a little funny face
when [ went out there.

Spurs’ Duncan may face surgery

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Tim
Duncan’s injured knee appears
to be healing, but the San
Antonio Spurs forward is not
playing tonight against the Los
Angeles Lakers and could
undergo surgery if the knee
doesn’t improve further.

Duncan underwent an MRI
examination Tuesday that
showed the torn cartilage in his
left knee is healing. But the
Spurs remain uncertain
whether he will be ready this
weekend when the playoffs
begin.

Duncan has missed the past
three games after suffering a
small cartilage tear April 11
against Sacramento.

After more evaluation today,
Duncan could be cleared for
more extensive work later in
the week if he does not experi-
ence swelling or soreness in the
knee.

However, if the injury does
not improve or worsens
Duncan likely will undergo
arthroscopic  surgery, said
coach Gregg Popovich.

An operation would require
at least a three-week recovery

period, all but ending Duncan’s
season unless the Spurs
advance deep into the playoffs.

“We just don’t know what'’s
g}:)ing to happen. He may miss
the whole (best-of-five first-
round series), or he may play,”
Popovich told the San Antonio
Express-News.

The Spurs will meet Phoenix
in the first-round series. It has-
n’t yet been decided whether
that series will be in Phoenix or
San Antonio.

San Antonio, the defending
NBA champion, also is hobbled
by other injuries.

David Robinson has been
bothered by soreness in his
right knee for the past week.
Sean Elliott’s right hand
remained swollen Tuesday after
he jammed a finger in
Monday'’s third quarter against
Vancouver.
