Driving. How oid is too old?
TEMPE, Ariz. (A P ) —  George 

Freestone has been driving automobiles 
for as long as Arizona has been a state.

And as he rolls along toward his 102nd 
birthday in August, he has no plans to 
relinquish his cherished seat behind the 
wheel o f his 1997 Oldsmobile Eighty 
Eight.

" I 'v e  been driving since I was 14,ng
before you even needed a license. Never 
had a ticket. Never had a problem," said 
Freestone, whose first job was as an 
instructor at his father's driving school at 
age 16.

Drivers like Freestone often evoke the
ire and suspicions o f many younger 
motorists, who feel older people repre­
sent increased safety risks as their eye­
sight, hearing and reflexes erode with 
age.

"They're over cautious, they drive too

slow and they're slow to react to things 
like lane changes," said Bob Seitzer, a 27- 
year-old auto parts deliveryman in the 
Phoenix area. " I  think every driver 65 
and up should be tested as much as pos­
sible."

So do some legislators around the 
country. During the 1999 legislative ses­
sions, 16 states considered bills relating 
to older drivers. Thirteen states plus the 
District o f Columbia have passed laws in 
recenj years for stricter safeguards.

N ew  Hampshire now requires people 
75 and older to take a road test to contin­
ue driving. Drivers 75 and up in 
Washington, D.C., may need to have 
their reactions tested before they can 
renew their licenses.

At least 35 states also have medical 
review boards that can restrict or revoke 
the license o f any driver deemed unsafe.

As the nation's baby-boomer popula­
tion continues to age —  with an estimat­
ed 50 million Americans in the 65-and- 
older category expected by 2020 —  the 
debate continues about "how  old is too 
o ld " when it comes to driving.

Gary Gershowitz, spokesman for the 
Florida Department o f Elder Affairs in 
Tallahasvsee, said age shouldn't be one of 
the criteria used to determine whether 
someone can drive.

'I f  a person is physically and mentally 
hind the wheel o f a car andable to get behind 

is not a danger to themselves or others, 
he or she should be allowed to drive 
regardless o f their age," he said. "It 
shouldn't matter if they are 70, 80 or 90."

"When we met with the 
doctors that Sunday, they 
didn't think he was going to 
live, Kramer's fiithec Gttry, 
said in a Fort Worfii Star- 
Telegram story in Sunday's 
editions.

He spent 10 days in a 
(xmui, 24 days in aifical con­
dition and 35 days at the 
Dallas hospital before being 
allowed to return to his 
tumietown of Topeka, Kan., 
to enter a rehabintation cen­
ter.

Kramer is far from recov­
ered, but his parents say he 
has had a rerruukable med­
ical turnaround.

The mental recovery is tak­
ing longer. He can hold a 
conversation but can't 
iemerriber it later. He may 
not ever remember tlw 
events leading up to his mys­
terious ccdlapse.

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Physicians warn against big doses 
of vitamin C during cancer treatment

TAM PA, Fla. (A P ) —  Cancer patients 
who take large doses o f vitamin C in the 
hope o f a cure might actually make their 
disease worse by inadvertently protect­
ing their tumors from radiation and 
chemotherapy, new research suggests.

Doctors caution they cannot prove 
the vitam in is harmful during cancer 
treatm ent. But they say there are 
strong b io log ica l reasons to think 
megadoses could be bad.

The concern is based on the discovery 
that cancer cells actually contain large 
amounts o f vitam in C, which appears 
to protect them from oxygen damage. 
Many cancer treatments, especia lly  
radiation therapy, work by triggering 
oxygen damage to the genes o f cancer 
cells.

Dr. David Golde, physician-in-chief at 
Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center 
in New  York City, warned against too 
much vitamin C in a presentation recent­
ly  at a meeting o f the American Cancer 
Society.

Vitamin C has many adherents, in 
part because it is an antioxidant, a sub­
stance that protects the body from  
potentially harm ful oxygen particles 
known as free radicals. Oxidation —  the 
same process that rusts iron —  is sus­
pected o f triggering cancer and other 
disease.

Health experts recommend that peo-

they are also safe or effective, especial­
ly  when combined w ith other treat­
ments.

Dr. Barrie R. Cassileth, a medical soci­
ologist who studies vitam in and herbal 
remedies at Memorial Sloan-Kettering, 
noted that vitamin C fe ll from favor as a 
cancer treatment in 1985 after a Mayo 
Clinic study found it to be worthless. 
But it has recently returned to vogue, 
and some practitioners give extremely 
high doses to cancer patients as an addi­
tion to ordinary treatment or even as a 
substitute.

In 1993, Guide's team discovered how 
vitamin C gets into human cells. They 
found that an oxidized form o f vitamin C 
called dehydroascorbic acid enters cells 
through the same opening used by sugar. 
Once inside, it is immediately converted 
back to vitamin C.

He said a key feature o f many cancers
is they have many more o f these sugar 
openings than do ordinary cells. This 
allows them to take in the energy they

The exact function o f the vitamin' inside 
cancer is unknown.

"M y  experience as a b io logist would 
say it is no acciden t," said Golde. 
"T h e  cancer ce ll wants vitam in  C 
because it wants antioxidant protec­
tion ."

Am ong cancer's uses for the vitam in, 
he said, could be protection against 
the harm ful effect o f  radiation therapy, 
as w e ll as some form s o f chemothera­
py that w ork by inducing oxygen dam­
age.

Vitamin-rich food and multivitamins 
are safe for cancer patients, Golde said, 
but he routinely advises cancer patients 
to avoid gram-size doses o f vitam in C 
while under treatment.

Dr. Harmon Eyre, medical director o f 
the cancer society, said Guide's work 
suggests it is especially important to 
avoid b ig  doses o f vitamin C during 
radiation treatment, which works in 
large part through triggering oxygen 
damage. Lab experiments have » s o  
shown that loading cancer cells with v it­
amin C can make them resist radiation 
treatment.

" It  argues to cancer patients that sup­
plements need to be thought through 
very carefully," he said.

Earlier this month, researchers from  
the U n iversity o f Southern California 
presented data at a conference sug­
gesting that vitam in C p ills may speed 
up cloggin g o f the arteries, the under­
ly in g  cause o f heart attacks and 
strokes.

Some o f Golde's work on vitamin C 
and cancer was published last 
September in the journal Cancer 
Research.

Human ganom a two- 
thirda finlahad

HOUSTON —  With two- 
thirds of the gsnetic instruction 
Ixx^  for the human body now 
"written,* researchers with the 
Human Genome Project are 
<^>timistic they can complete a 
working draft by Jum.

The genome fo.ttte collection 
o f genetic information that 
determines how the body 
forms and functions. It consists 
of more than 3 billion diemkal 
units, or base pairs, bn 46 chro­
mosomes. An international con­
sortium that includes Baylor 
CoUen of Medicine in Houston 
has identified and determined 
the order o f 2 billion o f those 
base pairs. •

"It took four years to 
seipience the first billion biue 
pairs, but only four months for 
the second billion," said Dr. 
Richard Gibbs, director-of the 
Human Genome Sequencing 
Center at Baylor. "A t such a 
rapid pace o f discovery, we 
should be able to finish a draft 
of the genome over the next 
three months."

Scientists with the Human 
Genome Project deposit their 
data into GenBank, a public 
database o f D NA sequence 
operated by the National 
Institutes of Health. This infor­
mation is accessible free and 
without restrictions to all scien­
tists in industry and academia 
so they can study the genetics of 
health and disease in hope of 
finding cures and treatments for 
illnesses ranging from diabetes 
and heart diñase to cancer and 
AIDS.

Researchers find gene 
needed to view  rapid  
movements

HOUSTON —  A gene that is 
needed for the eye to see fast- 
moving objects has been identi­
fied in mice. The discovery 
gives researchers a new tool for 
studying , hereditary vision 
defects ui humans.

Scientists at Baylor College of 
Medicine in Houston, Stanford 
University Medical Center in 
Stanford, Ca., and California 
Institute o f Technology in 
Pasadena found that a gene 
called RGS9-1 turns o ff the 
nerve cells in the retina after the 
cells have been activated by 
fight energy. This process 
enables these photoreceptor 
cells to return to a daric state so 
thw  can'be reactivated by more 
fim t energy. The rapid rate at 
which the rálls respond to these 
changes is what makes vision . 
o f moving bisects possible, such 
as tracking a bas«>all traveling 
faster than 9U miles per hour.

The chain reaction of cellular 
response triggered by f i^ t  acti­
vation uses a type of connmuiti- 
cation between cells called G- 
protein-coupled signaling said 
Dr. Theodore Wensel, Baylor 
professor of Biochemistry and 
Molecular Biology and 
Ophthalmology.

HOUSTON —  The recently 
Qomfdeted m om c, or genetic 
makeup, of tiie finit n iy is 
only the size o f one himum 
chromosome, but it can help sci­
entists learn more about human 
genetics.

With the total collection of 
genetic information about the 
nuit fly  now ' available, 
researchers can trace virtually 
any change in the ftuit flys 
sbucture and function to specif­
ic getres or mutations and draw 
conclusions about how genetic 
instructions are transmitted sim­
ilarly in humans.

'Ib e  human genome is much 
more complex, but the fruit ̂  is 
a lot more like humans than 
irumy of us may want to admit," 
said Dr. Steve Scherer; assistant

Erofessor of molecular and 
uman genetics at Houston's 

Baylor College of Medidne. "We 
share many of the same genes 
and biochemical pathwa]rs.

Federally funded scientists at 
Baylor helped map and 
sequence the two chromosomes 
that comprise 80 percent of the 
fruit-fly genome. They e la b o ­
rated ^ th  the Berkeley 
Drosophila Genome Proiect, the 
European Drosophila Genome 
Project and Celera Genonics to 
complete the fruit-fly genome.

Pumping up heart rate 
can have big payoffs

HOUSTON —  For individuals 
who exercise, working out with­
in the target heart-rate range can 
be the key to shedding unwant­
ed pounds.

"Heart-rate monitoring is a 
way to quantify the intensity of 
exerdse, said Dr. Jane Corboy, a 
family physician specializing in 
sports medicine at Baylor 
College of Medicine in Houston. 
"Recent research shows that a 
hig^-intensity exercise compo­
nent results in a great increase in 
metabolic rate, which remits in 
greater weigfit loss."

The term "heart-rate monitor­
ing* can refer to the broad con­
cept of tracking your heart rate 
during exercise or the more spe­
cific practice of using an elec­
tronic monitor.

To calculate the predicted 
maximum heart rate, tiie aver­
age adult should subtract his or 
her age from 220. The target 
heart rate is 70 to 80 percent of 
that number. During the activity, 
top and count a pulse for six sec­
onds; then multiply by 10 to cal­
culate the exercise heart rate.

If the appropriate "zone" 
seems out of readi, try activities 
that involve repetitive use of 
large muscle groups. Walking, 
running, step aerobics, cross­
country skiing, swimming and 
cycling tend to generate the 
most aerobk-training benefits.
' Corboy cautions, however, 

that heart rate can also serve as a 
warning rign. A  rise in resting 
heart rate, for example, can be a 
symptom o f over-training.

Tifc« tim « wti«n choosing 
a paraonal Iralnar

HOUSTON —  Personal train­
ers can be great resources and 
motivators, but finding the right 
one can make all the difference 
in meeting your fitness gpals.

According to Maurice Puyau, 
an exercise specialist at the 
USDA/ARS ChUdren's
Nutrition Research Center at 
Ba^or Cdlege o f Medidne, a lit­
tle research beforehand can 
ensure that you and your poten­
tial trainer are on the same track.

"Perhaps the best way to find 
a personal trainer it  by word of 
mouth. Check wltil your health 
dub or ask a* faiend," Puirau 
said.

The Internet can also be a 
good source of contacts in your 
area. Once you luurow down the 
field, oerndud mini-interviews 
and aak the trainer about his or 
her credentiab, training style 
and motivational techniques.
