An event of major importance to
producers, distributors and consum-
ers of fruit and produce was cele-
brated at the opening of  the new
produce Terminal located in the cen-
tral manufacturing distriet, Los An-
geles, on November 27.

This Terminal is another facility
which has been added to the local
marketing centér for all commodi-
ties in Los Angeles, brought about
by the constantly growing consum-
er demand. As metropolitan centers
form, such as has occurred on the
south Pacific coast, it has become ne-
cessary to designate central points
l'where buyers and sellers may meet,
upon neutral ground to accomplish
the economical distribution of pro-
ducts, as well as to effect econom-
fes in making purchases in avoiding
traveling to widely scattered points
for this purpose.

This is accomplished throuxh the
medium of central marketing places
such as the produce terminal, and
its benefits are felt all along the
line from the producer to the con-
sumer. The new produce terminal in
the central manufacturing district
contains many innovations in con-
struction, as the most modern con-
struction is carried out. Also the con-
gestion is avoided through the loca-
tion -of the terminal, such as is en-
countered in the areas of heavier
traffic. An important economy is
the efficiency and economy in rail
transportation brought about
through the utilization of the trans-
portation facilities of the Los An-
geles Junction railway, a neutral
belt line connecting with all carriers
entering Los Angeles.

Bncgat in Detroit

Detroit’s largest mallins depart-
ment, and the one which handles the
largest amount of all classes of mail
is that of Dodge Brothers, automo-
bile and truck manufacturers, ex-
perts from the post office department
at Washington state. The Dodge
mail division also has been notably
successful, they say, in establishing
an efficient method of handling all
classes of mail.

On the average, 11,000 pieces of
in-coming first-class mail and 25,000
pleces of out-going first-class mail
are handled daily by this division of
Dodge Brothers, Inc. In addition, it
handles daily papers, trade papers,
trade magazines, second, third and
fourth-class mail and parcel post
packages. Out-going parcel post pack-
ages alone average a half freight car
daily. This does not include the va-
rious special mailings for which reg-
ular days are set aside. The weekly | ¥ard
output of special material averag-
es 18,000 envelopes per week, a line
about two miles long if extended
end to end.

Few stamps are used on out-going
first-class mail, postage being paid
by the means of an indicaia printed
on each letter by an automatic me-
tered machine which stamps and
seals the letters at a rate of 15,000
per hour. Incoming mail is opened
by an electric letter-opener at the
rate of 10 per second.

A system of collecting mail at the
main post-office in Detroit is carried
out four times daily and the sched-
ules are so arranged that the driver
arrives at the post-office in suffici-
ent time to catch the important
