While exiting the second floor court-
room today, Darrell Sehorn and Justin
David Sober, accused of causing the crash
that killed Sehorn’s daughter, Stacey, met
tace-to-face in a moment filled with ten-
sion and profound sadness.

Because of air-conditioning problems in
the third floor courtroom, the trial of

After both attorneys gave the opening
statements, the witnesses were called and
sworn. Defense attorney Mike Warner
called the Sehorns as witnesses for the
defense, drawing protest from Mann and
his staff.

Emmert who is presiding over the trial.

“The Sehorns Eave personal knowledge
of some of the facts in this case,” Warner
countered.

After hearing from both the prosecution
and the defense, Judge Emmert invoked
the rule which keeps any sworn witnesses
from remaining in the court room except
for the time they are in the witness stand,
and forbids them from discussing the case
with anyone other than the attorneys
involved or their staff.

After a 10-minute break, Judge Emmert called the attor-
neys, the Sehorns, and Sober’s mother, sister and broth-
er to the bench and told them they would be excluded
from the rule and could stay in the courtroom.

“There is not going to be any cmotlunal
expression that could influence the jury,”
the judge warned the two families. “If any
of that happens, I'll have to ask you to
leave.”

Warner finished his objection to the
Sehorns staying in the courtroom, saying
it put his client “in a pn'mrmus pusmon
and himself at a “disadvantage.” But con-
ceded that since the Sober tamily mem-

bers could remain, “what was good for
the goose, is good for the gander.”

Two witnesses were called to the stand
by press time today, Sarah Marie Baxter,
17, of Pampa, who testified that she saw
Justin Sober, Stacey Sehorn, Nakisha
Horton and Shawn Reames leave Lake
Greenbelt in Sober’s truck with Sober dri-
ving

“I told Stacey don’t leave, Justin is
drunk, but she said she was gonna go
anyways,” Baxter recalled.

She said that everyone at the party at

Lake Greenbelt was drinking, except that
she did not see Horton take a drink.

Okla. seeking
execution date

for killer Braun
Pampan among victims

With Gregg F rancis Braun’s appeals exhausted, the state attorney
general’s office is asking for an execution date for the Kansan in the
death of an Oklahoman in a multistate crime spree that left five peo-
ple dead.

Though' he was charged but not tried, authorities say one of
Braun’s victims was | ampa businessman Pete Spurrier who was
slain at his Pampa business on July 20, 1989.

The 1989 killing of Gwendolyn Sue Miller, 31, of Ardmore is the
only death for which Braun received the death penalty. He received
four life sentences in the deaths of two Garden City, Kan., conve-
nience store clerks and a life sentence in the death of a Springer, N.M.,
convenience store clerk. He was charged with but never tried for the
death of a Pampa businessman.

An owner agrees to
take environmentally sensitive land out of production for sev-

Texas has more acres of farmland enrolled in the CRP pro-
gram than any other state — over 3.6 million acres. Many of
those acres are found in our area. Last year alone, Texas farm-
ers received more than $130 million in CRP payments.

To add a 15 percent tax for each of the last three years would
have a severe impact on the economy of our area. Plus, it is just
not right. I've signed on to a bill to prevent this ruling from
taking effect. I'm working with others to try to get it passed.

But this episode is also a good reminder of how Washington
is always looking for new ways to take money out of our pock-
ets, and why “kinder and gentler” for the IRS does not always
mean “kinder and gentler” for you.

Valdosta, Ga., offered a $5 bill to every
resident who completed the census. “What we
are looking at is an investment to help the city
achieve a very important status that will pre-
vent us from losing millions of dollars,” City
Manager Larry Hanson explained.

Others were willing to stretch the definition
of “resident.” Ames, lowa, officials held a $7,000
drawing called “Claim Ames in the 2000
Census” to entice students at lowa State
University to file as city residents, regardless of
where they actually live. Thousands responded,
but according to one city official, “We stu-
dents who said, “We think you are bribing us.”’

They’re right. But with the Census Bureau
declaring success — 65 percent of all forms have
been returned, matching 1990’s totals — we’re
sure to hear about still more prizes, lotteries and
cash giveaways in the future. Sure, appeals to
self-interest work, but is it worth it if we turn a
basic civic duty into a gigantic game of “Lotto”?

“I don’t think I have ever
felt such a sense of release
and relief,” Gosper said after
Monday’s announcement. “It
has been very hard for my
family and my close friends.”

Gosper said he was now
thinking only of the future.

“1 think the thing upper-
most in my mind now after
these weeks is that I can get
my focus back onto ﬁ\e
Olympics. 1 am a sports
administrator, but in my
heart I have never stopped
being an Olympian,” said
Go.:rcr, who won a silver
medal in the 1,600-meter
relay at the 1956 Melbourne
Olympics.

Gosper referred his case to
the eight-member ethics com-
mission in January after
reports that Salt Lake City
spent more than $30,000 on
trips for Gosper and his family.
In March, Gosper resigned
from the panel, which he
heIEcd set up last year in the
wake of the Salt Lake City
scandal, which led to the resig-
nation or removal of 10 IOC
members.

Monday’s report, prepared
by New York lawyer Martin
Lipton, said that the bid com-
mittee tried to make Gosper
and his wife accept hospitality,
and when it became clear that
the couple would insist on
paying, organizers instead hid
the real cost,

When Gosper’s wife, Judy,
and their two children went to
Salt Lake City in 1993, they
treated it as a private visit to see
Tom Welch, then head of the
bid committee, and his family.
He did not know the trip was
being subsidized by the bid
committee, the report said.

Mrs. Gosper had no reason
to suppose that the condo-
minium she stayed in was
actually rented and was not
owned by a friend, as Welch
claimed.

When she insisted on paying
for the use of the omini-
um, she was told the cost was
SI,S(I})‘,e and she arran to

the money. In fact, the cost
(F:fa );he rental was $8,126, and
the bid committee paid for
most of it.

Modano provides spark in Stars’ win over Avs

DALLAS (AP) — After being
outhit, outhustled and outplayed
in Game 1, the Dallas Stars were
desperate.

If Dallas came out flat again
and headed into Friday’s Game 3
with a two-game deficit, there
would be little hope of a repeat
for the Stanley Cup champions.

Their only comeback was 1968
against the Los Angeles Kings.

Backed into a corner, Dallas
came out checking and shooting,.

The Stars had just 11 shots in
the first two periods of
Saturday’s loss, but had nine by
the end of the first period and 26
at the end of two. Colorado out-
hit Dallas by six in Game 1, but
Dallas came in the first period

with shoulders lowered, notch-
ing 25 hits to Colorado’s 17.

“They did to us what we did in
Game 1,” Avalanche center Joe
Sakic said.

Dallas got the better of
Colorado in the first period, but
watched the effort go to waste as
the Avalanche scored the first
goal — just 25 seconds into the
second period on a power play.

Sandis Ozolinsh found the net
when his shot from about 50 feet
found its way through Adam
Deadmarsh’s  legs and Ed
Belfour’s pads.

HIGH POINT, N.C. (AP) — For
the second time in less than six
weeks, NASCAR's most famous
family said goodbye to one of its
own.

More than 1,000 mourners
joined the Petty family Monday
to pay their respects to 19-year-
old Adam Petty, a fourth-genera-
tion driver whose last name is
synonymous with stock-car rac-

ing.
getty, son of Kyle Petty and
randson of Richard, was killed
riday when his Chevrolet
crashed into a wall during prac-
tice for the Busch 200 at New
Hampshire International

Speedway.

Adam Petty made his Winston
Cup debut on April 2, just three
days before his great-grandfa-
ther, NASCAR pioneer Lee Petty,
died at age 86 from complica-
tions from a stomach aneurysm.

At a memorial service Monday
at High Point University, the
Petty family’s pastor, Douglas
Carty, related his memories of
Adam.

“From the time he was a little
kid, 1 can remember that all he
wanted to do was race,” Carty
quoted Adam’s 18-year-old
brother, Austin, as saying. “He
wanted to grow up and be a race

car driver, just like my daddy.”

Kyle and his wife, Patti, held
hands and sobbed quietly, their
eyes hidden by sunglasses, as
they led family members into the
university gymnasium.

Adam’s crew members wore
dark polo shirts with his car
number, 45, embroidered on the
sleeves.

Joining the Pettys at the memo-
rial service were several
NASCAR stars, including Bobby
Allison, Ward Burton, Bill Elliott,
Dale Jarrett and Bobby and Terry
Labonte. .

Also in the audience was Ernie
Irvan, who barely escaped death

in a 1994 crash at Michigan
Speedway and retired last year
on the advice of doctors.

As her devastated parents
looked on, 14-year-old
Montgomery Lee Petty spoke for
racing fans across the country as
she bade a final farewell to her
older brother.

“We not only lost a fourth-gen-
eration driver, we lost a great
friend, and my brother,” she said
tearfully. “It’s not the same with-
out Adam here. Things will
never be the same.”

Montgomery Lee was the only
family member to speak, her
words difficult to discern at

times as they flowed together
with her tears.

“Everyone loved Adam, and
he will always be with us, no
matter what,” she said haltingly,
vowing that her first child would
bear her brother’s name.

As his grief-stricken grand-
daughter walked off the stage,
Richard Petty rose to escort her
back to her seat.

A vocal duet sang several
songs, including “I've Been on a
Mountain With Jesus,” and one
of Adam’s favorites, “When All
Is Said and Done,” during which
grandmother Lynda Petty broke
down and sobbed.
