DETROIT. Feb. 30 (AV-Staging 
s  one-man sit-down strike against 
ait-down strikers. Walter L. Fry, 
president, general manager, and 
chief salesman for the Fry products 
company, held his position tonight 
that “If they won’t work I won’t, 
and unless I work and sell, they 
won’t have any work to do."

"They" refers to the 143 women 
and eight men who went on a sit- 
down strike, called by the United 
Automobile Workers of America Fri­
day afternoon.

Although no official demands have 
been presented to President Pry, 
H la understood the workers want 
more wages, and shorter hours.

But Pry says: “We pay the highest 
wages of any of our competitors."

When the strike was called Presi­
dent Pry quickly had a cot Install­
ed In his office, even before the 
strikers themselves were comfort­
ably ensconced.

"I work 24 hours a day at this 
business," Pry said. “And I feel that 
labor owes me a little something. 
I am dumfounded at their attitude. 
But, if they won't work for me, I 
wont work for them."

The boss sit-downer munched a 
ham sandwich, and declared that 
more of industry should take a 
stand.

“I’m here just to protect the 
stockholders and myself, and I’m 
going to stay here—stay here, that 
Is. unless I ’m ejected from my own 
plant,” he said.

UNIONIZATION OF OIL 
IS

HOUSTON, Feb 20 (AP) — Pos­
sibility that the American Federa­
tion of Labor would try to "jump 
the gun" on John L. Lewis' com­
mittee for industrial organization 
in a proposed drive to unionize 1,- 
000,000 workers in the oil industry 
was unofficially reported here to­
day.

On the heels of official confirm­
ation that the C. I O. planned to 
start a drive early in April to 
unionize the vast Industry's count­
less workmen in all branches came 
a report the A. F. of L. would try 
to get a head start on Lewis’ or­
ganization.

A local source close to the A. F. 
of L. said unofficially that giant 
labdr organization planned to as­
sign at least 30 organizers to the 
oil industry within a short time, 
perhaps a month prior ô the date 
set by the C. I. O.

Such a move would keep active 
the long, bitter fight between Wil­
liam Green, A. F. of L. president, 
and John L. Lewis, who has been 
in the labor spotlight for months, 
close observers predicted.

Plans of the C. I. O. extend its 
activities to the oil Industry were 
revealed here last night by local 
representatives. who said head­
quarters of the Intensive drive 
would be at Houston with a branch 
office at Port Arthur, a big re­
finery center.

At Pittsburgh, John A. Brophy, 
executive director of the C. I. O., 
had had "such a program under 
consideration some time." m

At the same time, H. O. Frem- 
ming, president of the Oil Work­
ers union, announced from his 
Washington oflce that Lewis would 
lend his personal aid In the cam­
paign.

BURROW SHOW S BUILD­
ING W ILL COST 

$6,500
An injunction suit brought in 

district court by Henry Gerhard 
against Joe Burrow over construction 
of a building in the Cook-Adams ad­
dition was dismissed in district court 
Saturday at the plaintiff's cast.

Gerhard filed a oetition last Wed­
nesday alleging that Burrow was

‘Hands Off’ The 
Supreme Court, 
Shouts Hoover

BAN IN EFFECT
LONDON, Feb. 21 (Sunday)—A 

new phase of the Spanish civil 
war opened today as an Interna­
tional bon on the flow of foreign 
volunteers automatically went Into 
effect on the stroke of midnight. 
It was the beginning of a phase 
which observers said they hoped 
marked net only the end of Euro- 
peal fears the war might sweep 
beyond Spain but would hasten 
the end of the bloody conflict it­
self .

CHICAGO. Feb. 20 (API—Her­
bert Hoover tonight called for 
"hands off the Supreme Court."

Addressing the Unlrn league 
club, the former president said 
President Roosevelt's court pro­
posal has created the “greatest 
constitutional question in these 
70 years" and has placed the na­
tion “ face to face with the prop­
osition that the Supreme Court 
shall be made subjective to the 
executive."
"Stripped to its bare bones," Mr. 

Hoover continued, ’’that Is the heart 
of this proposal And that reaches 
to the very center of human liber­
ty. The ultimate safeguard of liber­
ty is the independence of the ju­
diciary."

The "real Issue" in the Supreme 
Court question. Mr. Hoover said, 
"is whether the President by ap­
pointment of additional judges 
Rhall revise the constitution—or 
whether change in the constitution

shall be submitted to the people 
as the constitution itself provides."

Declaring that the constitution 
pro> ides "an open and above board 
method" by which social changes 
can be accomplished, the speaker 
asked:

What Is all the hurry In this? 
The nation is recovering from the 
depression. There Is no emergency. 
Surely a year or two is no waste 
in the life of a great nation when 
its liberties are the stake of haste.

Above Partisanship 
"11 historic liberalism cannot be 

maintained under the present pro­
visions of the constitution. I shall 
be the first to support the Presi­
dent in amendment of it."

Mr Hoover declared “ it Is a
magnificent thing for the nation 
that the debate upon it (the Su­
preme Court proposal) has risen 
far above partisanship. The propo-

a temporary’ halt to a disagreeable 
week of dusty treatment.

The snow began falling lightly 
shortly after Friday midnight and 
grew to greater proportions through­
out Saturday, lasting well into mid- 
afternoon when receding tempera­
tures put an end to the precipita­
tion.

The Daily NEWS gqvernment gage 
registered .08 inch of moisture as 
the result of the day-long snowfall, 
which subsided about 3 o'clock yes­
terday afternoon.

From a high of 31 degrees at 1 
p m. Saturday the mercury began 
to slip and had reached the early 
20's shortly before last midnight.

Late in the afternoon there was a 
cold north wind blowing and there 
was no dust or snow left.

A strong northwest wind brought 
in a heavy dust storm and reduced 
visibility to five miles at Abilene 
at 1 p. m Saturday after a clear,

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Mrs. Ewing Recalls Trip To 
Mobeetie In Pioneer Days
’  By LULA MAE FARLEY

With wide-eyed wonder a little girl gazed at the vast 
expanse of land visible from the high seat of the swaying 
hack. Behind lay Ft. Worth and ahead the fenceless rang­
es and dim trails which led into the almost unknown Pan­
handle and Mobeetie, its first town.

Only an occasional small village broke the desolate 
monotony of the November landscape. These few small 
homes Were built along the railroad under construction 
West from Ft. Worth. A solitary cowboy was sqmetimes 
seen riding the range. These cowboys were the only ones 
to, give directions to the traveler in the virgin and un­
marked land.

The little hack, drawn by a pair of sorrel horses, continued Its slow 
progress Into the Panhandle. Weary and tense with ceaseless worries about 
this pioneer trek, the mother and father regarded this alien s6il. The 
little girl'looked on with childish wonder, and the baby slept peacefully, 
in its mother’s arms.

After many days of traveling, the 
father realized one day they had 
taken a wrong turn and were off 
the route. They decided that they 
were approaching Indian territory, 
and so, tortured by the countless 
stories of Indian depredations, they 
proceeded cautiously. Late in the af­
ternoon they came upon a deserted 
log house. Cups were scattered 
about, and the ashes in the fire­
place indicated that someone had 
stopped there only a short time be­
fore. Spurred by the thought that 
the recent inhabitants had been In­
dians the travelers hastened on their 
way. They came into a dense for­
est and as night came on, they real­
ized they were hopelessly lost. Afraid 
to make a fire or a light lest some 
wandering Indian see the light the 
little family huddled in the hack in 
the chill November rusk.

'DUsting’ Promised
Short of rations, hunger was add­

ed to their growing discomforts. The 
little girl asked for food and cried 
when none was forthcoming. Her 
father explained there was no food 
and promised her a “dusting” if she 
were hot good. Quieted by the prom­
ised spanking from her kindly fath­
er the tears subsided. The bed was 
made in the back of the hack, and 
the family retired for the night. All 
went well until two o'clock when the 
baby took the croup. Despite their 
fears of Indians a lamp was light­
ed and a fire built. Lard, honey, and 
kerosene were among the dwindling 
supplies. A salve for the baby’s chest 
and throat was hastily made from 
these three ingredients. Soon the 
baby was sleeping again and things 
remained peaceful the rest of the 
night.

When morning came, the travel­
ers continued on their way without 
breakfast. When the sun rose they 
got their bearings again and once 
more picked up the trail. About 11 
o ’clock they caoie to the rim of a 
small canyon. A ranch house was 
located in tne valley below. They 
carefully picked their way down 
and asked for food. They were wel­
comed by the manager and re-

ceived their first experience with 
the famed hospitality of westerners. 
After dinner the manager urged 
them to load their hack with all 
kinds of provisions as he had just 
a day or two before got in a fresh 
supply. They were also urged to take 
a supply of meat from the wild 
animals and fowls (including deer 
and turkey) which were roaming 
about the ranch grounds in abun­
dance.

Norther Strikes
In the afternoon the group again 

took up the trail which led to Mo­
beetie. On the last day out, just af­
ter lunch, a Texas norther sudden­
ly struck. They drove up behind a 
deserted sheep stand so that the fa­
ther might put up the curtains. Lat­
er the wind became so high that he 
was forced to take the curtains off 
to prevent the hack’s overturning. 
As the norther increased in in­
tensity, the group of travelers be­
came very cold. The mother and 
children lay down and the father 
piled all the bedding on and 
around them, and then he ran be­
side the hack in an attempt to keep 
from freezing. In the late after­
noon they drove into Mobeetie and 
stopped at Mark Huselby’s rock 
hotel.

The men in the lobby came out to 
welcome the travelers. The mother 
was almost frozen and had to be 
carried into the hotel. The big stove, 
red-hot, was a welcome sight. Af­
ter they were sufficiently warmed 
they were shown to their rooms. 
The hotel's sleeping quarters were 
not like the usual hotel rooms but 
were rather a series of rooms (be­
hind the hotel) opening onto a walk. 
These rooms had n9 heat of any 
kind. Tiae beds had several quilts 
and these were topped off by two 
large buffalo robes.

This brave group of pioneers was 
Robert C. Fitch and his family who 
came to Mobeetie in November, 1882. 
The small girl was little Lulu Fitch 
who many years later married W. 
R. Ewing and now lives in Pampa.

“In addition to the generous con­
tributions of money on behalf of 
the flood refugees, large quantities 
of clothing and food supplies have 
been donated and shipped into the 
flooded area. We now have on 
hand an ample supply of service­
able garments. The collection of 
additional supplies of used cloth­
ing should not be encouraged as 
such collections are not needed and 
may deprive local relief agencies 
of a resource upon which they have 
been accustomed to reply.”

ORDINANCE NO. 179.
AN ORDINANCE prohibiting the 

parking of vehicles in alley-ways 
within the City of Pampa, pre­
scribing the penalty for violations 
and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COMMISSION OF THE CITY 
OF PAMPA:
Sec. 1. Hereafter it shall be un­

lawful for any person to park or 
leave standing any vehicle, when the 
same is unattended and unoccupied 
by some person in control thereof, 
whether the same be a motor ve­
hicle or otherwise, in, upon or 
across any alley-way within the 
City of Pampa.

Sec. 2. Any person violating this 
ordinance shall upon conviction be 
punished by fine of not less than 
one nor more than two hundred 
dollars; and.

Sec. 3. By the term "park or leave 
standing" as used in this ordinance 
shall mean to stop and leave stand­
ing any such vehicle for any length 
of time.

Sec. 4. Emergency Clause. The 
fact that many persons now park 
motor and other vehicles in the 
alley-ways of the city of Pampa 
and that same constitutes a hazard 
endangering life and property in 
case of fire within said City, and 
that the health and lives of the citi­
zenship of said city are by such 
practice endangered, as well as 
property therein, in event of fire, 
creates an emergency, and the rule 
requiring ordinances to be read and 
passed upon three different dates is 
heifeby suspended, and this ordi­
nance shall become effective and in 
full force and effect upon its pas­
sage and publication as required by 
law.

sal is too grave to be dealt with 
on such terms. It is an Inspiring 
thing that in this question the 
leadership to maintain the integrity 
of the American form of govern­
ment has been begun by eminent 
Senators belonging to the Presi­
dent’s own party.

"This leadership, which we all 
gladly follow, places this issue on 
the highest plane of citizenship 
without regard to party, to parti­
san politics, to personal ambition.” 

Referring to his own position, Mr, 
Hoover said:

“ As a method of spreading flow­
ers over the termination of my 
party career, the opposition press 
Insisted on electing me to the of­
fice of elder statesman. I have not 
assumed that high office. But at 
least, it marks the acceptance of 
the fact that the era in my life 
has gone by when party aspects 
of such an issue concern me. . . .

Speaks As 'American*
“ I am speaking tonight not as 

a Republican; I am speaking as an 
American who has witnessed the 
decay and destruction of human 
liberty in my land, who as Presi­
dent has witnessed, the movement 
of these great floods which are 
testing the American levees built 
to protect free men.”

Turning to President Roosevelt’s 
proposals, Mr. Hoover said “we 
may quickly dismiss the secondary 
parts. . . We can accept the view 
that justice would be expedited if 
we had more federal district courts. 
There may not be enough circuit 
courts of appeal.

"But there can be only one Su­
preme Court. Here, Mr. Roosevelt 
demands the power to appoint a 
new Justice parallel with every ex­
isting Justice who is over 70 years 
of age. This means that two-thirds 
of the court, or six of them, are to 
be given a sort of intellectual 
nurse, having half the vote of each 
patient.

“ It is the implications of this 
proposal which have thrust us with 
startling suddenness into an issue 
greater and deeper than any in our 
generation. . .

“But the President’s proposal is 
far deeper and more far-reaching 
in purpose than these details.”

In the light of background, Mr. 
Hoover related, “no one can con­
clude other than that the Presi­
dent seeks to secure a Supreme 
Court not that will find in accord­
ance with the constitution as it 
stands, but rather than will revise 
the constitution so it will mean 
that he wishes it to mean.'’

Dropping mercury 
and dust was also reported from 
Wichita Falls.

Bearing but the promise of an 
earlier weather forecast that pre­
dicted freezing as far south in Tex­
as as Dallas, a 36-mile an hour 
northwest wind with heavy dust 
struck there shorty after 4 p. m. 
Visibility dropped froin five miles 
up to a mile and a half in less 
than a half hour. The Love Field 
weather bureau at Dallas reported 
a 40-mile wind with simftar at­
mospheric conditions at Fort Worth 
and over mo6t of north and north­
west Texas with the exception 6f 
the Panhandle.

Dost At Coleman
The dust extended as far west as 

Coleman, where a feeble rain Tues­
day night did little to help needy 
small grain. The sun was obscured 
there in the afternoon by a cloud 
of sand. At Midland visibility was 
cut to three mUes. At Big Springs 
visibility was reduced to a mile and 
a half in what was called the worst 
dust blow of the season.

South and Central Texas had 
balmy weather Saturday, but the 
forecast was for cloudy and colder 
there and In East Texas. Warm 
weather prevailed along the Gulf 
Coast, with colder forecast for Sun­
day.

The inch and a half of snow that 
fell at Borger melted rapidly and 
the sky was clearing.

GUYMON, Okla., Feb. 20 (A*)— 
Snow blanketed the high plains 
of the southwest today, ending the 
week’s scourge of dust storms and 
buoying the spirits of wheat farm­
ers.
Depth of the snow ranged from 

two to five inches over the Okla­
homa Panhandle, southwestern Kan­
sas. and parts of Colorado and Texas.

Farmers said the snow, which 
clung to the ground, would prevent 
immediate recurrence of “dusters” 
and give point to a campaign of deep 
listing to prevent further wind eros­
ion.

‘‘■niere are thousands of acres of 
wheat which have suffered only 
slitfit damage and which will come 
back with plenty of moisture," de­
clared Herbert Clutter. Finney coun­
ty, Kansas, farm agent.

He said the snow would not solve 
the erosion problem but would fur­
nish a “breathing spell.”

Highway Crash Fatal
The snowstorm contributed to a 

fatal highway crash.
Mrs. Isabel Shoffner of Lawton,

Okla., was killed and nine other 
persons were injured when a bus col­
lided with the rear of a truck south 
of Newton, Kas.

The heaviest snow was reported at 
Liberal and Satina, Kas., where 
five inches fell. Dodge City, Kas., 
received four Inches of wet snow.

The snow ranged from two inches 
at Dalhart, Tex , to four Inches at 
Tyrone, Guymon, Texhoma, Boise 
City, and Ooodwell, Okla., and Elk­
hart, Kas. Hooker reported three 
Inches of snow, Spearman, Tex., an 
inch and a half.

C. L. Nix. wheat farmer near 
Hugoton, Kas., was jubilant as he 
watched the snowstorm.

“ You bet things are different to­
day. and what wheat is left will be 
greatly benefltted,” he said. “How­
ever, it is blown very badly.”

The snow was a crop saver for 
the hard-pressed farmers of dust- 
blown Texas and Beaver coun­
ties in the Oklahoma Panhandle, 
but some farmers In Cimarron 
county said the snow came too 
late.

Hugoton, Kansas, where the dust 
added to the difficulty of com­
batting a pneumonia epidemic with 
inadequate hospital facilities, the 
snow was a “life saver,” said D. E. 
Prlne, funeral home director.

“The snow already has helped 
those ill with pneumonia,” said 
Prlne. “ Physicians say the epidemic 
may be checked If snow stays on 
the grounds and holds the dust for 
a few days.”

Whoops and shouts greeted the 
snowfall in the farm lands near 
Guymon, and farmers said the 
moisture would aid wheat mater­
ially. Farmers poured Into Guymon 
to give vent to their enthusiasm.

“ I told my wife,” said L. 8. Pal­
mer of Tyrone, a county commis­
sioner. “when we woke up this 
morning there was snow on the 
ground.

“8he didn’t believe me. so I got 
some and threw it at her. She 
chased me out of the house.”

Then, in order to keep shelled nuts 
on hand In first class condition, put 
them up in jars. The Consumers 
Counsel recommends this method:

First put freshly cracked nut meats 
into sterilized glass fruit jars. Ad­
just, but do not tighten, the glass 
lids and rubbers. Place the Jars 
In an ordinary clothes boiler, or a 
big kettle with a wooden rack on 
the bottom. Put in about two inches 
of water, and make sure the lid Is 
on tight. Let the water boll for 20 
minutes. Then remove the Jars 
rapidly and tighten the tops down 
as quickly as possible.

Prepared this way, and stored In 
the dark at ordinary room tempera­
ture, nut meats will keep fresh even 
during hot weather. Remember that 
the Jars must be left uncovered and 
that water must not be higher than 
2 inches when canning them.

Newspapers can bring to the attention of the pub­
lic, only different facts and opinions so that the 
Individual can form his own beliefs just as a garden­
er brings air. soil, water and plant life in such re­
lationship that the plant can develop.

Of course, nwespaper publishers often fail—to ren­
der the service so badly needed—simply. because they, 
themselves, do not understand social and economic 
problems.

The NEW recogniges this fact and constantly 
seeks enlightenment from its readers whenever the 
reader believes The NEWS is not serving the public. 
We sincerely do this because it is only in this man­
ner that The NEWS can properly serve in helping to 
bring about public opinion which will continuously 
result in better jobs for everyone who works.

WASHINGTON LETTER
By RODNEY DUTCHER

WASHINGTON. Feb. 20 — Despite strong opposition 
which has arisen against the President’s Supreme 
Court reorganization plan—some of it in quarters 
where it wasn't anticipated—there is still plenty of 
reason to believe the measure will pass the Senate as 
well as the House.

Roosevelt himself is confident. His pride and pres­
tige are involved as never before in a legislative fight. 
He is ready, according to those who have talked with 
him, to be "as tough as it takes."

★  ★  ★
The worst blow the administration has had was 

the refusal of such undiluted liberals as Senators 
Norris of Nebraska, and Wheeler of Montana, to 
fall in line behind the plan to appoint additional 
justices to the Supreme Court when justices over 70 
fall to retire. The liberals Inside and outside Congress 
are split. Senator LaFollette of Wisconsin leads the 
contingent of Senate progressives standing by Roose­
velt. Roosevelt did not expect this split. His emissaries 
are urging the wandering ones not to fight the battle 
of the Republican party and the American Liberty 
League.

Dissenting liberals nearly all favor a constitution­
al amendment to achieve what Roosevelt hopes to 
get by a short cut. The one proposal behind which 
seekers of an amendment are getting together, calls 
for a congressional veto over the Supreme Court. 
Even if a two-thirds vote to upset a Supreme Court 
decision as to constitutionality were required, this 
plan would involve a much more vital transfer of 
power and upset of fundamental government pattern 
than the proposal of the president.

Roosevelt will promise to support such an amend­
ment in return for half a dozen more Senate votes 
for court reform now.

But if the President can't get the liberals all lined 
up with him in some such manner, there is the more 
unpleasant possibility he will win by trading Judicial 
patronage with political machines and materialistic 
senators.

Roosevelt is all set to be ruthless. If he finds it 
necessary, the pressure applied to individual members 
Will be heavier than anything they previously have 
encountered. And the baits dangled before undecided 
members will be correspondingly more tempting.

The Roosevelt record on appointment of federal 
Judges isn’t pretty and it may become far worse. As 
the bill now stands, the President conceivably might 
have as many as a dozen appointments to $20,000-a- 
year Jobs on the Supreme Court, about as many 
circuit court justiceships at $15,000 and even more 
district Judgeships at $10,000. New judges must be 
confirmed by the Senate, but federal Judges are a 
recognized Item of senatorial patronage.

And yet this helpless littae crea­
ture is an independent, definite per­
sonality, unlike every other pkrson 
who has ever lived or will ever Itye- 
He has definite likes and dislil 
which are different from those of h: 
parents, grandparents, brothers and 
sisters.

Deceived by his helplessness, his 
parents may treat him simply as an 
extension of themselves. They may 
try to mold him to a fixed pattern 
which they have set. They may suc­
ceed In modifying his peculiarities, 
they may condition him to all sorts 
of superficial situations, they may 
even dwarf or deform him by their 
training, but they cannot make him 
conform to their ideals unless his 
personality already tends that way.

If parents could face this truth 
from the outset, and by studying and 
watching each child individually, 
could learn to know him and help 
him along the road fitted for his 
development, much heartache and 
rebellion could be avoided. Of course 
the child must not .be spoiled and 
given his own way to his eventual 
undoing; but neither should he be 
treated as a lay figure to be pared 
and molded to fit a preconceived 
idea.

VITAMINS IN REVIEW: II
The primary effects of vitamin A 

deficiency have been described as 
changes occuring in the lining mem­
branes throughout the body and re­
sulting in the substitution of hard, 
flat cells not unlike those seen in 
the tqp layers of the skin, for what­
ever forms of cells are normally pres­
ent.

The secondary effects of vitamin 
A deficiency witnessed both in ex­
perimental animals and in human 
beings are loss of weight due to 
the loss of fat. and also to the 
shrinkage of body musculature and 
of many organs, anemia, retarded 
bone growth and degenerative chan­
ges in the skeletal musculature.

Disturbances in the nervous system 
are also believed to result from vita­
min A deficiency. Varying degrees ol 
night blindness are charged to this 
condition, as well as poor vision dur­
ing the daytime, extreme sensitive­
ness to light, and various other 
forms of eye disturbances.

Remarkable regenerative results 
follow as soon as vitamin A therapy 
is started. The mucous membrance 
cells which, due to vitamin A star­
vation, have been changed from their 
columnar shape into flat, hard, shin­
gle-like cells, will promptly resume 
their normal form. Bone growth, re­
tarded because of vitamin A defic- 
Iciency, will be accelerated again 
when the sufferer is given the lack­
ing vitamin. And the associated ani- 
emia is promptly improved by vita­
min A therapy.

Serious cases of vitamin A starva­
tion are comparatively rare in this 
country, particularly among adults, 
but there is a substantial amount of 
evidence that partial vitamin A star­
vation is comparatively common. 
Vitamin A is abundantly present in 
halibut liver oil, cod liver oil, milk, 
butter, eggs, leafy vegetables and 
salads, and carrots.

Vitamin A has been called the in­
fection prevention vitamin. It is 
questionable whether this is justified. 
Vitamin A does not have a specific 
protective value against infections. 
But the individual suffering from 
vitamin A deficiency is likely to 
have a lowered resistance to disease 
because of the various secondary ef­
fects.

Resistance against Infection will 
therefore be promoted by an ade­
quate vitamin A Intake, but be­
yond the necessary amount of this 
vitamin, resistance will not be pro­
moted by oonsaming more vitamin A.

I am going to tell you about my 
operation. Since the subject of 
“operations” seems to be the com­
mon denominator for universal 
conversation, it will not be amiss 
for me to tell about an operation 
I once had.

“surgical technique.” The occasion 
was a post-marten on a honey-bee, 
and the operating theater was a 
zoological laboratory.

If you have never tried to re­
move the stomach of a honey-bee 
you cannot realize what a delicate 
piece of work it is. Here is how 
you go about it. Take the bee’s 
thoracic basket between two fin­
gers and grasp the abdomen of the 
bee with the other two fingers and 
pull these portions of its body 
apart. When this is done, you will 
notice a pasty substance. You then 
probe about in that substance in 
the region where you think the 
stomach should be and secure a 
sample of the tissue. The only way 
one has of knowing the success of 
this operation is by placing this 
bit of tissue under a microscope to 
determine the presence of gastro- 
nomical tissue. I have not followed 
closely the later developments in 
entomological post-mortem surgery, 
but even with all the most mod­
ern equipment, this operation is 
one that requires great technical 
skill. Try it for yourself, if you 
have not already done so.

EUROPE DIMS FLOW OF 
VOLUNTEERS TO SPUR

LONDON. Feb. 20 (JPh-Europe 
dammed the flow of foreign volun­
teers to Spain’s “ little world war” 
tonight.

The movement of alien fighters 
to the government and insurgent 
sides — which for seven months 
threatened to set other nations at 
each other’s throats—was checked 
by international agreement. The 
deadline was this midnight.

Unsettled was the exact method of 
making sure that the nations’ indi­
vidual volunteer-control measures 
are not violated and that war ma­
terials do not go into Spain.

Portugal, sympathetic with the 
Spanish insurgents, first blocked 
agreement on a general scheme, 
refusing to have foreign observers 
stationed on her borders.

Q. For what crimes was death as­
sessed under the laws of the Repub­
lic of Texas?

A. Under the first criminal code, 
death could be imposed for treason, 
malicious murder, arson, rape, burg­
lary, grand larceny, slave stealing, 
counterfeiting, and forgery. Acces­
sories to any of these could be fined 
$1,000 or receive 39 lashes at dis­
cretion of the court.

Q. What offenders could be brand­
ed with a red hot iron?

A. Those who “killed” without mal­
ice could be branded with a red 
hot “M” applied to such part of the 
body as the court should direct. 
Theft of livestock, defacing brands, 
stealing property over $20 in value 
were punishable by branding with a 
letter “T” and with a fine of $1,000 
and not over 39 lashes added, at op­
tion of the court. For thefts under 
$20, not over 39 lashes were ap­
plied.

Q. In vetoing the locating of the 
Capital of the Republic near La 
Grange, what did Pres. Houston 
mean by the statement that any 
“intervening congress might change 
the location?" , ,

A. The Second Congress, in pro­
viding for locating the capital per­

manently, also specified that it was 
not to be removed from Houston be­
fore 1840, which would have given 
time for a succeeding Congress to se­
lect another location.

Q. Where and when was “Big 
Foot” Wallace bom, where did he 
die and when, and where was he 
burled?

A. He was bom in Lexington, Va„ 
April 3, 1917; died near Big Foot 
postoffice, Frio county, Texas, Jan. 
7, 1899, was buried at Devine and his 
body later was placed in the State 
Cemetery at Austin. His name was 
William Alexander Anderson Wal­
lace, and the village near which 
he died was named for him. ^

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NO TAX BILL 
IS YET PASSED

ONE-THIRD OF GENERAL  
SESSION IS NOW  

OVER

AUSTIN. Feb. 20 The four- 
months general session of the 
Legislature was one-third over to­
day and the task of raising reve­
nue assigned by Governor Allred 
as of chief importance was far 
from accomplishment.
In his messages the governor said 

the state needed approximately $13.- 
000,000 In new revenue, but the 
House had not passed a revenue- 
raising bill and must do so before 
the 8enate can start work on taxes.

Rep. Herman Jones of Decatur 
twice failed to bring up his bill pro­
posing increases In franchise taxes 
on corporations to five per cent of 
net Income. There was a possibility 
a bill to boost the tax on oil produc­
tion might be taken up next week.

Hie end of the deluge of bills was 
in sight for after next Thursday 
none could be introduced except by 
four-fifths consent of the members. 
In the house 628 had been introduc­
ed with 305 in the Senate. Thirty- 
five constitutional amendments had 
been offered in the lower chamber 
and 14 in the upper.

The House of Representatives ad­
journed last night until Monday and 
the Senate until Tuesday after a 
Joint session to hear Secretary of 
the Interior Harold Ickes The Sec­
retary defended President Roosevelt's 
proposal to reorganize the Supreme 
Court and discussed federal oil ad­
ministration policies.

By the 8enate adjournment until 
Tuesday, some question arose as to 
the status of a resolution proposing 
ratification of the child labor 
amendment to the federal constitu­
tion. consideration of which had 
been set for Monday. Several sen­
ators expressed the opinion the ef­
fect would be to push the Senate 
program back a day and the setting 
would prevail on Tuesday.

81ated for possible early consider­
ation was a bill by Rep. A. M. Mays 
of Atlanta to create a new court for 
Cass and Marion counties for two 
years. Next was a bill to tighten the 
drivers license law by requiring ex­
aminations. Another would prohibit 
liquor advertising 

Outstanding events in the legis­
lative week were passage by both 
houses of bills extending oil prora- 
tlon two years and increasing dis­
trict Judges' salaries. The latter was 
signed immediately by Acting Gov­
ernor Walter P. Woodul in the ab­
sence In Washington of Governor 
Allred.

The House also passed a bill re­
pealing the law which in 1933 legal­
ised partl-mutuel wagering on horse 
racing, and a Senate committee set 
a hearing on it and a similar Senate 
measure for March 9.

did they come from?

Have they had any systematic train- J 
ine for religious and social service?

These questions are asked wher­
ever me Army is discussed ana omy j 
too frequently are the answers based 
upon nothing more substantial than 
speculation or conjecture. It is my 
purpose to answer these questions 
accurately.

For years it was generally sup­
posed that the majority of Salvation 
Army officers were persons who. un­
der the stimulus of religious experi­
ence, had emerged from a more or 
less lurid past. Because of tne en­
vironment in which most of their 
work was done they were looked 
upon as living examples of their own 
doctrine of reform and regeneration.

This mistaken impression, which 
unfortunately persists to a certain 
degree to this day, first gained cre­
dence as a result of a misunder­
standing of one of the founder's 
most pithy and memorable utter­
ances. 'Where are you going to get 
your officers?" one his friends asked. 
Pointing to the surging throng on 
one of the most disreputable streets 
in London, the founder replied: 
"There! Our officers will come from 
these people.” The street abounded 
in public houses, billiard rooms and 
other centers of mischief, and the 
crowds passing back and forth were 
composed largely of the wayward, 
the irresponsible and the degenerate. 
So It was assumed that the founder 
was depending upon that element as

a source of supply. But he had in 
tnind a far bigger thought. As he 
looked upon that sordid thorough­
fare he saw more than the wayward 
and degenerate. He knew that in 
such an advertisement, and in en­
vironments like it throughout the 
world, there were admirable men 
and women with rapacities and ap­
titudes of which they were not 
aware; he knew that among these 
people he would find courage, sym­
pathy, the impulse to serve; he 
knew that the undertaking he had 

What were i tn mind wras so necessary, so right, 
the Army? ant* 50 urgent, once set in motion, 

it would inevitably find its own 
interpreters and champions. His

prediction was fulfilled. The move­
ment quickly gained adherents out 
of the common walks of life. They 
came from shops, farms, offices, 
stores; finding in the new 
movement an opportunity to live a 
happier and more useful life in 
active service to others. Whatever 
they lacked in the way of educa­
tional advantages, and other prep­
aration for the new work, was given 
them in the 8alvation Army train­
ing schools which were soon estab­
lished in cities where there were 
territorial headquarters.

So varied was the work that in 
many cases they discovered that in 
addition to preaching the Gospel, 
they could utilize in the social serv­
ice work whatever talents they had 
depended upon to earn a living. 
Later, when the movement became 
better established, it attracted many 
people who had had the advantage 
of higher education, and today the 
commissioned ranks include many 
college graduates, a considerable 
number of physicians and registered 
nurses, expert social workers, certi­
fied accountants, experienced or­
ganizers, and others of either gen­
eral or specialized training.

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FDR DISCUSSES 
BUTTLE PUNS
WASHINGTON. Feb. 20 (JP) — 

President Roosevelt talked battle 
plans tonight with Vice President 
Garner and democratic senate lead­
ers backing his court proposals!.

Presidential aides gave no indica­
tion. in announcing the strategy 
conference. That any change in the 
administration’s no compromise at­
titude might be in the making.

On c&pltol hill, however, there had 
been Increasing discussion of com­
promise during the day.

Senator Van Nuys (D-Ind), an 
opponent of the President’s legisla­
tion to provide six new Supreme 
Court Justices, said he was approach­
ed by an administration senator re­
garding a proposal to compromise 
on two new justices instead of six. 
He said he turned down the sugges­
tion.

Earlier this week. Representative 
Ceiler of New York, ranking Demo­
crat on the House judiciary commit­
tee had discussed just such a set­
tlement with Mr. Roosevelt. One 
member of the Senate liberal bloc 
opposing the President also has said 
privately he would accept a two- 
justice compromise.

Additional opposition to the pro­
posed court reorganization came to­
night from a member of the Presi­
dent’s own party, Senator Copeland 
of New York.

The thirty-first senator to declare 
openly against the legislation. Cope­
land said in a formal statement 
that there was not the slightest ex­
cuse for it.

Meanwhile opposition to changing 
the courts was expressed over the 
radio by Hervert Hoover and Sen­
ator Bailey (D-NC).

In an address to the Union League 
of Chicago, the former president 
said the nation faced the greatest 
constitutional question in 70 years. 
He called for “hands off the Supreme 
Court."
