United Mine Workers’ policy com­
mittee directed the union officers 
today to expel William Green, presi­
dent of the American Fedeeration 
of Labor, from the union.

In a resolution, the committee 
found Green guilty of “treason" and 
"a betrayer of labor, Its principles 
and Its ideals.”

The miners’ union is affiliated 
with the Committee for Industrial 
Organisation which is seeking to

SOONER DIRT SWIRLS 
INTO PANHANDLE 

OF TEXAS
A yellow-gray dust storm which 

had moderated considerably shortly 
after noon swirled over Pampa and 
most of the Panhandle today.
The storm, blown in shortly be­
fore daylight on a 35-mlle-an-hour 
wind from the north, apparently 
originated as far away as the Okla­
homa Panhandle, according to 
Weatherman H. T. Collman at Ama­
rillo, where the dust was the thick­
est yet this year.

In Pampa early today the visibility 
was lower than In the duster which 
hit the area a week ago yesterday. 
The sun broke through the haze 
about 11 a. m. and the skies were 
clearing away by early afternoon.

The mercury was hitting Into the 
fifties here this afternoon, after 
ranging in the forties when the 
dust was blowing.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Feb 15. (/Pi- 
Dust swept in blinding billows over 
most of Oklahoma today for the sec­
ond time in two days.

The worst storm raged in part of 
the Panhandle, where visibility 
dropped to one block at Guymon 
and two blocks at Beaver. The dust 
was subsiding at Boise City, how­
ever.

Dust-laden winds pushed into 
eastern and central Oklahoma and 
far southward to Ardmore, where 
dust cut visibility to one mile and 
was growing steadily worse.

Visibility was reduced to one and 
one-half miles at Tulsa before the 
dust began to clear away, and light 
dust clouds were reported at Mus­
kogee and Bartlesville.

After a dusty Sunday, northwest­
ern sections near Enid were struck 
by more dust blasts this morning 
but the sky cleared quickly.

Billion> And-Half 
Fund Appropriated

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15 —’The
House appropriations committee ap­
proved a bill today to make $1,500.- 
955,151 available to the treasury 
and post office departments for the 
fiscal year beginning July 1. The 
House immediately commenced de­
bate on it, preliminary to passage.

The bill was the second regular 
appropriation measure of the session 
and carried $750,000 to permit es­
tablishment of a trans-Atlantic air 
mail service beginning about Nov. 1.
Post office officials plan to operate 
the service at first on a two-trips- 
a-week basis.

Approximately one-third of the to­
tal appropriation—$500,000,000—was 
earmarked for the old-age pensions 
reserve account under the social 
security program. This was almost 
50 per cent more than the amount 
for that purpose last year.

AMARILLO, Feb 15. (/P)—Clouds 
of yellow-gray dust blew southward 
across the Panhandle plains today, 
reducing visibility here to 200 yards 
for a time.

A 40-mile north wind drove the 
dust into the Panhandle, evidently 
from the Oklahoma Panhandle and 
the area to the north. Dry weather 
was responsible for the storm, re­
garded as the worst this year.

The storm hit Borger at 5 a. m., 
cutting visibility to one block. An 
hour later it reached Amarillo but 
began to moderate and, with the 
aid of a rising barometer, was ex­
pected to clear out of this region 
during the afternoon.

The weatherman said the storm 
was moving southeastward and 
would befog Wichita Falls and other 
northwest Texas points during the 
day.

At Lubbock a 32-mile wind carry­
ing a heavy burden of dust swept 
down during the morning, visibility 
was limited to less than three blocks 
and the sun was obscured.

Airport observers reported the 
dust storm extended to Canadian, 
Waynoka, Kansas City, Oklahoma 
City and Wichita.

The temperature was falling slow­
ly at Lubbock.

Dust closed in on Abilene before 
noon, cutting visibility down to half 
a mile. Wind velocity there was 39 
miles an hour. The weatherman 
said the dust storm probably would 
pass Abilene during the afternoon.

At Dallas, dust drifted in on the 
north wind and blotted out the sun. 
The sky was a dirty tan and dust 
sifted down into streets and build­
ings. It was the first time dust had 
blown into the Dallas area In many 
months.

AUSTIN, Feb. 15 (TP—-The Texas 
House of Representatives adopted 
a resolution today, 88 to 44, plac­
ing it on record as neither favor­
ing nor opposing President Boose 
velt’s plan to reorganize the 
Supreme Court.
“ It is the belief of the House of 

Representatives,” the resolution said, 
“ that the national Congress and the 
members of the Texas delegation 
can properly settle as such represen­
tatives that controversy without sug­
gestion from this body."

The house refused to table the re­
solution, by Rep. Walter E. Jones 
of Jourdanton, but did table an 
amendment by Rep. Homer Leonard 
of McAllen, 70 to 53, which would 
have expressed opposition to alter­
ing the court setup except by con­
stitutional amendment.

Jones’ resolution was an outgrowth 
of action by the house last week In 
declining to adopt a resolution which 
would have endorsed the presidential 
court proposition. Jones said the 
action had been misinterpreted.

The Texas Senate, however, has 
gone on record as opposing the new 
court plan and urging Texas con­
gressional delegation to work against 
it.

'Pioneer’ Will 
Leave Tuesday 
On Wagon Trip

WASHINGTON. Feb 15 (^ —Sen­
ator La Follette of the 8enate civil 
liberties committee, charged today 
that General Motors Corporation 
and subsidiaries paid $839 764 for 
detective services from January 1, 
1934, to July 31, 1936.

He submitted charts showing pay­
ments to 21 detective firms, of which 
are largest was $419,850 to the Pink­
erton National Detective Agency.

Other payments for the period 
included $138,205 to the Interna­
tional Standards Corporation of 
Chicago; $104,025 to the Corpora­
tion Auxiliary Company of Cleve­
land. and $34,919 to the Railway 
Audit and Inspection Company of 
Pittsburgh.

Harry W. Anderson, General Mo­
tors industrial relations director, told 
the committee he had “advised dis­
continuance" of all labor espionage 
services since he took over his post 
in 1935.

The committee, claiming its in­
quiry into industrial espionage of 
private detective agencies is crip­
pling such enterprices, said at least 
one agency is going out of business 
and that other* have been “ham­
strung.”

Anderson said detective service 
was needed to check up on labor 
union organization and on “em­
ploye reaction” to personnel poli­
cies, such as foremen’s training 
course. _

BERLIN, Feb. 15 OF)—The white- 
gloved, frock-coated executioner of 
Berlin’s Ploetzensee prison swung 
his axe three times at dawn today, 
beheading three Germans accused of 
high treason against the third Reich.

The victims were Friedrlck Rich- 
terjlwon, Guenther Galgaa, 25, and 
Johannes Bggert, 39.

The three decapitations brought 
the number of week-end executions 
to six. Of three men beheaded Sat­
urday, one was sentenced to death 
for treason, and two for “non- 
poll Uoal” murders.

He also will keep a daily diary 
of their experiences.

Under the set-up Mr. Blackledge 
will not be permitted to buy, beg or 
steal services of any kind while on 
the trip. He will be permitted to 
take along sufficient supplies to get 
under way and a few utensils with 
which to cook meals.

There will he a gun aboard the cov­
ered wagon with which Mr. Black­
ledge hopes to shoot down some of 
meat for his trip. The 1937 pioneer 
will be permitted to take along feed 
for his horses.

The trip has been planned to get 
the covered wagon back into Pampa 
by Friday night, making between 
25 and 30 miles aday. Mr. Black­
ledge had little comment to make 
today.

“I’ll do it or bust,” he said.
The trip is scheduled to start from 

downtown Cuyler street at 7:30 a. m. 
tomorrow.

Itinerary for the trip will take the 
covered wagon through Panhandle, 
south to Conway, to Groom on High­
way 66. to McLean through LeFors, 
and back into Pampa—Mr. Black­
ledge hopes.

SPLIT IN DEMOCRATIC 
RANKS IS EMPHASIZED

WASHINGTON. Feb. 15. (A>) — 
Proposals for constitutional amend­
ments and “advisory” national ref­
erendum emphasized today the split 
in Democratic ranks over President 
Roosevelt’s court reorganization pro­
posals.

Senator Ellender of Louisiana in­
troduced a resolution to amend the 
Constitution to require retirement 
of Supreme Court Justices when 
they reach the age of 70.

Mr. Roosevelt asked Congress for 
authority to increase the high 
court's members to as high as 15 
unless justices over 70 who are now 
on the bench retire.

Ellender acted shortly after Sen­
ator Burke of Nebraska, a reading 
opponent of the President’s plan, 
said he would propose an amend­
ment to provide for compulsory re­
tirement at 75.

A far-western Democrat — Rep. 
Smith of Washington—Introduced 
the resolution calling for a na­
tional referendum.

He said in a statement he be­
lieved the people should have an 
opportunity to express their approv­
al or disapproval since the Presi­
dent's program was not injected in­
to the last election.

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George Washington Was 
First President To Spar 
With Supreme Court

By MORGAN M. BEATTY
WASHINGTON—Seven presidents 

have entered the political prize 
ring against the Supreme Court 
ahead of Franklin D. Roosevelt.

Three won their tussles by knock­
out blows, and the Supreme Court 
has delivered the same number nf 
haymakers. One setto was a draw.

Unfailingly the opposing contend­
ers have accused each other of in­
vading governmental territory be­
longing to somebody else. Historians 
agree this Is quite natural In a 
governmental system involving three 
coordinate branches.

The Real Issue
The Issue often has boiled down 

to the question whether the Su­
preme Court has the right of ju­
dicial review over acts of congress. 
In other words: “Who's got the 
final say-so?”

The inevitable conflicts began 
while the United States was still 
in swaddling clothes as a nation 
under President Washington.

The general had hardly declared 
American neutrality in the war be­
tween France and England in 1793 
before legal piracy began on the 
high seas.

Hamilton Snubbed
American privateersmen indulg­

ing in this naval sport found them­
selves on trial before American 
courts, and President Washington 
asked the 8upreme Court to lay 
down a few rules of international 
etiquette. Getting Alexander Ham­
ilton to frame 29 questions on in­
ternational law, the President sub­
mitted them to the high tribunal 
only to receive a rather neat snub.

"We must respectfully decline,” 
the court said in effect.

Says Historian Charles Warren 
of this incident:

“By declining to express an opin­
ion except in a case duly litigated 
before it, the court established it­
self as a purely judicial body; and 
its success. . . has followed its ad­
hering to this exclusive method of 
deciding questions of law and of 
constitutionality of statutes.”

A Precedent Set
Had the court consented to act 

as a presidential adviser, later 
struggles over the constitution 
would have been limited to bat­
tles between the President and 
congress. For instance. Franklin 
Roosevelt could have tried out his 
NRA and AAA laws before he ever 
urged them on congress.

The minute Thomas Jefferson 
occupied the new White House he 
and the court went at it.

Never before or since have jus­
tices sparred so brilliantly, nor 
President countered so beautiful­
ly. So polite were the participants 
that only occasional vulgarities of 
speech revealed the tide of battle.

The tall, somewhat awkward 
Chief Justice John Marshall made 
his thrusts while pursuing in odd 
moments the arts of fashion and 
cards. His court sat in a small 
basement room of the senate, but 
its sessions were brightened by the 
frequent presence of beauties of 
the day in colorful costume.

Jefferson Cools Off
Jefferson was tempted to lay 

the groundwork of the battle, in 
this pronouncement of Democratic 
party (then dubbed Republican) 
principle:

“To make each (of the three 
branches of government) an ef­
fectual check (on the other) it 
must have a right in cases which 
arise within the line of its proper 
functions, where, equally with the

Body Not That of 
One of Blantons

AMARILLO. Feb. l o —How the 
Rettlement Administration came to 
the aid of a despairing farmer and 
saved him and his family is the in­
spiring story told recently by a 
county supervisor who helped the 
farmer and his family to plan their 
economic program.

On January 1 .1936, this farmer 
had absolutely nothing to begin a 
crop with. He had rented a good 
farm and bought livestock and im 
plements providing he could get 
financing to pay for them. But he 
was unable to obtain credit from 
any regular private agency.

The farmer was accepted by the 
Resettlement Administration for a 
loan of $800 which enabled him to 
pay for his livestock and implements 
and live through the year. His wife 
cooperated with him, and from their 
garden, which was irrigated by a 
well, they canned 148 quarts of 
vegetables and fruits. From a half 
acre planted to watermelons, the 
farmer sold enough to take care of 
the family living expenses.

Because his health failed the 
farmer was forced to move from the 
county where he was living. He sold 
his teams, tools and equipment and 
received a check for $900. He has 
left five bales of cotton, his chick­
ens and five fat hogs.

The farmer, at the end of a year's 
work, came in and finished paying 
his $800 loan plus Interest. He has 
some money left from the sale of 
his crop, and $600 from the sale of 
his equipment.

The farmer’s statement at the end 
of the year was, “The Resettlement 
Administration has saved my life.”

Revenue Agent 
Shot to Death 
In Still Raid

AUSTIN, Feb. 15. ,/fV-Officers 
combed the Colorado river valley to­
day for a man who escaped during 
a raid on a still last night when 
W .W. Thomason, an internal reve­
nue agent, and an unidentified man 
were shot to death.

The bodies of Thomason, about 35, 
and a man known only as “Pancho." 
were found by officers who seized 
the still and captured a man and 
woman near Mount Bonnell, five 
miles west of here.

M. M. Mitchell, also a federal 
agent, who with M. E. Carter, a 
state liquor enforcement officer, 
conducted the raid, said Thomason 
left him to guard the man and 
woman.

The two officers, he said, investi­
gated the surrounding territory. 
Carter said Thomason came across 
a man prowling in the thickets and 
gave chase. He said he later heard 
about 10 shots fired in rapid suc­
cession .

In the darkness he was unable to 
locate Thomason Immediately but 
saw a man dash for a boat and row 
across the river.

Finds‘Borrowed

HARLINGEN. Feb. 15 (/Pi—Offi­
cers today sought to learn the fate 
of 20-year-cSd Tomaso Marroquin, 
whose brother’s body was found 
Thursday on the shore of Laguna

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15 (/P)—Fol­
lowers of the Supreme Court re­
organization battle saw today the 
start of a carefully timed adminis­
tration move for nationwide support 
in Attorney Oeneral Cummings’ as­
sertion the Roosevelt program was 
moderate and constitutional.

This strategy, similar to that of 
the opposition, would bring expres­
sions from public figures at definite 
intervals until public opinion has 
crystallized.

The next step will be a radio 
address tonight by Senator Minton 
(D-Ind.) favoring the proposal to 
enlarge the Supreme Court if mem­
bers over 70 do not retire.

Schedules were rearranged so a 
short talk to be broadcast by the 
President at a dinner for Postmaster 
General Farley would not conflict 
with Minton’s speech. Mr. Roosevelt 
was not expected to discuss the 
court situation in detail.

Cummings spoke last. night over 
a nationwide radio hookup.

"What is the real objection (to 
the proposal)?” he asked. “ It is sim­
ply this: those who want to preserve 
the status quo want to retain on 
the bench judges who may be relied 
upon to veto progressive measures.

“The Judiciary is but a coordinate 
branch of the government. It is en­
titled to no higher position than 
either the legislative or the execu­
tive.”

He took issue with critics who as­
serted the program would lead to 
dictatorship.

“Jefferson Ignored a subpoena ls- 
suef by Chief Justice Marshall.” he 
said. “Jackson,< in a stubborn mo­
ment, told the Supreme Court to try 
and enforce its own decrees. Lincoln 
totally disregarded Chief Justice 
Taney *8 demand that the privilege 
of the writ of habeas corpus be re­
voked.

“Not one of these presidents was 
a dictator but each illustrated how 
powerless the courts are unless the 
purity of their activities and the 
justice of their decisions win them 
the popular support.”

Away from the capital. Horace D. 
Taft, brother of William Howard 
Taft, called the President's message 
“an insult to the Justices." Reed 
Smoot, former Republican senator 
from Utah, said victory for the 
Roosevelt program “would be a long 
step toward defeat of Democratic 
principles.”

WASHINGTON, Feb. 15. UP) —  
John L. Lewis probably will devote 
his entire attention until April 1 to 
a new wage contract for his own 
United Mine Workers and then will 
demand a steel employes’ agreement.

That was the word passed around 
today although Lewis himself has 
refused to disclose his strategy in 
his 1937 campaign on the labor 
front.

The present wage and hour agree­
ment between the miners and soft 
coal operators expires at midnight, 
March 31. Negotiations toward a 
new contract are to start Wednes­
day in New York, with the miners 
and the operators far apart on their 
proposals.

Lewis forces in the steel Industry 
will continue their efforts in the 
meantime to enroll a majority of 
all steel workers In the Amalga­
mated Association of Iron, Steel and 
Tin Workers.

If and when he has an indisput­
able majority, it was said in labor 
circles, he will demand that all steel 
companies, through the American 
Iron and Steel Institute, make a 
labor contract with the amalgamat­
ed. Some believe a strike may fol­
low.

In considering President Roosevelt's proposal regarding the U. S. Su­
preme Court, it is best to start at the beginning. What is the Supreme 
Court? -

The United States is governed under a written Constitution. That is 
our basic and fundamental law, adopted by the people 150 years ago

Measures declared unconstitutional by the court have included the 
National Industrial Recovery Act, the Agricultural Adjustment Act, the 
Guffey Coal Act. the first Railway Pension Act, the Municipal Bankruptcy 
Act. and the New York State Minimum Wage Law.

The court will soon pass upon tne. Social Security Act, the. Wagner 
Labor Act. and the Public Utilities Holding Act.

This statement is merely to present the record, and the next part of 
the record is that:

The President believes the November elections gave him a mandate 
to continue his New Deal program.

The Supreme Court, as now constituted, presents a barrier against 
the type of legislation that has been presented and is pending, the 
court holding that it is unconstitutional.

The President proposes to change the complexion of the court through 
power which would be granted him by Congress to appoint six additional 
Supreme Court justices. This is the vital point at issue in the President’s 
proposed revision of the federal Judiciary system.

when the present government began. Everything Congress does, every­
thing the President does, everything executive officials do, come as a 
result of powers given them or denied them by the people in adopting 
this Constitution.

An Arbiter Necessary (?)
None may act counter to this 

written basic law. But, as always in 
the case of written words people 
differ sometimes on exactly what 
the Constitution means. When there 
is a difference, somebody must de­
cide who is right.

The Constitution provides for es­
tablishment of a Supreme Court. 
It has become generally recognized 
during the last 150 years that this 
court shall be the final arbiter in 
disputes over what the Constitution 
means, as well as a final place of 
appeal of citizens who believe that 
guaranteed rights have been taken 
away from them.

How Plan Would Operate
The Constitution doesn’t say how 

many members of the Supreme 
Court there shall be. But it seems 
to indicate that members of the 
Supreme Court are to be to some 
degree independent of politics and 
Immediate pressure, for the Consti­
tution provides that they shall hold 
office "during good behavior,” and 
that their pay shall not be cut while 
they are on the Job.

Profoundly affecting this power­
ful court, President Roosevelt now 
proposes that whenever one of its 
Justices, 10 years on the bench, 
reaches 70 years of age and does 
not retire within six months, an­
other justice may be appointed to 
the court, up to a total of 15 mem­
bers.

Six members of the present court 
of nine are eligible to retire under 
provisions of the proposed law. If 
the law as proposed is passed, all six 
might so retire. In that case, the 
President would appoint six new 
members in their places, and the 
court would have nine members, as 
today. If none of them retired, how­
ever, the president would have to 
appoint six new members anyway, 
making 15. Thus, under the pro­
posed law, the court might num­
ber anywhere between nine and 15.

not a regulation of Interstate commerce; enforce­
ment of the act constitutes an unlawful Interference 
With the normal right of business concerns to man­
age their own business.

The court might hold the act was unconstitutional 
as It applied to manufacturing, and constitutional as 
it applied to an employer more obviously engaged In 
interstate commerce, such as a business company.

It Is of tremendous importance to the New Deal 
that It be upheld In its insistence on the right to pass 
legislation covering manufacturing.

NEW BENCH

PEACETIME EMERGENCIES SHOULD 
BE MET BOLDLY.

If we can ever get to the point where we are as 
eager to build up as to tear them down, we ought to 
be able to Iron a lot of the kinks out of this country 
of ours.

For the emergencies of peace, we give money, time 
and energy very reluctantly and slowly. For the emerg­
encies of war, we give them eagerly and quickly. Why 
can't we understand that it Is the peace-time emerg­
ency which offers by far the better investment?

Tills bit of rumination is provoked by the reading 
of two bits of literature: first, a current newspaper 
account of the Ohio-Mlssissippi floods; second, a 
dusty old history of the American Civil War.

The federal government had a Mississippi river 
problem on its hands in the Civil War. Hie problem 
was to open the river from Illinois to the Gulf of 
Mexico. Washington promptly decided that no price 
was too high to pay.

Huge armies were mobilized, equipped, and sent to 
the scene. Whole fleets of steamers were constructed 
to fight Vie opposing batteries. Enough horses, mules, 
and wagons to take half the nation over the Oregon 
trail were got together. Tugboats, barges, sidewheel 

; steamers, dredges, and every other imaginable kind 
of river transport were called into service.

The armies marched and floundered in the mud. 
The United States fleet sailed up from the Gulf. 
Battles were fought, sieges were conducted, roads 
were built, canals were dug, temporary cities were 
erected, mills and shipyards were kept busy, railroad 
tracks were laid, and some thousands of young Amer­
icans gave up their lives.

In a few years the Job was finished, once and for 
all. The Father of Waters, as Lincoln put It, rolled 
unvexed to the sea again. The cost had been terrific, 
but the thing had been done. The emergency had been 
met.

Today we have another emergency. The Father 
of Waters Is still rolling to the sea, but he is kicking 
up a fearful commotion about it along the way. All 
in all, he is actually causing more suffering, more 
property loss, and more disruption of our economic 
life than the wartime stoppage of river traffic caused 
in 1861.

Suppose we had the habit of meeting peacetime 
emergencies as wholeheartedly and energetically as 
we meet those of war. A great army of workmen, 
backed by supply and construction fleets, equipped 
without thought of expense and becked by every 
power of the government, would be put to work to 
make the river flood-proof. No matter how long It 
took or how much it cost, an aroused people would 
keep them there until the job was done.

Is the parallel absurd? The valley campaign of 
the Civil War cost thousands of lives and scores of 
millions of dollars, created bitterness that has been 
three-quarters of a century healing, and left the na­
tion with nothing concrete to show for Its invest­
ment ^

A similar campaign today would save lives instead 
of destroying them, would heal bitterness Instead 
of creating it—and would return dollar for dollar, 
In savings, through the years to come.

Since Kenneth Blackledge accepted our challenge of 
a few days ago to go out and rough It a la pioneer, 
we have had numerous phone calls and letters from 
he-men who Insist that Blackledge is nothing more 
than a softie, and that he is not representative of 
the old-type up-and-at-’em chap who roamed the 
plains in grandpa's day.

WASHINGTON LETTER
* By RODNEY DUTCHES
WASHINGTON.—The Supreme Court Is called up­

on to decide the validity of the National Labor Re­
lations Act at a time when the historic struggle over 
Roosevelt's program for “ packing” the court is in 
full fury.

The fundamental clash over the Labor Relations 
Act (often called the Wagner . Act) is between the 
New Deal determination to foster a strong labor 
movement which will bargain for increased purchas­
ing power and broader ard broader distribution of 
national Income, and the determination of American 
corporations not to ha\ j their employes organized 
into labor unions.

♦ ♦ ♦
The act has come before court in five cases wherein 

the National Labor Relations Board has found bus­
iness concerns guilty of dismissing one or more em­
ployes for labor union activity and otherwise vio­
lating the law.

Here are the main provisions of the Labor Rela­
tions Act:

Entitled “Act to promote equality of bargaining 
power between employers and employes, to diminish 
the causes of labor disputes . . .”

It created the National Labor Relations Board to 
prevent “ unfair labor practices," to hear complaints 
of employes wishing to hold secret elections among 
employes, and to prosecute defiant employers in the 
federal courts.

It provides that representative for collective bar­
gaining by a majority of employes shall be the ex­
clusive representative of all employes for bargaining 
as to wages, hours and other condtions of employ­
ment

It prohibits as “unfair labor practices” any inter­
ference with, restraint or coercion of employes In 
their guaranteed right to organize and bargain col­
lectively. It also prohibits any domination or inter­
ference with formation of any labor organization, or 
contribution of financial or other support to it.

It makes unlawful the act of any employer who. re­
fuses to bargain collectively or engages In any type of 
discrimination designed to discourage labor union 
membership or punish complaining employes.

it it it
Employer lawyers have attacked the act before the 

Supreme Court on a variety of constitutional grounds. 
It Is alleged the act does not fall within the powers of 
Congress to regulate Interstate commerce because: 
employer relations with employes are not matters of 
interstate commerce; the majority rule provision of 
the act violates freedom of contract; the Constitu­
tion's “due process" clause Is violated; the act is “ar-

For instance, Lon Blanscet, one-time world cham­
pion bull-dogger and sturdy individual.

Make it tough, 
says Mr. Blanscet. . . . Battle your way through 
without the aid of shelter, even.

Perhaps that is our fault. . . . We are the ones who 
laid down the rules for the publicity-seeking Mr. 
Blackledge. . . . Being a first class tenderfoot, our­
selves—we supposed that striking out for four days 
in a covered wagon, with no chance of buying services 
of any kind, would be a pretty tough assignment. . . . 
Mr. Blanscet thinks not.

We might remind you here, that we have been 
known to be wrong about our conclusions In the past. 
. . , And this appears to be another time when we 
slipped a cog. . . .  If we have made it too easy for 
Mr. Blackledge, we hope Mr. Blanscet and other he- 
men will consider this as an apology. . . . However— 
be that as It may, we are forced to go through with 
this thing as it originally was planned.

There are some rules which Mr. Blackledge will 
have to follow. . . . For your information we set them 
down here. . . . The daring young man on the cov­
ered wagon will be permitted to stock up before he 
leaves Tuesday morning with potatoes, lard, season­
ing, etc,,, subject to a check by the hard-hearted ref­
eree of our own selection.

He will be allowed to take along a rifle for the pur­
pose of shooting rabbits—If he can hit one. Some 
meat will be provided In the original provisions, al 
though we think probably this is another mistake on 
our part.

The modem conqueror of the plains also will be 
permitted to secure services for the welfare of his 
horses. If circumstances require. . . . This rule does 
not apply to Mr. Blackledge. . . . After all, we 
wouldn’t wish to have the horses suffer from any 
errors committed by the over-confident skipper of 
this expedition.

This is important. . . . Mr. Blackledge must not— 
while out on this trip—buy, borrow, beg, or steal 
either provisions or lodging for himself.

Rules of this test of hardiness require that he must 
be out of Pampa three nights and four days without 
resorting to hotels, or indoor lodging of any type.

We have decided to be humane enough to permit 
Mr. Blackledge to obtain water for himself and 
horses as often as necessary. . . . Finally, we wish to 
make public notice, here and now, that the Pampa 
Dally NEWS and the conductor of this column will 
be In no way responsible for any mishaps that may 
befall Mr. Blackledge or his horses while out on this 
foolhardy venture. . . . After all, If the man is funny 
enough to stick his chin out like that, we can see no 
reason we should have to pay lor his mistakes.

The more we think of it, the more we are inclined 
to believe Mr. Blanscet Is right. . . . However, In Mr. 
Blackledge's behalf, we wish to say this. . . . We think 
that possibly he has a bit more fortitude than we 
would have under similar circumstances. . . . We doubt 
very much If we could take It, even In a covered wa­
gon.

So much for that. . . . Mr. Blackledge leaves Pampa 
at 7 a. m. Tuesday. . . . Alter that, he is entirely on 
his own. . . . And, now to other avenues.

A young mother bringing her 

small boy back to the ancestral 
home on a visit was shocked at the 
lack of consideration her brothers 
and sisters showed for their parents’ 
convenience and comfort.

"But it is your house, Mother. You 
and Dad have a right to live, too.”

Parents are apt to forget these 
rights as their children grow up. 
The household gets so used to put­
ting the youngsters and their welfare 
first, that even when the children 
have reached an age at which they 
should be considering their parents, 
they still regard the house and their 
parents’ time and convenience as 
their own.

If the children wish to entertain,, 
father and mother turn over the 
living room to them. If they need the 
car, father and mother sit at home. 
Meals are delayed, rooms left untidy.

Of course it Is primarily the fault 
of the parents that children are so 
thoughtless. But somewhere the in­
dividual parents’ responsibility for 
all of youth’s shortcomings must 
stop. There is some blame to be laid 
on the children and some on the 
spirit of the times. The whole trend 
of modem life is toward a glorifica­
tion of youth. The parents are re­
garded merely as necessary adjuncts 
and should be glad to lay down their 
lives for the next generation.

However, the youth of today are 
the parents of the morrow. Are they 
too to be sacrificed? Have we gone 
no farther than those low forms of 
life in which parents die when the 
children are bom?

Parents are people, and often 
people of greater value to the world 
than the youngsters who Impose on 
them. What the children will be, no 
one knows; they have yet to prove 
themselves.

UNDULANT FEVER
Undulant fever is a disease in 

which the principal symptoms are 
physical weakness, a fever which 
“undulates.” that Is, rises and falls 
irregularly, sweating, chills, aches 
and loss of weight.

The disease Is more widespread 
than Is commonly believed. It is 
caused by a germ called Brucella 
micrococcus. “Brucella” is derived 
from the name of the germ’s discov­
erer. 8ir David Bruce.

While serving wltn the British 
army at Malta, Bruce studied the 
disease known as Malta fever. Its 
cause he found to be the micrococ­
cus now named after him. The dis­
ease was spread by the use of milk 
derived from diseased goats.

Malta fever, it has been shown, is 
identical with undulant fever. Fur­
thermore, the disease Is not limited 
as it was once thought, to Malta, 
or to the regions around the Medit­
erranean.

Not only goats, but cattle and pigs 
as well, are subject to the disease. 
The strains of the Brucella organism 
differ, however, in the goat, pig and 
cow. Man can contact Infection by 
drinking milk contaminated by the 
organisms, and by handling animals 
which have the disease.

A recent study of this fever In 
Iowa has revealed some interesting 
facts on Its prevalence. It was found 
that those living on farms are more 
subject to the disease than those 
who live In cities. The male farm 
population is more frequently af­
fected, probably because the men, 
more than the women, come in con 
tact with hogs and cows.

In the city population, undulant 
fever was found more common 
among merchants, packing house 
workers, housewives and school chil­
dren. Among housewives and chil­
dren, the drinking of raw Infected 
milk is probably responsible for the 
Infection.

There is as yet no specific treat­
ment for undulant fever. Experi­
mental studies, however, are being 
carried on In the use of immune 
sera, and of vaccines,, for the treat­
ment of the condition. It may also 
be possible before long to immunize 
exposed Individuals against the dis­
ease, by means of a vaccine.

At present the control of the dis­
ease is largely dependent upon pre­
ventative measures. Which include 
pasteurization of dairy products and 
avoidance of contact with animals 
known or suspected to be infected.

ENGINEER INJURED AS

DALHART. Feb. 15 (/Ph-Frank H. 
Dempwolf, 50-year-old Rock Island 
engineer, today was treated in a 
Dalhart hospital for scalds suffered 
when a locomotive overturned—an 
accident about which he had a 
premonition. Hie derailment occurr­
ed yesterday on the Dalhart and 
Morse line eight miles east of here, 
Officials believed it was caused by 
sand on a grade crossing. Hie lo­
comotive left the rails and overturn­
ed 200 feet past the crossing. The 
rest of the crew escaped injury.

During the war, however, he re­
sumed his original profession In the 
medical corps and served through­
out the Gallipoli campaign and 
afterwards in France,

Q. How many workers are killed 
in coal mine disasters? J. H.

A. In ,1935, 1,241 men were killed. 
Q. Are volunteer fire organizations 

to be taken seriously, or are they 
Just "for fun"? I. K. O.

A. Latest available figures show 
that there are about 12,000 volun­
teer fire associations in the United 
States, with more than 250,000 mem­
bers. It is claimed that they pro­
tect the lives and property of almost 
half the country’s population. Fire 
schools for volunteers were held in 
42 states last year, with an attend­
ance of 30,000.

Q. Please give some Information 
about the Isle of Pines. W. H. J.

A. The Isle of Pines has an area 
of 1180 square miles and a popula­
tion of about 5000. It is located 
about 50 miles south of Cuba, of 
which it is a part. The land is vir­
tually all owned by Americans. The 
chief towns are Nueva, Gerona, 
and Santa Fe. The Island produces 
citrus fruits, pineapples, and pota­
toes. Cattle raising is the chief In­
dustry.

Q. Where is the oldest structure 
in New England? E. S.

A. Fort William Henry at Pem- 
aquid Beach, Maine, is the oldest. 
It was built in 1630.

Q. What was Perry’s message af­
ter the Battle of Lake Erie? S. S. 
A.

A. “We have met the enemy and 
they are ours—two ships, two brigs, 
one schooner, and one sloop." For 
the first time in its naval history 
a British fleet had been compelled 
to surrender.

Q. Where was Eamonn De Val­
era, the Irish leader, born? W. H.

A. He was bom in New York 
City but spent his early childhood 
in Ireland.

Q. What is the Grand Prlx de 
Rome? F. P. R.

A. This is a prize awarded to young 
painters, sculptors, architects, mu­
sicians, and engravers by the French 
government, enabling them to study 
for four years in Rome with a 
yearly allowance and exemption 
from military sendee. It was found­
ed by Louis XIV In 1666.

Q. What do the intials, P. D. F.. 
stand for on certain medicines? J.H 

A. The initials were an arbitrary 
title adopted by the founder of the 
firm manufacturing the products 
Mr. Wilbur F. Young, over 40 years 
ago. They indicate Proprietary 
Druggists' Fellowship.

Q. What kind of a horse is the 
appalouse? L. J. T.

A. The Office of Horse Husbandry 
says that the appalouse horse is a 
western strain related to the mus­
tang. It is not a breed. It is so 
named because it was first recog­
nized along the Palouse river, a 
river in Idaho which flows 220 miles 
to the Snake river in southeastern 
Washington. These horses are found 
In the northwest occasionally as far 
east as the Dakotas.

Q. What is the aprpoximate total 
of salaries paid to newspaper writ­
ers — feature, • editorial, reportorial 
columnists? W. F.

A. Editor and Publisher says 
“Nobody has ever made a survey 
of what is paid to the writing forces 
of all newspapers. The American 
News paper Publishers Association 
special standing committee three 
years ago made a comprehensive poll 
of editorial salaries covering 63 per 
cent of all editorial employes. It 
estimated the total number of such 
employes at 24,357, which should 
today be increased by about 10 per 
cent to 26.700. Calculated from the 
A. N. P. A. figures on salary dis­
tribution brackets, the indicated ed­
itorial income was then about $62,- 
289,500. It has since been substan­
tially upped In several cities and 
may now be over $65,000,000 a year. 
This estimate may be taken to cover 
all but a few. probably less than a 
score, of writers and artists whose 
Income from syndicated work ex­
ceeds $25,00 a year. . . .  It is fair to 
say that $7,500,000 will cover all 
feature writers and artists whose 
work is widely syndicated; say $76.- 
000,000 for regular staff and syndi­
cated features and cartoonists. Add 
another $12,000,000 for editorial pay­
roll of the wire press services, and 
have a total of. roughly, $87,000,009 
for editorial services, not counting 
wire tolls or syndicated pictures.

Q. How many lakes are there at 
Orlando, Fla.? E. W.

A. There are over 20 lakes within 
the corporate limits of this resort 
city.

Q. How many conventions are 
held in Philadelphia? M. J.

A. During the year ending Sept. 
30, 1936, Philadelphia was host to 
200 conventions.

Q. Is it true that Indians harvest 
all of the plnon nuts? S. H.

A. Practically all of this crop Is 
harvested by the Indians in the 
Southwest. While the usual crop is 
about 10 carloads, this year sees a 
harvest of about 30 carloads.

Q. How much money ia| Invested 
In the motion picture business? W. 
H. F.

A. The world’s capital Investment 
in the moving picture industry is 
$2,650,000,000, of which $2,000,000,000 
is invested In the United States.

Q. What is the purpose of 
Brotherhood Day? M. T.

A. The observance will last two 
days. February 20 and 21. The 
slogan. Make America Safe for 
Differences, explains the purpose 
of this alliance for Justice, amity, 
understanding, and cooperation 
among Catholics, Jews, and Prot­
estants in America.

Q. When and under what condi­
tions was the first Protestant ser­
mon preached In Texas.

A. There is no record of an earlier 
Protestant service in Texas than a 
sermon preached in 1816 at Jones­
boro.on Red River north of the pres­
ent town of Clarksville, by Rev. Wil­
liam Stevenson, a Methodist preach­
er. This place was then thought to 
be in Arkansas. U. S. A., but later 
surveys placed It In Texas.

Q. Was the capital of the Republic 
of Texas ever located in Fayette 
county?

A. In 1837, the Second Congress of 
the Republic in session at Houston 
appointed a commission to select 
and report on a site of a permanent 
capital to be known as Austin; the 
commission reported to an adjourn­
ing session in Houston. April 15. 
1838, recommending the “John Eb- 
lln league" adjoining LaGrange; the 
report was adopted. April 17, but 
President Houston vetoed the bill, 
giving as his reason that "it was 
premature to select a new Site in 
1838, for any Intervening of Congress 
might at its will change it.” Many 
believed that Houston did this to 
have the capital remain permanent­
ly at Houston.

DETROIT. Feb. 15 (4*)—Factory 
whistles called approximately 75.000 
employes hark to work today In 
General Motors plants reopening 
throughout the nation following set­
tlement of the six-week strike.

Within a few days the corporation 
expects to have the 135.000 who were 
Idle at the peak of the strike again 
at their work benches and office 
desks. The back-to-work move­
ment started Saturday with the re­
turn of 3.000 men at Flint, Mich.
_ -The Chevrolet company, the larg­
est producing division of the corpo­
ration, ordered 40.000 workers to 
report today to plants in Detroit. 
Bay City. Flint, and Saginaw, 
Mich.: Toledo. Ohio, and Muncie, 
Ind.

The bic Buick plant at Flint sum­
moned 12.500 of its 16.000 workers. 
It plans to have the full force on 
duty by the middle of the week.

The group which resumed work 
at Flint Saturday was employed in 
one unit of the Fisher body plant 
No. 1—one of the three occupied by 
sit-down strikers.

Virtually all the 43.000 General 
Motors employes In Flint, which be­
came the strike “capital,” are ex­
pected to be working by the week­
end.

In most cases not all workers were 
ordered to report the first day. The 
corporation offices announced that 
the remainder would return as soon 
as they were needed after materials 
were ready for their departments.

Leaders of the United Automobile 
Workers of American and corpora­
tion executives will meet tomorrow 
to open negotiations on issues not 
settled In last week’s argeement end­
ing toe strike.

Duke of Windsor, won't return to 
England for at least three years, a 
source close to the royal family said 
tonight.

The Princess Royal. Countess of 
Harewood, who wept on parting 
with her brother at Vienna today, 
will bring to Queen Mother Mary 
and the brothers of the former king 
full details of his plans.

These, it was stated, would include 
arrangements for his marriage to 
Mrs. Wallis Warfield Simpson, the 
American woman for love of whom 
he abdicated, after her divorce be­
comes absolute.

Th5 princess royal will tell her 
family her exiled brother has not 
made plans to return to England 
even at the end of three years, but 
that he is determined not even to 
think about it until that period has 
elapsed.

The opinion has been held in Lon­
don court circles recently that the 
Duke’s projected marriage might not 
take place after all—not because the 
king was unwilling but because Mr*. 
Simpson had grown cool toward the 
idea since he reliquished the throne.

The princess royal will inform her 
mother and brothers that this be­
lief is totally unfounded—that the 
course of love for the duke and his 
American friend still runs smooth.

The authoritative person who dis­
closed the Duke of Windsor's plans 
also revealed that he would decline 
the invitation to attend the meeting 
of the Knights of the Garter—of 
which order he still is a member—at 
Windsor castle in June.

Edward met the honeymooning 
heiress to another throne. Crown 
Princess Juliana of the Netherlands, 
and her new husband, Prince Bern- 
hard. in Vienna.

ORDINANCE NO. 179.
AN ORDINANCE prohibiting the 

parking of vehicles In alley-way* 
within the City of Pampa. pre­
scribing the penalty for violations 
and declaring an emergency.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COMMISSION OF THE CITY 
OF PAMPA:
Sec. 1. Hereafter it shall be un­

lawful for any person to park or 
leave standing any vehicle, when the 
same is unattended and unoccupied 
by some person In control thereof, 
whether the same be a' motor ve­
hicle or otherwise, in. upon or 
across any alley-way within the 
City of Pampa.

Sec. 2. Any person violating thi* 
ordinance shall upon conviction be 
punished by fine of not less than 
one nor more than two hundred
dollars: and,

Sec. 3. By the term “park or leave 
standing” as used In this ordinance 
shall mean to stop and leave stand­
ing any such vehicle for any length
of time.

Sec. 4. Emergency Clause. The 
fact that many persons now park 
motor and other vehicles in the 
alley-ways of the city of Pampa 
and that same constitutes a hazard 
endangering life and property In 
case of fire within said City, and 
that the health and lives of the citi­
zenship of said city are by such 
practice endangered, as well as 
property therein, in event of fire, 
creates an emergency, and the rule 
requiring ordinances to be read and 
passed upon three different dates is 
hereby suspended, and this ordi­
nance shall become effective and in 
full force and effect upon its pas­
sage and publication as required by 
law.

TEXAS OFFICIALS ASK 
THAT I T  OIL’ LAW 
BFIIAADE PERMANENT

WASHINGTON. Feb. 15 (AV-Tex­
as officials joined Secretary Ickes 
today in asking a Senate finance 
subcommittee to approve a resolu­
tion making permanent the Con- 
nally “hot oil” act.

William McCraw, attorney gen­
eral. said Congress through the act, 
which expires in June, had "given 
to states interested in the conserva­
tion of oil an unparalleled oppor­
tunity to conserve their natural re­
sources.” He also expressed the 
opinion the act had “ put the oil in­
dustry on its best footing since dis­
covery of the East Texas field.”

Ernest O. Thompson of the State 
Railroad commission, said the act 
has just about dried up hot oil” 

and added it had enabled the com­
mission to carry out its conservation 
practices. Without it, he said, the 
East Texas field might “blow its 
head off in nine or ten days” at 
the rate of about 13 million barrels 
an hour. He presented a number of 
charts and diagrams of that pool 
intended to show how oil resources 
had been conserved.

The Connally act prohibits inter­
state movement of crude oil and 
its products in excess of state al­
lowables. ___

DNLT ONE KICKOFF- II 
BE ALLOWED IN 1137

NEW YORK. Feb. 15 (A*)—The 
football rules committee of the 
National Collegiate A. A., reporting 
on its three-day meeting at Absecon, 
N. J., today placed a heavy pre­
mium on the kickoff, gave officials 
a little leeway on the disputed pass 
interference regulation and threat­
ened drastic action against ineli­
gible pass receivers.

The committee adopted the sug­
gestion of the American Football 
Coaches Association making the 
numbering of all players on the 
front and back of their jersies 
manadatory, and clarified the rule 
against kicking.

And Other Texan*

WASHINGTON, Feb .15 (JP)—'Gov. 
James V. Allred of Texas came to 
Washington todav to ask President 
Roosevelt for public works adminis­
tration allocations of $9,359,000 for 
state projects for which 91 com­
munities have voted bonds.

He planned to give the President 
a brief, listing not only the projects 
but showing Texas’ per capita for 
PWA allotments was $18.70, placing 
its 24th from the top of the state 
list and that 59,719 persons were on 
the rolls of the state employment 
service December 19. He also had 
information showing that sponsors 
of projects had approved bond is­
sues of about $15,000,000.

CONTROL OF REBEL BID

Authoritative predictions that s  
Franco-Britlah blockade of the Por­
tuguese coast would be sought if 
Portugal remained adamant against 
supervision of its borders followed 
Premier Leon Blum’s declaration 
that Prance cannot accept contin­
ued violations of non-intervention.

Blum told Italian Ambassador VI- 
torlo Cerruti that the landing o f 
Italian forces near Malaga, Spain, • 
was a flagrant violation of non­
intervention and France would not 
tolerate “open invasion” of Spain.

Two British destroyers fired at 
an airplane, “believed to be a Span- * 
lsh insurgent plane,” official sour­
ces reported in London, when It 
attempted to bomb them off the 
coast of Algeria.

The plane was said to*have drop­
ped six bombs near the destroyers 
Havock and Gypsy, without dam­
age to them. Official protests im­
mediately were dispatched to the 
Spanish insurgent headquarters at 
Salamanca, Spain, and at Palma, 
Mallorca.

A squadron of insurgent air bom­
bers cut the railroad from FYance 
to Spain through autonomous Cat­
alonia. ripping up* a long stretch 
of tracks in a bombardment o f 
Portbou, Spain, in which several 
buildings were damaged.

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When a legislative committee has 
a hearing on the child labor amend­
ment there is a meeting, so to speak, 
of old friends, or old enemies./

The same group of persons, ini' the 
main, have been meeting and quar­
reling over ratification so many 
years many of them don’t remember 
when it all started.

One member of the House com­
mittee which conducted the first 
hearing of the current session sug­
gested arguments—the usual ones— 
be dispensed with.

“There isn’t a member of the 
committee who doesn’t know now 
how he will vote and his mind 
won’t be changed by anything said 
here,’ the Representative said.

Everett Looney, a former assistant 
attorney general and long-time 
champion of ratification forces, 
tangled with Coke Stevenson, for­
mer speaker of the house, at several 
points in the hearing. Once it was 
over Abraham Lincoln.

Looney quoted Lincoln that the 
people had the inherent power to 
alter their gpvemment any time 
they wished, or to abolish it alto­
gether. He was arguing that the 
times demanded the change the 
amendment would bring.

Stevenson sat quietly puffing his 
pipe until Looney finished.

“That authority you quoted, Mr. 
Looney," Stevenson drawled. "Didn’t 
he also say you can ‘fool all of the 
people some of the time’?"

Rep. Clarence Farmer of Fort 
Worth opened arguments for the 
supporters of ratification.

When someone on the other side 
interrupted to ask Farmer to de­
fine “ labor” the Fort Worth legis­
lator had an answer.

“You can’t define labor arbi­
trarily,’ he said. “What is one 
man’s labor is another man’s recrea­
tion.

“Some members of the legislature 
doubtless are here for the $10 a day 
and could never be said to labor. 
Now. for myself, I am here both for 
the $10 and to labor—in behalf of 
the people.”
