Clinton predicts trade pact with China

NEW YORK (AP) — President
Clinton said today he is sure
Congress will pass a trade pact
with China, and said he would
raise the question of alleged
Chinese human rights abuses
with Chinese President Jiang
Zemin.

Clinton met with the Chinese
leader as the U.N. Millennium
Summit drew to a close.

The Senate will vote next week
to vote on whether to grant China
permanent normal trading sta-
tus. Clinton said before meeting
with Jiang: “I believe the legisla-
tion will pass.” But he added that
“we still have more work to do”
to line up votes.

Asked whether he would try to
link the legislation, which China
has long sought, to improve-
ments in China’s human rights
record, Clinton said he planned
to “discuss human rights issues,
as we always do.”

The pact is one of the Clinton
administration’s highest priori-
ties during the final few weeks of
the 106th Congress. Approval
would ease China’s entry into the
World Trade Organization, which
sets rules for global commerce.

China vifdmusly
opposes the shield, calling it a
violation of the 1972 Anti-Ballistic
Missile Treaty.

Harley Madison, president
of the Gray Count(
Genealogical Society (GCGS)]
presented Anne Stobbe of
Lovett Library with seven
books on researching
American Indian heritage. No
other libraries in the panhan-
dle area have these reference
books. The books mainly cover
information on the Five
Civilized Tribes and GCGS is
honored to be able to donate
research books to Lovett
Memorial Library.

Indian genealogy requires a
different research method
from the method used in trac-
ing an Anglo line. Federal cen-
sus records, probate proceed-
ings, passenger lists, military
records, newspapers, birth and
death records are usually
worthless as sources for Indian
research. Tribal rolls are often
the only source and they are
not without problems. It is
very common to encounter the
Indian form of a name and
such names bear no similarity
to the Anglo form and fail to
provide any clue as to the sex
of the individual.

To make matters even worse,
white census takers often
recorded the name as they
thought it sounded and some-
times the same person may
appear with a different name
for each enrollment. A good
beginning place for research is
in the Final Rolls of the
Cherokees, the Dawes
Commission Rolls, the Guion
Miller Roll of Eastern
Cherokees, the Old Settler
Payment Roll of 1896 and
other rolls taken.

Three of the books donated
are guides to Indian research.
These books give insight on
where to begin your search.
The other books are indexes
containing the actual roll num-
bers assigned to individuals.
The roll number is the impor-
tant piece of information.
After finding the number, you
have a reference point to locate

the actual microfilmed census 40 genealogical books plus

record of the individual.
“Cherokee Roots Volume I:
Eastern Cherokee Rolls” and
“Volume 2: Western Cherokee
Rolls” are indexes to the dif-
ferent official United States
government census rolls of the
Cherokee Indian from 1851
through 1909 for Cherokee
Indians residing East and West
of the Mississippi River.

Two other important indexes
are the Dawes Roll “Plus” and
the Guion Miller Roll “Plus”
by Bob Blankenship. Failure to
locate your ancestor in any of
these indexes leaves almost no
hope of locating your family
on any roll but a successful
search is a good indication
that your family may be found
on many rolls.

These books are a welcome
addition to the genealogical
section of the Lovett Library.
The library already has about

many more books on the histo-
ry of Pampa, Gray County and
25 other Texas Panhandle
counties. Microfilmed editions
of newspapers are available
from Pampa, Miami, Wheeler,
McLean and Canadian.

City directories are a valu-
able source of information and
Lovett Library has the Pampa
City Directory for most years
from 1933 to the present. A
copy of the first Pampa City
Directory published in 1929
can be found at the Pampa
Chamber of Commerce. Some
annuals from Pampa High
School, Pampa Junior High
School and Robert E. Lee
Junior High School are avail-
able.

Many other sources are
available including some cen-
sus microfilm for Gray County.

Federal judge
OKs marijuana
for medical use

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —
The government cannot penal-
ize California doctors who rec-
ommend marijuana for med-
ical purposes under the state’s
voter-approved medical mari-
juana law by revoking their
prescription licenses, a federal
judge has ruled.

The order by U.S. District
Court Judge William Alsup
Thursday came a month after
the federal government said it
would resist the law, known as
Proposition 215.

Alsup wrote that the
Department of Justice is per-
manently prohibited from
revoking licenses to dispense
medication “merely because
the doctor recommends med-
ical marijuana to a patient
based on a sincere medical
judgment and from initiating
any investigation solely on
that ground.”

He also wrote that his order
applies even if “the physician
anticipates that the recommen-
dation will, in turn, be used by
the patient to obtain marijuana

in violation of federal law.”

“We really cannot comment
this evening,” Department of
Justice spokeswoman Gretchen
Michael said. “We haven’t seen
the judge’s order yet.”

The ruling could have broad
implications for several states
with similar laws. It was the
latest development in a con-
flict between federal narcotics
laws and the California initia-
tive approved by voters in
1996.

The state initiative allows
seriously ill patients to grow
and use marijuana for pain
relief, with a doctor’s recom-
mendation, without state
penalties. But federal law says
marijuana has no medical pur-
poses and cannot be adminis-
tered safely under medical
supervision.

Initiatives similar to
KLalifornia’s have been passed
in--Alaska, Arizona, Hawaii,
Maine, Nevada, Oregon and
Washington state.

The American Civil Liberties
Union, which brought the suit,
contended that the govern-
ment’s position violates doc-
tors’ free speech rights, and
that many doctors were resist-
ing recommending pot for fear
of losing their federal right to
prescribe medication.

“This is important because
doctors and patients can feel
free to discuss marijuana as an
option,” said Graham Boyd, an
attorney with the American
Civil Liberties Union.
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Survey: Dietary supplements
no substitute for proper diet

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Nutritionists call the survey
More older
Americans — the people most
at risk of cancer — say they're
popping unproven dietary sup-
plements in a quest for tumor-
fighting nutrients than trying to
eat more _cancer-protective
foods.

Add this newest trend to
those hot fad diets and the
nation’s rising obesity, and can-
cer experts are increasingly
worried. Ameriecans don’t seem
to heed the warnings that what
you put on your plate day after
day can truly influence whether
you’ll get cancer.

Eating more fruits and veg-
etables just must not be a sexy
enough message.

“That’s why the food supple-
ments industry is worth $40 bil-
lion and why the (profit) mar-
gin on vegetables and fruits is
so small they don’t even get
advertised,” Dr. John Potter of
Seattle’s Fred Hutchinson
Cancer Research Center says in
frustration.

There’s no proof yet that
pills and powders prevent can-
cer, and some supplements may
actually increase tumor risk,
Potter notes.

“This is of real concern. We
need people to focus more on
factors we know are cancer-pre-
ventive,” adds nutritionist
Melanie Polk of the American
Institute for Cancer Research,
which conducted the recent sur-
vey of 1,010 people. More than
half of respondents over age 55
took vitamins specifically to
lower their cancer risk — and a
quarter took additional supple-
ments like garlic or fish oil —
yet just 39 percent preferred the
proven method of changing
their diet.

So recently, the AICR launch-
es a major campaign to teach
Americans what a cancer-pro-
tective diet literally looks like:
Fruits, vegetables, whole grains
and/or beans should cover two-
thirds of the dinner plate.

That’s not rocket science. But
who even considers cancer
when they’re deciding between
a high-fat bacon cheeseburger
or the lower-fat grilled tuna? Or
measures if that’s a reasonable 1
cup of spaghetti or a whoppin
3 cups? Or knows a serving o

en beans is the size of half a

aseball, or admits they count
french fries when asked how
many vegetables they eat?

Not to mention those high-
protein fad diets. They do cause
rapid weight loss, Potter says.
But “we don’t even know what

the long-term consequences
are,” he cautions. In contrast,
cancer experts recommend
meat servings the size of a deck
of cards.

Many factors play a role in
cancer. Lung cancer, for exam-
ple, is the world’s leading can-
cer killer and tobacco is almost
always the cause.

Bad diets are a culprit, too.
People could cut their risk by
one-third simply by eating
more fruits and vegetables, con-
cludes an exhaustive scientific
review led by Potter.

Why? They're low in fat
while high-fat diets are a risk for
many cancers. They're low in
calories; being overweight sig-
nificantly increases cancer risi
too. Plant foods are full of vita-
mins, minerals and phytochemi-
cals that help the y defend
itself against malignant cells.

A single tomato, whether
fresh or brewed into sauce, con-
tains hundreds of phytochemi-
cals like the antioxidant
lycopene, linked to reduced
prostate and other cancers.
Berries are high in fiber and
ellagic acid, another cell-protec-
tive substance. Carrots are full
of beta carotene; spinach has
that antioxidant plus vitamin C
and folic acid. Cherries have
quercetin, another potent
antioxidant. Grapes are rich in

flavonoids that seem to fight
heart disease as well as cancer.

Add in whole grains like
wheat and oats, rich in sub-
stances that seem to impair can-
cerous cells’ ability to invade
healthy tissue.

Why can’t pills substitute?
Food’s magic seems to be the
complex interactions of dozens

of  phytochemicals, Polk
explains.
While 190 solid studies

rove the fruit-and-vegetable
nefit, supplements have only
a smattering of evidence,
Potter says. Some ultimately
may prove to be cancer-fighters
— Fred Hutchinson is about to
test that in a study of 75,000
people.

Too much of one nutrient, or
taking it without its companion
nutrients, can be dangerous,
Potter notes. Beta carotene pills

have actually increased smok-

ers’ risk of lung cancer, and
startling research recently con-
cluded cancerous tumors
absorb vitamin C, raising ques-
tions about megadoses.

So what do cancer experts
eat? Choices at an AICR meet-
ing last week: grilled tuna, high
in “omega-3 fatty acids” that
fight heart disease and show
promise against certain cancers.
Couscous, for high-fiber grain,
with tomatoes and asparagus.
Brown rice salad with dried
cherries, raisins, apricots and
walnuts. And for dessert, berry-
filled tarts.

RICHMOND, Va. (AP) — When the Rev. Michael
Crosby attends the annual meeting of Philip Morris
shareholders, he recalls the image ofrJohn the
Baptist, his voice crying out in the wilderness.

“There are some people there who would just
love to see you go away,” said Crosby, a Capuchin
Franciscan friar from Milwaukee who has been
attending Philip Morris meetings as a stockholder
for the last 20 years. “Sometimes people will say,
“If you don't like the stock, sell it an(r go back to
church.”

But Crosby has no intention of selling. Since
1980, Crosby and the Midwest Capuchin
Franciscans have owned a piece of Philip Morris
for the specific purpose of having a voice within
the company.

Crosby calls it “buying a pulpit.” He’s used that
pulpit to urge Philip Morris to change its ways.

Crosby feels less alone at Philip Morris meetings
these days. Increasingly, religious groups are able
to dominate the agenda at corporations’ annual
meetings, offering a bevy of social justice propos-
als on the environment, Third World debt, nuclear
power and other issues.

This year, General Electric, Wal-Mart, Merck
pharmaceuticals, ExxonMobil and many other
corporations were confronted with shareholder
resolutions offered by religious orders.

Diane Bratcher, a spokeswoman with the
Interfaith Center on Corporate Responsibility,

her organization has grown to 275 member groups
with $110 billion of investments. They represent
Catholic, Protestant and Jewish denominations,
though some city and union pension funds are
also affiliated, she said.

“We've grown significantly in the last 30 years,
and the growth has been steady,” Bratcher said.

The interfaith center began with a Protestant
bent, but most of its growth has come from
Catholic orders, Bratcher said. About 200 of its
member organizations are Catholic, she said.

“Because of the securities rules, it's easy to get a
company’s attention,” Bratcher said. “They have

which coordinates many such resolutions, said *

Winning a shareholder vote is another story.
Crosby said there has never been an Interfaith
Center resolution that achieved a majority vote
from stockholders when the company’s board of
directors opposed it.

“Quite frankly it’s a victory when we get 3 per-
cent,” said Cathy Rowan, coordinator of corporate
social responsibility for the Maryknoll Sisters in
Maryknoll, N.Y. In some cases a 3 percent vote is
what a group needs under Securities and
Exchange Commission rules to offer the same pro-
posal next year.

Still, there are victories. Several years ago, 3M’s
board of directors agreed to an Interfaith Center
proposal to limit tobacco advertising on billboards
owned by a subsidiary. :

And Philip Morris directors agreed to a pro
al from Crosby to support legislation to put togg:-
co behind the counter where it would be less
accessible to minors.

In fact, Philip Morris attorneys used that as evi-
dence to defend itself in the recent smokers’ class-
action suit in Florida, saying it showed the com-
pany had changed its ways. In rebuttal testimony,
Crosby characterized Philip Morris’ acceptance of
his request as “a baby step.”

“You can’t be co-opted,” he said. “If we say any-
thing positive, they’ll use it.”

Philip Morris spokesman Nick Rolli declined to
comment.

Maryknoll was one of four religious groups to
offer shareholder proposals at this year's annual
meeting of General Electric shareholders in
Richmond.

Proposals dealt with a variety of issues, from
executive pay to arms exports. The Maryknoll
Sisters were concerned with pollution of the
Hudson River, saying that GE had a responsibility
to clean up 1.3 million pounds of chemicals it
dumped there from 1947 to 1977.

Louise Binns, a GE spokeswoman, said the com-
pany treats all shareholder proposals seriously.

““We don’t really make any distinctions between
religious investors and non-religious investors,”
she said.

Kmart announced Thursday it will refuse
sale of mature-rated games to anyone under
17, using a barcode scanner that will prompt
cashiers to ask for identification from youths.

After Kmart’s news conference in
Washington, Wal-Mart announced it would
enact the same policy. In a letter last month to
Alabama Sen. Jeff Sessions, the president of
Toys R Us said the practice is already in place
at his company’s stores.

Sessions applauded the move, but said he
would prefer that retailers stop selling
mature-rated games, as Montgomegl Ward
and Sears, Roebuck and Co. already have
done.

Sessions said he believes “intense involve-
ment” with violent video games can cause a
young person to become violent.

“Common sense should tell us that posi-

tively reinforcing sadistic behavior, as these
games do, cannot be good for our children,”
said Sen. Sam Brownback, R-Kan.

“We cannot expect that the hours spent in
school will mold and instruct a child’s mind
but that hours spent playing violent games
will not.”

Kmart executives said they believe their
policy lets parents make decisions about
video games.

“A step of responsibility that gets the par-
ents involved is a smart step, rather than just
walking away from the issue and letting
someone else deal with it,” said Shawn
Kahle, Kmart's vice president of corporate
affairs.

In May, Sessions, Brownback and seven
other senators sent a letter to executives of
Kmart and several other major retailers
encouraging them to pull the games off their
shelves or prevent their sale to anyone
younger than 17.

Sisters of Charity seaside orphan-

idyllic childhoods. Ninety-three
boys and girls lived just a few
strides from Galveston Island’s
dunes and the Gulf of Mexico.

A century ago Friday, the gulf
ambushed the two dormitories
and city beyond. Ninety children
and 10 nuns were among the 6,000
to 10,000 people who died when a
surprise  hurricane barreled
ashore in the nation’s deadliest
disaster.

A day filled with solemn
remembrances of what became
known as The Great Storm was to
begin with a wreath-laying cere-
mony at the site of the orphan-
age, now marked by the 17-foot
seawall that has protected
Galveston from the gulf’s fury
ever since.

The commemorations were to
culminate Friday night at the
Kermit Courville Stadium, where
a candlelight memorial service
will replace the usual crashing of
football gear. Speakers will
include US. Sen. Kay Bailey
Hutchison, R-Texas, who was born
on this barrier island along the
state’s upper coast.

Galveston was the state’s
fourth-largest city in 1900, an
important port whose per-
capita wealth was among the
highest nationally. It would be
years before oil would dominate
the Texas economy; cotton reigned
at the turn of the 19th century.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Earth may have warmed by an
average of more than 3 degrees
over the past 150 years, according to
an analysis of the freeze and thaw
records for lakes and rivers in the
Northern Hemisphere.

In a study that adds fresh support
to the theory of global warming,
researchers say that the annual
freeze of 26 bodies of water in
North America, Asia and Europe
shifted later by about 8.7 days over
the last century and a half, while the
spring ice breakup came an average
of about 9.8 days earlier.

The study appears Friday in the
journal Science.

“The strength of this paper is the
robust nature of direct human
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observations,” said John J.
Magnuson, a researcher at the
University of Wisconsin, Madison,
and first author of the study. The
results, he said, “are not calcula-
tions,” which are subject to bias and
instrument error, but “direct human
observations of a 150-year trend of
ice freeze and thaw” that are diffi-
cult to refute.

“It is clearly getting warmer in
the Northern Hemisphere,” he said.
“This is very strong evidence of a
general warming from 1845 to 1995
in areas where there is ice cover.”

The change in the ice-on and ice-
off dadys found in the study corre-
sponds to an air temperature
warming of about 3.24 degrees
Fahrenheit over the 150-year peri-

Some
scientists have said readings taken
by temperature gauges and by
satellites are subject to interpreta-
tion errors.

“This provides independent evi-
dence that the warming we have
seen over the 20th century is real,”
said David R. Easterling, chief sci-
entist at the National Climatic Data
Center, an archive center of the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration. :

Temperature trends are a part of
the ongoing research to determine if
the burning of fossil fuels, such as
coal and oil, is causing global
warming, The theory is that carbon
dioxide and other gases added to
the atmosphere by industry and
transportation are trapping heat
from the sun and causing the Earth
to warm up.

Some scientists have contended
the warming is not real or that it is

piled from records kept at lakes or
rivers in Canada, Finland,
Switzerland, Siberia, Jaj and at
14 sites in five northern U S. states.

e oldest records are those
kept in two churches on the shore
of Lake Constance on the Swiss-
German border. Since about the
9th century, there has been a tra-
dition of carrying a Madonna fig-
ure from one church to the other
on the day that the lake froze
enough to walk across. Following
the freeze up a year later, the fig-
ure is returned to the alternate
church.

In Japan, ice records have been
kept since 1443 at a shrine on Lake
Suwa.

WASHINGTON (AP) — National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration officials got the cold shoulder last year when they
asked Congress to give them more authority. Now after the recall of
6.5 million Firestone tires that may be linked to scores of fatal acci-
dents, lawmakers are virtually tripping over each other trying to help
the agency that oversees vehicle s;f:(?'

Two bills already have been introduced that would force compa-
nies to alert authorities to product safety concerns. Other lawmakers
said they were considering legislation aimed at preventing cases like
the Firestone tire problem, which NHTSA said may be responsible for
88 deaths in the United States and even more oversees.

Although there were lawsuits, insurance claims and reports of
problems with certain Firestone tires around the world during the
past decade, officials from NHTSA, Bﬁdiistone/ﬁmstone Inc. and
Ford Motor Co. have said they did not realize they were dealing with
a serious problem until this year.

“It's inexcusable that company executives made a conscious deci-
sion not to alert U.S. regulators and the American public to this dead-
ly problem,” said Sen. Frank Lautenberg, D-N.J. “We must give
NHTSA the money and the power to better track products with dan-
gerous flaws and harshly punish those who knowingly leave regula-
tors in the dark about defects.”

The Clinton administration wants Congress to allow NHTSA to col-
lect greater fines from companies that withhold information. The cur-
rent limit is $925,000; the administration wants it increased to at least
$4 million.

The administrationsmade a request for that legislation in the fall,
but no lawmakers introduced the bill.

Meanwhile, The New York Times reported Friday that an analysis
of data from the Department of Transportation’s Fatality Analysis
Reporting System showed that from 1995 through 1998, the most
recent year available, fatal crashes involving Ford Explorers were 2.8
times as likely to list tires as a contributing factor as those involving
other sport utility vehicles.

Attorney General Janet Reno said Thursday she was looking into
whether any criminal or civil charges were warranted in the case at
the request of Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-Vt.

The action came a day after a pair of congressional hearings during
which lawmakers pilloried Bridgestone/Firestone and Ford for fail-
ing to do more to alert Americans to problems with certain Firestone
tires that can suddenly lose their tread or suffer blowouts.

Bridgestone/ Firestone officials admitted that the company collect-

ed information from 1997 to 1999 that showed the now recalled tires
were the source of most property damage and injury claims, but only
used the information to determine profit loss, not safety problems.

A senior Justice official, speaking on a condition on anonymity, said
criminal action was considered unlikely and that a civil case would be
pursued only if NHTSA referred a case to the department. It has not
done so.

Leahy introduced a bill that would require U.S. tire and automak-
ers to notify federal reguldtors within two days of an overseas recall.

“Timely notice about recalls should not be optional when consumer
safety is at stake,” Leahy said.

Sen. Arlen Specter, R-Pa., introduced legislation to establish crimi-
nal penalties for executives who intentionally withhold information
on defective products that kill or injure consumers.

Bridgestone/Firestone recalled 6.5 million ATX, ATX II and
Wilderness AT tires last month, many of which are original equip-
ment on light trucks and sport utility vehicles made by Ford. NHTSA
has warned that an additional 1.4 million Firestone tires also are dan-
gerous and should be replaced. Bridgestone/Firestone disputes that
claim.

Ford has come under fire for beginning a Firestone tire recall in 16
foreign countries more than a year before the U.S. recall started. No
law required Ford to notify U.S. authorities, and the company did
not, believing the problems were related to driving conditions unique
to those countries.

The company announced Thursday it was recalling Firestone tires
on nearly 8,000 Explorers and 450 F-150 pickup trucks sold in
Colombia. .

In his congressional testimony Wednesday, Ford CEO Jacque
Nasser promised Ford would henceforth notify U.S. officials when it
makes any safety changes overseas.

“Our investigation is ongoing and I suspect it will lead to legisla-
tion as well as recommendations for major changes at NHTSA,” said
Ken Johnson, spokesman for Rep. Billy Tauzin, R-La., who chaired
Wednesday’s House hearing.

NHTSA can open an investigation that could lead to a recall when-
ever it receives complaints about an automobile-related problem, but
often relies on the manufacturers to report defects.

Environmentalists lose battle over Missouri River flow

WASHINGTON (AP) — Though President
Clinton awaits with a threatened veto, barge
and farming interests have won the latest
round in their battle with environmentalists
over water levels in the Missouri River.

The Senate voted 52-45 Thursday to retain
legislative language that blocks federal agen-
cies from allowing a springtime surge in the
river's flow to save endangered shorebirds
and fish. The restriction has been enacted
each of the last four years.

With their vote, senators rejected an effort
led by Senate Minority Leader Tom Daschle,
D-S.D., that would have allowed the extra
water into the 2,500-mile waterway.

“We believe people, property and fish can
all be protected at the same time without

increasing the risk of flooding,” said Sen. Kit
Bond, R-Mo., the author of the restrictions.

The provision was included in a $22.5 bil-
lion measure financing energy and water pro-
grams for the coming fiseal year. The overall
bill was approved 93-1, more than two
months after the House approved a similar
version. Sen. Max Baucus, D-Mont., cast the
only “no” vote.

The bill's passage was a rare bit of
progress as Congress struggled to complete
its budget work for fiscal 2001, which begins
Oct. 1.

Eleven of the 13 annual spending bills that
finance government agencies remain incom-
plete, and eight — including the energy and
water measure — face administration veto

threats. House Republican leaders had hoped
to approve three of the measures on
Thursday — covering the Treasury, Congress
and the District of Columbia — but didn’t
even try in the face of likely defeats.

The Army Corps of Engineers is months
away from revising its “master manual” for
managing Missouri River dams and is work-
ing with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service to
restore habitat for three threatened and
endangered species.

The wildlife agency wants to release more
water starting next year at Gavins Point Dam
on the border between Nebraska and South
Dakota, a change intended to replicate the
natural flow of the river before it was
dammed for navigation.

Override for estate tax
veto fails in House

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Clinton’s offer to provide limited
relief from the estate tax is not swaying Republicans who failed to over- .
ride his veto of a bill to abolish the tax. : :

“They had their chance. The American people wanted re * said
House Majority Whip Tom DeLay, R-Texas. “Playing around with it so
the Democrats can keep more money in Washington — we're not inter- ¢
ested.” ‘

By a 274-157 vote Thursday, the House fell 14 votes short of the neces- :
sary two-thirds margin to override the veto with 431 members voting.

Fifty-three Democrats voted with all but one Republican for the over-
ride, compared with 65 Democrats who supported the legislation in June -
when it passed 279-136. Thirteen Democrats switched their votes.

Clinton praised the vote and said the 10-year, $105 billion repeal bill
was “a huge tax cut for the most well-off Americans” that threatened the :
nation’s economic health and critical government programs. y

“If the congressional leadership is serious about estate tax relief for .
small businesses, family farms, and principal residences of middle-class
families that have increased in value, they should work with me in a fis-
cally responsible manner as Democrats in Congress have. proposed,”
Clinton said. ;

Some lawmakers said they would try to resurrect less costly proposals .
that would immediately increase inheritance tax exemptions, including
the $675,000 individual exemption, to reduce its impact on middle-class
people, farmers and small businesses. ,

“Maybe we can sit down and reach consensus on some legislation tha
would be acceptable,” said Rep. John Tanner, D-Tenn.

But GOP sponsors said they would settle for nothing less than full
repeal. :
“There is only one way to rid the code of this immoral, unfair and eco-

nomically unsound tax, and that’s to eliminate it,” said Rep. Jennifer
Dunn, R-Wash. :

Even though a clear House majority favored repeal and polls show
many Americans believe the tax is inherently unfair, Democrats said just -
as many people want Congress to focus on paying down c{;:blic,debt,
improving education and creating a Medicare prescription drug benefit.

Democrats also portrayed the bill as a giveaway to wealthy families —
only about 2 percent of estates owe the tax each year — and only one
part of a huge GOP tax cut that would consume too much of the pro-
jected budget surplus.

“Never have so many spent so much time to give so much money to
so very few,” said House Minority Whip David Bonior, D-Mich.

Republicans countered that the veto by Clinton, and by extension
Democratic presidential nominee Al Gore, was another signal that
Democrats want to spend the surplus on more federal government pro-
grams instead of returning a portion to taxpayers. Republican nominee
George W. Bush favors repealing the estate tax.

“I say to the president: This veto does not mean that money is now
available for Washington spending,” said House Speaker Dennis
Hastert, R-111. “We will not use it to expand government.”

Sponsors also took issue with the Democratic characterization of the
estate tax as primarily benefitting the rich, contending that it forces mil-
lions of middle-class people to spend thousands of dollars on insurance
and estate planning and threatens jobs of people when businesses and
farms are broken up to pay the tax.

“The death tax has given purgatory a new meaning,” said Rep. Bill
Archer, R-Texas, chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee.
“Death as an event should not trigger a tax.”

Clinton and Gore both called wavering Democrats to shore up sup-
port for the veto, House aides said.

These Democrats voted for repeal in June but opted to sustain the
president’s veto and kill the bill this time: California’s Joe Baca, Anna
Eshoo, Sam Farr, Tom Lantos, and Zoe Lofgren; Colorado’s Mark Udall;
Florida’s Allen Boyd and Peter Deutsch; d’s Albert Wynn; New
Jersey’s William Pascrell; New York’s Mike McNulty and Nydia
Velazquez, and Virginia’s Jim Moran.
