Commission
divides over
city pay raise

A philosophical  division
between Pampa city commis-
sioners revealed itself on the first
reading of an ordinance for the
new budget Tuesday night.

While Mayor Bob Neslage and
Commissioner  Robert  Dixon
favor cutting a step pay ingrease
for city employees, the three
other commissioners held fast to
the belief that keeping the pay
increase would save the city
money in the long run.

Dixon moved to amend the
first reading of the budget by
adding a moratorium on pay
increases  which  would  cut
$68,000 from the proposed bud-
get. Mayor Neslage seconded.

During, the following discus-
sion, Commissioner Faustina
Curry termed the measure as
“self-deteating,”  and  said,
“Limiting pay increases atfects
the police and tire departments.
We have a hard time keeping
them because they go to other
places and get pmd more.”

“It's not only the police and
tire,” said Commissioner Jett
Andrews. “We are training, peo-
ple all the time to take the place
of those who have gone some-
where else for higher pay. It will
cost the city far more in
turnover.”

Dixon said he based his deci-
sion partly on a downward trend
for sales tax revenue, which he
said was down $180,000 trom
previous years.

Andrews countered that city
sales tax h;,urcs have been tlat
for two years. “They are not
rapidly dmlmm}‘ he  said,
adding that Dixon was compar-
ing figures with one “stand-out”
year.

“Look at all the closed busi-
nesses,” Dixon said. “That is not
a phvnnmcmm it's a l‘(‘dlllv

“Our pay is comparable to any
other city the size of the City of
Pampa,” he added.

“People are saying we need to
balance our budget, (that) we
need to be fiscally responsible.
That's what we are doing here,”
Neslage said.

Andrews said he felt it would
be more efficient to choose a ser-
vice to stop than to cut the pro-
posed pay increase.

“There will be a lot of turnover
internal to Pampa it we're not
u»mpclilivv to Pampa wages,”
he said. “ rvv/m;, wages is basi-
cally saying you're cutting every
service you've got.”

“You're saying there is going
to be a mass exodus of employ-
ces it we don’t give them a step
pay increase?” Dixon asked.

“I'm saying, the routine train-
ing ot employees tar exceeds
$68,000,” Andrews answered.

On a two-to-three vote, the
amended motion failed. The
motion to accept the budget on
first reading passed three to two,
with Neslage and Dixon casting
the “nay” votes.

A similar divisionsppeared on
the first reading of the ordinance
to set the 2001 tax rate at 67 cents
per $100 valuation.

Andrews, seconded by Curry,
amended the ordinance to a tax
rate of 65 cents which would
generate $35,000 in revenue
above that estimated in the pro-
posed budget with a 64.5 cent tax
rate.

Dixon amended the amend-
ment to a 66 cent tax rate which
would bring in $55,000 more in
tax revenues. The motion failed,
two votes to three.

Judge Waters noted that the
burden of proof in a trial is based
on reasonable dpubt, but proof in
a probation revocation hearing is
simply a preponderance of evi-
dence.

Waters found the accusation to
be true and added 90 days con-
finement in Gray County jail as
an additional condition of
Rhoten’s probation.

“If you violate probation one
more time,” Waters warned
Rhoten, “you’re going to prison.”

Olympic’s opening day is Friday

SYDNEY, Australia (AP) —
Two days before 600 U.S. ath-
letes march in the Sydney
Games’ opening ceremony, the
American soccer team took a
small step toward advancing in
the 2000 Olympics.

In a physical battle with the
Czech Republic, the Americans
managed a 2-2 tie Wednesday —
a game in which they twice led
and suffered several missed
scoring opportunities.
Albright and Josh Wolff scored
for the United States.

“] tell people all the time that
we have players in the United
States that can play very well in
any arena,” U.S. coach Clive
Charles said. “I just think the
guys proved that tonight.

“We had quite a few chances
to score — we were a little unfor-
tunate not to convert.

The soccer players will not join
the rest of the Americans at the
Friday opening cermony in
Sydney’s Olympic Stadium.
Instead, they will remain in
Canberra to prepare for
Saturday’s game against
Cameroon.

A half-dozen soccer games
kicked off the Summer Games,
with both men and woman tak-
ing the field for the first glimpse
of the competition.

For the host Australian team, a
screaming crowd of 93,252 in the
Melbourne  Cricket Ground
could not help them overcome
an Italian team that posted a 1-0

In other men’s action, defend-
ing gold medalist Nigeria man-
aged a 3-3 tie against Honduras,
while Cameroon defeated
Kuwait, 3-2. ;

— WOMEN'’S SOCCER: When
the games began, it was the
women’s teams that kicked things
off. Host Australia and three oth-
ers nations started the competi-
tion at the Sydney Games.

It was an inauspicious debut
for the Aussie women, who were
thumped 3-0 by Germany. In the
second game, Brazil was a 20
winner over Sweden.

A vocal 23,000-capacity crowd
packed into Canberra’s Bruce
Stadium to see the first
Australians in action. Not all of
them saw the game’s start,

though, as heavy security
caused long delays getting
inside.

— GOING, GOING, GONE:
There was little rhyme to the rea-
sons — drugs, mental exhaus-
tion, a pennant race — but an
assortment of athletes disap-

peared from the Summer
Games.
U.S. baseball player C.C.

Sabathia was yanked off the
American squad Wednesday
(Tuesday night EDT) by the
Cleveland Indians after team
officials discovered their prized
prospect would be pitching in
relief.

The Indians had agreed to let
Sabathia pitch only if he started
and was held to a pitch count.
Sabathia, 20, was one of the few
top major-league prospects on
the American team.

Rather than pitching. in

Australia, Sabathia could start
next week in Fenway Park when
the Indians play back-to-back
doubleheaders with the Boston
Red Sox — a key matchup in the
American League wild-card
race.

Swiss tennis star Marc Rosset
pulled himself out of the Games,
citing “extreme physical and
mental exhaustion.” Rosset, 29,
the 1992 Olympic gold medalist,
said his condition made it
unlikely that he would medal in
Sydney.

Gone as well, due to a failed
drug test, was Taiwanese
weightlifter  Chen  Po-pu.
Chuang Tsun-che, chief of
Taiwan’s Olympic delegation,
said he received formal notice
from the International
Weightlifting Federation that
Chen had tested positive for
“prohibited drugs” on Tuesday,
Taiwan’s Central News Agency
reported.

And swimmer Yevgeniya
Yermakova of Kazakstan was
dumped from the Olympics
after testing positive for a drug
masking agent. Yermakova test-
ed positive for Furosemide, a
diuretic, at a meet in Monte
Carlo in May.

— ARRIVALS: Barry
McCaffrey, head of the White
House drug policy office,
touched down in Australia and
immediately praised China for
dropping more than 20 athletes
from its Olympic team over
failed drug tests.

“It's a tremendous demonstra-
tion of their seriousness of pur-
pose of acting against doping in
their own teams,” McCaffrey

told The Associated Press short-
ly after his arrival. “It’s a !crriﬁf
signal that they are committed.

McCaffrey, part of the 10-
member official U.S. delegation,
delivered the same message in a
letter to China’s sports minister.
The delegation also included
first daughter Chelsea Clinton.

— GYMNASTICS: After miss-
ing some practice time with
injuries, a pair of U.S. gymnasts
were back at work Wednesday
(Tuesday night EDT). Stephen
McCain and John Roethlisberger
were expected to compete this
weekend when the games get
rolling.

McCain severely sprained his
right ankle during training camp
10 days ago in San Diego.
Roethlisberger strained his left
calf at the Olympic trials last
month, and it flared up again a
few days ago.

“Stephen responded today
with brilliance,” U.S. coach Peter
Kormann said. “He gets the
badge-of-courage award.”

— INELIGIBLE: So close. So
far.

Canadian diver  Arturo
Miranda, who missed out on a
shot at the 1992 Games, was
barred from participating in the

Sydney Olympics . by the
International Olfympic
Committee. Cuban officials

refused to grant a waiver to the
Havana-born Miranda, who
became a Canadian citizen in
December 1999,

It was his second near-miss at
the Olympics. In 1992, he was
dropped by the Cuban squad for
financial reasons just 15 days
before the Barcelona Games.

The General plans to coach again

BLOOMINGTON, Ind. (AP)
The General has no intention of just
fading away.

Bob Knight, fired after 29 years at
Indiana, says he will coach again,
and he’ll do it the way he always
has — his way.

“I've always felt I've got to be
me, | can’t be something that some-
one’s trying to construct,” he . said
Tuesday night in a live, sometimes
contentious interview on ESPN.

“| try to be fair, try to be honest.
My philosophy and approach to
things is just different than some
people and situations,” Knight
said

Ousted for a pattern of “unac
ceptable” behavior that violated a
“zero-tolerance” behavior policy,
Knight admitted he was surprised
by the school’s decision. But he
said perhaps it was time to move
on anyway, and that he still wants
to coach “in the worst way.”

“I thought I'd stay here till | was
done coaching,” Knight said. “I
haven’t retired. I'm an unemployed
teacher right now, and I’'m looking
for a place to teach. There are too
many things that | have yet to
explore about the game of basket-

b(\”.”

Knight said he thought about
leaving Indiana at times, but his
love of the basketball team was too
strong. He had wanted the
Hoosiers, who haven’t advanced
past the second round of the
NCAA tournament since 1994, to
become a powerhouse again.

“1 kind of hung on to that
lhnught for several years now, four
or five years, and probably
should’ve gone somewhere else,”
the 59-year-old Hall of Fame coach
said. “And there would be some-
body that was a better fit for this
administration and these people
than | am. And there’s a place for
me where there’s a better fit for me
as a basketball coach.”

Knight repeated that he did
nothing wrong when he grabbed
freshman Kent Harvey by the arm
last week to lecture him about
manners after the student said,
““Hey, what's up, Knight?”

I'he coach also disputed some of
the other reasons university presi-
dent Myles Brand cited in firing
him

Brand said Knight violated a
zero-tolerance policy that had been

in place since May. But Knight said
he was never told exactly what
“zero-tolerance” meant, a claim
university officials denied.

Knight said one episode cited by
Brand, verbal abuse of a university
lawyer, occurred during a meeting
about the $30,000 fine levied
against him by Brand in May. But
Knight said he never used profan-
ity and didn’t raise his voice

After the ESPN interview, uni-
versity officials said they stood by
Brand’s earlier statements.

?()R WORTH (AP) — Rain

soaked much of north central Texas
for the first time in more than two
months, falling everywhere except
the place it counted most.

o rainfall was recorded
Tuesday at the Dallas-Fort Worth
International Airport, where offi-
cial measurements are taken.

Initial reports of 0.01 of an inch of
rain were proven false after offi-
cials, who had seen no raindrops,
realized 60 mph wind gusts had

skewed the rain Eauge

That meant the dry spell that
dragged on Tuesday into its 74th
day wasn’'t broken, although
Dallas, Ellis and Hill counties each
reported up to 2 inches of rain.
Parts of Cooke County, west of Fort
Worth, reported 4 to 6 inches of
rain. Forecasters expected up to 4
inches of rain in Van Zandt County.

“It just shows you how small-
scale the atmosphere can work
when part of the county gets a sig-
nificant amount of rain and a site 10
miles away gets nothing,” said
Gary Woodall, a National Weather
Service meteorologist in Fort
Worth

The system moved away from
the Dallas-Fort Worth area Tuesday
afternoon, with less than a 20 per-
cent chance of rain Wednesday.
