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Report: Some Panhandle counties
to run short of water in next 50 years

AMARILLO — Over the next 50 years
the western Texas Panhandle may run
short on water while the eastern Texas
Panhandle, particularly Roberts County,
should have an abundance.

That's according to computer ground
water models which also predict there
may be individual spots with surpluses or
shortages as the century progresses.

More than 150 people crowded into the
auditorium of the Texas A&M Regional
Research and Extension Center in
Amarillo Tuesday night to hear the results
of two years worth of work by 27 mem-
bers of the Panhandle Water Planning
Group.

The regional water plan was mandated
by Senate Bill 1 during the 75th Texas
Legislature following the 1996 statewide
drought. That bill signed into law by Gov.

By contrast, Gray, Roberts and Wheeler
Counties are projected to use only about
35 percent of the stored ground water
available to them over the next 50 years.

in the state to study water needs and
availability for the next 50 years and pro-
duce a water plan for their region. The
regional water plans will be used to pro-
duce a state water plan. The legislature
dictated that because the different regions
of the state and their water needs varied
so dramatjcally, the planning would be on
a regional basis.

Even so, said C.E. Williams, chairman
of the water planning group, much of the
criteria for the water plans is focused on

municipal use and surface water. One of
the recommendations local water plan-
ners suggested was allowing more agri-
culture and ground water planning in
rural regions like the Texas Panhandle
which relies heavily on underground
aquifers.

Of the 128 identified water users in the
21 county region, the water planning
group identified 27 that may face water
shortages over the next half century.
Some of those 28 entities have already

taken steps to address those needs.

Wheeler County is expected to fall short
by 22 acre feet by the year 2010. Dalhart,
by contrast, is expected to fall short by
1,500 acre-feet the same year. Perryton is
also expected to fall short by 1,500 acre-
feet that year, but they have made provi-
sions to acquire more water that will be
available to them by then.

Skellytown is expected to run short
some 60 acre-feet by the year 2020.
McLean is projected to run short 246 acre-
feet of water by then. Canadian is expect-
ed to run short about 200 acre-feet of
water.

By 2040, Groom may run short by 120
acre-feet of water. Panhandle could run
short by 900 acre-feet of water. White
Deer is projected to be short by 280 acre-
feet. Shamrock is expected to be short by
252 acre-feet.

Of the 21 counties in the water planning
region, six are projected to exceed 50 per-

Pampa firefighters today continued to watch
for hot spots at the scene of a garage fire at 200
N. Wells, after battling high winds and 50-foot
flames to save the adjoining house early this
morning,.

“The guardian angels were looking out for
us,” commented Pampa Fire Chief Kim Powell
as she surveyed the fire scene. Powell said the
garage was completely ablaze when the fire
trucks arrived shortly after 5:30 am., so fire-
fighters focused their efforts to containing the
fire and protecting the house south of the struc-
ture.

A cool front moving into the arca this morn-
ing brought 20-to-25 mph winds from the north
that hampered the ftirefighters” work and
caused the flames to leap 50 and 60 feet into the

“I have not been through these,” Williams said Monday. “I only
got these two hours ago.”

Each request is for a separate property. Pickens request covers
24,000 acres. Courson Companies Inc. of Perryton filed a request for
a permit to pump on about 54,000 acres. Susie Reynolds of Pampa
filed a request for a permit to pump about 3,000 acres. Albert
Reynolds of Pampa requested a permit for 6,800 acres. Katie Wilde
requested pumping on about 3,300 acres. Carl Kennedy from Pampa
requested a permit for pumping on about 3,000 acres. Bill Tolbert of
Miami filed a request on about 5,800 acres.

“All of them combined cover just under 100,000 acres,” Williams
said.

Williams said the permits will be reviewed according to the dis-
trict’s established procedures.

“There will probably be some ground water modeling,” he said.

A public hearing will most likely be scheduled for November,
Williams said.

“We've got a process to go through,” he said.

Tracking polls show
close Gore-Bush race

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
close presidential race shown in
national tracking polls is spilling
over to Ohio and to the
Republican  stronghold  of
Arizona where a flurry of new
polls suggest Democrat Al Gore
is ahead of or even with George
W. Bush.

Gore has narrowed the race in
Ohio and now trails 47-43, after
being behind by 9 points in the
Ohio Poll this spring. Recent
polls have suggested the race
was tightenini.

Bush was holding onto his
edge in North Carolina, and
Gore had a 52-33 lead among
likely voters in Connecticut.

In possibly the most surpris-
ing of the new round of state
ro s, Gore had about a 10-point
ead in two Arizona polls,
though a third conducted for the
Arizona Republic showed the
candidates in a tie. Republicans
released a poll that said Bush
remained ahead.

Bruce Merrill, a political scien-
tist and pollister at Arizona State
Universia',a said the poll results
are not that surprising because
Arizona is increasingly like the
rest of the country.

“We track pretty close to the
national polls because of in-

migration,” he said. “Arizona is
a microcosm - perceptions per-
sist that the state is very conser-
vative because of Barry
Goldwater and John McCain,
but McCain is not an ideological
conservative.”

Merrill said his poll suggests a
big advantage amoni women
for Gore and said the big factor
driving Gore’s support is the
robust economy.

In North Carolina, Bush held
about the same lead he has held
for months, with a 47-42 edge
over Gore in a state Democrats
are targeting.

Brad Coker, Mason-Dixon’s
managing director, said Bush’s
campaign should take comfort
from the North Carolina poll
given Gore’s mgress in nation-
al polls aftelr, the Democratic
National Convention. “His base
doesn’t seem to be falling out
from under him,” Coker said of
Bush.

Discovery of new obesity gene told

JERUSALEM (AP) —
Australian scientists have identi-
fied a new gene responsible for
controlling appetite in humans —
a discovery experts said could
lead to the first gene-based drug
to treat obesity and diabetes.

Greg Collier, a professor of
microbiology at Deakin
University in Melbourne, discov-
ered the gene while researching
diabetes in Israeli desert rats. The
gene, which he called Beacon,
cranks up the appetite and the rat
version is identical to the human
one.

The find, presented Tuesday at a
conference of the European
Society for the Study of Diabetes,
is the third gene linked to obesity,
after leptin and NPy.

However, Sir George Alberti,
president-elect of the
International Diabetes Federation,
said a drug based on Beacon
could be available sooner than
one targeting the other two genes
because the rat and human genes
are a 100 percent match. This
means drug research could pro-
ceed more quickly than normal
because the results in rats would
be more relevant to humans, he
said.

“It is a very exciting develop-
ment. It could be a very im t
step in the whole obesity, diabetes
pathway,” he said.

Collier and his team took sand
rats from the Negev desert in
Israel to a laboratory in

Melbourne for diabetes research.
On their cactus diet in the desert,
the rats were lean and healthy. But
placed in a Western environment,
where rat chow was abundant,
some ate a lot, got fat and devel-
o) diabetes; others ate reason-
able amounts and remained lean.

This prompted the researchers
to look for genetic differences.
They removed the rats’ brains,
examined every gene to find
whether any were more active in
the fat rats and came up with the
Beacon gene.

Genes direct the formation, or
expression, of proteins that a cell
uses to function, repair or defend
itself, and to divide. In the obese

rats, the Beacon gene was
in overdrive, forming too m
a ite-stimulating protein.
PS:e theyuhlggngedplmed the
sequence, or code, of the rat gene,
the scientists searched for a match
on an Internet gene databank.

Economy: U.S. trade deficit soars
to $31.9 billion 10-year high in July

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.S. trade deficit soared to a
record $31.9 billion in July as oil
prices climbed to a 10-year high.
America set record deficits with
China, Japan, Western Europe
and Canacr

The Commerce Department
said Wednesday that the July
deficit was 6.9 percent higher
than a revised $29.8 billion imbal-
ance in June. It surpassed the old
record of $30.4 lriallion set in
March.

Trade continues to be the one
blot on an otherwise sterling U.S.
economic performance. So far
this year, the trade deficit is run-
ning at an annual rate of $353.7
billion, far surpassing the old
record of $265 billion set just last

year.
While the huge deficits have
yet to have much impact on the

overall economy, analysts are
growing concerned that the
deficits could become a problem
if foreigners, who up until now
have been happy to accept U.S.
dollars in payment for their prod-
ucts, sudcf;nly grew concerned.

If they began cashing in their
dollar-denominated investments
on Wall Street, that could send
the dollar and stock and bond
markets crashing.

The International Monetary
Fund in a new economic forecast
on Tuesday cited America’s rising
trade deficit as one of the prima-

ry risks facing the global econo-

“Th

e new report on trade came a
day after President Clinton
scored one of his biggest trade tri-
umphs in Congress, passage of
legislation wiping away 20 years
of annual reviews of China’s
trade privileges with the United
States, granting the country per-
manent no trade relations.

The legislation was needed so an

that American exporters could
take advanta significantly
lower tariffs has offered in
return for acceptance of its mem-
bership application in the World
Trade Organization.

The administration claims that
China’s market-opening offers
will mean billions of dollars in
increased sales of American farm
products and manufactured

oods in China’s previously
ighly protected market.

The new report shows just how
far the United States has to go to
close the trade gap. For July,
America’s deficit with China rose
to a ‘record of $7.6 billion, the
highest monthly deficit the
United States has ever suffered
with any country.

The China deficit surpassed the
imbalance with Japan, tradition-
ally the leader in this category,
which also set a record in July of
$7.5 billion.

Other record deficits were

try’s biggest trading partner, an
imbalance of $4.7 billion, and
with Western Europe, at $7.2 bil-
lion.

The widening of July’s overall
deficit reflected the fact that
American exports of goods and
services dropped 1.5 percent to
$89.7 billion, reflecting a falloff in
sales of commercial aircraft and
computers, while imports rose to
-time high of $121.6 billion,
led by a surge in crude oil ship-
ments.

The value of crude shipments
rose to a record $8.4 billion. The
volume of shipments, 301 million
barrels for the month, also set a
record, while the priced climbed
to $27.76, the highest level since
crude was selling for $29.51 per
barrel in November 1990 during
the Persian Gulf crisis.

Analysts have warned that
more bad news is on the way for
petroleum with world prices
climbing above $35 per barrel on
spot markets this week.

The drop in U.S. exports was
led by a $359 million decline in
sales of civilian aircraft, which
dipped to $2.04 billion in July.
Sales of computer chips and
industrial engines also suffered
large declines.

Sales of American farm prod-
ucts rose by $42 million to $4.04
billion in July as shipments of
corn, sorghum, soybeans and rice
all increased.

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A 3-year-
old East Texas girl was mauled to
death by her family’s pit bulld
Tuesday after her mother fgﬁ
asleep and the child wandered
into the back yard, police said.

The attack happened at a rural
home where Ahﬁeah Austin lived
with her mother, several siblings,
an uncle and other family mem-
bers, the Tyler Morning Telegraph
reported. The family lives several
miles east of the city.

Investigators said the child’s
mother, Bevelon Austin, apparent-
ly fell asleep and never noticed
that Ahleah had wandered into
the backyard where 13 pit bulls
were chained.

Sixty-four percent of Texas households have filled out census
forms and returned them — an increase of 3 percentage points from
1990, census officials said.

Texas’ increase is slightly higher than the national increase, which
jumped 2 g:lenc:s to 67 percent.

Census director Kenneth Prewitt said each percentage point meant
census workers had 1.2 million fewer households to visit during the
costly follow-uﬁ phase.

AUSTIN (AP) — NotHarvard.com is no longer NotHarvard.com.

The Austin-based company that sparked a legal scuffle with
Harvard University has scrapped the controversial name in favor of
Powered Inc., company officials announced Tuesday.

“Powered more accurately reflects what we deliver to our clients
and where we intend to go in the future,” Judith Bitterli, Powered's
chief executive officer, said in a statement posted on the company’s
Web site.

In July, the company filed a pre-emptive suit against the universi-
ty in US. District Court in Austin, asking a jusge to declare that
NotHarvard.com’s name doesn’t violate Harvard's trademark.

Harvard responded by filing a countersuit against the company in
U.S. District Court in Boston.

Ex-council member’s name dropped
from annual game in wake of bribery conviction

DALLAS (AP) — The name of a former Dallas City Council mem-
ber has been dropped from the title of the Cotton Bowl football con-
test between two traditionally black universities in the wake of the
ex-official’s recent bribery conviction.

Al Wash, the game’s promoter. said Al Lipscomb will be deleted
from the annual Southwest Airlines Al Lipscomb State Fair Classic
game title. This year’s game will be played on Sept. 30, the day after
the State Fair of Texas opens.

Wash said he agonized over the decision to drop Lipscomb’s
name, but did so to preserve the game’s financial success for the two
participating schools — Prairie View A&M and Granibling State uni-
versities.

“I regretted it more than anybody,” Wash said in Wednesday’s edi-
tions of The Dallas Morning News. “Al is a personal friend. I fought
to put his name on it in the gxst place when some people didn’t want
it.”

Second kidnapping trial starts in case of missing girl

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — A man accused in the abduction of
a North Texas girl talked about the 6-year-old’s disappearance to his
jailers, according to testimony on Tuesday.

Richard Lee Franks is undergoing his second trial in the kidnap-
ping of Opal Jo Jennings, who has not been seen since she played
near her grandparents’ Saginaw house in March 1999. Franks” first
trial ended in a hung jury in June.

On the opening day of testimony before a Tarrant county district
court judge, two former county jailers were called to bolster inmates’
claims that Franks, 31, told them the case against him was weak and
that Opal’s body would never be found.

Robert Wood, who now works for the Mansfield Police
Department, told jurors Franks sobbed in his cell and said he knew
he’d done something wrong.

Wood and another former jailer, Roger Polson, also said that when
they worked in the Tarrant County Jail last fall, they overheard
Franks tell other inmates that he had taken the child but dropped her
off.

Cheney steps up criticism of Gore

FRESNO, Calif. (AP) — Dick Cheney, a self-profesged “man of few
words,” is finding his voice on a campaifn swing though must-win
California, lobbing attacks at Vice President Al Gore on everything
from Hollywood to taxes.

With Republican presidential candidate George W. Bush trailing
Gore in the latest state poll, running mate Cheney picked a two-day
swing through the nation’s most populous state to escalate his criti-
cisms of Gore, telling voters the Democrat fabricates stories for polit-
ical gain.

“Once again he’s playing fast and loose with the facts to win an
argument,” Cheney said Tuesday about a story Gore recently told
about his family’s prescription drug costs.

Gore was not defenseless, however. His running mate, Sen. Joseph
Lieberman, campaigned Tuesday in California, his plane sitting on
the airport tarmac as Cheney’s jet landed.

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Man charged in killing
over funeral argument

BAYTOWN, Texas (AP) — A 49-year-old man has been
with murder after a fight over funeral arrangements led to the shoot-
ing death of a family member.

Larnail Gray of Baytown was cha Monday in connec-
tion with the death of 29-year-old Shannon Alonzo Pitre.

Pitre was found dead outside his pickup truck off Interstate 10
with a shotgun wound in his back on Sept 4.

Investigators said Gray and his uncles had been at a home
discussing funeral arrangements for his father, the Rev. Fred Gray of
Dayton, who had a heart attack while preaching a sermon Sept. 3,
and died in his pulpit.

Pitre, whose mother was Fred Gray’s estranged wife, arrived and
was upset that Larry Gray and his uncles did not notify his mother
of the death, said Harris County sheriff's department Lt. Richard
Ricks.

Ricks said Pitre was outraged that his mother had not been includ-
ed in the funeral arrangements, and made several comments about it
before leaving the house.

Larry Gray followed Pitre as he left and threw a beer can at Pitre’s
truck, Ricks said. When Pitre stopped the truck and got out to inspect
it for damage, Pitre was shot in the back.

Cable’s Nashville
Network becomes
the National Network

NEW YORK (AP) — The Nashville Network wiped that city from its
name Tuesday, dubbing itself The National Network and hiring
Nickelodeon’s top executive to transform it into a general-interest
competitor to USA and TBS.

Management control of TNN will shift from Nashville to New York.
The network’s longtime chief executive, David Hall, said he would
quit instead of move north.

Changes were anticipated at TNN ever since Viacom merged with
CBS, which owned the cable network. Viacom has struck it rich with
networks like MTV, VH1 and Nickelodeon, yet longed for a broader-
based cable network.

“The promise here is to be as diverse as the nation itself and break
out of a regionalism that the network had,” said Herb Scannell, the
network’s new president. Scannell is also president of Nickelodeon
and TV Land, and will keep those jobs.

TNN'’s weekend programming of racing and outdoors shows won't
change much, but the network’s new operators are looking to totally
revamp its weekday approach.

TNN ratings are expected to jump immediately next week when the
World Wrestling Federation’s signature Monday night shows, “Raw is
War” and “Live Wire,” switch over from the USA network. The WWF
was allowed to move following a bitter court fight.

The network’s roots of country music and Nashville have been de-
emphasized recently. The station referred to itself on-air as TNN.

“The Nashville Network is inherently limiting,” said La
Gerbrandt, a cable industry analyst for Paul Kagan and Associates. “It
made sense when it was primarily music-oriented. What re try-
ing to do is create a competitor to USA and TBS. You can think of this
as CBS 2.”

Scannell said he hopes to use the CBS connection to help lure sports
programming. With Viacom owning the Paramount movie studio and
the Nickelodeon networks regularl btz':‘ng old sitcoms and dramas,
TNN has a corporate advantage in building a new weekday schedule.

“Money has never been important to Tiger,” his
father, Earl Woods, told The Associated Press. “If it
was, Tiger would have about five times, or maybe
seven times, as many endorsement dollars as he
does have. He'd be a hell of a lot richer. Obviously,
it would curtail his development and affect his per-
formance.”

Money hasn’t done much to change Woods, who
has raised the standards in golf. He became the first
player since 1953 to win three straight majors, and
already at age 24 has enough tour victories to
achieve a lifetime exemption.

“Probably the single most thing I admire about
Tiger Woods is he can sign a $100 million deal
today and wake up tom ~row with the same desire
to be the best in the vorld,” Hal Sutton said
Monday when told of the new Nike contract.

According to Golf World, Woods” biggest deals
after that with Nike are with Buick, EA Sports and
Asahi Beverages, each worth about $30 million
over five years. He also has a five-year deal with
American Express that the magazine said was
worth $26 million.

The players involved would not have
had such a high profile as Woods, and the propos-
al was not nearly as lucrative.

“We were told ... they had just turned a profit and
could not justify spending endorsement money on
a golfer,” Biggs said. “Six months later, we start
hearing rumors about Tiger reaching a seven-figure
deal with TLC.”

For $2 million a year, TLC gets nothing more than
a testimonial from Woods about his experience
with Lasik. No television commercials. No corpo-
rate outings. None of his time.

Where does the money go?

Earl Woods said his son puts the money earned
from tournaments into a fund to build a house in
Orlando, Fla. Some of the endorsement money
goes to the Tiger Woods Foundation, which was
created to provide more minority participation in
;,olf

“Many people want Tiger to dvsl;,n golf courses
or take over joint-capital ventures,” his father said.
“He doesn’t need inherited problems. Nothing
comes between Tiger and what he is supposed to
be doing.”

As for the amount of money Woods will be mak-
ing, his father saw no problem with that.

“Actors and actresses routinely make as much
money or more by virtue of having a minimal tal-
ent of the ability to act, or play guitar and scream
over a murophnnv with no trained voice,” Earl
Woods said. “It’s because they’re entertainers.”

Dallas Kimball coach dies at 52

DALLAS (AP) Dallas Kimball football coach
James Jones, who worked at the college and high
school levels for 32 years, has died of unknown
causes. He was 52.

His wife, Alvanetta Jones, told The Dallas
Morning News that her husband was undergoing a
stress test Tuesday at Tom Landry Medical Center
when he had to be rushed to Baylor University
Medical Center. Doctors there were unable to
revive him.

Jones had been at Kimball since 1987. He was an
assistant coach at Wilmer-Hutchins, Lancaster,
Lincoln and Adamson from 1970-78.

He also was the head coach at now-defunct
Bishop College for nine years until the school dis-
continued football in 1986.

In addition to his wife, Jones is survived by his
dau;;htvr, Javetta, 13, and two sons, Jason, 21, and
James Jr., 26.

SYDNEY, Australia (AP) — Sweet revenge for the
US. swimmers followed a Dutch treat at the
Sydney Games.

Jenny Thom set a women’s record for career
swimming gold medals with seven Wednesday,
anchoring an American 800-meter freestyle relay
that nipped Australia in 7 minutes, 57.80 seconds.

Thompson's ﬁerformanct came minutes after
Misty Hyman shocked world-record holder Susie
O’Neill — another Aussie — in the 200-meter but-
terfly.

Th); U.S. victories avenged men’s lossgs to
Australian hero Ian Thorpe and his teammates,
who beat the Americans by a ﬁnﬁ’ertip in the men’s
400 free relay earlier in the week, then blew them
out in the 800 free relay.

Thompson, who has won all her golds in relays,
surpassed the six swimming golds won by Kristin
Otto of Germany.

The United States was in second place when
Thompson jumped in the pool. But she overtook
Petria Thomas, pulled away down the stretch and |
brought the relay home in Olympic record time. *

Hyman seemed as shocked as the Australian fans
that she won. “Oh my God!” she screamed. “Oh my
God!”

Hyman led from the start and clocked an
Olympic record 2:05.88, narrowly missing O’'Neill’s
world mark. Later, she threw back her head and
drank in the moment as she stood on the medal
podium and sang along with the national anthem.

The Netherlands also had its flag raised on a
magic day for the small European country.

Pieter van den Hoogenband won gold in the 100
free, his second of the games, and denied Russian
Alexander Popov an unprecedented third straight
Olympic title in the event.

That’s not all the Dutch did Wednesday.

The Netherlands shocked Cuba 4-2 in baseball,
the first Olympic defeat ever for a Cuban team, and
Inge de Bruij togped it off by breaking her own
world record in the semifinals of the women’s 100
free.

De Bruijn finished in 53.77 seconds and beat
Thompson, who will need an amazing race in the
100 free final to win the individual gold she’s
chased unsuccessfully through three Olympics.

The United States and Australia stayed on top of
the medal count after competition Wednesdalf'. The
Americans led with 23 medals (10 gold, 7 silver, 6
bronze) while Australia had 22 (7-8-7). China was
third with 17 (6-4-7).

— BASEBALL: The guys from the low country
stayed low key after pulling off the biggest upset in
Olympic baseball’s brief history.

There were no pennant-clinching pile-ons after
the Netherlands beat Cuba 4-2, just an orderly line
of Dutch players high-fiving each other like it was
any other win.

But it wasn't.

Cuba had won 21 straight at the Olympics and
ran away with the gold medal in the first two base-
ball tournaments at Barcelona and Atlanta.

Ken Brauckmiller, who pitched for San Francisco
12 years ago, held the tough Cuban lineup to seven
hits over eight innings and Hensley “Bam Bam”
Meulens hit a bases-loaded double to lead the
Dutch.

“This is one of the biggest accomplishments in all
of Dutch sports,” shortstop Robert Eenhoorn said.

The United States stayed unbeaten in Sydney,
thanks to Doug Mientkiewicz. His eighth-inning
grand slam gave the Americans a 4-0 win over

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Permanent trade for China
wins overwhelming victory

WASHINGTON (AP) — Congress has come down solidly in
favor of trade and engagement with China in historic legislation
that President Clinton says will promote prosperity in America
and freedom in China.

In a decisive 83-15 vote, the Senate on Tuesday approved per-
manent normal trade status for China, laying the framework for a
new trade arrangement under which China is to open its doors to
American businesses and investors. :

The legislation, which Clinton and others have praised as the
most positive development in U.S.-China relations since President
Nixon’s visit to Beijing in 1972, now goes to the White House for
the president’s signature.

The granting of permanent trade status will end the annual
review of U.S.-China trade relations that has been a source of con-
tention between the two countries. Approval also sets the stage for
China’s entry into the World Trade Organization. With WTO entry
later this year or early next year, China is committed to opening its
markets and drastically cutting tariffs on American and other

imports.

ﬁ return for normal trade relations,” Clinton said, “China will
open its markets to American products, from wheat to cars to con-
sulting services, and we will be far more able to sell goods in
China without moving our factories there.”

He added that new trade status and WTO membership could
affect the Chinese far more profoundly. “Our high-tech companies
will help to speed the information revolution there. Outside com-
petition will speed the demise of China’s huge state industries and
spur the enterprise of private sector involvement. They will
diminish the role of government in people’s daily lives.”

But detractors, led by labor, human rights and conservative
groups, said it was wrong to sacrifice trade as a policy tool that
coulxs)S help force China to stop proliferating weapons and start
improving its human rights record.

“The signal we send by granting PNTR (permanent normal
trade relations) now is a signal of abject weakness. It is a signal of
greed. It is a signal of ambivalence on the issue of nonprolifera-
tion,” said Sen. Robert Byrd, D-W.Va.

Roger W. Chastain, president of the American Textile
Manufacturers Institute, said China’s em in the WTO could cost
150,000 U.S. textile-related jobs but “will do nothing to change
China’s outlaw behavior.”

The legislation calls for a congressional-executive commission to
monitor human rights in China and creates a so-called surge
mechanism to help American industries and workers hurt by an
increase in Chinese imports.

China welcomed the Senate vote as a boon to economic and
political relations with the United States but objected to the cre-
ation of a commission to monitor Chinese human rights practices.

The legislation contains “certain clauses that are irrelevant to
trade and are intended for interfering in the internal affairs of
China and harming China’s interests,” Hu Chusheng, a Trade
Ministry spokesman, said in remarks carried by the government
news agency, Xinhua.

Most business and farm groups and their political allies were
strongly behind the legislation. PNTR, said U.S. Chamber of
Commerce President Thomas Donohue, “opens China’s markets,
brings China into a rules-based trading system and promotes
peace and stability in Asia.”

By some estimates, the agreement would boost annual U.S.
exports by about $13 billion in five years, cutting into China’s cur-
rent $68 billion surplus. American farm exports could jump by $2
billion a year.

“We have grain piled up everywhere in this state, a near-record
harvest on the way, and we need buyers,” Wisconsin Gov. Tommy
Thompson said in a statement. “Opening a huge new market like
China is crucial for Wisconsin farmers.”

Equally important, under WTO rules China would have to give
U.S. businesses full rights of distribution, open the nation to
American financial and service industries and allow U.S. invest-
ment in Chinese telecommunications services.

Both presidential candidates, Vice President Al Gore and Texas
Gov. George W. Bush, support permanent trade status with " ina.

Wen Ho Lee made 20 tapes, 10
were copies, FBI tells Congress

WASHINGTON (AP) — Preparing for a tell-
all interview with Wen Ho Lee, the FBI has
learned from the Los Alamos scientist that he
made a total of 20 tapes with nuclear secrets,
half of which were duplicates, government
officials said Tuesday.

Only three have geen recovered, but Lee’s
lawyer said his client will tell the FBI the

remaining tapes were d:::lyed.

The FBI told con, i investigators this
week that one of the key questions for Lee to
answer is why he made as many as 10 dupli-
cate tapes of information he downloaded from
secure Energy Department computers, the offi-
cials said, speaking on condition of anonymity.

The flvgovel‘l;nement learned about the dupli-
cates from Lee’s attorneys as prepared for
a plea bargain earlier this month, the officials
said. The revelation caused a brief delay in a
planned plea bargain with the scientist, the
officials said.

FBI agents are slated to begin interviewing
Lee on Sept. 26 under a court-approved deal in
which the government dro 58 felony
charges against the scientist and released him
from solitary confinement in a case that has
raised questions of excessive tion.

One of Lee’s lawyers, Brian Sun, said
Tuesday his client will tell the FBI he destroyed
all missing tapes with nuclear secrets but oth-
erwise could not comment on any issues relat-
ed to the interview.

“Owr position has been and will continue to
be he destroyed all tapes that had classified

* information on them, and we will honor our

commitment to the bureau to describe the cir-

cumstances surrounding the tapes,” Sun said.
“All of this is supposed to be handled con-

fidentially in the context that all of this is

under seal by order of the court,” Sun said.

When Lee was in December 1999,
the government alleged he had made only 10
tapes of nuclear secrets, seven which were
missing. An FBI agent later told the court
investigators believed he had made as many as
15 tapes.

Now the FBI has told Congress it believes
Lee made a total of 17 tapes that are unac-
counted for — in addition to three origi
that were recovered from his office. 17
include seven originals and 10 copies, the offi-
cials said.

Next week, while agents interview Lee, sen-
ators will begin exploring the government’s
conduct in the Lee case, including whether he
was singled out because he was Asian
American, why he was imprisoned without
bail when the government had no evidence he
engaged in espionage and wlgoso many
charges were brought, only to be k

That Senate hearing is slated to begin Sept.
26.

Attorney General Janet Reno has defended
the Justice Department’s handling of the case,
even as her boss, President Clinton, has ques-
tioned it.

Reno has said Lee’s lengthy detention with-
out bail was necessary to protect the govern-
ment until he admitted what he did with the

tapes.

BeVsith all my heart and soul,” Reno said, she
wished “Dr. Lee had come forward, said, “This
is what I did with the information ... (and) I'll
... try to give you as much information as pos-
sible to permit you to confirm and corroborate
it.”

Lee immediately available to a mutually agree-
able polygraph examiner to verify our repeat-
ed written representations that at no time did
he mishandle those tapes in question and to
confirm that he did not provide the tapes to
any third party,” the letter said.

More reports of theft from agency raise lawmaker’s concern

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Facing a second major fraud
probe this year, Education

Department officials Tuesday
couldn’t say for sure just how
much money the agency has lost
to waste, fraud or abuse.

“I can tell you there has been a
concentrated effort to address all
of the concerns; I can’t give an
exact dollar figure,” Lorraine
Lewis, the agency’s chief inspec-
tor told a House Education and
Workforce investigations sub-
committee hearing, focusing on
the alleged theft of $1.9 million
for schoolchildren who live on
Indian reservations and military
bases.

Citing an ongoing investiga-
tion, Lewis also said she could
not give details on how grant
money for South Dakota schools
districts ended up in at least two
Maryland bank accounts this
spring. The money, the Justice
Department alleges in civil feder-
al court filing, was spent on a
Cadillac, a Lincoln Navigator
and a building in a Maryland
suburb of Washington, and dis-

tributed to other Maryland bank
accounts.

The inquiry centered on the lat-
est allegation of theft from its $34
billion annual budget. Lewis said
nearly all of the money and prop-
erty had been recovered, but
z:zﬁons about past thefts and

cial missteps resurfaced.

The department has had trouble
clearing its audits, according to
the General Accounting Office,
the investigative arm of Congress,
which by law reviews the books
of more than 20 federal agencies.

On Wednesday, a Senate panel
considers the rare action of forc-
ing a GAO audit of the federal
agency; House lawmakers
approved a bill in June.

Usually, auditors are asked by
individual lawmakers to examine
agency finances, said GAO
spokesman Jeff Nelligan.

Education Department officials
said Tuesday they’'ve address the
troubles by reviewing its new
computer systems and increasing
employee scrutiny, among other
actions.

Recalling recent incidents —
including a $1 million employee

| theft ring uncovered in March,

$77 million in loans forgiven for
falsely claimed deaths or disabili-
ties, more than $150 million in
grants paid twice to the same win-
ners — lawmakers asked when it
all end, and what has it all cost
taxpayers.

“You should know the answer
to that,” countered Rep. Charlie
Norwood, R-Ga.

The panel’s top Democrat, Rep.
Tim Roemer, D-Ind., praised
d nt efforts, but cautioned
officials over the effect of the scan-
dals: “I don’t want things to take
place in Washington or elsewhere
that somehow erode taxpayer
confidence in the public educa-
tion system. .

In a civil action filed in July, the
Justice De nt alle, that
$1.9 million intended for two
South Dakota school districts was
diverted on March 31 into two
bank accounts in Upper
Marlboro, Md. Somehow the dis-
tricts’ correct bank account num-
bers were substituted on a direct-
d;egosit form submitted to agency
officials and entered into the
department’s electronic payment
system, said the Justice complaint.

The Justice Department filing

says the money placed into those
two accounts was used to draw
cashier’s checks to pay $46,900 for
a Cadillac Escalade, more than
$50,000 for a Lincoln Navigator
and $135,000 for the building in
Maryland. The document says the
rest was diverted into other bank
accounts. No criminal charges
have been filed in case yet, said
Channing Phillips, spokesman for
the US. attorney’s office in the
District of Columbia. He declined
to elaborate.

“We didn’t have to empty the
Eop machines to make J)aymll,

ut it came close,” said Chris
Anderson, superintendent of the
600-student Bennett County
Schools system in Martin, S.D.,
which along with Wagner
Community Echools in Wagner,
S.D., was left waiting a month for
its funds.
