D angers to  Children
Recent newspaper accounts 

o f accidents to children play­
ing in the streets by passing 
automobiles, brings more for­
cibly to one’s mind the danger 
of allowing children to play in 
the streets or even on the side­
walks near a street where 
there is much traffic. Parents 
are to blame in many in­
stances for the accidents to 
small children. They should 
realize the great danger to 
which their children are expos­
ed by being allowed to play 
where motor cars are constan 
tly passing.

The average motorist is not 
looking for children to run 
over, and most of them will 
go to any extreme rather than 
be responsible for taking a 
human life. But it is not al­
ways the fault o f the driver. 
Small children become so ac­
customed to the passing of 
cars and to the dodgfng of 
them, that they take chances 
which older persons w pjld not 
take. Sometimes it is not in 
the power of the driver to stop 
in time, and the result is tra­
gedy.

In some instances there is 
andther danger o f allowing 
children to play on the streets. 
They are promiscuous in their 
associations with other chil­
dren and become impudent 
toward the occupants o f pass­
ing cars, sometimes even going 

,80 far as to throw stones or 
other missiles at the' cars. 
The law-abiding citizen has a 
right to resent such actions, 
and should report them to the 
proper authorities. Here 
again, the parents are to 
blame. Perhaps parents think 
their own children would not 
be guilty of such deeds, but 
how can they be sure when 
their children are running the 
streets with others who have 
had little or no home train­
ing. The street is the place 
for their children to learn 
thmese things as well as other 
vicious ideas.

The safe thing, both from 
the standpoint o f safety and 
morals, is to keep children off
the streets.— Columbia Mis­
sourian.

Meanwhile, they 
hatfe been put on a more or 
less equal footing on both the 
Republican and Democratic 
national committees with one 
woman member for every man 
member, given vice-chairman­
ships and had special jobs 
created for them to encourage 
them to round up their sisters 
under the party standard.

The candidates never 
neglect to make soulful ap­
peals to American womanhood 
and the party platforms con­
tinue to felicitate all concern­
ed on the, fact that the sexes 
now have equal rights. Many 
earnest gals go out and work 
their heads off in every state 
for one slate of candidates or 
the other. Isn’t it wonderful 
the way women are playing a 
bigger and bigger part in na­
tional affairs?

counted and all the male poli­
ticians prepare to line up for 
places, the ladies generally are 
taken for a sleigh rjgje and 
dumped into a deep snowbank. 
If a single one happens to get

Ex­
cept for the^e women and per­
haps a few holding minor posi­
tions the plums o f the national 
patronage orchard appear to 
be regarded as forbidden fruit 
for their sex.

One hears vague rumors 
that Smtih or Hoover would 
appoint the first woman cabi­
net member, but they’re quite 
unsubstantiated > After look­
ing over the roster o f the exe­
cutive departments as now 
constituted, one almost won­
ders how the government gets 
along with so few women.

The president’s three secre­
taries and his executive clerk 
are all men. Owing to the tra­
dition of feminine tact and 
diplomacy one might expect 
to find a few women in State 
Department jobs, but o f about 
60 such jobs considered impor­
tant enough to list in the Con­
gressional Directory one finds 
only two women to be among 
20 or more assistants to the 
solicitor.

So many women these days 
handle the family budget that 
there ought to be a few in the 
Treasury Department, but 
there aren't. Clerks and 
stenographers, o f course, as in 
all the departments, but we’re 
not thinking o f those. Of 115 
administrative or executive 
jobs listed for the Treasury 
and its numerous subsidiary 
bureaus —  internal revenue, 
customs, budget, public health 
and so on— we find that Mrs. 
Brownie Kerr is chief clerk of 
the Budget Bureau and that 
Mary M. O’Reilly is assistant 
director of the Bureau o f the 
Mint.

An Easy Question
One o f the easiest questions 

to answer is that which thou-j 
sands of young people are ask­
ing themselves these days as 
the new school term nears.
