AUSTIN, Aug. 25,—New enterprises
ganized n Texas during July werc
those in June and In July a
year ago, according to Bervard Nich-
ols, assistant in charge of index num-
bers in the Bureau of Business Re-
search at the University of Texas

“During ‘he month 214 corporation:
received charters from the Secretary
of State,” ne said. “This compared to
205 in June and 195 in July, 1927. How-
ever, most of the companies were
small; in Iact, a number were capital-
ized at only $1,000. Total capitaliza-
tion of the 214 corporations amounted
to but $9,085,000, against $102997,000
in June and $58314,000 in July las!
year. Two building and loan associa-
tions were capitalized at $1,000,000 each
and a third at $4,000000. Thirty-eight
companies increased their capitalization
by $10,557,000, and permits were grant-
ed to 45 outlside corporations to oper-
ate in the State.

“Bight oll companies were Organ-
ized, the same a5 in June, and public
service corporations declined from 0 in
June to § in July. Twenty manufactur-
ing ecomecerns were chartered, against
15 In June and 10 financial institu-
tions were organized. New real estate
firms decreased from 36 in June to 1f
in July, while the general list shows ¢
sharp decrease.
