The influenza scare was circu-
lating over this part of the Pan-
handle today, but no more persons
were ilL of the disease than usual,
local physicians reported.

Pampa doctors admitted that the
disease which has assumed epidemic
proportions in large cities, including
Denver, may “be on its way,” but
that the dread type of influenza
which ravaged the nation’s popula-
tion and military camps in 1918 has
not shown up here except in one
instance—this morning a man was
brought from a nearby community

|to a local hospital suffering from

the harrowing 1918 type of influ-
enza.

Other cases of influenza are mild.
Doctors also reported that bad colds

were no more numerous than usual. |
Physicians urged residents to build |

up their resistance and keep it.

DALLAS, Jan. 6 (#)—Influenza
was prevalent in Texas today but
health authorities said the danger-
ous disease had not reached epi-

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6 (#) —
President Roosevelt summoned the
courts today to do their part “in
.making democracy successful.
within the framework of the con-
stitution at a time when militarism
has leapt forward” abroad.

Addressing a joint session of con-
gress from the speaker's dias in the
House chamber, the President said:

“The vital need is not alteration
of our fundamental law, but an in-
creasingly enlightened view with ref-
erence to it ....

“We do not ask the courts to call
non-existent powers into being, but
we have a right to expect that con-
ceded powers or those legitimately
implied shall be made effective in-
struments for the common good.

Problems Still Here

“The process of our democracy
must not be imperiled by the denial
of essential powers of free govern-
ment.”

Before. the heavily democratic
Congress, the chief executive assert-
ed that “the broad objectives” of
NRA were “sound.,” adding:

“The statute of NRA has been out.
lawed. The problems have not. They
are still with us.”

There's a double secret for suc-
cess in any job—hard work and
tact.

A nice appearance . . . liking the
people you work with—even if it's
an effort at first . . , a pleasant
attitude . . . all these factors play
their parts. But the most important
thing is to do your job , at
the same time, be col of

others.
There are five “do’s’ td' the em-

te

‘| ploye who is eager to make the most

of her job. They are:

(1) Work hard. But try to or-
ganize your job so that you will
follow a reasonable routine. How-
ever, if odds and ends to
accumulate dont let them slide from
day to day. Clean them up.

(2) Attend to your own. part of
the job. Don't subject others to
your opinion too frequently. And
don't betray department or office
secrets, X

(3) Study your superior and the
others with whom you work, and use
a little tact when you're dealing
with them. Remember that .ou are
part of a whole and you're expected
to keep your section of the machin-
ery running smoothly. The best
way to do that is to “click” with
your partners in work.

(4) Refrain from interrupting the
office routine of those about you.
And don't allow them to confuse
your routine with dozens of side
issues.

(5) Keep yourself well-groomed.
(A powder puff can make or break
you. Take plenty of time using it
when you dress in the morning—so
continuous reapplications won't have
to be made during the day.)

For the employer who's anxious
to get the best results out of those
who work for him there are also
five do’s:

(1) Insist on good work—and,
when you get it don’'t be afraid to
say $o.

(2) When you promise or threaten
to do something, do it.

(3)" Practice a little consideration
for your employes. Put yourself out
once in a while. It will pay you in
the long run. g

(4) Exercise your sense of humor,
A good latgh from you every now
and then will do more to relieve the
tension than you know.

(5) Set a good example of polite-
fiess in your dealings with outsiders,
remembering that your employes are
apt to follow sult when you're out
of the office.

The court declined to accept the
state’s view that the term “gam-
bling,” prohibited by the penal code,
should be given a general meaning
to include betting on anything in-
volving an element of chance and
should not be confined to matters
specifically banned by law. It stated
the Court of Criminal Appeals, last
arbiter in criminal law, had reas-
oned differently.

Valencia Protests
To League Against
Italy, Germany

GENEVA, Jan. 6 (#—The Span-
ish Valencia government lodged a
double protest with the League of
Nations today against alleged vio-
lation of her sovereignty by Italy
and Germany.

The government asked league ac-
tion on the German fleet's seizure
of Spanish merchant ships and the
sending of additional Italian volun-
teers to aid the Spanish insurgent
attack on Madrid.

Officials immediately set league
machinery in motion to act on the
protest and announced the note
would be delivered to all member
nations and the text published this
afternoon.

The Spanish protest thrust a new
complication into international ef-
forts to keep the Spanish civil war
confined to the peninsula.

The Valencia authorities enumer-
ated the seizure of two Spanish
freighters by German warships and
the continued flow of volunteers to
Spain to aid fascist insurgents.

The capture of the steamers was
labelled a violation of international
law by the Spanish government and
the fresh sending of volunteers was
protested as a violation of the Lon-
don non-intervention agreement.

war material to Mexico,

The shipments were stopped by
Federal agenty at San Antonio and

munitions’ destination.

Dineley, hurrying from San Fran-
sico, admitted he shipped the muni-
tions. He said they were intended for |
Gen. Saturnino Cedillo and were |
to be used to arm auxiliary military
forces in the state of San Luis Po-
tosi.

General Cedillo, in political con-
trol of S8an Luis Potosi and a pow-
erful figure in Mexican affairs, in-
dignantly denied the munitions were
consigned to him.

From them
came a statement the arms, consist-
ing largely of field gun and rifle
ammunition, a few machine guns, |
two field guns and various other
equipment, were intended for Cuban
revolutionists.

Among “far-reaching problems”
needing solution, the President in-
cluded:

A housing “menace” of habitations
failing “to provide the physical
benefits of ‘modern civilization.”

Aid for tenant farmers to become
self-supporting;

Improvement and broadening of the
social security system;

Unemployment. ;

The President said he would dis-
cuss unemployment with , Congress
later, adding:

“The brbader task of preventing
unemployment is a matter of long
range evolutionary policy. To that
we must continue to give our best
thought and effort.

“We cannot assume that immedi-
ate industrial and commercial ac-
tivity ‘which mitigates present pres-
sure justifies the national govern-
ment at this time in placing the un-
employment problem in a filing cab-
inet of finished business.

“Fluctuations in employment are
tied to all other wasteful fluctuations
in our mechanism of production and
distribution.”

Mr. Roosevelt termed over pro-
duction, under production and specu-
lation the “three evil sisters who dis-
till the troubles of unsound infla-
tion and disastrous deflation,” add-
ing:

“It is to the interest of the nation
to have government help private en-
terprise to gain sound general price
levels and to protect those levels
from wide perilous fluctuations.”

Attempted Too Much
In a brief discussion of NRA, the

President said its difficulties arose
“from the fact that we tried to do
too much.”

“For example,” he sald, “it was

unwise to expect the same agency to
regulate the length of working hours,
minimum wages, child labor and col-
lective bargaining on the one hand
and the complieated questions of un-
fair trade practices and business
control on the other.”
» Federal laws were needed, he add-
ed, to supplement state laws to pro-
vide “decent conditions and ade-
quate pay for labor” and a just re-
turn for .agriculture.

Asserting the world war had set
up many oligarchies. in place of
democracies, he said: “In oligarchies
militarism has leaped forward, while
in those nations which have retained
democracy, militarism has waned.”

The President said the inter-Am-
erican peace conference which he
opened last month at Buenos Aires

“Your task and mine,” the Presi-
dent concluded, “is not ending with
the end of the depression. The peo-
ple of the United States have made
it clear that they expect us to con-
tinue our active efforts in behalf of
their peaceful advancement.”

A. The Rio Grande had already
been definitely aceepted as the Texas
Mexico boundary in the pence treaty
of Feb, 2, 1848, between tl.e United
States and Mexico, sighied at Guada-
luue Hidalgo near Mexico City.

Q. What was Vice-President de
Zavalla's record prior to the Texas
revolution.? R. F. M.

A. He was born in Merida, Yuca-
tan, in 1781, where he was educated
and served as secretary of city
council, physician, deputy to Cor-
tez, deputy of congress of Mexico,
senator. He also served as governor
of the state of Mexico, minister of
finance, president of the general
congress, and of the senate and min-
ister to France, a position he re-
signed in 1835, to come to Texas.

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TWO LICENSES - ISSUED
TO EXPORT PLANES,
MUNITIONS

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6 (AP)

Congress raced today to block the
shipment of more than $7,000,000
of munitions to the Spanish loyal-
ist governement.
Granting a second license for the
exportation of planes and other
equipment caused Chairman Pitt-
man ,D., Iev.), to call the Senate
foreign relations committee into
session this afternoon to consider
an emergency embargo against mu-
nitions for either side in Spain’s
civil war.

He hoped to get swift approval
of the resolution and put it thru
the Senate tomorrow so the House
can act by the end of the week.

Even' with this unprecedented
parliamentary haste it looked as if
Congress might win only a draw in
its race to maintain neutrality in
the Spanish crisis.

Robert Cuse, whose license to
export $2,770,000 of airpllanes and
engines inspired the legislative drive,
loaded part of his shipment on a
Spanish vessel in New York har-
bor. The work was halted late last
night, but if the should should de-
part before the resolution is passed,
Congress could do nothing about it.

The state department last night
reluctantly gave the second license
to Richard L. Dineley of San Fran-
cisco for a $4,507,000 shipment of
planes, rifles, machines guns and
ammunition.

Dineley said his entire contract
called for about $9,000,000 worth of
goods, including gas masks.

“What right does anyone have
to call me unpatriotic?” he asked.
“We got this business away from
foreign nations into this country
where there is need for it.”

Dineley declared his company was
a “dummy” for several munitions
firms, but added it has no con~
nection with Cuse.

Pittman forecast the embargo
measure would be rushed through
both houses without debate but
there were evidences he was some-
what too optimistic.

ARMS EMBARGO
ACT IS PUSHED
AT WASHINGTON

Neutrality Task Will
; -Carry Into
Week-End

WASHINGTON, Jan. 6 (#)—Con-
gress pushed action today on a
Spanish arms embargo but turned
aside first to hear an optimistic re-
port by President Roosevelt on the
state of the union.

Differences over spending, mone-
tary and other policies were for-
gotten in a general desire to speed
the ban after the state department
reluctantly issued two permits to ex-
port $7,284,000 in munitions to bleed-
ing Spain,

Since the neutrality task will carry
into the week end, the democratic
majorities gave enthusiasm the as-
cendancy for a final, ceremonious
celebration of the November land-
slide.

The counting of the. electoral vote
before the Senate and House in
joint session at noon central stan-
dard time provided the opportunity.

While carpenters hammered away
from the capitol to the White House
on stands for the inauguration Jan-
uary 20, the formal ballots told the
well known story—523 to 8 for
Roosevelt and Garner.

The President chose to make the
message one of the shortest on rec-
ord, leaving his detailed program to
the budget message later in the week’
the inaugural address and periodic
recommendations thereafter..

His appearance at 1 p. m. central
standard time—the sixth time he has
addressed Congress—marked a tran-
sition from his first -to his second
administrations, with the message
both reviewing the last year and
looking ahead to the next.
