Schlewit/ said another inmate, "we called him 
the 'unit artist' -  he had paintings everywhere," has 
lived a successful life after becoming involved in 
the faith-based programs at the prison.

"He was a sincem man. I think he was a Christiaii 
Ix'foPL' he came to the prison," the chaplain said.

The man has married and has Ixvn out of prison 
for six years, he said, adding that the couple are 
now part of a prison marriage seminar team.

Man going ‘home’ in exchange 
for pinpointing locations of bodies

BANGOR, Maine (AP) — 
Texas inmate James Rodney 
Hicks, who has now confessed 
to killing three Maine women, 
was on his way back to Maine 
late Sunday as part of a deal that 
would let him serve his time in a 
prison setting closer to his home.

Hicks and the three state 
police detectives who traveled to 
Lubbock, Texas, to escort him 
landed in New Hampshire at 
Manchester Airport on Sunday 
night and headed back to Maine 
by car. They were expected to 
arrive at the Penobscot County 
Jail early Monday morning, said 
Stephen McCausland,
spokesman for the Maine 
Department of Public Safety.

Hicks has told authorities in

Texas that he would tell police 
how the Maine women died and 
where their bodies are if he 
could serve his ptjson time in 
Maine, where he was born and 
grew up, and where his relatives 
live.

A little over a week ago, the 
48-year-old Hicks pleaded guilty 
to aggravated assault for hold­
ing a gun to a woman's head in 

-April in a small town outside 
Lubbock, Texas, making her 
write a check for $1,250, sign 
over the title to her car and then 
write a suicide note.

Hicks planned to drug and 
drown the elderly woman and 
make it look like a suicide, but 
she escaped. Now, Hicks is fac­
ing a 55-year sentence for aggra­

vated robbeiy in Texas.
Hicks is due in court Tuesday 

to be charged with the murder of 
Lynn Willette, who lived and 
worked with Hicks. before she 
disappeared in 1996.

Authorities anticipate that 
Hicks will also eventually be 
charged with killing Jerilynn 
Towers, who disappeared after 
meeting Hicks in a Newport bar 
18 years ago.

Hicks already served six years 
in Maine for killing his first wife, 
Jennie Hicks, who disappeared 
in Carmel in 1977. He was 
charged with the equivalent of 
manslaughter for her death. He 
maintained his innocence, in 
part because his wife's body was 
never found.

But he also alluded to the conflict that comes 
from such growth, especially in S<dt Lake City, 
where residents have protested the church's new 
park on what used to be a block of Main Street.

The two-acre plaza opened Saturday with little 
fanfare from the church and with protests from 
environmentalists, gay residents and animal-rights 
activists.

The park been at the center of debate since the 
dty sold the stretch of road to the church for $8.1 
naillion in 1998. Since the property is now church- 
owned, church officials have said they won't allow 
"offensive, indecent, obscene, vulgar, lewd or dis­
orderly speech, dress or conduct" or smoking, sun­
bathing or loud stereos, and proselytizing will be 
allowed only by Mormons.

The American Civil Liberties Union has sued, 
claiming the restrictions placed on the area violate 
the public's free-speech rights.

On Sunday, at the church's 170th Semi-Annual 
General Conference, Hinckley mentioned the park 
for the first time since it opened.

"May the desire of the p>eople of thy church to 
improve and beautify this area re appreciated by all 
who pass this way," he said.

Hinckley, who is considered a living prophet by 
members of The Church of Jesus Christ or Latter- 
day Saints, édso asked that the church be "hos­
pitable and gracious" to residents and visitors.

"May we maintain the standards and practices 
for which we are known and accord to others the 
privilege of worshipping who, where, or what they 
may," he said.

To that end, church security officers remained 
hands-off this weekend, allowing protesters to 
smoke, hand out leaflets and engage in other acts 
that might later be considered "offensive behavior" 
banned by the plaza's written rules.

"We're going to continue to use public property

as proud citizens of Salt Lake City," Jana Dickson 
said after kissing her girlfriend, Gena Edvalson. 
"We pay taxes."

Starting Monday, said church spokeswoman Kim 
Farah, the church rules will apply.

Hinckley devoted much of his talk to the church's 
recent accomplishments, including changing Ricks 
College in Idaho from a two-year to a four-year 
institution that will be called Brigham Young 
University-ldaho, and dedicating the church's 
100th temple, in Boston.

The 90-year-old church leader recalled Salt Lake 
City's centennitd celebration in 1947, when the 
church had 1 nuUion members, half of them living 
in Utah.

"To think that today we have a membership of 11 
million is a tremendous and wonderful thing that 
brings with it the promise of the future," Hinckley 
told Sunday's audience of 30,700.

Other church leaders reminded attendees of the 
importance of keeping the Sabbath, repentance and 
missionary work, which brought in 300,000 new 
converts last year, and warned young people 
against body piercing, pornography, premarital sex 
and same-sex relationsnips.

On Friday, Mormon parents of gay children 
demanded that church leaders stop distributing 
decades-old pamphlets they say condemn their off­
spring as "latter-day lepers."

"We feel and understand why some feel we reject 
them. That is not true," said Elder Boyd K  Packer, 
acting president of the Quorum of the Twelve 
Apostles, the ruling body of the church. He said the 
church only rejects "immoral behavior," and even 
those who feel "trapped" on a certain path can 
resist temptation or repent and change.

"We did not make the rules; they were revealed 
as commandments," he said. "We did not cause nor 
can we prevent the consequences if you disobey 
moral laws."

Gore stepped up his assault on Bush, dispatching running mate 
Joseph Lieberman to Texas for a "failed leadership tour" later this 
week bashing Bush's record as governor.

That's part of a coordinated assault, in which surrogates will be 
sent to battleground states sounding the same theme. Democratic 
National Committee officials said they also will step up advertising 
criticizing Bush on environmental, health and gun-control issues, 
where they see him as vulnerable.

In addition. Democrats are launching a new assault on Bush's 
sometimes-jumbled campaign rhetoric by issuing daily "Bush bloop­
ers."

Campaign officials said a portion of the campaign's Web site will be 
devoted to attacking Bush for those flubs, and the DNC will launch a 
"Bush light" campaign designed to raise questions about his intellec­
tual capacity.

Lieberman will be sent to Texas after Wednesday s debate in 
Wmston-Salem, N.C., second in a series of three presidential face-offs.

Bush and his aides have made much of what they see as Gore's ten­
dency to exaggerate on his accomplishments, which they argue raise 
questions about his credibility. The new Gore offensive is designed to 
blunt Bush's attack.

"The vice president has consistently and repeatedly made up 
exaggerated, embellished facts,B u sh  spokeswoman Karenth in«,

H u ^ es said on "Fox News Sunday.'
Gore campaign spokesman Chris Lehane denied that the vice pres­

on the public policy issues," Lehane said. He said the timing was 
designed to sharpen differences between Gore and Bush in the cam­
paign's final month, when many voters tune in for the first time.

"It's been our assumption that this will be a time period when peo­
ple are paying particularly close attenhon to the race, and someone's 
record as governor is a great indicator of what type of choices they 
would mai^ as president," Lehane said.

He said health, environmental and gun-control issues were picked 
because Bush is vulnerable. The gun issue centers on a Texas law
granting permits for concealed weapons and revelations last week 
that hundreds of convicted criminals and people with mental prob-

lems were able to obtain those permits.
Democrats argue that Republican charges about exaggeration come 

because he offers few new ideas.
"What you have ... is a Republican campaign that is out of gas and 

out of ideas," said Gore adviser Paul Begala.
The Bush campaign rejected the Democrats' approach.
"I tliink this is a hastily arranged strategy as a transparent effort to 

shift the focus away from the sustained criticism of A1 Gore's pattern 
of making up facts," said Bush spokesman Dan Bartlett.

A new USA Today-CNN-Gallup tracking poll published Monday 
had good news for the Bush camp. The telephone survey conducted 
Thursday through Saturday found the Texas governor moving ahead 
of Gore, 49 percent to 41 percent; Gore had led by as much as 11 per­
centage points last week. The new poll surveyed 769 likely voters and 
had a reported margin of error of 4 percentage points, plus or minus.

Lieberman, meanwhile, urged a focus on issues. "This nonsense is 
not what the campaign ought to be all about," the Democratic vice 
presidential candidate said.

Bush and Gore were leaving the field to their strategists and aides, 
but Gore said he wanted to focus attention on education before and 
during the debate.

Dr. Joe Chorley, a sports medi­
v icine specialist at Baylor College 

of Medicine in Houston, said it's 
not surprising to see older ath­
letes holding their own against 
the younger generation.

'As opposed to the early '70s 
and '80s, elite athletes are better
conditioned," Chorley said.ey
"When they're not playing a 
sport, they're either cross train­
ing, strength training or doing
some type of aerobic activity."

longer could learn from the 
"old" pros. He recommends the 
following:

—Eat properly. Athletes 
should pay attention to proper 
nutrition and drink liquids to 
replace glycogen stores after 
exercise.

—Avoid the "weekend war­
rior" mentality. Athletes should 
pursue a dally fitness regimen, 
rather than squeezing a week's 
worth of exercise into two days.

—Do strength training. An 
active weight lifting routine will
make athletes stronger and, in 
most cases, improve their athlet­
ic performance.

— Listen to the body. If an 
injury occurs, allow the body to 
heal. While resting the injured 
body part, cross train to maintain 
fitness. Remember, misuse is 
worse than disuse.

— Pick a sport you enjoy. 
Perhaps the primary reason 
older athletes last so long is they 
enjoy what they do. It drives 
them to work hard and, over the 
course of time, keeps them moti­
vated.

"You're seeing more elite ath­
letes having longer careers," 
Chorley said! Recreational ath­
letes can do the same if they take 
care of their bodies and follow 
some sound advice."

HOUSTON — Hamstring 
injuries are something that evbn 
the world's fastest men can't out­
run.

American sprinter Michael 
Johnson found out firsthand at 
the recent U.S. Olympic Trials 
when he came up lame in the 
200-meter finals, failing to quali­
fy in that race for the Sununer 
Olympic Games in Austrcilia.

Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston is a private, indepien- 
dent, nonsectarian, nonprofit 
instiiution.

Dr. Chcules Kevorkian, a spe­
cialist in physical medicine and 
rehabilitation at Baylor Collegi' 
of Medicine in Houston, said 
that athletes with hamstring 
injuries should take it easy.

Study questions survival benefit of mammography

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
competent physical exam for 
women over the age of 50 may be 
as effective in reducing the risk of 
breast cancer death as an annu<d 
screening that includes a mam- 
moCTam, a new study suggests.

The study, published in the 
Journal of the National Cancer 
Institute, suggests that women 
who are unable or unwilling to 
get. mammograms can protect 
themselves equally well from 
breast cancer death by getting 
thorough annuctl physical breast 
examinations, said Dr. Cornelia J. 
Baines of the University of 
Toronto.

Some cancer experts disputed 
the results of the study, saying 
that worldwide research has

The National Cancer Institute recommends 
that women over 40 get a mammogram 
exam "every one to two years, ” said Dr. 

Daniel C. Sullivan, head o f the biomedical imag­
ing program at the institute.

shown that regular mammo­
grams, as recommended by 
many U.S. hecilth organizations, 
are an essential part breast cancer 
survival.

Baines said she is not suggest­
ing women should stop mammo- 
gr<ims because they clearly can 
reduce cancer deaths.

However, she said, "if you hap­
pen to be among those women 
who can't afford mammography 
or don't like it and the pain and

tenderness associated with it, go 
get a good clinical breast cancer 
and you will be protecting your­
self against breast cancer death."

Dr. Robert A. Smith, director of 
cancer screening at the American 
Cancer Society, disputed the con­
clusion, noting that of seven sim­
ilar studies in Europe and North 
America, the Toronto study is the 
only one to not show a clear sur­
vival advantage for mammogra­
phy.

Senior fitness ciass reveáis ways 
to keep oider brains in shape

DENVER (AP) — The students in Bonnie 
Fuller's fitness class sit in highback leather chairs 
with their arms folded in their laps. Listening to 
Bach.

Their eyes close as the teacher asks them to 
imagine walking past an orchard and eating a 
peach on a sunny day. The baroque music is 60 
beats per minute, the same pattern as alpha 
waves in the brain that are thought by some to be 
its optimal leanung state.

Fuller wants the students, in their 60s an̂ d 70s, 
to sharpen their senses, the brain's main source of 
information, since they can become less keen with 
age.

The senses are one way her class, Ccdled "Grow 
Dendrites Forever," tries to help older people 
keep their brains in shape. Students are taught to 
constantly try new things — cooking with curry, 
for instance —  so their brain cells can grow.

"You need to learn something new," Fuller said. 
"Learn how to play the harmonica, learn how to 
square dance, learn how to speak Spanish."

By setting aside 20 minutes each day for 
stretching their brains, students are taught they 
can promote the growth of dendrites, which help 
brain cells communicate, and help maintain long 
and short term memory.

Everything in the class is tailored to stimulate 
the brain. The covers of the workbooks are yel­
low, the most complex color, and Fuller encour­
ages students to doodle in them with colored 
markers.

Students introduce themselves by using their name 
in an ciUiterative sentence describing their brains.

"My name is Wanda and my brain is wacky, 
wandering and wonderful," said 69-year-old stu­
dent Wanda Adams of Thornton, who is always 
trying new things, most recently learning to play 
the piano.

Studies on animals also have shown the brain is 
not a hard-wired machine that stops growing 
early in life but that it can continue to change and 
develop.

Bill Thies, vice president for medical and scien­
tific affairs for the Alzheimer's Association, said 
there still is not enough proof showing how 
growing more dendrites affects people's behav­
ior.

Marian Diamond, an integrative biology pro­
fessor at the University of California-Berkeley, 
has found that rats grow more dendrites when 
they have lots of toys and other rats to play with.

She thinks the same principle applies to 
humans.

"It's true with nerve cells, muscles and brains. 
They get bored. With the same thing always com­
ing in they don't respond," said Diamond.

She said the value of growing dendrites can be 
seen in an ongoing study of the brains of an order 
of Minnesota nuns who kept mentally active 
throughout their lives. Those nuns found to have 
Alzheimer's disease upon their death did not 
exhibit symptoms while they were alive because 
there were plenty of dendrites to make up for the 
ones attacked by the disease.

Robert Friedland, a neurology professor at 
Cleveland's Case Western Reserve University, is 
not sure how much doing brain exercises later in 
life can help people prevent Alzheimer's.

"1 think it's fine and it's good for these people 
to be active. But what's important is what they do 
over the many decades of their lives," he said.

Friedland has found that people who are more 
physically and mentally active throughout their 
lives are three times less likely to get Alzheimer's.

"The brain is an organ just like any other in the 
body that ages in regard to how it's used," he said.

Although there are no studies showing what

effect these exercises have on human brains, 
research on animals shows that it is possible to 
grow dendrites, the branches of brain cells that 
receive messages from other brain cells, by keep­
ing the brain active.

Aggressive treatment urged for diabetics v.'ith high blood pressure
CHICAGO (AP) — The 

National Kidney Foundation is 
urging more aggressive treat­
ment of diabetics with high blood 
pressure.

Blood pressure in such patients 
should be no higher than 130
over 80, the foundation Stiid. The 
current standard is under 130 
over 85.

Most of the more than 11 mil­
lion Americans with both dia­
betes and high blood presssure 
will need to take at least two 
drugs to reach the lower target 
rate, according to the foundation. 
The foundation also recommend­

ed that treatment start with an 
ACE inhibitor, a common type of 
medication.

The guidelines, published in 
SeptemTCr's American Journal of 
Kidney Diseases, are based on 
recent research suggesting that 
diabetics who have high blood 
pressure with a diastolic reading 
— the bottom number — of 
around 80 have fewer cardiovas­
cular complications and less kid­
ney failure.

Diabetics are more vulnerable 
to heart attacks and life-threaten-
ing kidney failure.

Are fitness videos worth 
watching?

HOUSTON — Celebrity fit­
ness videos might be hot sellers, 
but are these celebrities really 
experts in fitness?

"It stands out as being the only 
trial that at its conclusion the 
groups that received mammogra­
phy had higher rates of advanced 
breast cancer than the groups not 
offered mammography," said 
Smith. " I he problems with the 
Canadian study are well 
known."

He said there are unresolved 
questions about the way patients 
were selected and about the qual­
ity of the X-ray mammography 
techniques used.

Smith said that the American 
Cancer Society will continue to 
recommend that women over the 
age of 40 get annual mammogra­
phy examinations. I he American 
Medical Association has 
endorsed this recommendation.

The National Cancer Institute 
recommends that women over 40 
get a mammogram exam "every 
one to two years," said Dr. Daniel 
C. Sullivan, head ot the biomed­
ical imaging program at the insti­
tute. *

Both Smith and Sullivan said 
that the advantage of mammog­
raphy is that it spots smaller 
tumors, which means disease is 
detected earlier.

Sullivan said that earlier detec­
tion with mammography may 
mean that the cancer can be treat­
ed with less radical therapy, such 
as a small incision to remove a 
lump, followed by radiation. 
Larger tumors must be treated by 
mastectomy, removal of the 
whole breast, followed by 
chemotherapy or radiation.

Baines agreed that tumors 
detected by physical examination 
alone were larger than those 
found by mammography.

"But, in terms of avoiding 
death by breast cancer," she said, 
"it doesn't seem to have added 
any benefit to have the mammo- 
graph detecting earlier cancer."

In the Toronto study,'39,405

women volunteers, aged 50 to 59, 
were divided into two groups — 
one that periodically received 
both mammography and careful 
physical examinations, and a sec­
ond group that received physical 
examinations only. Both groups 
were given training in bn*ast self 
examination, or BSE, but Baines 
said it is not clear it this played a 
role in the results. Ihe patients 
were enrolled between 1980 and 
1985 and followed for an average 
of 13 years

The initial screening found 267 
invasive (spreading) breast can­
cers in the mammography group 
and 148 in the physical-exam 
only group.

By the end ot 1993, the ditterent 
screening techniques had detect­
ed about an equal amount ot can­
cer. I here were 622 invasive 
tumors and 71 in-place tumors in 
the mammography group, and 
610 invasive tumors and 16 in- 
place tumors m the physical 
exam-only group.

The number of breast cancer 
deaths also was nearly equal: 107 
for the mammography group 
and 105 deaths in the other 
group.

I he bottom line, said Baines, is 
that " th e , addition of annual 
mammography screening to 
physical examination has no 
impact on breast cancer sur­
vival."

Baines, however, noted that all 
the patients in the study received 
highly competent physical breast 
examinations. Other studies have 
shown that "a lot of work has to 
be done to improve the compe­
tence of the breast physical 
exams that are now being done," 
she said.

OAKLAND, C alif. (AP) — Too 

old. No offense Unreliable 
bullpt'n. The New York Yankees 
had heard the taunts and a*ad the 
headlines the. past two weeks.

ITien they went out arxl proved 
them all wrong, at least on the 
night that mattered most. And 
now they're back in the AL cham­
pionship series once again.

The Yankees, tired of being eulo­
gized as over-the-hill champions, 
broke out of their offensive malaise 
for a fuilf-inning and then barely 
held on to defeat the Oakland 
Athletics 7-5 in a decisive Game 5 
of their AL division series.

ITie Yankees, trying to become 
the first team to win three straight 
World Series titles since the 1972-74 
A's, wrapped up their series hours 
after the New York Mets completed 
their ouster of the San Francisco 
Giants in an NL division series.

"A lot of people were trying to 
say th<it our run was over, but 
you're not going to beat us that 
easily," IX'rek Jeter said. "We're 
still the champs until someone 
beats us."

Chuck Knoblauch's return to the 
lineup sparked a six-run first 
inning, and the maligned New 
York bullpen came through with 5 
1-3 scoreless innings, leading the 
Yankees to victory and complehng 
a Big Apple playoff sweep of the 
Bay Area.

Mike Stanton strobed through 
the Yankees' clubhouse minutes 
later, dripping with champagne 
and waving a bottle of bubbly in 
his left hand.

"Who said we're too old? We're 
just old enough!" yelled Stanton,

who got the win with two innings 
of scoreless relief.

After Mariano Rivera got Eric 
Chavez to loop a foul f>op to first 
baseman Tino Martirrez for the 
final out, the emohonally drained 
Yankees congratulated each other 
on the field and then headed 
quickly into their clubhouse for 
champagr>e showers.

There was a huge sense of relief 
for New York, esp>edally after two 
weeks of being written off as fallen 
champions.

'That's just playing in New 
York," Martinez said. "Obituaries 
are written every day if you have a 
bad day, so you just learn to not 
pay attention to it."

The Yankees, forced to fly across 
the country early Sunday morning 
to finish the series with the A's, 
headixl back to New York late 
Sunday night to prepare for 
Tuesday night's AL championship 
series opener against the Seattle 
Mariners.

The wild card Mariners were 6-4 
against the Yankees this year.

Yankees starter Andy Pettitte 
was pulled after 3 2-3 innings, but 
the New York bullpen picked him 
up. Playing for keep>s, n̂ wlliager Joe 
Torre even brought in Orlando 
Hernandez for his first pro relief 
appearance.

fcvera got the final five outs for 
his 16th postseason save, breaking 
the record he had shared with 
Dennis Eckersley since Friday 
night.

After ending the regular season 
with seven straight defeats, the 
Yankees were written off when 
they started this series with a loss

at Oakland. An embarrassing 11-1 
loss at home in Game 4 led to more 
condolences.

It took a half-inning, lasting 26 
minutes, to lift the gloom.

Knoblauch, back in his accus­
tomed leadoff spot after being 
benched for three games, had two 
sinp,!es, a stolen base, an RBI and a 
run scored in the inning. The big 
blow was a three-run double by 
Martinez off the center-field wall 
that Terrence Long broke in on.

Both teams had gotten to bed 
about 4 a m. — 13 hours before 
gametime — but the aging 
Yankees were buoyant and the 
youthful A's were wiping sleep 
from their eyes.

Oakland finally woke up in the 
second inning, getting Randy 
Velarde's two-run single. An RBI 
double by Chavez in the third 
pulled the A's within three runs.

Jones tosses one-hitter as Mets eliminate Giants from playoffs
NEW YORK (AP) — Bobby J. 

Jones validated the faith his man­
ager and teammates placed in him.

One year after being left out of 
the postseason and four months 
after a minor league demotion, 
Jones made a name for himself and 
carved out a place in playoff lore.

Jones threw the sixth complete- 
game one-hitter in postseason his­
tory Sunday as the New York Mets 
eliminated the San Francisco 
Giants with a 4-0 win in Game 4 of 
their NL division series.

"At that time I was not helping 
the ballclub," Jones said of his two- 
week trip to Friple-A Norfolk in 
June. "After experiencing the play­
offs last year and not being a part 
of il, I wanted to come back in the 
best shiipe and have a great year."

Jones limited the Giants to a 
clean, fifth-inning double by Jeff 
Kent as the wild card Mets won 
the final three games of the series 
to avoid a cross-country trip and a 
decisive Game 5 in San Francisco.

By pitching the first one-hit 
shutout in the postseason since 
Bo«;trm's Jim I.onborg beat St. 
Louis in the 1967 World Series, 
Jones gave New York two days off 
before opening the NLCS in St. 
IxTuis on Wednesday. The Mets 
were 6-3 against the Cardinals this

season.
The Giants (97-65), who finished 

with the best record in the majors, 
had their magical season end with 
a whimper, in part because Barry 
Bonds was a postseason bust 
again.

Bonds dropped to 0-5 in playoff 
series — three with Pittsburgh, 
two with the Giants — with a .1% 
batting average overall. Fittingly, 
the thiW-time MVP made the final 
out of the series, hitting a fly ball to 
center field that left him 3-for-17 
against the Mets.

Fireworks shot out from behind 
the center-field fence and the Mets 
shot out of their dugout to mob 
Jones on the infield. The Baha 
Men's "Who Let The Dogs Out" — 
the song that blared throughout 
Pacific Bell Park when San 
Francisco clinched the NL West — 
played as Bonds and the Giants 
glumly walked to the clubhouse.

"I'll keep trying," Bonds said.
After a few minutes, a leaping 

Lenny Harris led the Mets to a cel­
ebration in the clubhouse. Jones' 
teammates chanted his name as 
they doused each other with 
champagne.

"I'm so happy for Bobby Jones," 
Al l,eiter said. "I'm so proud of 
him. To go out and pitch the best 
game of his life and dismiss all the

critics who thought this was a bad 
decision ... He went out and nailed 
it."

Shea Stadium was still filled 
with electricity from Saturday 
night's 3-2 New York win in 13 
innings.

While the polls give fans a good idea of the best teams, it’s 
the Bowl Championship Series standings that determine 
who plays in the national title game.

As in: Will the real No. 1 team in 
the nation please stand up?

Florida State stood up for a week 
before losing to Miami 27-24 
Saturday, allowing Nebraska to 
return to the No. 1 seat after relin­
quishing it to the Seminóles.

The Comlijskers (5-0) have to 
be considered a shaky No. 1 at best 
after another less-than-overpower- 
ing win, 49-27 over Iowa State in 
which the Cyclones led by a point 
at halftime.

With just seven of 115 I-A teams 
unbeaten as the season approaches 
the midway point, there are others 
poised for a shot at No. 1, starting 
with Nebraska's Big 12 rivals: No. 
2 Karesas State (6-0) and No. 8 
Oklahoma (5-0). The Huskers s'ill 
have to play both.

K-State beat Kansas 52-13 and 
has outscored its firét six oppo­
nents by a combined 254-51; 
Oklahoma beat No. 25 Texas 63-14 
in the second-most lopsided out­
come in the 9.5-year history of the 
Red River Shootout.
• Virginia Tech (5-0), which 
played for the national title a year 
ago, remained No. 3 this week 
after a 35-13 win over Temple, 
with No. 5 Clemson (64)), No. 6 
Ohio State (5-0) and No 12 TCTJ

(5-0) the other undefeateds.
Several one-loss teams, led by 

No. 4 Miami, also have dead aim 
on No. 1. Others include Florida 
State, now No. 7, No. 9 (Oregon, 
No. 10 Florida and No. 11 
Washington.

Folks at Nebraska feel like this: 
"No doubt about it. If we're not 
No. 1, I don't know who is," 
Correll Buckhalter said after run­
ning for two TDs against Iowa 
State.

While the polls give fans a good 
idea of the best teams, it's the Bowl 
Championship Series standings 
that determine who plays in the 
national title game — this year in 
the Orange Bowl on Jan. 3.

Tigers nearly spoiled the 
Seminóles' perfect season before 
FSU prevailed 17-14. Florida State 
also plays Florida on Nov. 18.
Big East

Virginia Tech (5-0, 3-0) and 
Miami (4-1, 2-0) meet at the 
(Trange Bowl on Nov. 4, with not 
only the Big East title al stake, but 
also a shot at the national title 
game. Miami coach Butch Davis is 
0-5 against the Hokies. The 
Hurricanes lost to Washington on 
Sept. 9.
Big Ten

Ohio Stale (5-0, 2-0) is the Big 
Ten's lone unbeaten, although the 
Buckeyes are a half-game behind 
surprising No. 17 Northwestern 
(5-1, 3-0). The Wildcats and 
Buckeyes do not meet, but any­
thing can happen in this league 
where each of the other nine teams 
have at least two losses. Ohio State 
finishes against No. 18 Michigan 
on Nov. 18; Northwestern plays 
host to the Wolverines on Nov. 4.
Big 12

Nebraska (54), 2-0), Kansas State 
(6-0, 2-0) and Oklahoma (5-0, 2-0) 
still have to go head-to-head. The 
Sexmers visit the Wildcats on 
Saturday; the Huskers are at 
Oklahoma on Oct. 28, then travel 
to Kansas State on Nov. 11. After 
the Big 12 division champs are 
decided, two of these three teams 
likely will meet for the conference 
crown on Dec. 2.

Pac-10
The wacky Pac-10 ran out of 

unbeatens when Washington held 
off No. 23 Oregon State 33-30 late 
Saturday night. Two teams — No. 
22 Arizona (4-1, 2-0) and Oregon 
(4-1, 2-0) — are left unbeaten in 
league play. The Wildcats are at the 
Ducks on Oct. 21. Don't count out 
the Beavers (4-1, 1-1) or the 
Huskies (4-1,1-1) in the Rose Bowl 
race.
SEC

The SEC is out of unbeatens, too, 
after No. 15 Mississippi State's 17- 
10 victory over No. 19 Auburn on 
Saturday. The SEC East looks like 
it will be decided when Florida (5-
I ,  3-1) and No. 14 Georgia (4-1,2-1) 
play on Oct. 28 in Jack^nville, but 
don't forget about No. 24 South 
Carolina (5-1, 3-1). Lou Holtz's 
Gamecocks, who have beaten 
Georgia, play at Florida on Nov.
II. Tne SEC West is wide open 
with Auburn (5-1,3-1), Mississippi 
State (4-1, 2-1) and Mississippi (4- 
1, 2-1) leading the pack.

TCU, led ^  Fieisman Trophy 
hopeful LaDainian Tomlinson, 
remained unbeaten with a 41-21 
win over Hawaii, and has a clear 
path to an ll-O season. A weak 
schedule will hurt the Horned 
Frogs in the BCS standings and 
probably keep them out of the title 
game even if they are the only 
team left without a loss.

On Saturday:
— Another classic was staged at 

the Orar^e Bowl as Ken Dorsey 
threw a 13-yard TD pass to Jeremy 
Shockey with 46 seconds left and 
the Hurricanes survived when 
Matt Munyon missed a 49-yard 
field goal attempt on the game's 
final play.

"How much better a feeling can 
there be after all the losses, all the 
heartbreak?" linebacker Dan 
Morgan said as the Canes ended a 
five-game losing streak against the 
Seminóles. "This is the bœt feeling 
of my life."

Dorsey was 27-of-42 for 328 
yards and two TDs, while the 
Seminóles' Chris Weinke, playing 
with a protective plastic covering 
over his sore left ankle, was 29-of-

Fhe Huskers have 
now allowed each of their last 
three opponents to pass for more 
than 250 yards.

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Fifth victim’s remains found foiiowing jet crash
HARLINGEN, Texas (AP) — Rescue workers have recovered some 
remains of a fifth victim from an Aeromexico crash in which a jet slid 
off a runway along the Texas-Mexico border.

Officials have yet to identify the fifth p>erson, but the brother of one 
of the victims said it may be his 23-year-old nephew, who has been 
unaccounted for since the time of Friday's crash in northern Mexico.

Yolanda de los Santos, 40, and her three yoi’ng children were killed 
when the CXZ-9 struck their Reynosa, Me> home. Her brother, 
Oscar de los Santos, said the 23-year-old was .Yolanda de los 
Santos' oldest child, according to Suna. y's editions of the 
(Harlingen) Valley Morning Star.

Aeromexico Flight 250 from Mexico City was landing in stormy 
weather at the Reynosa airport about 5 p.m. Friday when it smashed 
into at least two cars and three homes just beyond the runway. 
Reynosa is located across the border from McAllen, Texas.

Authorities on Sunday removed the jetliner's crumpled fuselage 
and recovered a flight data recorder that could provide clues to what 
caused the accident.

The recorder, one of the two so-called black boxes on board the 
Aeromexico flight, was sent to Washington /or review, airline spokes­
woman Mayte Weitzman said.

Local officials began removing the airplane on Saturday and com­
pleted the operation on Sunday, Weitzman said. Meanwhile, airline 
staff were permitted inside the plane Sunday to remove luggage 
belonging to the 83 passengers and five crew members. Passengers 
and crew members escaped with minor injuries.

Benefit auction for siain trooper draws thousands
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A benefit auction to benefit a slain state 

trooper's widow and infant son has raised thousands of dollars and 
raised awareness of hazards facing law officers.

A signed George Strait guitar brought in $7,000 at the auction 
Sunday in San Marcos on behalf of Cynthia Vetter, Texas Department 
of Public Safety officer Randall Vetter's widow, and their 10-month- 
old son.

More than 3,000 people turned out Sunday at Strand Coliseum at 
Southwest Texas State University in San Marcos.

Mrs. Vetter, whose husband was killed Aug. 3 during a traffic stop 
near Kyle, attended the auction. The benefit was the brainchild of two 
of her husband's former colleagues. Troopers Brian Freeman and 
Darryl White of San Marcos.

"We didn't have any idea of what it was going to do, but it became 
a very big thing," White told the San Antonio Express-News in 
Monaay's editions.

Freeman, who had worked with Vetter at the San Marcos DPS 
office, teamed up with White, other troopers and Hays County law

•officers to organize the event.
More than 600 items were sold in silent auction and in live aucfujns 

involving 12 aucHoneers.
White, at the Vetter family's request, said he could not reveitl the 

amount raised Sunday. But country-western items were popular.

Crack down set for defrauding illegal immigrants
McALLEN, Texas (AP) — Texas prosecutors say they will begin 

cracking down on people running bogus immigration services, which 
are taking money from undocumented immigrants under the guise of 
helping them get legal residency or work permits.

"We're definitely interested in finding more people that were 
harmed and prosecuting (the offenses) to the full extent of the law," 
Ric Madrigal, assistant attorney general with the McAllen Consumer 
Protection office, told The (McAllen) Monitor in Monday's editions.

Madrigal said authorities plan to widen an investigation into peo­
ple who claim to be "immigrant specialists" or "immigration coun­
selors" but who have no accreditation to provide the service.

Immigration officials and civil rights activists along the Texas- 
Mexico TOrder say fraud has become more frequent.

"It is a problem that has grown to great proportions," said Art 
Moreno, spokesman for the U.S. Immigration and Naturalization 
Service n Harlingen.

Moreno said most immigrants don't know they've been scammed 
until they call INS to check on the status of their residency applica­
tion, only to find there is no record of them. Illegal immigrants are 
also unlikely to report fraud for fear authorities will deport them.

Border Patrol pushes border strategy
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Despite talk of a more lenient immigration 

policy, the U.S. Border Patrol is moving ahead with preliminary plans 
tor the military to build as many as 1,300 miles of road and install 
fences, spy cameras and thousands of stadium-style lights along the 
Rio Grande and Texas-Mexico boundary.

Additions, which include up to 90 miles of fence in Texas, are nec­
essary to cut down on covert entries into the United States, the Border 
Patrol says.

"We are prepared to take properly measured steps to safeguard the 
border," Todd Birdsong, assistant chief for the Border Patrol in 
Washington, told the San Antonio Express-News in Monday's edi­
tions. "No contracts have been cut, no plans have been finalized. It is 
extremely preliminary."

However, the plans come as Mexican President-elect Vicente Fox is 
urging a more open border. Some say Mexico and its citizens are 
again being targeted.

"We feel they treat us like criminals," said Andres Cuellar, official 
historian for the border city of Matamoros, Mexico.

But some frustrated border residents said just about anything 
would help

"If that is what it takes, that is what it takers," Tommy Vick, a retired 
railroad foreman who lives seven miles upriver from 1X*1 Rio, said.

He said he faces thieves crossing the border to Texas, breaking into 
his home, then fleeing to the safety of Mexico

Fourth immigrant robbed, killed in Austin this year
AUSTIN (AP) — A 19-year-old Mexican man beaten to death by a 

group of nine people on Friday became the fourth immigrant robbed 
and killed this year in Austin.

"Four (deaths) is obviously way loo many, and it's cause for con­
cern from our standpoint," said Austin Police Sgt. Hector Reveles. 
"We need to look at ways, and we have been kx)king at ways, to 
address the problem."

Friday night, Felix Martinez Nieto and a friend were approached 
by a black man and woman and a Hispanic woman at a convenience 
store, according to the Austin American-Statesman.

Martinez Nieto and his friend apparently accompanied the group 
to a vacant duplex, where they were robbed and brutally attacked by 
the three and six other men who were waiting there.

Martinez Nieto died at Brackenridge Hospital early Saturday from 
injuries to his head. An immigrant from Toluca, Mexico, he had been 
in the United States for two years and was living with an aunt and 
uncle in Austin.

His friend, whom police declined to identify, managed to escape 
without life-threatening injuries and is working with police as a wit­
ness, Reveles said.

Austin insurance agent Alonso Camara, who moved to the United 
States from Mexico in 1996 and has been working with police to help 
solve these murders, has started a campaign to raise awareness of the 
danger in the immigrant community.
