The newest piece of large equipment purchased 
was in 1998 when a $175,(XX) b<x)Ster truck was 
bought and put in service, she said. After that, the 
next newest vehicle is an engine used mainly to 
fight house fires. It was purchased in 1988.

While a 1988 booster may not sound old, she 
said, "that's 12 years ... and we are starting to get 
into the replacement mode on %^me parts."

One need for that truck is replacement fire hose, 
the chief said, noting that 100 feet of large-diameter 
hose sells for $400 ... "and sometimes we have hose 
lays of 1,000 feet," Powell said.

Other needed repairs included replacing leaking 
stainless steel water tanks on some trucks. The cor­
roded tanks are being replaced with polytank sys­
tems that cost about $6,000 for the tank and instal­
lation.

Another fire truck still usCd by the department is 
a 1964 model.

About two dozen drug GiBBos dismissed
WICHITA FALLS, Texas (AP) — Botched prose­

cutions and other problems, including excessive 
use of force, have-resulted in dismissal of more 
than 20 drug cases.

An internal affairs investigation found the com­
mander of the Wichita Falls Police Department's 
narcotics unit had allowed officers under his com­
mand to exclude critical information from requests 
for search warrants, authorities told the Wichita 
Falls Times Record News in Thursday's editions.

Police Chief Ken Coughlin said an internal inves­
tigation of the narcotics squad revealed several 
botched requests for search warrants and a pattern 
of tolerating excessive use of force that led to disci­
plinary action against four members of the drug 
interdiction unit and almost "ruined" it.

Coughlin testified in the first day of an arbitra­
tion hearing to determine whether the city was 
right in wanting to demote Sgt. Mark Kisinger, for­
mer commander of the narcotics squad.

From the ancient 
tiavk tragedy "CVdipus Rex" to the parade of hkxKl.stained 
ShakesfX'aa*an plays to the Sherkxrk Holmes mysteries a centu- 
rv ago, we aa' intrigui'd by murcier and mayhem. It keeps us on 
the edge of our sc>ats.

Still, it's important to make sum we distinguish ht'tween fic­
tion and a'ality. It you believe all that violence in prime-time TV 
shows and in the news media m'flects a'ality, you might come to 
the conclusion that things aa* getting worse all the time, and 
that we'a' always coming up with pa'viously un-thought-of 
ways to do each other in.

But hea''s what's happening in the a*al world: Things'am 
actually getting better, according the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation, which over the wt't'kend m'leased crime statistics 
for 19W. T hey've bxx'n getting better for a while. Hem* am* some 
of the highlights.

Government is on the side ot the little guy,

Funerals are very costly so the Revs.

The typical funeral home mark-up on 
caskets is 210 percent to 3(X) percent. T he 
Craigmiles and Wilson casket business made 
money for the church and gave bereaved 
parishioners lower prices. But last year, 
Tennessee's Board of Funeral Directors and 
Embalmers closed their business, and threat­
ened them with fines and imprisonment tor 
selling caskets without a funeral director's 
license. To legally sell caskets, Craigmiles and 
Wilson would have to spend thousands ot 
dollars attending school to learn how to con­
duct funerals and prepare a corpse for burial. 
They simply stild caskets.

Fortunately tor Craigmiles and Wilson, 
there's the Washington-based Institute for 
Justice, the only public interest legal organiza-

District ruled that Tennes.see's licensing 
statute was unconstitutional.

One dtxisn't have to be a rocket scientist to 
figure out the purpose of Tennessee's licens­
ing statute. It'.s to keep competition out so 
funeral directors can charge high casket 
prices, or as.lnstitute for Justice attorneys say, 
in jest, "Protect the public from low prices."

There an. hundreds ot statutes that stifle 
competition and allow incumbents to charge 
higher prices. A taxi cab license to own and 
operate one taxi in New York City has been as 
high as $16l),0(K). High taxi license prices also 
exist in other cities. License laws prevent peo­
ple from hair braiding. There're license laws 
that prevent people from operating van ser­
vices or even shining shtx's.

You might think that the "champions" ot the

gauntlet in its struggle against restrictions on
1 ntpeople's right to earn an honest living. It now 

sponsors a Clinic on Entrepreneurship at the 
University of Chicago Law School. Pat Lee, 
the clinic's director and former lawyer for
McDonald's Corp., says the Clinic has a two­
fold purpose; mat ot providing fledgling
entrepreneurs in poor areas of the city practi­
cal skills to deal with licensing restrictions 
and regulatory bureaucracies, and at the s^me 
time give second- and third-year law students 
practical experiences

There's little glamour to the work ot the 
Institute for Justice. Its mission is simply that 
ot protecting people's God-given right to earn 
an honest living. Little businesses, whether 
it's braiding hair, shining shtx's, owning a 
taxi, street vending or other kinds of self 
employment, have always been a route out ot 

Today, many of those routes are
)locked by powerful vested interests.

1 say three cheers for the Institute for
Justice. They deserve at least our moral sup­
port in their struggle to prpmote economic 
libt'rty.

A man and a woman remained in Gray County 
Jail today charged with leaving a 7-year-old child 
alone at home in the night while they gathered dis­
carded food from grocery store trash containers.

Neither Bennett or Hayes had made bond th is ' 
morning, he said.

Deputy Morse Burroughs served the child aban­
donment warrants at the residence at about 2:30 
p.m. Wednesday. Both were taken into custody 
without incident, Russell said.

The girl involved is in the custody of Child 
Protective Services, he added.

The chiUges stem from a 9-1-1 call received early 
Wednesday morning. A frightened little girl called 
the emergency number shortly before 1:30 a.m. 
after she woke up and found herself alone at her

home at 1315 Coffee, police said.
In response to the call, Pampa Police Lt. Kenneth 

Hopson found the child alone and saw drug para­
phernalia laying on the table, according to police 
reports.

The police office later found Bennett and Hayes 
digging in a large trash container behind 
Homeland grocery store at the Pampa Mall. Ten 
cartons of orange juice and a pacluge of pork 
chops were found in the couple's vehicle, police 
said.

This was the second time that shift that Hopson 
had talked with Bennett. An earlier incident rejxjrt 
showed he had sp>oken with Bennett about selling 
meat from her car Approximately $20 of f>ork, fish 
and beef from United Food Store that Bennett said 
she had bought with a Lone Star food stamp card 
was found in the vehicle, the report stated.

Police said they believe the couple was looking 
in the dumpster for food items the grocery store 
had thrown away in order to sell or trade the food 
to buy drugs.

Note reveals 23 crew m en still 
after R ussian su b  exploded, sank

MURMANSK, Russia (AP) — 
Divers who entered a sunken 
Russian nuclear submarine found 
a note with the body of a sailor 
who wrote that 23 crewmen sur­
vived explosions that ripped 
through the vessel and described 
their desperate plans to escape, 
military officials said Thursday.

"None of us can get to the sur­
face," read the note found in the 
pocket of a seaman identified as 
Lt. Dmitry Kolesnikov, said 
Russian Navy chief Adm. 
Vladimir Kuroyedov.

It was the first sign that anyone 
had survived the initial blasts 
that tore apart the submarine and 
sank it in the Barents Sea, killing 
all 118 men aboard. And it again 
raised the question of whether 
there might have been any chance 
to save some of the crew if Russia 
had not balked for days at accept­
ing foreign aid.

The note provided no clues to 
the cause of the catastrophe.

"All the crew from the .sixth, 
seventh and eighth compart­
ments went over to the ninth. 
There are 23 p>eople here. We 
made this decision as a result of 
the accident," Kuroyedov quoted 
the note as saying, according to 
the ITAR-Tass news agency.

The note was written between 
1:34 p.m. and 3:15 p.m. local time 
Aug. 12, the day of the disaster, 
said Vice Adm. Mikhail Motsak, 
chief of staff of the Northern 
Fleet. Foreign and Russian ships 
in the area registered two power­
ful explosions around 11:30 a.m.

The note "also said that two or 
three people might try to escape 
the submarine through the emer­
gency escape hatch Icxated in the 
ninth compartment," Motsak 
said.

Water that gradually flocxled 
the ninth compartment could 
have thwarted that escape 
attempt, he said. After the Kursk 
sank, Russian submersibles were 
unable to latch onto the hatch, 
but Norwegian divers who fol­
lowed managed to open it a week 
after the tragedy and determined 
that there were no survivors.

Memorial planned
SAN MARCOS, Texas (AP) — 

A Department of Public Safety 
officer killed during a Centr^ 
Texas traffic stop will receive a 
memorial as part of a program to 
honor each trooper slain in the 
line of duty.

Dedication of the memorial to 
DPS Trooper Randall W. Vetter; 
who was shot and killed in 
August, was scheduled for 
Thursday at the agency's office, 
according to the San Marcos 
Daily Record.

Vetter had stopped Melvin 
Edison Hale, 73, or Kyle along 
Interstate 35 on Aug. 3 for a seat 
belt violation. Vetter, 28, was shot 
in the head and died four days 
later at an Austin hospital.

Hale faces a capital murder 
charge in the daylng.

Vetter was the 75m DPS officer
to die in the line of duty.

Kolesnikov, a 27-year-old son 
of a submariner from St. 
Petersburg, was commander of 
the Kursk's turbine section. His 
was among the first four bodies 
retrieved Wednesday and the 
only seaman to have been identi­
fied so far, officials said.

"1 am writing blindly," his note 
said, and mentioned the figures 
13 and five, without explanation, 
Kuroyedov told families of the 
crew gathered in the Arctic port 
of Murmansk. The rest of the note 
was private, Motsak said.

"I'm preparing for a meeting 
with him," Kolesnikov's widow 
Olga, a schoolteacher, said 
between sobs in a brief Russian 
television interview from St. 
Petersburg. "I want to see him 
again, 1 want to read his letter."

The crewmen had some chance 
of getting out on their own 
through the escape hatch but 
apparently didn't do that because 
of injuries, Igor Spassky, head of 
the Rubin design bureau that 
developed the Kursk, said 
Thursday.

Deputy Prime Minister Ilya 
Klebanov quickly denied on 
Thursday that there was any pos­
sibility they could be rescued.

Many Russian officials had said 
some crew members could have 
remained alive after the explo­
sions, as indicated by reports of 
tapping sounds detected from 
the submarine in the first days.

But others discounted the 
reports as unsubstantiated and 
said the sounds could have been 
caused by collapsing equipment 
or the submarine settling i^to 
the seabed.,

The survivors of the initial 
explosions, which were minutes 
apart, probably died of drown­
ing, hypothermia or high pres­
sure.

the top of the submarine.
After the note was discovered, 

divers concentrated on the ninth 
com partm ent but were ham­
pered by rough waters. Divers 
may cut a hole in tH^t compart­
ment to facilitate the search, 
Motsak said.

Officials hope to fly the recov­
ered bodies Saturday to 
Severomorsk, the main base of 
the Northern Fleet, for a memo­
rial ceremony if weather per­
mits, he said.

Up to two-thirds of the crew 
were likely blown to bits by 
powerful explosions in the 
weapons room in the subma­
rine's bow, officials said. The 
Kursk's nuclear reactors were 
automatically shut down, and 
there has been no radiation leak. 
The reactors were "behaving 
ideally," Spassky said Thursday.

Kuroyedov had warned that 
he might cancel the recovery 
effort if experts ruled that 
divers' lives were in danger.

But President Vladimir Putin 
promised to recover the bodies 
at an emotional meeting with 
the crew's relatives shortly after 
the disaster, and the govern­
ment seemed bent on conduct­
ing the costly effort despite the 
shortage of funds for the mili­
tary.

"We will do all we can," Putin 
said Thursday at a meeting with 
officials in the Kremlin.

Some Russian media have 
pointed out that by stubbornly 
conducting the risky effort, the 
government sought to redeem 
itself for the confused response 
to the sinking of the Kursk, 
when if re.sLsfed foreign help for 
days while botching its own res­
cue efforts.

The cause of the disaster 
remains unknown, with author­
ities suggesting I collision with 
a Western submarine or World 
War Il-era mine or to an internal 
malfunction.

Yankees close in on another World Series championship
NEW YORK (AP) — The New 

York Mets are finding out what 
the Brooklyn Dodgers and New 
York Giants learned long ago. 
The Yankees are hard to beat in a 
Subway Series.

What Derek Jeter started with a 
home run on the very first pitch, 
the bullpen finished off. The New 
York Yankees downed the Mets 3- 
2 Wednesday night and closed 
within one victory of their third 
straight World Series title.

“We're one win from where we 
want to be," Jeter said.

Game 4 marked the Yankees' 
third one-run victory of the 
Series.

A sellout crowd of 55,290 at 
Shea Stadium seemed much 
more subdued than for the Mets' 
4-2 win in Game 3, possibly 
because of a much larger pres­
ence of Yankees rooters.

Also, the noise blaring from the 
center-field speakers was turned 
down, probably because Mets co­
owner Nelson Doubleday com­
plained about the volume.

The ballpark figures to be a lot 
louder — either way — on 
Thursday night when the 
Yankees try to become the first 
team since the 1972-74 Oakland 
Athletics to win three titles in a 
row.

Andy Pettitte, will start Game 5 
against the Mets' Al Leiter. Of the 
prior 40 teams to take a 3-1 lead 
in the World Series, 34 have gone 
on to win the championship.

The last team to blow a 3-1

deficit was St. Louis in 1985 to 
Kansas Ci^.

''WeU, it s someplace I've been 
before, but it's certainly not famil­
iar and surefire stuff," Yankees 
manager Joe Torre said.

If the Yankees win, they hope to 
have a dry clubhouse for a cele­
bration. Severe flooding from a 
burst pipe soaked their locker 
room, including furniture that 
Yankees owner George 
Steinbrenner brought from 
Yankee Stadium, and forced play­
ers to conduct postgame inter­
views on the field.

"All of a sudden, the massaj 
room and the weight area and 
hot tub area, it was like Niagara 
Falls," winning pitcher Jeff 
Nelson said. "The ceiling col­
lapsed, there was water every­
where. This green, gunky water.'"

Moved up to the leadoff spot 
for the first time in this Series, 
Jeter delivered. He became the 
first player to homer on the open­
ing pitch of a World Series game 
since Pete Rose for Cincinnati in 
1972.

"I've been known to swing at 
the first pitch," Jeter said, " l^ e n  
you play games like this, you 
want to score early. I got a good 
pitch to hit, and I hit it well.

"We're playing at Shea 
Stadium, and even though there 
are a few Yankee fans here, you 
want to take the crowd out of the 
game," he said.

Even though Torre calls his star 
shortstop a "kid," Jeter might 
soon be the owner of four Series 
rings at age 26.

Jeter's shot off Bobby J. Jones 
sent the Yankees on their way.

Said Jones: "I wasn't expecting 
him to swing."

"Putting a run on the board 
was the difference in the game," 
Mets manager Bobby Valentine 
said.

Mike Piazza's two-run homer 
dosed the Mets to 3-2 in the third 
inning, and there was no more 
scoring as both managers made 
early moves to the bullpen.

Yankees starter Deniw Neagle 
was pulled after 4 2-3 innings 
with a 3-2 lead, with David Cone 
coming in to retire Piazza on a 
popup to end the fifth.

Nelson pitched 1 1-3 innings, 
Mike Stanton struck out the only 
two batters he faced in the sev­
enth and Mariano Rivera pitched 
two innings for his first save of 
the series.

Rivera was helped when right 
fielder Paul O'Neill made a sud- 
ing catch on Edgardo Alfonzo's
liner to start the e i^ th . Yankees 

luver!fans erupted when Rivera earned 
his sixth career World Series save, 
tving Rollie Fingers' record, by 
s tril^g  out Matt Franco to end 
the game.

Jones was lifted after five 
innings. Relievers Glendon 
Rusch, John Franco and 
Armando Benitez kept the 
Yankees from breaking away.

The Yankees scored single runs 
in each of the first three innings. 
They did it without a contribu­
tion from cleanup man Bemie 
Williams, who was hitless in four 
at-bats and dropped to O-for-15 in 
the Series.

Playing on the 14th anniver­
sary of one of their most famous 
games — the Bill Buckner- 
assisted comeback in Game 6 of 
the 1986 World Series — the 
Mets had no luck from the start.

Jeter stepped in and, with 
many fans still getting settled, 
launched a drive to deep left. 
Among those to cheer was one 
of his best friends, Seattle short­
stop Alex Rodriguez, from the 
front row.

It was a stunning blow, and 
only the eighth time a World 
Series game had started with a 
home run, and the first since 
Rickey Henderson did it for 
Oakland in 1989. The hit also 
extended Jeter's hitting streak 
in World Series play to 13 
games.

In the second, O'Neill tripled 
for the second straight day — 
after not hitting any since July 
23, 1999 — and, following an 
intentional walk to Jorge 
Posada, scored on Scott Brosius' 
sacrifice fly.

Big banks charge larger 
fees

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
America's largest banks charge 
significantly more for services

than smaller banks that do busi­
ness in only one state, the 
Federal Reserve has found in an 
annual survey of bank fees. The 
Fed report, released Wednesday, 
also found that the number of 
banks offering free checking

account services dropped to 10.8  ̂
percent in 1999, compared with 
17.3 percent in 1998. The num­
ber of savings and loans with 
free checking account services 
rose to 30 percent last year, com­
pared with 23.4 percent in 1998.
