Dr. Todd Maxs.»n, a pediatric trauma surgeon, 
credited teachers and the Hi»uston Fire 
Department with saving Destiny' Lojxv/s life, 
saying the girl likely w.»uld have bled t.» death 
had tney removed the pencil.

"The pencil is the proverbial finger in the dike," 
Maxs.,n said. "This is an amazingly brave young 
lady."

Rylander also said her Web site at <www.win- 
dow.state.tx.us/up> has the listing of all names 
who may have unclaimed money. CWine service is 
available 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.

Names which have been reported during the pre­
vious eight years are on the site, and can be Icxated 
by searching for name or city.

She added that checking each city in which a per­
son has lived and the list of unclaimed property 
owners whose addresses are unknown will help 
liicate unclaimed money.

Rylander said residents may get their money by 
simply calling her office, that no commercial ser­
vice is necessary. She said if a person chooses to 
work with someone who solicits a fee t.» help you 
locate your money, to note than Texas law limits the 
amount of the fee that such person may charge to 
ten percent of the value of the unclaimed property 
recovered.

She added if the property is mineral interest, the 
fee may not include a portion of the underlying 
minerals, or production payment, overriding royal­
ty or similar payment.

Court-ordered deadline for 
children’s Medicaid plan looms

AUSTIN (AP) — The court-.»rdered deadline is 
looming for the state's attorneys to submit a plan for 
improving the children's Medicaid program.

Lawyers for the Texas attorney general's office 
t.’ ld U.S. District Ci»urt Judge William Wayne 
Justice last month that the Legislature and state offi­
cials should be allovved to fix the program without 
court invi»lvement.

Justice, in denying the request, extended the plan 
deadline to Friday. JusHce said that the state was 
i»nly being asked to do what it premised to do in a 
1996 consent decree.

A federal appeals court earlier this mi»nth granted 
Texas' request to delay the ci»urt-ordered plan. The 
ruling by the 5th U.S. Circuit Ci»urt i»f Appeals over­
turns the Oct. 10 ruling by Justice that had denied 
the state's request to delay the corrective action 
plan.

It was part of Justice's Aug. 14 order that said 
Texas dix's not adequately previde dental care, reg­
ular checkups, transportation to d.»cti»rs or informa­

tion about what services are available to children in 
Medicaid, despite a 1996 agreement in which the 
state premised to make major improvements.

During Gov. Ge.»rge W. Bush's presidential race, 
the program has come under heavy scrutiny. Vice 
President A1 G.»re referred ti» the ruling when press­
ing Bush i»n Medicaid issues during the second 
debate between the candidates.

Texas attorneys appealed the entire Aug. 14 i»rder. 
The New Orleans-based appeals o u rt granted the 
delay until .»ral arguments are heard. A date for 
those arguments has not been set.

Justice had said earlier that "any delay in a»mpli- 
ance with the Aug. 14 order will result in further 
deterioratton t»f the health and welfare i»f the pro­
gram-qualifying children."

The state, in its appeal, had said it impreved Texas 
Health Steps and that participation in the program 
has increased from 29 percent in 1993 to 66 percent 
in 1998, exceeding the national average of 54 per­
cent.

Who in their 
right mind would think that any Christian, 
pro-life or pro-abortion, could "budge an 
inch" on something that they believe is mur­
der? How could they be anything but "hard- 
headed" on murder?

To pro-choice Christians it is an issue of 
personal freedom, a woman's right to con­
trol her own body or maybe a political mat­
ter. To pro-life Christians it is a capital crime 
issue, a matter of murder. Where is there 
room for a pro-life Christian to compromise 
on that issue?

I have friends and even fellow ministers 
who differ with me on this issue. I can han­
dle the fact that they disagree with me. But 
what I have a hard time understanding is 
how they could think that any Christian 
would compromise on what they believe to 
be murder. If you are a pro-choice Christian, 
you not only shouldn't be shocked, but you 
should "expect" your pro-life fellow 
Christians to be completely uncompromis­
ing on abortion. Why? Because its such an 
important political issue? No! If I believed 
that it was juSt a political issue. I'd be will­
ing to give ground all over the place. But I'm 
pro-life and I believe that it is Murder. And 1

believe that makes somebody a murderer!
So why bring this up now? Well I was 

recently very accurately quoted in The 
Pampa News saying that "the position a can­
didate holds on abortion says a great deal 
about their character."

Pastor cleareij in dispute
KNOXVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — A 

pastor who allowed a woman to 
speak from the pulpit has been 
cleared of violating church doc­
trine by a judicial panel of the 
Presbyterian Church in America.

The conservative denomina­
tion — not to be confused with 
the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), 
which welcomes female clergy — 
forbids women to preach.

In 1998 the Rev. John Wood 
allowed a woman on his church 
staff to speak on her view of min­
istry at two Sunday night ser­
vices. A visitor from another con-

gregation reported him.
Wood argued that only 

ordained clergy can preach, so 
the woman's presentation could 
not be considered preaching.

"It's a very emotional issue,"

NORMAN, Okla. (AP) — The 
player who makes Oklahoma's 
flashy offense click is about as 
exciting as your local CPA.

Josh Heupel is more about grit 
than glitz. In this age of me, 
Heupel talks about we. He's soft- 
spoken and humble, almost bor­
ing. He swears he doesn't read or 
listen to what is written or Sciid 
about him.

He doesn't exactly knock your ' 
socks off on the field, either. 
Plenty of quarterbacks have 
stronger arms, and no defensive 
coordinator spends much time 
worrying about his scrambling 
ability.

But Heupel's play is the biggest 
reason Oklahoma is 6-0 and 
ranked No. 3 heading into 
Saturday's game against top- 
ranked Nebraska.

"He's just exceptional," coach 
Bob Stoops said. "1 don't think 
there's any other way to say it."

Heupel has completed 68.6 per­
cent or his passes for 1^94 yards 
and 11 touchdowns, with just 
four interceptions. In the Sooners' 
three Big 12 games, he is even bet­
ter — 75 for 107 (70 percent) for 
995 yards, four touchdowns and 
no interceptions.

And Heupel has been at his 
best in the two biggest games so 
far. He threw for 275 yards and a 
touchdown against Texas, then 
burned Kansas State with 29-of- 
37 passing for 374 yards and two 
TDs despite being knocked down 
repeatedly.

"Up to this point, I haven't seen 
anybody better," Kansas State 
coach Bill Snyder said afterward. 
"Although I know there's a lot of 
great players out there, that was 
as fine a performance as I've seen 
in an a w ^  long time."

Snyder said Heupel's 
demeanor and tou^uiess remind 
him of Chuck Long, whom he 
coached while an assistant at 
Iowa in the 1980s. Long is now 
the quarterbacks coach at 
Oklahoma.

"They're great decision-mak­
ers, they have great poise and a 
tremendous ability to place the 
bcdl in a position or s|X)t where 
receivers have a chance to get to it 
and defenders have no chance,"

Yankees claim World Series title

Championship races. Tailor Fit 
heads the field in the (irade 1,
$3()0/)()0 MBNA America 
Challenge Championship.

NEW YORK (AP) — At the 
stroke of midnight, baseball had 
its champion. •

And so did New York City.
The Yankees, thought to be so 

old and beat up that they might 
even miss the playoffs, became 
the first team in more than a 
quarter-century to win three 
straight World Series titles, beat­
ing the New York Mets 4-2 
Thursday night.

Luis Sojo, one of many midsea­
son pickups, hit a two-out, 
tiebreaking single off Al Leiter in 
the ninth inning to decide Game 
5 of the Subway Series.

The win at Shea Stadium, a 
mere 14-minute drive from their 
home in the Bronx, gave the 
Yankees their fourth title in five 
years and their record 26th 

.championship overall. The three 
in a row matched Oakland's 
mark from 1972-74, though the 
Athletics' achievement came 
before free agency made it tough 
to keep teams together.

"We can put our record, our 
dedication, our resolve up 
against any team that's ever 
played the game of baseball in 
my mind," Yankees manager Joe 
Torre said. "We may not have the 
best players, but we certainly 
have the best team."

I3erek Jeter earned the MyP 
award, along with his fourth 
ring, at only 26. Along with 
Roger Clemens, Orlando 
Hernandez and other team­
mates, he took turns parading 
the World Series trophy around 
the field, hoisting it high for a 
cluster of Yankees fans to 
admire.

" I he Mets are — in my opin­
ion - -  the best team we've 
played in my years here," Jeter 
said.

It turned out to be a short ride 
for New Yorkers who waited 44 
years for another Subway Series. 
Though all of the games were 
close, the Yankees showed how 
much October experience really 
counts.

(Dniy two other runs in base­
ball history can compare — Joe 
DiMaggio led the Yankees to five 
crowns from 1936-41, and 
Mickey Mantle was there for the 
last three of the Bronx Bombers' 
six titles from 1947-53.

"Whether you like us or not, 
we're winners," Yankees right 
fielder Paul O'Neill said. 
"Everybody was ready for the 
collapse. Everybody was waiting 
for us to lose."

And while the lasting image of 
this Series is certain to be 
Clemens throwing the bat 
toward Mike Piazza, this is the 
picture the Yankees will prefer to 
savor: owner George
Steinbrenner grabbing another 
big piece of hardware for the 
team's trophy case.

"The Mets gave us everything 
we could want. It was great for 
the city of New York," 
Steinbrenner said. "1 hope we 
don't have to go through this

Ted DuBois will offer three lecture/demon­
strations, exploring the three stages of 
Beethoven's creative life.

Before the November and February con­
certs, they will present a pre-concert talk and 
mini-performance using examples from 
Beethoven's 16 String Quartets to illuminate 
Beethoven's expansive artist growth.

In addition to ceram- i 
ics, the center offers music, dominoes, bingo, pool and other forms of 
recreation. There is an exercise bike and a treadmill for the fitness- 
minded and a Fellowship Luncheon on the last Thursday of each 

■ month. Every Friday night is Fun Night with refreshments and 
games.
