City split over living wage plan

SANTA MONICA, Calif. (AP) — It’s little surprise
that this seaside tourist resort, long a bastion for
activist politics, will vote Tuesday on a living-wage
initiative for lower-income workers.

What's odd is that the initiative is backed by busi-
ness interests, creating a seemingly upside-down
campaign in which laior and community groups
oppose what otherwise would be a liberal crusade.

“People are totally confused. They think they’'re
going to vote for a living wage that’s actually the
strategy of the hotels,” said Sandie Richards, a min-
ister and member of ;frassmots group that has lob-
bied the City Council for a separate living-wage
law. “It’s big business trying to buy our town.”

Last year, a coalition of clergy, labor activists and
residents approached the council with a landmark
idea. They wanted a minimum wage of $10.69 an
hour for all employees of busifiesses along a two-
mile strip of the city’s tony waterfront.

Labor activists have been successful in recent
years convincing city and county governments
nationwide to pass living-wage laws applying to

vernment contractors. The activists’ approach in

ta Monica would be the first time such a law
would apply to private businesses.

Hotel and restaurant operators responded with
Proposition KK, which would raise the wages of
between 62 and 200 employees of city contractors
to $8.32 an hour.

However, the measure would also block the City
Council from endcting the broader wage hike
sought by activists without a public vote.

That so-called “coastal zone wage” would affect
about 2,500 hotel maids, food servers and other
workers who earn an average of $7 to $7.50 an
hour.

If the $10.69-an-hour minimum wage were
passed, businesses would be forced to cut jobs,
entry-level positions would be lost, and costs
would rise, business owners say.

“It's highly discriminatory to impose a tax on a
group of businesses just torﬁeneﬁt a certain group
of people,” said Sig Ortloss, general manager of the
Le Merigot Hotel.

Heading into Tuesday’s election, both sides are

locked in a heated campaign. Businesses have
spent $900,000 on mailings, while opponents have
spent about $200,000 and are going door-to-door in
an i%ressive attempt to defeat Proposition KK.
“This would be the new pre-emptive strike busi-

nesses would use to eliminate real living wage ordi-

nances. If it passes here, we know this will be used
everywhere,” said Madeline Janis-Aparicio, direc-
tor of the Los Angeles Alliance for a New Economy,
a union-backed group that helped pass a living
wage law in Los Angeles.

With 2.4 million visitors bringing more than $500
million to Santa Monica’s economy, businesses
should share the wealth, supporters of the higher
wage argue.

A city-commissioned study found that certain
businesses in the coastal area can absorb the wage
hike to $10.69 an hour, which would lift some hotel
and restaurant workers to or above poverty level.

The dispute comes at a time when tension is run-
ning high between hotels and workers agitating fo
unions. ‘

In a runoff between Roach and Mann on April 11,
Roach lead Mann by six votes, 1,263 to 1,257.

Counselors met with 21 students and their par-
ents to encourage them to sign up for pre-
Advanced Placement courses. Of those, only four
actually enrolled, however.

“We asked them why and they said their reluc-
tance was because they were entering high school
for the first time and they were afraid of failing and
then they would have to make up credits,” Howell
said.

Of the 23 sophomores also targeted, 14 enrolled
in pre-AP, she said.

Presently 20 freshman and 62 sophomores are
taking one or more honor courses. Counselors were
surprised to find 17 juniors with no pre-AP back-
ground chose to take one or two Advanced
Placement classes this year and six of these are eco-
nomically disadvantaged.

“I guess the others were listening to us as well,”
Howell commented.

This year sehiors are taking more strenuous
course loads, she said. PHS had 114 or 43 percent of
Distinguished Achievement Program (DAP) and
Recommended graduates in 2000 and are expected
to have 156 or 59 percent in the 2001 graduating
class.

Officials said the State of Texas goal for DAP stu-
dents per school is 30 percent or higher, but only 15
percent of schools in Texas met this goal in 2000.

“We have 57 kids in pre-AP or AP taking 80 class-
es. At the end of the first grading period we have
six A’s, 43 B’s, 28 C’s, two D’s and one F,” Howell
said.

The highest ACT score for this year ‘s 31 and 15
students have scored 26 or better, she reported. The
highest SAT score is 1400 with 10 students scoring
1100 or higher on the college placement exam, she
added.

Foreign language classes have increased this
year, she said. Biology AP classes have doubled
from last year with 58 students. Chemistry held
steady with eight sections, the same as last year.
However, last year the course increased by two sec-
tions.

Principal John Kendall reported that 131 of the
1,111s student enrolled at PHS qualified for the “A”
honor roll and 389 were named to the “A-B” honor
roll after the first nine week grading period ending
Oct. 12

However, he said 140 students were reported as
failing one or more classes during the first nine
weeks. The total number of failed classes also
includes 24 with incomplete grades, he explained.

Kendall said they have identified eight drop
outs. “That’s more than we expected,”he said,
adding that two students were migrant workers
who moved, and two were runaways.

Officials said high school student enrollment
increased by nine students during a recent week.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A judge
threw out O.J. Simpson’s breach
of contract lawsuit against attor-
ney Robert Kardashian, ruling
that Simpson failed to prove his
former friend and lawyer violated
their attorney-client privilege.

The case involves a CBS minis-
eries examining the defense
strategies of the so-called “dream
team” of lawyers that successfully
defended Simpson against
charges of killing his ex-wife and
her friend in 1994.

“We're very disappointed by
the judge’s decision,” said
Simpson attorney Adam Belsky.
“We think it was wrong, both
legally and factually.”

He said an appeal of the ruling,
issued Friday, was being consid-
ered.

Simpson went to court earlier
this year to halt the making of
“ American Tragedy: The
Uncensored Story on the Simpson
Defense.” The show, scheduled to
air in two parts on Nov. 12 and 15,
is based on Lawrence Schiller’s

book “American Tragedy.”
When a judge refused to halt
production, Simpson  sued

Schiller and Kardashian instead.

He claimed Schiller, who he
had hired to write a book telling
his side of the story, violated pri-
vacy agreements between the two
and that Kardashian revealed
information protected by attor-
ney-client privilege.

Wasserman had dismissed the
action against Schiller on
Monday.

“I think an appeal would be
frivolous, just like the initial law-
suit,” said Kardashian’s attorney,
Erica Tabachnick. “Schiller and
Kardashian were exercising their

First Amendment rights.”

Simpson was acquitted in crim-
inal court of killing his ex-wife
Nicole Brown Simpson and her
friend Ronald Goldman, but was
later held liable in civil court and
ordered to pay $33.5 million in
damages.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — A
French filmmaker who made a
documentary critical of Iraqi
leader Saddam Hussein said he
has been threatened with death.

Joel Soler, 32, said he awoke
Thursday to find that someone
had splattered red paint on the
front of his Hollywood home, set
fire to a trash can and left a note in
his mailbox that read: “In the
name of God, the merciful, the
compassionate, burn the Satanic
movie or you will be dead.”

“lI was, like, shaking all day,”

Soler said. “I'm taking it really
seriously. I'm not gonna sleep
anymore in my house. I'm gonna
leave now for a few weeks or a
few months. Go into hiding.”

Police are investigating.

Soler, a free-lahce journalist, .
said he used tape smuggled out of
[raq to create “Uncle Saddam.”
The documentary is an unflatter-
ing portrait of the Iraqi presi-
dent’s personal life, including
interviews with some of his inner
circle.

AUSTIN — The Texas
Commission on the Arts (TCA),
the state agency responsible for
promoting art and cultural
tourism across the state, has
announced November has been
proclaimed Disability Arts
Month in Texas.

Born in 1899, at Edinburg, 111,
Harrington served in the Army
Air Corps during World War I. He
moved west, eventually settling
in the Texas Panhandle where he
established ‘highly successful
partnerships with Texas oilmen
Stanley Marsh Jr. and T.J. Wagner.
He married Sybil Buckingham,
the granddaughter of Amarillo’s
founding families, in 1935.

The couple enjoyed an interna-
tional lifestyle, collecting valuable
antiques and art on their travels.
They also used their considerable
wealth to support numerous phil-
anthropic causes, particularly in
the panhandle. They formed the
Don and Sybil Harrington
Foundation in 1951 to support
organizations that have included
the Panhandle-Plains Historical
Museum, a medical center, schol-
arships at regional schools and
universities, a Boy Scouts camp
and an award-winning string
quartet. The foundation also has

funded research at the Deafness
Research Foundation in New

York and the Harrington Arthritis
Research Center in Phoenix, Ariz.

After Donald Harrington's
death in 1974, Sybil Harrington
became president of the founda-
tion and expanded its scope.
Indulging in her love of music,
especially grand opera, she
became one of the New York
Metropolitan Opera’s most gener
ous benefactors, personally
underwriting 15 new produc-
tions, two gala concerts ana 13
“Metropolitan Presents” telecasts.
She incorporated the Harrington
Foundation into the Amarillo
Area Foundation before her death
in 1998.

“Sybil Harrington set a new
standard of philanthropy at The
University of Texas,” said Johnnie
D. Ray, vice president for resource
development at UT Austin. “In
establishing this endowment as a

rmanent tribute to her -hus-

nd, she single-handedly raised
the profile of the University in the

MID-EAST

Just before the tour group left, a
shaky peace agreement between
Israel and Palestine orchestrated
by President Bill Clinton began to
fall apart. A leader of a militant
Jewish sect, Ariel Sharon, went
against strict Jewish beliefs and
walked upon the Muslim-con-
trolled holy site Al Agba — “the
Temple Mount” - in Jerusalem,
knowing the act would incite vio-
lence. -

On the airplane ride to the
Middle East, the Pampa pastor
read a newspaper report about a
child and his father being killed
in the crossfire. She had a long
and thoughtful conversation with
her seat mate, a non-practicing
Jew from California, who felt the
Mid-East conflict was “barbaric.”

The son of a Jewish rabbi from
Jerusalem, the man told Gantz he
had turned away from Judaism
because he couldn’t believe, as his
father did, that God wanted his
chosen people to fight, kill others,
and die for Israel.

Gantz’s tour group visited
Nablus and saw Joseph’s tomb,
guarded by Israelis. Tension
became so great the guards left
the tomb. Soon after, she saw
photographs of Palestinians loot-
ing the tomb, pulling out the con-
tents and burning them.

“It is such a painful thing to see
people doing that to each other,”
she said.

Megiddo, a military stronghold
and administrative center for cen-
turies, made a distinct impres-
sion, she said.

“ Archaeologists have found 27
or 29 layers where the city has
been overrun and then replaced
with a new city,” she said.

“All this began to redirect my
thinking from the Holy Land as a
place where Jesus walked, and
taught, and healed,” Gantz
mused. “I realized what I'm hear-
ing is war —people fighting each
other.”

“I'm hit with this clash,” she
said. “I expected to see others liv-
ing as brothers and sisters, will-
ing to accept a stranger. And I
realize this has not happened and
it’s still not happening.”

Gantz said these revelations
rocked her beliefs. “I have based
my whole minisl-rcy on grace, the
healing power of Christ’s forgive-
ness. | never focused that much
on our sins.”

An elderly seminary profes-
sor's description of the human
race kept coming back to her -
“frail and feeble and prone to
sin.”

Both sides (Israelis and
Palestinians) have extremist fac-
tions who will fight to the death,”
said Gantz. She told about an arti-
cle in the Jerusalem Post invitinE
Palestinian boys to a two-wee
course on guerrilla warfare.

“People don’t understand that
the chifdren are being trained to
go out there and throw rocks and
start these riots,” she said. “The
children go out and throw rocks
and yell, and the soldiers are
standing behind them with their
weapons.”

“But most people I've talked to
want to have a life — Jewish and
Muslim,” she added.

In fact, one of the group’s tour
guides was Muslim and the other
was Jewish. Gantz watched as the
two men worked together,
despite their different beliefs.

She believes the two men,
Sharif (she never learned his last
name) and Yehuda Guy, worked
together to help guide the group
through dangerous situations
several times.

But Gantz said it wasn’t until
she went to the Wailing Wall, at
the base of the Temple Mount in
Jerusalem, that she began to
absorb the conflict around her.

A rabbi friend from Atlanta had
given her a Jewish prayer to recite
at.the Wailing Wall, where thou-
sands of Jews go daily to pray.
The site is considered by the Jews
to be one of the most holy places
in the world.

Gantz went to the wall on the
eve of Yom Kippur, the Jewish
Day of Atonement.

“You would think it would be
wall-to-wall Jews,” she said.
“There were very few Jews and
very few tourists.”

Because of the escalation of vio-
lence in the area, the US.
Embassy had been closed and the
Israeli government issued a
warning to all Americans, telling
them of the unsafe situation.

Yet, Gantz and her tour group
decided to stay.

Now she stood at the wall, a
Presbyterian minister with a
Jewish prayer about God holding
God’s people in God’s hand - a
prayer for peace.

“1 go to pray and it crashes in
on me. It was killing me, praying
it,” Gantz said.

Here she stood praying for
peace and all around her are
“pods” of armed soldiers, stand-
ing in threes, back to back.

Overwhelmed, Gantz walked
away from the soldiers to sit on a
piece of a broken wall until she
could get the strength to go back
to her room.

The next day she declined to go

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around.

They drove through the Sinai
Desert at night, an experience
Gantz says she will never forget.

“This surely had to be where
God came,” she said. “I never
saw such an awesome mountain
range - the steep, powerful rock. I
had seen a lot, but nothing like
this.”

As they traveled through the
desert night, they were startled
by the flickering of televisions in
Bedouin tents. The same people
they had seen riding camels dur-
ing the day, sat in tents and
watched television at night.

When they entered Egypt,
Gantz was struck with the ultra-
modern air of Cairo, compared to
the archaic atmosphere of Old
Cairo and other small communi-
ties nearby where shepherds
dressed in robes still herded goats
and sheep down the streets.

“It was incredible to see such a
time span of history,” she said.

A scene from a walk through
the Jewish quarter of Jerusalem
summarizes the juxtapositions
Gantz encountered in the Holy
Land.

“It was so sweet. Hasidic Jews
were walking, holding hands
with their little children to buy
food before Yom Kippur. We
came upon a tiny playground and
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the children were playing and
laughing and the birds were
singing. 1 kept seeing children
throwing water on the rock
(pavement) and sweeping. I don’t
know if they do this everyday or
if they were just doing it to get

ready for the holiday. They were
chattering and laughing. They
would wave at you.”

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Texas Cattle Feeders Association holds convention

AMARILLO — The Texas
Cattle Feeders Association held
its annual convention recently
in Oklahoma City, Okla. The
theme of the convention was
“Partnering for Progress.”

During the convention, new
officers and directors were
named for the coming year. Jim
B. Waterfield of Canadian is
chairman of the board; Paul F.
Engler of Amarillo is chairman-
elect; and Scott Keeling of
Hereford is vice chairman.

Cattle feeders elected to one-
year terms on the board of
directors are David S. Delaney,
Michael Engler and Jim
Lowder, all of Amarillo; Don
Oppliger of Farwell; James M.
Peters.of Quemado; and Jim B.
Waterfield of Canadian.

Elected to two-year terms are
Tommy Bell of Dalhart; Paul F.
Engler and Byron N. Gossett,
both of Amarillo; Rex McCloy
of Morse; Dan McWhorter of
Hereford; and John Rakestraw
of Boulder, Colo.

Directors chosen to serve
three-year terms are H.P. “Bo”
Brown ' of Lubbock; Scott
Keeling of Hereford; Perry
Kirkland of Vega; Bill Kruse of
Dalhart; Bill Robertson of
Amarillo; and Wm. H. “Bill”
Shaw of San Angelo. In addi-
tion, the two immediate past
chairmen serve as members of
the board. They are Paul H.
Hitch of Guymon, Okla., and
Jim Schwertner of Schwertner.

Keynote speakers at the con-
vention included George Hall,
president of the National
Cattlemen’s Beef Association,
and Dr. Brad Morgan, meats
scientist at Oklahoma State
University.

Hall’s address focused on the
partnership between NCBA
and the Texas Cattle Feeders
Association which, according
to Hall, has yielded positive
results.

Hall told cattle feeders that
one of the biggest issues where
sticking together has had a big
impact has been the death tax.
“For two years running, we’'ve
urged Congress to support
complete repeal of the death
tax and won. But the
President has vetoed the bill
each time.” -

This year, death tax gained a
lot of momentum and there
was strong bipartisan support
for repeal, he said. “Working
together with you, we’ll take
up the fight again next year.
With the progress we keep
making, we hope to see relief
soon.”

The international market-
place is another area where
strong partnerships are neces-
sary, he said. “Only 4 percent

of the world’s 6 billion people
live in the United States. And
our population is growing at a
slower rate than those of other
countries,” he reminded cattle
feeders. “If we’re going to be

successful as an industry over
the long term, we must open
up the markets in other coun-
tries to our beef.”

On the U.S. front, NCBA and
TCFA have partnered to work
on several important issues.
“There are forces within EPA
that are pushing to require
more livestock producers to
acquire permits. We're pushing
and fighting back,” he told cat-
tle feeders.

EPA received heavy criticism
from lawmakers and others in
Washington, as well as from a
broad coalition of citizens, for
its handling of the Total
Maximum Daily Load issue,
Hall said. “So it’s our hope that
they’ll lean this time toward
common sense and science as
they approach the (CAFO and
AFO) rule.”

On the consumer front,
NCBA has made great gains by
partnering with others. “On
behalf of both consumers and
the industry, we're working
closely with USDA and the
Department of "Health and
Human Services to assure
dietary guidelines are scientifi-
cally developed and properly
promoted,” he said.

NCBA implemented a two-
year strategy during the devel-
opment of the Dietary
Guidelines 2000 that were
released last spring.

Hall said it’s critical for cattle
producers to have a presence in
Washington. “And 1 think it's
critical that we work together
as partners to get things
accomplished. We're proud to
have TCFA as a partner in mak-
ing it happen.”

Dr. Morgan spoke on the con-
sumer demand for case-ready
beef. “We’re going through a
huge transitional change in the
beef industry right now.
Consumer demand for conve-
nience is spurring a move
toward branded, case-ready
products-it’s definitely the
trend of the future.”

casses to boxed beef. We're
going through a similar transi-
tion right now from boxed beef
down to case-ready beef.”

The industry transition is
causing packers and processors
to scramble .to find the right
product to fill case-ready spec-
ifications. “Most of the carcass-
es going into case-ready sys-
tems are YG 1 and 2 Select or
Low Choice,” he explained,
“and there are only so many of
those produced.”

And since it’s likely that the
demand for high -yielding,
high cutability carcasses will
continue, producers will need
to take a hard look at how
they can produce cattle to ful-
fill those needs, he added. For
example, he described a
recent agreement between a
packer and a retailer for case-
ready products. “In order to
fulfill those obligations, the
number of YG 1 and YG 2 cat-
tle will be about half their
daily kill. That’s more YG 1
and YG 2 Select or Low
Choice than we ever dreamt
of in our life.”

While case-ready, branded
beef is certainly the trend in the
industry, Morgan said a certain
segment of consumers still
want to buy and cook their
food instead o# keat it in _ a
microwave. But even there,
changes are underway that will
affect everyone in the beef
chain.

“People are trying to figure
out how to make beef foolproof
but still keep it as a piece of
beef. There’s a tremendous
amount of research and a lot of
gearing up as we figure out
how to enhance beef to make it
foolproof,” he concluded.

Les McNeill, chairman of the
Cattlemen’s Beef Board, updat-
ed convention-goers on the
progress of the Beef Checkoff
program.

“This year we are producing
a record supply of beef and
selling it at a higher price.

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Consumers are expected to
spend an all-time high of near-
ly $53 billion on beef this year,
a $3.6 billion increase over
1999,” McNeill reported.

The reasons that is happen-
ing are several, McNeill said,
not the least of which are a
healthy economy and the
resulting increased consumer
buying power. “But if those
were the only reasons for a
return to beef, then there’d be
increased demand for other
proteins as well — and that is
not the case.”

McNeill, a former TCFA pres-
ident, admitted to a little bias
because of his association with
the beef checkoff, “but you and
I are making a difference by
investirig our beef checkoff
dollars in programs that
address major demand drivers.
Eighty six percent of our check-
off dollars are focused on the
demand drivers of convenience
and new product development,
nutrition, food safety, palata-
bility and eating quality, and
exports.”

One of the biggest checkoff
success stories in recent years
is the boost that cattlemen’s
dollars have given to new and
convenient beef products. “As
a result of our new product
development efforts, more than
a hundred new beef products
are available on grocery store
shelves or at your favorite
restaurant. And a number of
innovative products are on a
fast track to convenience-ori-
ented consumers right now.”

That’s been a recent and very
welcome trend, he reminded
cattle feeders.

However, he cautioned cattle
feeders that the checkoff’s
work is far from done. “Our
promotional efforts focused on
convenience and health will
continue. Efforts to develop
new markets around the world,
to improve the safety and

wholesomeness of our product, 4

to help our children — angd-

their moms — understand the
role of beef in a healthful diet
will continue.”

Just as the rise in beef
demand has captured industry
headlines recently, the effort to
force a checkoff referendum
has garnered plenty of atten-
tion, too, he said.

“It’s the Beef Board’s moral
and legal responsibility to
make sure that every producer
who wants information about
the checkoff can get it.” He
admitted that he’d prefer not to

spend more checkoff dollars on
producer communications over
the next several years, “but
there has been so much misin-
formation published and aired
that we have no choice but to
provide producers with the
facts as directly as we can.”
TCFA represents cattle feeders
in Texas, Oklahoma and New
Mexico, an area that produces
30 percent of the nation’s beef.

He thought he was
having a heart attack.

I went quickly to call an ambulance. The response was, “where do
you live, what does he look like?” So many questions that I thought
were unnecessary, but as she told me to stay on the line, I could hear
the ambulance coming. They wanted to know the medicine he was tak-
ing, etceteras ... I didn’t know it, but she was relaying this information
s0 they could be prepared to help him when he arrived at the hospital.

The ambulance erew came running in our home to help Ralph. The
firemen were close behind. They immediately went to work and were
all so professional. The firemen brought the defibrillator and every-
thing was being done to help him. In a few minutes, they were pre-
pared to go to the emergency room. I knew we were in serious trouble.

My neighbors took me to the hospital and my brother and his wife
met us there. I was told I couldn’t see Ralph, as they were busy work-
ing on him. In about 20 minutes, they came to ask me to sign some
papers so he could be air-lifted by Life Star to Amarillo. The firemen
and ambulance crew were still standing by.

When Life Star landed, | have never seen people move as quickly
and work as well together as they all did. The emergency room doctor
made several decisions that saved Ralph's life.

WACO — Farm policy is likely to be a hot topic as farm lead-
ers from across the state convene Nov. 6-8 at the Texas Farm
Bureau headquarters in Waco to review proposed resolutions
from county Farm Bureaus. The resolutions that eventually
become Texas Farm Bureau policy will guide the activities of
the state’s largest farm organization during 2001.

. The committee will consider resolutions on infernational
trade, national policies, property taxes, farm programs and
numerous other issues affecting agriculture. The committee
will meet against the backdrop of a Texas agricultural crisis as
producers are suffering from both drought and low commodi-
ty prices.

“The United States must continue the search for a sound,
long-term national farm policy, and Farm Bureau will continue
to propose various elements of such a policy,” said Delmas
McCormick, TFB vice president, who will chair the committee.
“Farmers and ranchers must be able to make a profit while pro-
viding our nation’s food and fiber.”

The committee members will edit and consolidate the many
resolutions into a policy development packet, which will be
considered by the TFB convention delegates on Nov. 26-29 at
the TFB State Convention in Arlington. State resolutions
approved there will become official policy of the TFB for 2001.

Donald Patman, president of the Texas Farm Bureau, said the
organization devotes a great deal of time and resources to pol-
icy development.

“It’s one of the most vital things a farm organization can do,”
Patman said. “We are confident that the results of this process
is what Texas farmers and ranchers want their Farm Bureau to
get done. The resolutions committee is a vital link in that
process.”

The resolutions committee is comprised of the TFB Vice
President and District II Director, Delmas McCormick of
Floydada, who will serve as chairman and the Chairman of
TFB’s Young Farmer and Rancher Advisory Committee, Beth
Winningham of Bellevue.

Three farmers and ranchers from each of TFB’s 13 districts
were named to the committee by Patman. TFB District 6
Director Kenneth Dierschke of San Angelo will be vice-chair-
man and District 8 Director Hope Huffman of McGregor will
serve as secretary.

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One sailor’s account of
pivotal battle in Pacific

EDITOR’S NOTE — Veterans Day is Saturday;
Nov. 11 — a moment to remember the sacrifices
made by millions who have worn this country’s
uniform. Each has a story to tell.

METUCHEN, N.]. (AP) — Chuck Welsh doesn’t
remember writing the letter. World War Il was a
long time ago, and he wrote so many letters then
— letters to the beautiful woman he loved and the
children he’d left behind.

Fifty years passed. The children grew up and
had their own children, the beautiful woman died
and left him alone. The pictures of his young fam-
ily have faded.

The letter has returned — an account of life
aboard ship during 1945’s battle for Okinawa, a
reminder of what it was like to be a part of the
massive war machine that routed the Japanese
and abbreviated Germany’s thousand-year Reich.

As if he needed any reminder.

He was 32 years old then. For 15 years, he had
worked as a reporter and editor for newspapers
around Pennsylvania, then at The Associated
Press. Given his age, his marriage to Betty, his
young children and the security clearance he’d
received for his coverage of the Philadelphia
Navy Yard, he was “pretty much draft-proof,” he
\'d'\'f\'.

He wanted to fight.

“l don’t really have an explanation,” he says
now. “It was just something that I felt I should do.
And Betty, always Betty, said, ‘If you feel you
need to go, go.””’

So he shopped around for a draft board that
would accept him, finally going to Altoona, Pa.,
for induction into the Navy in March 1944. He
was assigned to the San Francisco, a heavy cruis-
er, in September.

As a gunner’s mate, he he]J)ed fire the ship’s
anti-aircraft guns. As a trained journalist, he put
out the mimeographed daily newsletter.

On July 4, 1945, as the San Francisco steamed
away from three months of battle at Okinawa,
Welsh sat down at his typewriter and wrote more
than 2,000 words.

Okinawa was the beginning of the end game in
the Pacific war.

The Allies considered the island, Japan’s south-
ernmost province, the last Pacific stepping stone.
The Japanese sent in 100,000 troops to make a
stand

I'he eventual invasion was enormous: The
Allied armada comprised 1,457 ships carrying
more than 180,000 assault troops, more than twice
the number of U.S. troops who'd landed at
Normandy the year before.

I'he 82-day battle was the war’s bloodiest —
12,000 Americans dead and 35,000 wounded,
about 100,000 Japanese civilians and soldiers
killed. Kamikaze attacks by Japanese suicide
bombers sank 30 U.S. ships and damaged 368,
including 10 battleships and 13 aircraft carriers.

Early in 1945, the San Francisco fought at Iwo
Jima. In late March, the cruiser moved on to
Okinawa, beginning a week-long bombardment
in anticipation of the landings that began April 1

Easter Sunday.

Welsh’s letter is not the stuff of “Saving Private
Ryan.” It’s a portal into the real lives of long-ago
servicemen.

His letter complete, he sent off two copies —
one to Betty, another to his old neighbors, Harley
and Mary Smith. And he forgot about it.

I'he war came to a close. His service ended
early — his father died and he was discharged.
He worked at the AP for almost 32 years more,
covering political conventions and sports, head-
ing bureaus in Pittsburgh and Louisville, Ky,
before moving to New York City.

He retired in 1977. Betty died in 1994; at 88, he
lives alone in this leafy New York suburb. The
kids are spread around — Charles III in southern
Virginia, Francis in Boynton Beach, Fla., Elizabeth
here in Metuchen. There are nine grandchildren,
10 great-grandkids.

Half a century after Okinawa, Welsh got a pack-
age from Mary Smith. ;

Inside were the pages he’d last touched when
he was a much younger man and the world
seemed a far ‘;imp[er place.

[here are few overstrikes and nothing crossed
out. “That’s straight-away typing. There’s no
editing,” he says. Sections were cut out by the
military censor, but the gist is there.

Probably because it was my first full picture of
invasion, Okinawa was fascinating to me. Of
course, it was a fearsome sort of fascination,
something like a bird must feel under the eyes of
a snake, but that part slides into the background
with time and the other picture stays sharp and
clear.

Always before we had operated with the big,
sleek, new battleships, carriers, cruisers that were
only somebody’s dream put down on paper when
the Japs struck Pearl Harbor. This time we joined
the pre-war fleet, much of it that the same Japs
thought they smashed forever at the same Pearl
Harbor.

The island itself was fresh and green; a rim of
sandy beach lgiving way to gentle hills risi
toward the middle where the higher ridges lay. It
was interlaced with roads that looked surprising-
ly smooth and wide as they wandered among the
ields and over the hills. And ev here you
looked closely were little hamlets of a half-dozen
clustered-together houses. In those days we saw
no e. Later there were a.few but | never was
quite sure whether they were civilians or Jap

All that.week we bombarded, patrolling slowly holed

u)> and down our sector by day, fighting off air
attacks morning, noon and night.

Bombarding soon becomes a boresome task.
You stand long watches, get little sleep; the roer

of the big guns rings in your ears day and night
and often, when you must stand too close, the
concussion of the guns is like a physical blow.
Sometimes it felt as though I were being struck
sharply on the throat.

Where the shells land you see only grey-brown
blobs of smoke and shattered earth. Curiously,
the snapping crackle of the five-inch guns I found
more annoying than the deeper rumble of the
eights. Sometimes from a distance we felt the jar-
ring thud of the 12-14 and even 16-inch battleship

uns, heard the ghostly rustle of the shells over-

ead.

But there are, sometimes, little incidents. One
was the day we wrecked the lighthouse.

The lighthouse stood on a promontory of rock
at the entrance to Naha Bay ... an excellent obser-
vatory from which Jap binoculars could chart our
moves, and eventually it might be an easily
defended fort. So the eight-inch guns went to
work. :

The first salvo was over; we could see the
brown dust and rocks fly from the hillside beyond
the target. The second was a little short and a cor-
ner of the rock crumpled into the sea. The third
was to right and a portion of the house caved in.

Fourth salvo was “on target.”

We went on to other targets. On the airdrome
were the gaunt steel skeletons of two hangars,
either never finished or else burned out. We left
them alone. And we left alone, too, some realistic-
looking dummy planes the Japs had left on the
airstrip. We blew the hell out of some under-
ground hangars and neatly demolished a couple
of real planes the Japs thought they had hidden.

All that week we bombarded methodically. ...
Saturday night we steamed away from the desert-
ed island. Sunday morning before dawn hun-
dreds of ships were there. Then began the real
bombardment and for an hour shells of all sizes
rained on the beach and the adjoining hills.

Slowly and deliberately, while we shelled, the
little landing craft circled, loaded, circled again
and then ip lines moved toward the beach. With
them went the rocket ships and as the warships
fell quiet the little fellows went to work. It's awe-
some to watch ﬂi§ht after flight of rockets spring
upward from the little ships; first an arrow with a
tail of fire, then nothing until the shattering show-
ers of death and destruction on the beach.

The sound came out to us — whoosh, whoosh,
whoosh; then a solid roaring as they struck and
exploded. A great cloud of dust covered every-
thing. The troops went ashore.

The first day the fate of Okinawa, the course
and ultimate outcome of the battle, were signed,
sealed and delivered to us. The soldiers and
Marines swarmed onto the beach; we watched
them race almost unopposed up the hill, and by
nightfall they held Yontan and Kadena airstrips.

Through that first week the carriers and pilots
of Task Force 58 stood between us and Japan, cov-
ered us with an aerial umbrella that enabled most
of the Kamikaze to attain their divine objective of
death for the emperor with comparatively little
trouble. And as we held and began to use Yontan
and Kedena the pressure gradually eased.

Not that it was easy, or pleasant. It's my recol-
lection that we were under air attack for 18 or 20
consecutive days and nights. The bugle seemed to
be blowing almost hourly, and we griped and lost
sleep — the Japs lost planes and pilots.

We kept on bombarding, moving with the
troops toward Naha, watching through field
glasses a little of the fighting — tanks, men and
guns streaming along the Okinawa roads, past
burning houses where the war had touched,
through fields cratered by shell and bomb,

Star shells, some silver and gold, ours and the
Japs’, outshone the moon in lighting the nights.
Yellow and ruby-red arches across the night sky
were the tracers of the big shells. (Ernie Pyle
wrote of “red hot shells, visible 10 miles at night,”
but he really was seeing these same tracers.)

Ernie wrote, too, of one nighttime AA (anti-air-
craft) barrage that I saw and never will forget.
Hagushi anchorage was jammed with ships, hid-
den under a dense cloud of artificial smoke, when
the three planes came in (l:li((‘ high. Searchlights,
long fingers of white probing up into the night,
reached for them, found them and then found
them again and again as the battle went on for
more than an hour.

Each time a shaft of light caught and held a sil-
very dot of plane all the other lights would swing
to it until the plane became a fly caught in a bas-
ketweb lacing ail the sky ... And each time the
lights caught and held, the guns below would
open up, spouting red and gold tracers in a rain-
bow curve that, too, seemed to hold the plane at
its apex. Eventually the planes were shot down or
went away. [ tumbled into bed.

There are two other things I shall always
remember about Okinawa, the planes and the lit-
tle ships. You couldn’t forget the fliers, when you
knew that day and night they kept watch above
us. And they were attacking, too, bombing, straf-
inf, rocketing day in and day out.

t was at Okinawa that I saw for the first time
one of our planes shot down. Four fighters were
attacking a gun emplacement; four went in, only
three came out. It seemed to all of us watching
that we had lost a friend.

It would be hard to forget the little ships, the
gun-toting pickets that warned us of the
approaching enemy. We of the big ships think we

Okinawa is not the ugly nightmare that Iwo left
mie. Perhaps that’s because it was — and if
there had been neon signs spelling out BEER 1
might easily have thougﬁtu of civilization!!
