It comes from Denver where two 
years ago was bom another form of 
chain letter that spread over the 
nation like wildfire, making for its 
Colorado originators a pretty penny 
until Uncle Sam stepped in and put 
a atop to the practice.

The new “cnain letter” pu-p >rts 
to be a mutual benefit organization 
selling memberships in “Lake San 
piristobel Club Resort, Inc.” Lake 
Ban Cristobal Is located In the heart 
Of the Rockies, In Hinsdale County. 
Colo. It covers an area four miles 
tong and a mile wide, according to 
fhe , membership application blank 
received in Pampa Saturday.

The membership application ad­
monishes the new member to obtain 
five more new members. Each pays 
i  quarter that goes Into the “ home

£fice" fund and benefit checks are 
be mailed out to each new mem­

ber on the basis of other new mem­
bers obtained. The membership list 
of six on each blank Is worked so 
that the names move up in old 
chain letter fashion and when your 
name becomes No. 6 on the list you 
are then entitled to your first bene­
fit check. The central office re­
tains TO per cent for Its trpuble in 
handling the deal.

The application blank sets forth 
that It is entirely possible for the 
Member to receive benefits totaling 
$1,662.50 in short order providing all 
the ngw members get out and fulfill 
the requirements of obtaining other 
new members.

The competition for labor’s lead­

ership overshadowed developments 
Saturday in workers’ disputes with 
employers.
A union in the aluminum industry 

bolted the American Federation of 
Labor, led by William Green, and 
swung its allegiance to John L. Lew­
is’ committee for industrial organi­
zation.

It was a new gain for Lewis, whose 
position already had been streng­
thened during the wet.c by recogni­
tion from ranking producers in the 
steel and electrical industries.

But Green’s forces were not idle. 
Craft union leaders opposed to Lewis’ 
“ vertical" organization program in­
dicated they were considering sev­
eral methods of reprisal. One was a 
boycott of capital goods produced by 
CIO members. Another was refusal 
to recognize the Lewis label on con­
sumer goods.

Defections May Spread 
The defection of the aluminum 

workers union's largest unit, at New 
Kinsington Pa . plant of the Alum­
inum Company of America, from the 
A. F. of L. ranks held prospects of 
spreading.

The break with the A. F. of L. de­
veloped from a dispute over finances. 
The aluminum industry employes 
about 40,000 persons.

Representatives of the United 
Electrical and Radio Workers, a CIO 
affiliate, claimed the Westinghouse 
Electric and Manufacturing co. had 
recognized the union as a bargain­
ing agency for its membership, and 
aimed at further recognition. The 
union announced a drive to organize 
12,000 employes in 20 8t. Louis 
plants.

New strikes began and others end­
ed yesterday in a swiftly moving 
series of events on the labor fronts.

Five’ W e i Is Produce 
1,611 Barrels 

In Tests
New locations continued to hold 

Jthe spotlight In the Panhandle field 
last week with 15 first intentions to 
drill being filed with the local of­
fice of the Texas Railroad commis­
sion.

Too the 4.000 barrel hike in al­
lowable, effective as of March 1, 
had a good influence on the field ac. 
tivity. The hike sent the field al­
lowable to 75,610 barrels. Allowable 
in the Moore county field, not con­
sidered a part of the Panhandle 
field, was left unchanged at 1.500 
barrels while the Osborne pool in 
Wheeler county, also considered sep- 
ate from the Panhandle, was cut 
from 750 barrels to 610 barrels daily.

Only five wells were tested by com­
mission employes and they were giv­
en a potential of 1,611 barrels. Two 
of the tests were In Qray county 
with Carson, Hutchinson and Wheel­
er counties getting one each Best 
producer of the week was the Cos­
mos Oil company’s No. 3-A Catlin 
in section 57, block 3, ION survey, 
which guaged 672 barrels. The well 
is nearly two miles northwest of 
the Wilcox discovery test on the 
Combs-Worley and in an area which 
has been receiving considerable play 
during the winter months.

Gray county led the new locations 
with six, followed by Hutchinson 
with four. Moore with three and 
Carson with two.

The Stanolind Oil & Gas company 
paced the field with five new loca­
tions. four in Hutchinson county and 
one in Carson. Stanolind made two 
locations on its acreage in the pro­
lific Haile pool in Hutchinson coun­
ty.

SKILLED WORKERS IN - 
STEEL GIVEN NEW HIKE

PITTSBURGH, March 6 (AV-1The 
Carnegie-Illinois Steel corporation 
announced tonight a 10 cents an 
hour increase for hourly, tonnage 
and piecework employes. The raise 
affects skilled and semi-skilled 
workers.

The announcement was made to 
a grievance committee of the cor­
poration’s employee representation 
group which has been conferring 
two days with the management. 
Committeemen said the raise will 
apply to about 93 per cent of the 
concern’s 120,000 workers.

On Tuesday the company an­
nounced a raise of 10 cents an hour 
for common labor, the lowest paid 
employes, and said an adjustment 
would be made for the higher paid 
men. Approximately seven per cent 
of the workers are in this common 
labor bracket.

JUDGE HEARS

HEIRS OF KING ESTATE 
PRESENT CLAIMS 

IN COURT

HOUSTON, March 6 <>**)—'The 
dispute over the vast cattle do­
main doughty old Captain Richard 
King established when the Long­
horn steer was king of the range 
in Texas, was argued In federal 
court today.
Judge T. M. Kennerly took under 

advisement the lengthy and involv­
ed petition of dissatisfied heirs for 
an accounting by trustees and for 
a court-appointed receiver to direct 
affairs of the millions of dollars 
worth of property.

The suit was filed four years ago 
ty Edwin K. and Alice Atwood of 
Chicago. Captain King’s grandchil­
dren, who charged that rfie ranch 
had been mismanaged.

Thomas Fisher, attorney for the 
Atwoods, told the court his clients 
knew nothing of the partition of the 
estate, that they had not received 
annuities for* two years and that 
the trustees had sold 6,000 acres of 
land for $90,000 and applied the 
proceeds to debts and personal uses.

Attorneys for the trustees and 
other heirs countered with argu­
ments that Edwin K. and Alice A t­
wood had been “estranged from 
Mrs. King” before her death in 
1925, that their petition was “not 
in good faith” and that they "are 
willing to destroy theif own interest 
to destroy the estate.”

Mrs. King and her son-in-law, 
the late Robert Klebqrg. took over 
the ranch upon Captain King's 
death, in 1885. She managed and

GIVEN 92-YEAR 
TER M IN P EN

DALLAS. March 6 (/P)—Federal 
Judge T. Whitfield Davidson today 
levied the heaviest narcotic law vio­
lation sentence on record against a 
stunned dope baron—52 years in the 
Leavenworth. Kas„ prison.

Louis Ginsberg. 53, staggered when 
Judge Davidson assessed the record- 
breaking sentence and a $10,000 fine 
as the climax to a sensational trial 
that bared the workings of a- nar­
cotic ring federal agents described 
as the largest In the southwest.

J. J. Biggins, supervisor for the 
narcotic bureau of Texas, Louisiana 
and Mississippi, said Ginsberg’s sen­
tence eclipsed by 12 years the former 
record penalty assessed in the United 
States.

Judge Davidson said he was pass- 
other defendants to terms ranging 
from three to 22 years as the group, 
faces grey and incredulous, stood 
before the bench. Ginsberg, who 
had maintained a stolid demeanor 
throughout trial proceedings, stag 
gered and clutched the arm of a 
deputy marshal.

Led to barred holdover in the 
federal building, the defendants 
hung to the bars as though to keep 
from falling.

Defense attorneys immediately filed 
notice of appeal.

Judge Davidson sai dhe was pass­
ing heavy penalties primarily for 
“ the protection of society." and was 
"not closing the door of hope for 
any of the defendants.” He pointed 
out that every prisoner becomes en­
titled to parole in time.

Other sentences assessed included 
Guy Payne, 22 years and $2,000 fine; 
E. D. (Dick) Smith, 22 years and 
$2,000; Johnny Walker, 17 years and 
$5,000; Uhle Slchenbaum, 10 years 
and $5,000; J. C. (Red) Allen. 22 
years and $2,000; Mrs. Myrtls Allen, 
three years and an additional 10 
years suspended sentence.

This 
article written by Lulu Mae Earley is 
based on an interview wiht M. V. San­
ders of Wheeler, father of P. O. San­
ders of Pampa.

“ If  you want to know the date of 

anything that happened In this part 
of the country In the last fifty years, 
Just ask Marvin Sanders.”

Such Is the tribute that many peo­
ple pay to the exceptional memory 
for dates and events of 18. V. San­
ders, long-time Wheeler resident and 
Oroy county cowboy in the late eigh­

ties. He Is the fstner of P. O. San­
ders. prominent Pampa abstractor.

•nils amazing faculty for remem­
bering events and their dates makes 
him a most interesting person with 
whom to recall early day history of 
the Panhandle

Short In stature, with twinkling 
brown eyes and ruddy cheeks, he Is 
a Jolly-looking person. He often 
wears a brown suit and always a 
broad brimmed white hat (a carry­
over habit from his cowboy days, 
perhaps). A clever conversationalist, 
he keeps his listener’s attention as 
he recounts facts of pioneer history.

Operated to  ftoee 
In 188$ Sanders, Who was Just a 

youth then, came to Mobeetie from

Missouri to Join an uncle who oper­
ated a market garden and ice house 
In the pioneer town.

“Our garden covered about three 
or four acres, then too we had a cou­
ple of acres where we raised water­
melons. We raised onions, radishes, 
turnips, and things like that. We 
found a very good market there con­
sidering that It was such a small 
town. Hardly anyone raised his own 
garden produce. We had a two and 
a quarter Inch wagon in which we 
delivered our vegetables and Ice. In 
case you don’t know, a two and a 
quarter inch wagon is a light wagon 
a bit larger than a hack. It  was cov-

The NEWS photographer got sev­
eral interesting views of the 
picturesque Phillips Pampa casing­
head gasoline plant located on the 
bank of the north fork of the Red 
River 10 miles south of Pampa. Five 
other plants and four booster sta­
tions are operated by the company 
in Gray and Wheeler counties.

The Pampa plant of two units was 
erected in the spring of 1928. Later 
in the year another unit was added, 
giving the plant a top capacity of 
20.000,000 cubic feet of gas daily. 
At the present time the plant is 
taking 12,000.000 cubic feet of gas 
and extracting about 32,000 gallons 
of cdsinghead gasoline dally.

Low pressure gas is drawn to the 
plaht by 23 huge compressors, pic­
tured above. Residue is sent to car­
bon black plants in the vicinity or 
used in the field for light and fuel. 
W. R. Barrett is district superintend­
ent. He has been here for eight 
years, with offices at the Pampa 
plant. W. C. Boatwright is plant 
superintendent.

The top picture is a view of the 
distillation units. Two can be seen 
but the third is hidden by vapor. 
The second picture was taken from 
the top of the ebottng tower. The 
23 large compressors are shown 
*ext. At the bottom is pictured the 
jeautlful camp, located on a hill- 
ilde. Each house has beautiful 
lawns, trees and shrubs and in the 
summer the camp is a beauty spot 
with its terraces, etc.

RAIN VARIES FROM .32 
TO 1.50 INCHES 

OVER PLAINS

General rains Friday night and 
Saturday over the Panhandle- 
Plains area, varying from .32 to 
1.50 inches, brought “all the 
moisture needed for March," ac­
cording to Ralph Thomas, Gray 
county farm agent. In many places 
the rain was in excess of the nor­
mal for the entire month. Pampa 
received .57 inch and Amarilla, 
.51 inch.
Locally the rain began falling at 

5 o’clock Friday evening and con­
tinued intermittently until late Sat­
urday afternoon when a slight drop 
in temperature ended the precipita­
tion.

Farmers around Pampa rejoiced 
over the much-needed rain as it 
fell slowly, soaking into the ground. 
Its value to the wheat was far- 
reaching.

Mr. Thomas said last night that 
the moisture which fell Ffidacf 
night and Saturday will be suffici­
ent to carry through to the latter 
part of March.

"However," he added, "fate of the 
wheat crop will depend upon the 
action of the elements (through 
March and April. I f  we do not have 
high winds and receive some rain 
again late in March or early in 
April, the outlook should be splen­
did for a good crop."

Among the other rain reports 
were Dalhart .32 inch. Dumas. j$2 
Spearman .34, all on the North 

} Plains.
South of Amarillo reports were 

Hereford .80. Plalnvtew .45. Mem­
phis. Clarendon and Childress, .50, 
Turkey and Silverton 1V6 inches 
and other South Plains points from 
one-half to an inch.

Clovis. N. M . reported 1.21 inches, 
Tucumcari 1% inches.

R U E  LEGISLATION 
D U D  UNTIL JUNE

WASHINGTON, March 6 OP) — 
Congressional tax experts said today 
that revenue legislation probably 
would be delayed until June.

Speaking privately, they gave two 
major reasons for holding off a 
measure to continue the so-called 
nuisance taxes:

1. They believe that by waiting 
until shortly before these levies ex­
pire in June and July, they can put 
through extension legislation in a 
hurry without danger of long con­
troversy over amendments touching 
other parts of the tax structure.

2. They want to scan March 16 in­
come tax returns to determine whe­
ther they produce enough money 
so that some of tire nyisance taxes, 
like those on admissions, furs and 
sporting goods, might be dropped or 
lowered.

The administration is counting on 
the nuisance taxes for $452,580,000 on 
the next fiscal year, with the gaso­
line tax supplying $190,000,000 of the 
total, automobiles $48,300,000, elec­
trical energy $34,000,000 and tires 
and inner tubes $29,750,000.

WASHINGTON LETTER
By RODNEY DUTCHER

WASHINGTON. March 6 —The neutrality 
law which Congress will pass may close several 
roadways along which this nation might 
stumble into the next European war.

But there will be In it no guarantee of peace, 
such as might lead toward shaving off a little 
of the 1937-38 budget provision of a billion 
dollars for the army and navy.

The adamant senators who emerged from 
service on the Senate Munitions committee de­
termined to have peace at virtually any price, 
became reconciled to the neutrality bill brought 
out by Chairman Key Pittman of the Foreign 
Relations committee. Not however, until the 
bill had been strengthened considerably more 
than the Roosevelt administration previously 
had been willing to accept.

The Pittman bill has more mandatory fea­
tures than the bill introduced by Chairman 
McReynolds of the House Foreign Affairs com­
mittee, and it is believed probable these added 
mandatory Items will appear in the act as 
finally approved by both houses. There is a 
tremendous difference between safeguards now 
being erected and the weak reeds which failed 
to keep us out of the World War.

★  A A
Under the Pittman measure, no arms, am­

munition or implements of war may be ex­
ported to belligerent nations after a state of 
war begins to exist.

In the last war the Germans found their 
troops being killed by American shells when, at 
the same time, they couldn't get American 
food because of a blockade. Bitterness arising 
from a feeling the United States was not be­
ing neutral, helped create the German frame 
of mind which was a factor in bringing us 
Into the war.

In case of a civil war, the President would 
be authorized to decide whether the situation 
was dangerous enough, with regard to our neu­
trality, to declare a munitions embargo.

No American citizens would be permitted 
to travel on the ships of belligerent nations. 
(Remember the Lusitania?)

A A A
The Pittman bill gives the President power 

to list materials, in addition to munitions, 
which American ships would be prohibited from 
transporting to any belligerent.

*■ It  lays down a drastic “cash and carry" 
principle by forbidding export of any materials 
whatever to belligerents unless all ownership 
and Interest therein has been transferred to 
the foreign purchaser before the materials leave 
the country.

Loans and credits to belligerents are pro­
hibited

American vessels are forbidden to transport 
any arms or ammunition to belligerents, and 
the President is given power'to prevent Amer­
ican ports from being used as supply stations 
for belligerent ships.

Arming of American merchant vessels would 
be prohibited.

None of this applies to any republic In this 
hemisphere engaged in  war against a non-

NURSERY SCHOOL 

By Brooke Peters Church
There was a time when children 

learned how to get on with others 
through contacts In the home. The 
only child was rarer than now, and 
even a family of two or three was 
considered small. Furthermore, there 
was always a large family of cousins, 
or perhaps neighbors, and there 
might at any time be a child visiting 
at the house while his brothers or 
sisters had measles or a new baby 
came. In the community life of the 
village, countryside or small town, a 
child had a chance to meet all kinds 
of people. He was not the lonely 
center of creation, but part of a 
group which was a croap-section of 
the world.

Today families arc geiltrally small, 
the only child is by no means the 
exception, people move from place to 
place so fast that they have no time 
to become part of any community, 
and the child has become the center 
of the stage. Life in the average 
home is no longer a microcosm of 
the great world, but a carefully cush­
ioned nest organized for the young­
sters’ special comfort.

To offset these conditions the 
nursery school has been invented. 
Its object is to give the toddler a 
chance to meet and play with other 
children. In this way, it is hoped to 
counteract the loneliness of the mod­
ern home. At school the child must 
learn to give and take if he is to be 
part of the group.

Unfortunately, the nursery school, 
though better than nothing, is gen­
erally not like the world. It offers 
too much guidance and oversight. 
The Ideal would be something less 
formal, perhaps merely a group of 
children gathered together in some 
busy home and treated like members 
of one family, even taking theli’ part 
in the ordinary routine of daily life.

SIM PLIFYING PSYCHIATRY
Despite the fact that many psychi­

atric terms are being used in every­
day language, the average person 
has but a thin and oftimes erroneous 
idea of psychiatry itself.

To many It is a mysterious prac­
tice. The psychiatrist is frequently 
pictured as a shaven Svengall. who, 
if lacking a piercing eye. certainly 
has an all-knowing intellect, and an 
esoteric knowledge of the mysteriesr

The psychiatric patient, too, is 
frequently pictured as one If not 
always insane, certainly is always 
queer.

Actually it’s otherwise.
Psychiatry is no more mysterious 

than the science of immunology, 
though it be granted both are suf­
ficiently involved. Psychiatrists are 
by antj large common mortals, dis­
tinguishable from the rest by some 
special knowledge of the motives and 
mechanisms of human behavior.

Psychiatric patients, save those 
who suffer from the more serious 
forms of mental disease, differ but 
little and ofttlmes are not to be dis­
tinguished from those treated for 
organic diseases.

Good psychiatry is very frequently 
practiced by those who hold them­
selves out to be only general prac- 
tioners. And many patients served 
by such physicians carry away a 
small prescription in their pocket 
and a large dose of psychotherapy 
In their person. They see the pre­
scription; of the other they may be 
but vaguely aware. Frequently their 
parting comment is: “ I  feel better 
already.”

But this incidental practice of psy- 
-chiatry little exploits the rich pos­
sibilities of psychotherapy. Most of 
us know that when something is 
wrong with us constitutionally, we 
should go to see a doctor. Few of us 
appreciate that when we are afflict­
ed mentally or emotionally, we also 
should go to see a doctor.

The doctor need not be a special­
ist. a psychiatrist. It is best to begin 
with one’s family physician. I f  the 
case requires more expert help 
than he can render, he will refer the 
individual to a specialist.

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ered over and was open at the back 
where we took our products out. We 
didn’t sell much to Ft. Elliott as 
they usually raised their own stuff 
and put up their own Ice. Occasion­
ally an officer who happened to be in 
town would come out to the wagon 
and buy a small bunch of vegetables 
and carry them home in his pocket.

“We did a mighty fine business 
with our ice. Mobeetie had eight 
well-patronized saloons, and they 
used a lot o f ice. We cut the ice o ff 
Adobe creek. I t  was a beautiful 
broad creek then with the loveliest 
clear water—it Is only a very snv'll 
stream now. The Ice was very good, 
and we had very little wastage. Our 
ice house was In a dugout, and it

was the coolest, nicest place Imag­
inable In the summer. The building 
was 36x24 and about seven feet deep. 
In the center o f the floor was a 
drain where the waste water from 
the ice was carried away. We spread 
a layer of hay on the floor and 
put the Ice on it. Then we (lacked 
hay all around the Ice. It kept very 
well and we had very little wastage.

“We continued our market gar­
den for about two years and the Ice 
business for three or four. After that 
I  worked on ranches for about six 
years.

“ I worked on the U Bar U ranch 
with headquarters five or six miles 
northwest of McLean. Then I work­
ed on the Circle Heart ranch with 
headquarters northeast of Clarendon. 
In that day and time most of the 
ranches ran from about 1,000 to 20.- 
000 head of cattle. There were no 
fences and the herds were kept on 
or near the home range by the cow­
boys. There was always a range boss, 
wagon boss, and from five to twenty 
cowboys in an outfit.

“ Most of the ranchers left their 
families in Mobeetie. Usually there 
were from 50 to 75 cowpunchers 
from surrounding ranches in town 
every day. The town was very quiet, 
in fact it was often called the 
quietest frontier town in Texas. Mo^t 
of the houses were made of pickets, 
but some were of sod. I suppose there 
were about 750 people there at that 
time. A majority of the people en­
gaged in ranching, but there were 
some who made their living by hunt­
ing. Back in the early and middle 
seventies the hunters were after 
buffalo, but Nfhen the buffalo were 
gone, they hunted deer and shipped 
the hides. On the ranch we raised 
some feed, but not much.”

“The rancher owned very little 
land in those early days. He usually 
owned no more than a quarter sec­
tion and grazed the open ranges. 
Later when the country was more 
settled and the open ranges more 
scarce, it was necessary to lease 
land in order to have large ranches, 
land In order to have large ranges.”

The list includes cement, leather, 
gloves, chemicals, machinery, coal 
and coke, beer, wines, imitation and 
semi-precious Jewelry, steels, steel 
pipes, toys and a long list of other 
merchandise.

At the present time Germany is 
badly in need of cotton. Your cor­
respondent has ben confidentially 
Informed that if the barter trans­
actions work out favorably other 
American products will be accepted. 
It  is expected that oil. tobacco and 
meat products will later be added 
to the barter list.

Due to political difficulties in 
Germany no definite moves are be­
ing made. The German govern­
ment wishes to barter only If foreign 
funds remain in her favor. This 
American exporters refuse to allow. 
They say that the transactions must 
go on a dollar for dollar exchange. 
I f  that can't be arranged then all 
barter negotiations will end.

AUSTIN. March 6 (/Pi—Governor 
James V. Allred signed a bill today 
authorizing search and seizure war­
rants to enforce the State Liquor 
law.

Because it received a two-thirds 
majority in the Legislature the 
statute will be effective immediate­
ly.

The governor had advocated a 
number of measures to tighten en­
forcement and the court of criminal 
appeals recently stated absence of 
authorization for search warrants 
was hampering officials, especially 
in dry territory.

With the Legislature in week-end 
adjournment and many members 
on a trip of inspection of Buchanan 
Dam. part of the lower Colorado 
river development project, great 
interest centered on the ultimate 
fate of legalized horse race betting 
in Texas.

The Senate furnished the high- 
spot of the Legislative week by 
taking a long step toward repeal of 
the betting law enacted in 1933, a 
step already taken by the house.

It engrossed a repeal amendment 
to a track employes regulatory bill 
previously passed by the House and 
further and possibly final action 
was slated for next Wednesday. A 
complicating factor was a hearing 
before a Senate committee schedul­
ed for Tuesday on a House out­
right repeal bill.

Other action of the week in­
cluded Senate passage of a teachers 
retirement bill and House approval 
of a slx-per cent per barrel tax on
