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Consumer confidence plunges

NEW YORK (AP) -  Consumer confi­
dence tell sharply in January to its lowest 
level in four years, driven down by grow­
ing fears ot a recession, an industry group 
said Tuesday.

The Consumer Confidence Index 
dropped more than 14 points to 114.4, the 
lowest level since December 19% when it 
was 114.2, the Conference Board reported.

The decline in confidence raises new 
worry about the fragility ot the economy, 
with consumers decidedly more pes­
simistic about business and employment 
conditions, said Lynn Franco, director of

the Conference Board's Consumer 
Research Center, f

"Since apprehejTSion leads to caution 
and cautious consumers spend less than 
the confident or»ys, confidence levels in 
February will be carefully watched," 
Franco said. "Further erosions in con­
sumer confidence w ill create more* serious 
concerns about the overall health ot the 
economy."

Economists noted that consumers con­
tinue to view' the current situation in aHa- 
tively favorable terms, w ith their doubts 
focused on the futua'. Ihe question is 
whether consumers act on those fears, 
obst'rvers said.

"Historicallv, whin we see confidence

decline, we have to watch and sei' it it 
shows up also affecting spending," said 
Gary Thayer, chief economist with A.C.. 
Edwards & Sons in Sf. Louis.

The Conference Board index is consid- 
ea*d a key indicator because' consumer 
spending accounts for about two-thirds of 
the nation's economic activity. I he index 
compares a'sults with its basi' \ear, 198 ,̂ 
when it stiKxi at UK).

The new a'port will K' watched partic­
ularly closely, since it follows mmarks by 
Federal Reserve Chairman Alan 
Ga'i'nspan emphasizing the importance 
of consumer confidence.

Ga'i'nspan said last vvivk that whether 
the economy dropped into recession

would bi' determined bv how well con­
sumer confidence holds up during the 
slowdow n. For now, he said, he doi's not 
bi'lieve "the tabric ot consumer confi­
dence" has Ix'i'ii shaki'n enough to bring 
on a n'cession.

India earthquake toll climbs
ANJAR, India (AP) -  Tents, 

blankets and medical equipment 
poured into India on Tuesday as 
hopes for pulling more survivors 
from the wreckage of a massive 
earthquake dwindled to near 
zero and rescuers turned their 
attention to treating the sur­
vivors.

Officials have counted more 
than 6,400 bodies so far and offi­
cials estimated the final death toll 
could rise to 20,000 or more. 
India's defense minister estimat­
ed 100,000 may have died, with 
twice as many injured.

The Red Cross launched a 
massive relief operation 
Tuesday to towns devastated by 
the quake and appealed for $16 
million in emergency aid. 
Blankets were a priority, with 
nighttime temperatures in the

quake zone near freezing.
In a rare gesture of cooperation 

between fierce rivals, a I^kistani 
plane landed near the quake's 
epicenter Tuesday with relief, 
including 200 tents and 2,500 
blankets.

Friday's magnitude-7.9 quake 
flattened two towns in India's 
western Gujarat state. 
Government officials have count­
ed 6,444 dead and 16,557 injured 
but many bodies remain trapped 
in the ruins of collapsed build­
in g .

In the highest estimate from 
an Indian official. Defense 
Minister George Fernandes said 
Tuesday that the death toll 
could go as high as 100,000, cit­
ing the high populations of the 
two main cities destroyed: Bhuj, 
with 150,000 inhabitants, and

Anjar, with 80,000 people.
"This is my penonol assess­

m en t" Fenuiiiues told The 
Associated Press, adoiowl^ging 
the difficulty of making accurate 
assessments. " I  have been to 
those areas and I have seen it 
myself."

Automatic enrollment now available
to phone customers-needingXifelic^,;
.1 'flexas phone customers eligible 
for local Lifeline rates can be
automatically enrolled for the 
service under new rules recently 
adopted by the Public Utilit ' 
Commission (PUC).

The rules are developed from 
Senate Bill 560 passed in 1999 by 
the Texas Legislature. They are 
designed to extend Lifeline ser­
vice to all eligióle customers.

Under these rules the PUC will 
work \vith local telephone com­
panies and the Texas 
Department of Human Services 
(TDHS) to establish the Lifeline 
Automatic Enrollment Program. 
This includes giving TDHS a list 
of local phone providers in the 
state.

TDHS will identify customers 
who are eligible for Lifeline 
Services and provide those cus­
tomer names to local phone com­
panies.

The phone companies then 
will automatically enroll the cus­
tomers. The program is sched­
uled to begin operating March 1.

Lifeline services offers a signif­
icant discount on local telephone 
costs for Texas phone customers 
who are at or below 125 percent 
of federal poverty guidelines.

Customers . receiving
Medicaid, food stamps.

(LIHEAP) or federal public 
housing assistance automatically

Little Ball in Texas." The next night, the Texas State Society, 
made up of Texans who have found themselves displaced in 
Washington, D.C., spon.sored the annual "Black Tie and Boots 
Ball." Roughly 10,0(K) tickets were sold and it appeared to me 
that every person who bought one was there.

On the day of the inauguration, after only a few hours of 
sleep, Katie and 1 rose early to attend the ceremony. We were 
seated immediately in front of the platform in the freezing 
rain, drizzle and snow. But, even with the bone-chilling 
weather, the excitement was such that I hardly noticed the 
cold. While there were many memorable events of the week-  ̂
end, the swearing-in of George W. Bush as president of the 
United States and his wile, Laura, holding the Bible, was the 
singe most memorable event for me.

That evening our family made the mistake of trying to eat 
dinner b.etore going to the Texas/Wyoming Inaugural Ball. 
By the time we attempted to get within a mile of the 
Washington, D.C., Convention Center, New York Avenue had 
ht'come a parking lot. Traffic was frozen. After learning that 
President Bush had arrived at the ball earlier than scheduled, 
we changed plans and went straight to an after-party. This 
was a great event attended by several celebrities including 
Drew Carey, Bo Derek and Robert Duvall along with James 
Carville and Mary Matalin.

The Super Bowl is still the 
Super Bowl — an audience- 
grabber that almost always 
attracts the largest viewer- 
ship of thjB year and gener­
ates upward of $100 million 
in ad revenues for the host 
network. Even when the 
game is a dud.

The Baltimore Ravens' 34-7 
victory over the New York 
Giants had too much defense, 
too many punts and too big a 
competitive gap between tne 
teams to grab and maintain 
viewers' interest.

And while the national rat­
ing for CBS Sports' telecast of 
Sunday's blowout was 7 per­
cent lower than for last 
year's NFL championship 
game on ABC, and ranks tied 
for 27th out of 35 Super 
Bowls, an estimated 131.2 
million viewers saw at least 
part.

An average of 40.3 percent 
of the country's TV homes 
were watching at any given 
moment (the rating), while 
60 percent of in-use televi­
sions were tuned to the game 
(the share).

The lowest previous share 
for any Super Bowl was 61, 
in 1999 (on Fox) and in 1992 
(the last time CBS televised 
the game).

By contrast, the five World 
Sei ies games last fall' aver­
aged a 12.4 rating, down 22.5 
percent from 1999, and down
12 percent from 1998's previ­
ous record low.

That's the sort of decrease 
that's become almost expect­
ed in the world of sports tele­
vision.

The Sydney Games drew 
the lowest ratings for any 
Olympics since 1%8, the 
2000 NCAA men's college 
basketball title game 
dropped 18 percent from 
1999, and last year's All-Star 
games for the NBA and base­
ball were the worst-rated 
ever.

The rating for Sunday's 
game was slightly higher 
than the 40.2 for the 1999
Supei; Bowl, when the 
Denver Broncos beat the 
Atlanta Falcons 34-19.

The only other Super Bowl 
since 1971 with a lower rat­
ing was the 1990 ¡game, 
which drew a 39.0 on cfes as 
the San Francisco 49ers

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) — The 
Baltimore Ravens face a much 
tougher challenge than anything 
their four vanquished playoff 
opponents presented, "piey must 
figure out how to keep their 
Super Bowl championship roster 
together.

At the same time, they need to 
upgrade their offense if they are 
to have a good chance to repeat 
as NFL champs.

"I will try to the best of my 
ability to keep the defense 
intact," Ravens owner Art 
Modell said after the 34-7 demo­
lition of the New York Giants. 
"It's a difficult thing to do, but 
this is like a family."

Families, of course, often scat­
ter to various places. Super Bowl 
champions do the same.

The Broncos knew they were 
losing John Elway to retirement

after the 1999 Super Bowl. The 
Rams saw coach Dick Vermeil 
retire last year; he's back now, 
but in Kansas City.

Baltimore could well see defen­
sive coordinator Marvin Lewis 
depart this week for the head 
coaching job in Buffalo. The Bills 
have kept the position open, 
awaiting the opportunity to 
speak with Lewis.

When your defense sets all 
kinds of records and is pro­
claimed by many as the best in 
NFL history, well, the leader of 
that unit certainly deserves his 
rewards.

"I've completely put that on 
hold until after this," a beaming 
Lewis said after his defense 
pitched another shutout — New 
York's only touchdown came on 
Ron Dixon's 97-yard kickoff 
return. "All of my energy has

been focused right here, on this 
team and this game."

Brian BillicI^ a champion in 
just his second season as a head 
coach, might promote from with­
in if Lewis leaves. February is 
awfully late to be looking for a 
coordinator, although the candi­
dates should be lining up to 
work with Ray Lewis, Michael 
McCrary, Chris McAlister and 
the rest of this overpowering 
unit.

The Ravens also want to re­
sign linebacker Jamie Sharper, 
who had a terrific Super Bowl 
and is a free agent.

The defense, which yielded a 
16-game record 165 points, then 
allowed only 16 in the postsea­
son — special teams, remember, 
gave up the Super Bowl seven — 
is a mixture of young defensive 
backs, except for free safety Rixl

Woodson; young linebackers; 
and veteran defensive linemen. 
Ray Lewis, the Super Bowl MVP 
after being selected as the 
league's top defensive player this 
season, is 25, yet has played five 
NFL seasons. Sharper and Peter 
Boulware just finished their 
fourth seasons.

"There's a time to pay and a 
time for play," Billick said 
Moriday. "This team, up until 
yesterday, focused on one thing: 
the play. Now comes the seastrn 
for pay.

"We'll try to hold onto the 
integrity of this team, but it is a 
challenge."

Another challenge is getting 
the offense in gear.
