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Thornberry: Tax cuts 
mid-term election key

AMARILLO - Pampa's Congressman said the 
President's tax cut proposal will be the key to mid­
term elections in 2002.

U S. Rep. Mac Thornberry, R-Clarendon, told the 
Panhandle Livestock Association at their annual 
convention here Saturday night that the major 
piece of business in Washington is President 
Bush's tax cut proposal.

7 hornberry said plans on Capitol Hill call for the 
tax bill to be passc'd quickly. He said the goal is to 
pass it to pass it by July 4, and make it retroactive 
to Jan. 1.

"That is the target that the President and the 
Congressional leadership are shooting for," 
Thornberry said. "I think that is important for our 
pocketbooks, our industry and the country' as a 
whole."

He said thRV things am happening, all at the 
same time.
"Taxes, as a percentage of the cviuntry's economy, 

are higher than they've been at any time since the

last couple of 
years of World 
War 11,"
rhornberry said.
"In otJier words, 
everything that's 
produced in the 
country, the fed­
eral government 
is taking a bigger 
share now in 
taxes than at any 
time other than 
1944 and 1945."

If you made a traditional New Year's resolution to lose w e i^ t and 
e x e r ^ ,  you nuiy lose pounds, but you onay also strengthen bone in 
the process.

'Weig^-bearing exeidse can maintain bone density,' says Dr. 
Howard Hellei; assistant professor internal medkine at UT 
Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas.

'The bone is believed to have mechanical sensors that are used to 
adapt the strength of the bone. So, for example, tennis friayers have a 
much higher bone mass in their dominant arm.'

Low bone density can lead to osteoporosis, a thiiuiing of bones.
Weigbt-bearing exercises like aerobics, weight training walking 

and tai chi are mective at maintaining bone density. By exercising 
regularly and eating a well-balanced diet, women or all ages have a 
much better chance of maintaining their bone strength.

Youth quest could be hazardous to your health
In their quest for the fountain of youth, some people are risking 

long-term health problems by in|ecting themselves with a daily dose 
of hunum growth hormone.

'Hurrum growth hormone or HGH is a protein in the pituitary 
gland that is essential for growth and development in children,' says 
Dr. Craig Rubin, head geriatrics at UT Southwestern Medical 
Center at Dallas. 'A s we age, our bodies reduce the production of 
this hormone.'

Initially, the Food and Drug Administration approved HGH to 
treat children with m w th  deficiencies. But rrow that the hormone is 
produced synthetic^y via genetic manufacturirrg techniques, many 
people are using it to combat aging

What coiK]eios Rubin is duit people are taking HGH when there 
are no studies evaluating its long-term health effects. Prelinunary 
studies, however^ have shown that minimal use of the drug may 
cause diabetes or carpal tunnel syndrome.

'Studies of HGH given to oldet individuals have shown changes 
in body composition and increased musde mass but most impor­
tantly, there was no significant improvement in muscle strengm or 
exercise ability,' Rubin says.

Support groups lessen bumps on road to cancer 
recovery

Many cancer patients find that being inv(4ved in a support group 
helps them cope with their diagnosis and treatment.

^p p o rt groups allow patients to express concern^ and feelings 
and to share their personal ways of coping with cancer; says Marla 
Hathcoat, a social worker at the Harold C  Sirrunons Comprehensive 
Cancer Center at UT Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas.

'Some also incorporate psycho educational components and 
include teaching coping skills such as stress nuinagement, relaxation 
and problem solving' she says.

Studies have shown that participants in support groups derive 
benefits from ffie cathartic effects of self-disclosure, a sense of com­
munity and the feeling of altruism atujl worth that comes with ^6th 
giving and receiving supprat, she says.

To be healthy, be skeptical of supplements
Drugs that advertise enharKed sports pe^ntum ce through better 

concentration, increased muscle strengm arul stronger focus may 
actually be no better than simple athletic training say doctors at UT 
Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas.

Actually, says Dr. Patricia Chandler; an assistant professor of fam­
ily practice and conrununity medicine, some drugs and dietary sup­
plements can be dangerous to your health, and athletes should ^  
cautious about taking them even if the lab^ says they are safe.

'Those dings niay temporarily enhance an athlete's performance, 
but they have dangerous side effects,' Chandler says.
Testosterone preparations can change the cholesterol makeup of your 
blood in a negative way, and drugs like ephedrine can increase blood 
pressure and hear rate to unhealthy levels. The long-term effects can 
be serious.'

In 1994, the United States Congress passed a law allowing dietary 
supplements to be marketed wimout warning labels. That mearu a 
supplement could be labeled safe but still have some serious poten­
tial side effects.

'What I tell athletes is to eat r i^ t ,  ^  en o u ^  rest and train appro­
priately,' says Chandler, who is certified in sports medicine. 'Ptoper 
training is fax better than taking drugs.'

Do the two step: W ash hands, drink plenty of fluids
Winter is here and so is another season of respiratory syncytial 

virus, better known as RSV, the leading cause of respiratory infec­
tions in young children and infants.

'Typically, people get their hands contamiiuted unlmowin^y and 
then rub t h ^  eyes or nose,' says Dr. Hasan Jafri, an assistant profes­
sor of pediatrics at UT Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas. 'The 
best way to avoid RSV is to wash hands frequently, and avoid places 
like busy daycare centers where it can be transmitted easily.*̂

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New procedure which uses radiation to ‘zap’
arteries may prevent further clogging

Zapping arteries with radiation after clearing out blockages dra­
matically cuts tile dianoes th ^  will dog up again, researchers say.

TWo new studies suggest that the technolo^ can help eliminate 
the most discouraging complication of angioMasty — the tendency 
of newly reopened heart arteries to squeeze mut again within a few 
weeks.

Both technologies involve inserting bits of radioactive material 
into the arteries, where it is left fen* a few minutes and then removed. 
One uses beta radiation, which does not penetrate beyond the 
patient's body, and the other uses garrmui radiation, which recpiires 
medical workers to be studded.

Despite the apparer\J advantages, experts worry that both 
approaches could cause cancer decades later. In addition, several 
patients getting garruna radiation, developed dangerous bloixl clots.

The studies were puUished in the New England Journal of 
Medicine, along with editorials by dcx:lors from the Food and Drug 
Administration and Jewish General Hospital in Montreal. The edito­
rials urged using the new systems with caution until bigger, longer 
studies ccHifirm their safety and effectiveness.

Each year; some 750,000. Americans undergo balloon angioplasty 
to scpieeze open clogged arteries. In about 60 percent of cases, doc­
tors also insert a miniature wire oril, called a stent, to try to keep the 
rurtery propped open. This cuts the rate of renarrowing — what dcK- 
tors caU restenosis — from the usual 35 percent to around 25 percent.

When restenosis exxurs, chest pain usually returns, and the usual 
solution is another angioplasty or a bypass operation. Radiation is 
the latest attempt to avoid this complication.

"It is very exciting news for us," said Dr. Rohit Arora, chief of car­
diology at the University of Medicine and Dentistry of New Jersey in 
NewuK who did not participate in the studies.

■  Both technologies involve inserting bits of 
radioactive material into the arteries, where it 
is left for a few minutes and then removed. 
One uses beta radiation, which does not pene­
trate beyond the patient's body, and the other 
uses gamma radiation, which requires medical 
workers to be shielded.

The study of beta radiation used a system made by Boston 
Scientific Corp. and was sponsored by the Prevot Foundation and 
the Swiss National Science Foundation. The gaiiuna radiation study 
tested a system made by Cordis, a Johnson & Johnson subsidiary, 
which financed the r e s e a t .

The study of beta radiation was directed hy Dr. Vital! Wrin of 
University Hospital in Geneva and involved 181 patients who were 
treated after undergoing angioplasty for the first time. Once the 
blockage was cleared, a radioactive coil was inserted in that part of 
the artery, then removed after a couple of minutes.

Heart scans six months later found resteiKisis in 29 percent of 
patients receiving the lowest radiation dose and in 15 percent of 
those getting a dose twice as high. Among patients who did not have 
a stent implanted, just 4 percent at the highest radiation dose suf­
fered restenosis.

The other study used the more common strategy of treating 
patients who had already undergone a failed angioplasty. After a 
new angioplasty, doctors inserted a tiny ribbon containing seeds of 
garruna radiation in 131 patients, removing it after 20 minutes. An 
additioiud 121 patients received an identical-looking ribbon but no 
radiation.

After six months, 28 percent of the patients who got radiation had 
restenosis, needed a repeat procedure or had died, compared with 44 
percent in the comparison group. However, several months after the 
procedure, 5 percent of the radiation patients developed dangerous 
blood clots, compared with 1 percent in the comp>arison grotm.

Dr. Martin B. Leon of Lenox Hill Hospital in New York, who 
directed the gamma radiation study, said he has eliminated that 
problem in more recent patients by limiting use of new stents 
and keeping patients on anti-clotting medicines for six to 12 
months.

The technique means that many patients can be spared Iwpass 
surgery or repeated angioplasties, said Leon, who has workecl as a 
consultant for Cordis.

Arora said the beta radiation system is more likely to p«i out 
because it is easier to operate, the radiation is not widely dispersed 
and, unlike the gamma system, it has been shown to prevent resteno­
sis after a patient's first angioplasty.

Lethal bacteria becoming resistant to antibiotics

A sometimes-lethal type of bac­
teria that causes many cases of 
pneumonia, bloodstream infec­
tions and other illnesses is rapid­
ly becoming resistant to antibi­
otics, a goverrunent study found.

Experts have warned for a 
decade that overuse of antibiotics 
is helping germs become resis-

tant to drugs, first to penicillin, 
then to newer antibiotics, raising 
the specter of more deaths and 
amputations.

"It's become even more worri­
some in the last two years," said 
Dr. Cynthia G. Whitney of the 
Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention. "There are definitely
some strains that are fast leam-- . - « ers.

Before the appropri­
ate treatment can be determined, 
the cause of the stroke — a clot 
or bleeding in the brain — must 
first be determined through 
brain scans and a phyrical exam­
ination.

Streptococcus pneumonia, the 
nation's most common bacterial 
cause of meningitis, children's 
ear infections and pneumonia. 
Also called pneumococcus, it is a 
frequent cause of bacteremia, a 
bloodstream infection tiiat kills 
numy elderly people.

Between 1995 and 1998, 
Whitney and colleagues collected 
12,045 blood or other fluid sam­
ples from U.S. patients infected 
with Streptococcus pneumonia. 
Each sample was tested against 
antibiotics from nine of the 10 or 
so classes that fight bacteria, with 
increasin^y strong doses of the 
antibiotic applied until the bacte­
ria were kiU^.

Over the three-year span, the 
percentage of pneumococcus 
samples resistant to three or more 
antibiotic classes grew from 9 
percent to 14 percent. The per­
centage resistant to penicillin 
went from 21 percent to 25 per­
cent.

Resistance was particularly 
high in children under 5 and in 
whites, two groups generally 
receiving more antibiotics than 
others, as well as in parts of the 
South.

However; the researchers noted 
that new vaccines, including one 
approved recently for use in 
bames, can protect against most

drug-resistant strains of the bac­
teria. Also, a few new antibiotics 
have been coming onto the mar­
ket in recent years, and 19 more 
are in development and could go 
on sale over the next eight years.

In fact, the researchers found 
that as newer antibiotics came 
into greater use, the prevalence of 
pneumococcus resistant to the 
older antibiotics decreased

"It gives us hope maybe we can 
reverse this trend," Whitney said.

The research was reported in 
the New England Journal of 
Medicine.

In an editoriaL Drs. Riduird P. 
Wenzel and Michael B. Edmond 
of Virginia Commonwealth 
University said that the rise of 
drug resistance "should cause 
great concern and incite a com­
mitment to act responsibly."

"The antibiotic era is b«iTy 60 
years old, yet the inappropriate 
use of these drugs threatens our 
ability to cope with infections," 
they said.

SAN DIEGO (AP) — Phil Mickelson spent

Lickliter his first victory after 158 starts on 
tour.

"I'm still in shock," Lickliter said, fighting 
back tears just moments after a three-putt 
from 12 feet for triple bogey. "Other than
getting stupid, 1 felt 1 played pretty good.". . . . . /

Mickelson fanned his drive on the 425-
vard 17th hole over the trees and into a 
canyon. All Lickliter had to do was find a 
flat piece of ground in play, and victory was 
all but assured.

Lickliter pulled out his driver. What fol­
lowed was a mighty lash and words that 
can't be repeated as the ball followed 
Mickelson's straight into the canyon.

E a rn h a rd t  a g a in  like s ra c in g  at D a y to n a
DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. (AP) 

— Dale Earnhardt has for the last 
tew years panned racing at 
Daytona International Speedway. 
Now, he's offering a very favor­
able review.

Last year, the biggest star in 
NASCAR history invoked the 
name of the founder of stock car 
racing's premier circuit in his cri­
tique of its marquee event. But 
The In^imidator — who had said 
the engine package for the track 
ruined the Daytona 5(K) — was 
full of praise Sunday after finish­
ing second to Tony Stewart in the 
Budweisi>r Shcxrtout.

"I made the comment that Bill 
France Sr. was probably turning 
over in his grave about that kind 
of raang," Earnhardt recalled. 
"Well, I'd say he'd be jumping up 
and down this year about this 
kind of racing."

What had become a single-file, 
l^^l-mph parade virtually devoid 
of meaningful passe.s, apparently 
has been black-flagged. A few 
tweaks of the racing package had 
the cars running side-by-side 
Sunday, two and occasionally 
three abreast with considerable
passing.

"I thought it was a good
show," NASCAR president Mike 
Helton said.

He wasn't alone. In his comer 
were many of the drivers who 
dislike the package designed 
around power-robbing carbure­
tor plates.

"It was something that I don't 
think anybody has seen here for a 
long time," Stewart said after 
w’inning the non-points race that 
scarves as the first tuneup for next 
Sunday's season-opening
Daytona 5(K). "It gave us oppor­
tunities to really race each other 
in the cars instead of just riding 
around in them."

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Specter: Clinton ‘technically’ 
could be impeached again

WASHINGTON (AP) — Former President 
Clinton, who survived a Senate tri*d on whether 
to remove him, could technically face new 
impeachment charges over his last-minute par­
don of fugitive hnancier Marc Rich, a sertior 
Republican on the Senate Judiciary Coirunittee 
sa^ .

Sen. Arlen Specter of Pennsylvania, inter­
viewed on "Fox News Sunday," said legal 
research led him to believe a former president 
"technically could still be impeached." He did not 
s u g ^ t  what the specific charges rrüght be.

Clinton spokeswoman Julia Payne shot bade 
"Give me a break. What's dear here, by the con­
tinued piling-on of the Republicans on President 
Clinton, is that what they'd like to impeach is the 
eight great years of progress and prosperity the 
American people enjoyed under him."

Legal scholars were divided on whether the 
Constitution allows Congress to pursue an 
impeachment case — either over a president's use 
of nis pardon power or against a chief executive 
who has left office.

The Senate's second-ranking Republican leader,^ 
Don Nickles of Oklahonrva, opposed a new 
impeachment case. But he did raise the possibili­
ty of using other methods to reduce the former 
president's pension, office rent allowance and 
other administrative expenses.

Under questioning Specter said, "I'm not sug­
gesting that it should be done, but President 
Clinton techrücally could still be impeached." He 
added, "I don't think that trial would take too 
long."

Specter said Clinton "avoided a conviction on 
impeachment the last time around because he had 
not lost the confidence of the American people, 
and we didn't want to shake up the government, 
but he's not in office anymore.'^

In impeachment proceedings, the House brings 
charges and the Senate tries the case. Specter said

"someone" in the House could soon talk about 
possible articles of impeachment. "No, I don't 
nave anybody in mind, '̂ he added.

Clinton was impeached by the House in 
December 1998 on allegations of perjury and 
obstruction of justice involving testimcHiy about 
his affair with White House intern Monica 
Lewinsky. In February 1999, the Senate voted to 
acquit Clinton, with Specter opposing his 
removal from office.

Rich was among 140 Americans pardoned by 
Clinton two hours before he left office on Jan. 20. 
He has lived in Switzerland since just before he 
was indicted in the United States in 1983 on 
c h a i^  he evaded more than $48 million in taxes, 
fraud and participating in illegal oil deals with 
Iran.

Republicans have noted that Rich's former 
wife, Denise, was a major contributor to the 
Democratic Party and to Hillary Rodham 
Clinton's Senate campaim. Denise Rich also 
reportedly donated some $450,000 to the former 
president's library foundation.

Democrats have not defended Clinton's pardon 
decision.

"I think either the president had an incredible 
lapse in memory or was brain-dead when he did 
that one," Sen. Joseph Biden of Delaware, ranking 
Democrat on the Judiciary Committee, told Fox.

Clinton has insisted that Rich deserved the par­
don on the merits.

Specter suggested the former president could 
be stripped of "the emoluments of office, such as 
the substantial sums being spent on the library, 
such as the bodyguards, such as his pension."

At a Judiciary Committee hearing Wednesday, 
Specter plans to seek support for a constitution^ 
amendment that would mve Congress the power 
to overturn a presidential pardon oy a two-thirds 
vote. The president's power to pardon is absolute 
under the Constitution.

McVeigh called ‘delusional,’ 
for seeking public execution

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) — 
Relatives of those killed in the 
Oklahoma City bombing 
rebuked Timothy McVeigh's sug­
gestion that his execution be pub­
licly broadcast.

"Are citizens going to see this 
sitting in a bar?" asked Tom 
Kight, whose daughter, Frankie 
Merrell, died in the explosion.

"What about the people who 
follow him, the right-wing anti- 
government people? I think Tim 
would like to go out a martyr," he 
said.

McVeigh, 32, is set to be execut­
ed May 16 by injection at the fed­
eral penitentiary in Terre Haute, 
Ind., for his role in the April 19, 
1995, bombing of the Alfred P. 
Murrah Federal Building. The 
bombing killed 168 people and 
injured 500.

In a letter published in The 
Sunday Oklahoman, McVeigh 
suggested that for all who wish 
to view the execution to have fair

access, "a reasonable solution 
seems obvious: hold a true 'pub­
lic' execution — allow a public 
broadcast."

Federal Bureau of Prisons 
spokesman Dan Dunne said a 
national broadcast was not an 
option.

"It hasn't even been consid­
ered. Jt won't happen," he said.

McVeigh wrote the letter in 
response to a lawsuit filed by 
eight survivors and victin\s' fam- 
Uy members asking for a closed- 
circuit telecast of the execution. 
The prisons bureau is consider­
ing such a telecast. Several states 
have allowed relatives of murder 
victims to watch executions on 
closed-circuit television.

"It has ... been said that all of 
Oklahoma was a victim of the 
bombing. Can all of Oklahoma 
watch?" he wrote in the Feb. 1 
letter.

IW o inmates charged with 
murdering another prisoner

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Two Texas prison­
ers, one serving a life sentence for capital murder 
and the other jailed for agnavated robbery, have 
been indicted by a P o lk ^ u n ty  grand jury and 
charged with murdering'another convict.

Authorities said James Wilson, 27, was a mini­
mum custody iiunate at the Terrell Unit who had 
no cell mate when he was murdered July 17 by 
Ennis Colemair, 23, and Christopher Alford, 28.

Wilson was found lying on his back as guards 
made their rounds, a shoestring tied around his 
neck. Corrections officers unsuccessfully attempt­
ed to revive Wilson, who was pronounced dead at 
the Livingston-area unit's infirmary.

Wilson arrived in prison Nov. 20,1998, on a five- 
yeai sentence for burglary in Lubtxxk County.

Colettuin and Alfoffi will be arraigned M a ^  9, 
and both are expected to enter pleas of irmocence, 
the Huntsville Item reported in Sunday editions.

Coleman, who was serving a life sentence for a 
capital murder conviction from Harris County, was 
charged with murder and capital murder.

Alford, who was serving a Dallas County sen­
tence on an aggravated robbery with a deadly 
weapon conviction, was charged only with mur­
der.

Violent attacks in Texas prisons have increased 
more than tenfold in the past decade, figures from 
the Texas Department of Criminal Justice show.

Texas students look to give 
NPS first 3D Statue of Liberty view

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — At 151 feet tall and a 
weight of 225 tons, the Statue of Liberty is among 
the world's most recognized ladies.

To ensure the statue's stately image remains 
intact, the National Park Service is calling on a 
team of Texas Tech students and faculty to survey 
her copper skin.

The team will use a laser to measure the statue's 
surface, said Paul Dolinsky, chief of the Historic 
Arnerican Buildings Sur\’ey, an NPS division. The 
group will run a test case in March to try sqme new 
laser measuring technology with a Cyrax laser, he 
said.

"And once we know that this approach will 
w ork... we'll establish a budget to funa the survey 
project," Dolinsky said.

The survey will give the Park Service its first 
three-dimensiorul, measured drawing of the stat­
ue, Dolinsky said.

John White, professor and assistant academic 
dean at Tech's College of Architecture, has worked

with the Park Service every summer for 27 years. 
The laser, used in conjunction with a computer- 
inuiging technok)^, will produce highly accurate 
measurements of me statue's exterior. White said.

The statue's copper sheeting "skin" is only 
3/32nd iiKh thick.

The Park Service wants to know its oonditkxi. 
White said.

The laser will let the surveyors avoid using scaf­
folding. Instead, the ardiitects will stand at ground 
level and scan specific sections of the statue, 
marked with targets stratemcally placed on the 
copper surface. Images will M stored on a laptop 
computer at the site, and later developed into 
drawings in the College of Architecture at Tedi.

Atlantis astronauts gear up 
for second spacewalk

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) — A day after 
opening the doors to Destiny, astronauts aboard

r ce shuttle Atlantis had two main tasks; move a 
king port and continue outfitting the new lab 

during a spacewalk.
On Monday, astronaut Marsha Ivins was set to 

use the shuttle's robotic arm to place a docking port 
at the end of Destiny, the international space sta­
tion's new science laboratory.

The port, whidi will serve as the primary shuttle 
docking location for the next several missions, had 
been moved to a temporary location during the 
mission's first spacewalk Saturday so the lab could 
be attached to station Alpha.

Spacewalkers Thomas Jones and Robert Curbeam 
Jr. were expected to help Ivins with her task and 
also attach various equipment and fixtures to the 
exterior of the $1.4 billion lab, including the future 
cormection point for the space station's robotic arm 
— due to be brought up in April.

If the docking port can't be attached to Destiny, it 
would halt future space station construction. 
Another mission woula have to be scheduled or the 
next one in early March would have to be 
revamped in order to get the docking port oormect- 
ed, flight director Bob Castle said.

Mexican president’s hometovm pre­
pares for Bush, but many already in U.S.

SAN CRISTOBAL, Mexico (AP) — When 
President Bush comes to this village baked by dust 
and sun on Friday, he will see newly planted grass, 
freshly painted walls and gleaming telephone poles 
that soon will cormect San Cristobal to the world.

What he is unlikely to see are the viliqgé’s poor 
peasants and the bleak choice they have long lived 
with: Work for the family of President Vicente Fox 
for subsistence wages, or cross illegally into the 
United States to try to make their fortune.

Illegal immigration is expected to figure at the 
top of the agenda when Fox and the former Texas 
governor meet on Bush's first foreign tr^  as U.S. 
president. It would be hard to find a more appro­
priate place to discuss it.

Rita Cruz, 23, said almost all the men in San 
Cristobal are either in the United States or have 
spent years there. Seven of her nine brothers are 
there, as are two uncles and countless cousins.

It's hard to do much with the wages paid by the 
Fox family, which is pretty much the only employ­
er in town. Laborers currently nrake about $8 a day, 
better than in many rural communities in Mexico, 
but hardly a living.

Ausencio Nila, 80, sat in front of his house hold­
ing a cowboy hat and a warped wooden cane. He 
is crippled by rheumatism, he says from more 
than 40 years of working in the fields of the Fox 
family.

Six years ago, when he could no longer walk, he 
said he asked his boss — Fox's brother Jose — 
whether he could retire.

Fox has said he plans to lobby Bush for a visa 
program that would allow Mexican workers to 
cross legally into the United States to woik tem­
porarily — an idea that has received support from 
the Bush administration and Republican members 
of Congress.
