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City sales tax
figures reflect
good December

There’s good news on the sales tax tront. Christmas and other
xhnprcrs during December are responsible tor sales tax receipts
which came in at 23 percent above what had been budgeted.

This month’s report for December sales put $238,049 in the city's
pocket and the halt-cent Pampa Economic Development ('orpumtivun
sales tax generated $79,349 bringing the sales tax total to $317,399,
according to City Finance Director John Horst

“We are very pleased with the sales tax receipts for retail sales
made in December,” Horst said. “For this vear, vear-to-date collec-
tions are $57,677 over budget.” v

I'he December receipts were well above last vear and about the
same as in 1998 when $238,961 1n city taxes were collected.

December 19995 city portion ot $192,496 was thought myv some
city otticials to be an incorrect number because it was so tar ott the
mark trom 1998 and because many merchonts had reported good
holiday sales. Some otticials theorized that some ot the December
1999 taxes may have been tallied by the state in the wrong month.

There is no proot this happened and Horst said there is no detini-
tive answer as to why December 1999 receipts came in as low as they
dld

But tor now, Horst savs, “February collections [tor December sales]
traditionally account tor about 10 percent ot our annual collections.
Ihe months of October, November and February have been over
budget and prior vear collections.”

Horst said city otticials “ ... are encouraged by this and anticipate
the next seven months will be at budget or above. As to what can be
attributed to this, we know some local retailers had a very good
December.”

Another good sign, Horst savs, is that some local businesses have
added emplovees in the last six months.

Two young Pampa men were injured when a
1984 Nissan went off the road, struck a metal pipe,
flipped end-over-end, then rolled on U.S. 60, west
of Pampa, Monday morning.

Matthew Kent Gallagher, 19, 500 N. Christy, and
Michael Leon Hinds, 18, 1138 S. Christy, were
taken to Pampa Regional Medical Center
Emergency Room by Rural Metro Ambulance at
about 8:30 a.rh., following the wreck: Both men
were conscious at the scene. The passenger,
Hinds, had been ejected from the vehicle, officials
at the scene said.

Hinds remained in the Pampa hospital in stable
condition at press time today, after being admitted
for observation, Terry Barnes, a hospital
spokesman, reported. Gallagher was treated and
released from the hospital emergency room, he
said.

Trooper ] sse Cerda said in his report of the
wreck that the Nissan was eastbound on U.S. 60,
approximately six miles west of Pampa when the
vehicle drifted to the right, went into a ditch, and
struck a large metal pipe head-on. The vehicle
then flipped end over end, rolled over on the pas-
senger side, then stopped right side up, facing
west.

Cerda listed driver inattention and speeding
over the limit as contributing factors to the wreck.

Mighty Moms and Dedicated Dads,” a team

Children - even when they’re teen-agers
desperately need their parents to be parents, to
love them enough to say “no” when it's need-
ed, to set clear boundaries with fair conse-
quences when crossed, to teach them what is
acceptable and unacceptable behavior.

. at the moment of conception to see that their
children grow up to be good citizens and
responsible adults. And that involves a com-
mitment that goes far beyond dropping them
off at the mall.

law at all and certainly not a creation of man

It imply a way of stating an observation
ibout the nature of economic exchanges.

I have over-simplified the law of supply
and demand, but the point is;never to believe
the fantasy that any businesg entity can grow
in sales and size indefinitely. It cannot be
done.

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Auto racing fans mourn loss of Earnhardt

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. (AP)
— Fans gathered in a semicircle
and held candles while they
prayed as a daK of mourning
melted into a nighttime vigil out-
side the racetrack where Dale
Earnhardt died.

Written on white posterboard
were thousands of heartfelt mes-
sages for The Intimidator,
arguably the greatest auto racer
in American history, who was
killed when he slammed into the
wall on the last lap of the
Daytona 500 on Sunday.

One salute spotted Monday,
from a couple in Texas, was as
straightforward and fitting as
they come: “The Master. You Will
Be Missed By AlL”

Now that the seven-time

Winston Cup champion is gone
at age 49, there’s a massive void
to fill, and many questions to
answer.

Some answers were easy. No
the circumstances,

NASCAR has always felt the
show must go on. So there will be
no postponement of this week-
end’s race in Rockingham, N.C,,
and no immediate decision on
whether to retire Earnhardt’'s
famous No. 3 Chevrolet

Other answers won’t come so
quickly. Most of those concern
safety and how NASCAR will
react after watching its pre-emi-
nent driver die of head trauma
when his car careened out of con-
trol at stock car racing’s most
famous track.

“We're not going to accelerate,
we're not going to slow down,”
NASCAR president Mike Helton
said. “It's a work in progress all
the time.”

That philosophy is troubling to
the people who invented the
Head And Neck Support
(HANS) device that some believe
could have saved the life of
Earnhardt, Adam Petty and the
other two NASCAR drivers who

died of head injuries in the last
nine months

“This is getting absurd,” said
Ken Adams, manager of the com
pany that makes the HANS
device. “A Petty dying last year,
Earnhardt dying this year. Those
are two of the biggest names in
racing history.”

Only six NASCAR drivers in
the 43-car field Sunday used the
HANS device. NASCAR has no
rules requiring it, although
Helton said NASCAR “recom
mends drivers try it and work
with the developers to perfect it
for stock car racing.”

Dr. Steve Bohannon, who tried
to save Earnhardt’s life as the dri
ver sat slumped in the wreckage,
said the autopsy performed
Monday confirmed what every
one suspected: Earnhardt died
on impact. He sustained a skull
fracture that ran from the front to
the back of his brain

Oklahoma coach
Kelvin Sampson said two-tenths
of a second remained when the
ball left Heywood’s hands.

“I thought it was good, I
absolutely did,” Sampson said.
“That red light behind the back-
board, that ball was in flight
when the light went on. That's
why I had confidence.”

Missouri players didn’t argue
the call.

“] wanted it to be too late, but I
knew it wasn’t,” freshman center
Arthur Johnson said. “I wanted
to hit somebody in the mouth.”

In the only other game involv-
ing a Top 25 team Monday, No.
17 Syracuse beat Connecticut 65-
60.

Heywood wanted to hug
somebody after he rebounded
Nolan Johnson’s missed shot.
Besides matching his season
high for points, he hit a basel.ne
jumper with 1:15 left to give the
Sooners a 60-58 lead and was 4-
for-5 from the field.

“Definitely, this is my biggest
shot,” said Heywood, who
entered the game averaging 3.6
points. “It’s a great feeling, a lot
of hard work.”

Oklahoma (21-5, 104 Big 12)
has beaten Missouri (17-9, 8-5)
six straight times. This time, the
Sooners ended the Tigers’ 13-
game homecourt winning streak.

Missouri led 30-24 at the half,
but shot only 29 percent there-
after.

“Down the stretch, we made
some plays,” coach Quin Snyder

said. “But in my mind, we didn’t
make Plays in the heart of the
game.”

Sampson wasn’t that happy
with the play of his team, even in
victory, noting that the Sooners
had to scrap for everything.

“I think it's a mark of a very,
very good team, when you don’t
play your best and still find a
way to win,” Sampson said.

breathe.

Williams had been at New York
Weill Comell Medical Center since
having surgery Jan. 15 in a 9 1/2-
hour procedure on his left mitral
heart valve. The valve was replaced
with pig tissue after the preferred
procedure of repairing the valve
proved unfeasible.

Doctors also found stretching of
the ring holding the tn'mtrid valve
in place on the right side of the
heart, so they tightened it with

sutures,

He left the Manhattan hospital
Monday moming for the flight to
California.

Doctors said Williams's recovery
has been slow because of a couple of
infections, and the fact he can't
breathe on his own.

“The plan is to spend a few days
in intensive care and make sure
these guys have a good handle on
Dad’s condition,” his son tpld the
Globe. “Then slowly wean him off
the breathing machine, and start
physical therapy to get him up and
moving.”

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Ex-wife of former millionaire Cullen Davis dies of cancer

Socialite Priscilla Davis always
belieVed that her estranged hus-
band was the “man in black” who
wounded her and killed two oth-
ers in one of the most notorious
murder cases in state history.

Davis, 59, died early Monday of
breast cancer at her Dallas home
She was one of four people
attacked at former husband
Cullen Davis’ $6 million Fort
Worth mansion in August 1976.
Killed in the rampage were
Priscilla Davis’ boyfriend and her
12-year-old daughter

But Cullen Davis, who was
then the wealthiest man ever to
stand trial for murder, was later
acquitted of murder in the death
of his stepdaughter, Andrea
Wilborn

One of the socialite’s oldest and
closest friends said she was disap-
pointed that Davis did not live to
see justice served in the mansion
shootings

“It never left her mind for a
moment,” Davis’ friend, Judy
Johnson, told the Fort Worth Star-
Telegram in Tuesday’s editions

Funeral services will be at 2
p-m. Thursday at Sﬁmrkman
Hillcrest Chapel in Dallas, with
burial in Hillcrest Memorial Park.

Davis had been under hospice
care. Another daughter, Dee
Davis, was at her side when she
died at 5:40 a.m. Monday.

“I woke up at 4:10 and lay
down beside her and talked to her
and watched her literally take her
last breath,” the daughter said.

Her mother’s breast cancer had
been publicly revealed in June on
a cable television program.

“She said when her doctor gave
her the news, she felt just like she
did running through the field,
bleeding from a‘gunshot wound
to her chest on the night of the
shootings,” said moderator Bill
Kurtis said at the end of the pro-

gram

When Davis’ ex-huSband was
accused in the shootings, his
international oil-based empire
was estimated at $400 million. In
a nasty divorce battle, a judge had
awarded Priscilla Davis tempo-
rary custody of his mansion and
granted a restraining order bar
ring him from the residence.

The famous Texas case was the
subject of an ABC miniseries
called “Texas Justice” and numer-
ous books.

“Every time they go through all
that trial again, I have to relive it,”
Priscilla Davis told The Dallas
Morning News in an earlier inter
view. “I had a daughter killed
You never get over that. I also saw
the person doing the shooting. I
don’t care what the verdict was. |
live knowing that every day.”

The socialite, born on July 30,
1941 at Dublin, grew up in subur
ban Houston and graduated from

Galena Park High School. She met
Fort Worth car dealer Jack
Wilborn, who became her second
husband, in Houston and moved
to Fort Worth with him.

Davis gained a reputation in
conservative Fort Worth society
for having a- freewheeling
lifestyle. But Wilborn, Andrea’s
father, said his ex-wife was “gen-
erous to a fault,” very open and
totally unpretentious.

“I think she’ll be remembered
as a very intelligent, loving, giv-
ing person,” said Wilborn. “They
really mistreated her in the court-
room and it gave a lot of people
the impression she was (a) differ-
ent kind of person than she really
is.

I'he night of the shootings,
Davis and -her live-in lover, Stan
Farr, returned to the mansion
after dinner and drinks with
friends

Moments after arriving, Davis

was confronted by an assailant
wearing a shoulder-length black
wig. The man's hands were
wrapped in a black plastic bag,
concealing a revolver. He told
Priscilla, “Hi,” then shot her in
the chest.

The attacker wrestled with Farr,
a 30-year-old ex-TCU basketball
player, then shot him four times.
Farr’s girlfriend watched him die,
then saw the gunman drag his
body through the kitchen toward
a door led(fing to the basement.
Downstairs, her daughter by a
previous marriage lay dead.

As Priscilla staggered into a
courtyard, the intruder interceEt-
ed a young man returning hi
date to the mansion, where she
planned to spend the night with
Priscilla’s elder daughter. The
killer fired a bullet into Bubba
Gavrel’s spine, crippling him. His
date fled onto the darkened man-
sion grounds.

An Amarillo jury ruled about a
year later that the eil tycoon did
not kill his stegdaughter Priscilla
reached a confidential settlement
with the businessman in 1987 as
an attempt to resolve her $16.5
million rsonal-injury and
wrongful- ge th lawsuit against
him.

Davis, who moved to Dallas in
1982, lived for several years on
proceeds of a divorce settlement
she won from the oil tycoon. Dee
Davis said her mother worked at
the Dallas Flower Market in the
late 1990s. Her fortunes declined
in later years and she had few
worldly possessions at the end.

“Her photographs of family
and friends were the only things
left,” her daughter said.

Survivors, in addition to Dee
Davis, include a son, Jackie
Wilborn Jr; two brothers, David
G. Childers and Paul R. Childers;
and three granddaughters.

Privacy rights issue
in ‘pot’ growing case
Police used heat-sensing device

WASHINGTON (AP) — Supreme Court justices joined a spirited
debate Tuesday over whether law enforcement officials violated an
Oregon man’s constitutional rights when they used a heat-sensing
device to find he was growing marijuana in his home.

At issue is whether narcotics agents violated a constitutional ban
on unreasonable searches when they frained a thermal imaging
device on Danny Lee Kyllo’s house — without a search warrant.

Kyllo’s attorney, Kenneth Lerner, said the home should be a refuge,
where people should be free to let down their guard without fearing
thv government could be unreasonably looking over their shoulder.

“Why don’t your reasonable expectations of privacy include tech-
nology? ... You know there are such things as thermal imagers,’
Justice Antonin Scalia asked. “Why do we have to assume we live in
a world without technology?”

“The burden is really improperly placed on the citizen to figure out
what technology the government may come up with,” Lerner
replied

The government argues that law enforcement officials were within
constitutional limitations when they utilized the scan, which sensed
heat patterns emanating from Kyllo’s home indicative of lights used
to grow marijuana. They used the images — along with a tip from an
informant and electricity records — to obtain a search warrant of his
Florence, Ore., home.

“If the thermal imager functioned like an X-ray machine ... then we
don’t dispute that it would be a search,” Deputy Solicitor General
Michael Dreeben said. “We are not learning what activities are going
on or where they are going on in that house.”

But Justice Steven Breyer seemed skeptical. He said that bird
watchers carry binoculars and Boy Scouts have flashlights, which
improve human senses, but “who has a heat thermal device?
Nobody, except a few.”

In 1991, a narcotics task force was investigating whether Kyllo's
neighbors were growing marijuana at a triplex house.

But when officers used a thermal imager on Kyllo’s residence, the
found unusual amounts of heat coming from his home’s side waﬁ
and garage roof

After obtaining a warrant and searching the house in January 1992,
agents found drug paraphernalia and more than 100 marijuana
plants. Kyllo was arrested

He was sentenced to 63 months in prison, but the high court’s deci-
sion could lead to important new guidelines on how law enforce-
ment officials use technology while conducting searches.

In the past, the high court has allowed law enforcement agencies

without warrants — to fly over a person’s property or use a flash-
light to illupinate a person’s car

However, the justices have required warrants when officials
microphones inside a person’s home or listening devices on public
telephones, among other surveillance methods.

A district court judge in Portland originally ruled against Kyllo,
who pleaded guilty on the condition that he could appeal the legali-
ty of the search

After an initial ruling in his favor, the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals later upheld the use of the thermal imaging device, saying
its use did not constitute an illegal search

Out,” said Celia Mingus Zaentz, the first wife of jazz legend Charles
Mingus. She made (i"ar, though, that the series served a purpose.
“It's now given us a reference point. Now you can start a conver-
sation with anyone who has seen the jazz series,” she said.
Jazz film archivist Mark Cantor, a consultant on Burns’ series, said
the music clips were too short because Burns “lacked trust in the
imusic or in the audience.”
