Four people suffered injuries
after a two-car collision at the
intersection of South Cuyler and
Frederic streets that overturned
one vehicle and sent a pickup
careening into an empty gas sta-
tion.

Powell said. “The fire had broken through the roof
and they said flames were shooting above the trees
When [ got here, the roof was already starting to

sag

Dunham said the firefighters fought the blaze
knowing that someone was possibly in the house
because of what neighbors told them and because a
car was parked in the driveway.

However, the intensity of the fire hampered their
rescue efforts, he said

“You just do what you have to do,” he said

After they were able to control the blaze, fire per
sonnel discovered the woman lying underneath a
pile of clothing in a room in the back of the house
Officials theorize that she had attempted to escape
the fire and had become overcome by smoke, pos
sibly pulling a clothes rack full of clothes on top of
her. Firefighters said they also found two dogs that
had died in the fire

As fire personnel waited for the state officials,
they continued to search for areas of fire that might

T'he prison publication, which included letter:
to the editor from inmates and summaries of arti-
cles from other newspapers around the state, had
frequently won honors in the American Penal
Press Contest.

Relatives of inmates and others who could sub-
scribe to The Echo relied upon the newspaper,
which contained no advertising.

“The Echo is very important for inmates and
their families because it is the only newspaper in
the small town that is the Texas prison system,”
said Ray Hill, host of The Prison Program, which
is broadcast on Houston public radio

Keilin, who reviewed articles’ content before
publication, said the inmates adhered to a code of
ethics, including printing only balanced and true
information and clearly identifying their sources.

“I'm told an appropriate place will be found
and it will start back up,” she said. “It's had
bumps and things in its 73-year history. It has
survived them.

BEIJING (AP) A visit
by Olympic inspectors got
off to a positive start for
China on Wednesday when
Beijing was praised for its
on-paper proposals to play
host to the 2008 Games

Hein Verbruggen, head of
the inspection team, said its
members were happy with
the city’s official bid report
But he urged officials to be
ready for “straightforward
questions” on matters rang
ing from stadiums to trans
portation to air quality

The four-day inspection is
a milestone for Beijing's
drive to land the world’s
most prestigious sporting
event. New anti-graft rules
bar International Olympic
Committee members from
visiting bid cities, so voting
members who pick the win
ning city this summer will
rely heavily on the inspection
team’s findings

Beijing’s rivals are Paris;
Istanbul, Turkey; Osaka,
Japan; and Toronto

The “ultimate goal is to
have a wonderful games in
2008,” Verbruggen said

In presentations to the
inspectors at a Beijing hotel,
bid officials stressed what
they called continuing
progress in areas ranging
from environmental protec
tion to democratic develop
ment

drop showed the Temple of
Heaven, one of Beijing's top
historical landmarks, while

3 Chevy toward the bottom of
the track, where Marlin strug-
gled to hang on

Dale and my car barely
touched, and it sent my car
across the apron, and Dale’s,
too,” he recalled

In the moment after that,
Marlin miraculously got hold
of his car. “It was pure luck I
caught it,” he said. “When you
run across the apron at
Davytona at 180 miles an hour,
yvou usually don’t come back.”

He did, though, to finish
fifth. Wallace finished third,
somehow missing Earnhardt
and Schrader sliding up the
track and into the concrete
wall

“I just keep on running that
last lap in my mind,” Wallace
said, “and keep saying to
myself, ‘Man, if I'd just been
able to give him a little tap
from the rear ... that could have
meant all the difference in the
world.” It’s just a helpless feel-
ing I have.”

Marlin’s last glimpse of
Earnhardt left him feeling the
same way. “He overcorrected,”
Marlin said, “and then [ didn’t
see him again.”

[here were maybe 100 other
bumps exchanged between dri-
vers Sunday. It happens at
every race, on every track
Marlin and Earnhardt, strange
ly enough, had locked up in
only one’ significant crash
before in dozens of meetings
That was nearly five years ago
at Talladega, when Ernie Irvan
tagged Marlin’s car, which then
banged Earnhardt’s and sent
both rolling end-over-end

Remembering that incident
Tuesday, Marlin said quietly,
‘Me and him had been in some
upside down

Yet thak hardly compared
with the fender-to-fender,
bump-and-bang duels Wallace
and Earnhardt staged for years
Fhose two locked horns so
often that they became a
NASCAR staple. Back then,
races were often billed as bouts
playing on their nicknames
“Rubberhead (Wallace) vs
Ironhead (Earnhardt).”

Earnhardt services

set for Thursday

MOORESVILLE, N.C. (AP)
— The NASCAR community
will say goodbye to Dale
Earnhardt on Thursday. Later,
the healing will continue with
another racé this weekend.

Earnhardt’s funeral will be
held Thursday in Charlotte’s
largest church, closed to the
public but televised live
nationwide to allow his fans
to mourn with his family.

When it's over, Winston
Cup teams will prepare to
race at North Carolina
Speedway in Rockingham on
Sunday. And they’ll do it with
a clear conscience, knowing
Earnhardt wouldn’t have had
it any other w‘?

“Dale would want every-
body to go and give it 100 per-
cent,” driver Sterling Marlin
said. “In part, I dread it. But
once you’re in the car, nobody
is messing with you. Dale had
been doing this since he was a
kid, and so have I. Getting in
that race car is what we do.”

Earnhardt, 49, was killed on
the last turn of the last lap
Sunday in the Daytona 500,
slamming into the concrete
wall .after making contact
with Marlin at the head of a
tight pack of five cars fighting
for position.

Racing will go on without
him, especially at Dale
Earnhardt lnc., where his
three Winston Cup teams are
housed.

Employees were all back at
work at DEI on Tuesday, and
his three drivers were inside
the shop somberly preparing
for Sunday’s Dura-Lube 400.
Daytona winner Michael
Waltrip, Dale Earnhardt Jr.
and Steve Park, who all drive

‘With that in mind, the fami-
ly has chosen to broadcast the

service live on television,
enabling fans across the coun-
try to share in this service for
Dale.”

The service will be broad-
cast live on Fox Sports Net.

Thousands of those fans
continued to stream - to
Earnhardt’'s team headquar-
ters, leaving a 150-foot-long
trail of mementos and tributes
to the fallen racing champion.

State police estimated

10,000 stopped by on Monday,
and the turnout was just as
steady on Tuesday — even as
the weather turned dark and
windy.

A 27-foot long banner was
propped up for fans to write
their thoughts. When it was
full, a security officer brought
it inside the DEI complex and
replaced it with a clean one.

When the weather turned
threatening, four DEI employ-
ees emerged from Earnhardt’s
garage carrying clear plastic
cartons, walking slowly along
the makeshift memorial to the
seven-time Winston Cup
champion and removing items.
Flowers, T-shirts, letters and
hats all went into the boxes.

One employee went to a
clear spot along the fence and
hung a sign: “Due to
inclement weather and
preservation of the memori-
als, they are being moved
inside.”

Other tracks around the
country have already held
tributes and memorials.

About 3,500 people braved
rainy weather to attend a 60-
minute service for Earnhardt at
Atlanta Motor Speedway on
Tuesday. Track president Ed
Clark said he had expected less
than 1,000 people to attend.

“I'm not surprised,
though,” Clark said. “When
we decided to do this about 4
p-m. (Monday), we started
getting calls from all over. It’s
incredible how fast the word
got out.”

At Indianapolis Motor
Speedway, flags flew at half-
staff and more than a dozen
bouquets were scattered in
front of the track. Flowers
were also placed by fans at
the fountain in front of the
Speedway’s Hall of Fame
Museum.

In Bloomington, Ind., a pub-
lic memorial service for
Earnhardt was planned for
Wednesday night.

“We just felt strong we had
to do something. We're real
good NASCAR fans here, and
we've lost a legend,” said
Kelly Cissell, manager of the
Deremiah-Frye Mortuary.

About 4,000 Earnhardt
faithful attended a memorial
at the International Motor
Sports Hall of Fame, located
next to Talladega
Superspeedway in Alabama.

Earnhardt won 10 Winston
Cup victories at the speedway
— more than any other driver.

There were 1,700 chairs set up
for the memorial in the muse-
um’s auditorium. About 4,000
people showed up, many don-
ning shirts and caps with
“Winston Cup” or Earnhardt’s
No. 3.

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Researchers say strict parents can curb teen drinking, smoking

WASHINGTON (AP) — Teen-agers whose parents
monitor the television they watch and the CDs they
listen to are less likely to smoke, drink or use drugs.
Still, seven in 10 youths live in households where
parents set few rules or none at all, an anti-drug

research center said Wednesday.

“Parents should not look to Washin
statehouse or city hall. They ought to look in the mir-
ror and say, “‘What am I doing to fight d

“When you have a sensible set of expectations and
rules, you are going to have teens with a much lower

“Parents’ words and actions are more
effective than they may think in keeping their chil-
dren away from drugs. The CASA study underscores
e against illegal drugs is a continuous
process of education and prevention.”

The study shows a correlation between teens at

low risk of abusing drugs and those who live in high-
ly structured househol(i

Researchers said, however, the study does not
demonstrate a direct cause and effect. Still, it said
youth in “hands-off” households were twice as likely
to abuse drugs as the average teen; and such youth
with absentee parents were four times as likely to do
so as children in highly structured “hands-on” homes.

In its sixth annual survey of teen-agers, the center

focused for the first time on a parent’s role in abetting
teens’ risky behavior. It also found that 61 percent of
12- to 17-year-olds are at risk of abusing cigarettes,
alcohol or drugs.

The swvey measures risk, not actual substance
abuse: embarrassed teens might not be willing to
fully report illegal or unacceptable behavior,
researchers said.

Results are based on the telephone interviews of
1,000 teens, randomly chosen from a group repre-
senting the general population of youth ages 12 to 17
They were asked about their smoking, drinking or
drug-taking histories or habits; the behavior of their
friends; and the household rules set by their parents.

Leroy Batts, a San Antonio retiree, makes sure his
15-year-old grandson, Kevin, does his chores, doesn’t
wear baggy, gang-like fashions and eats dinner at the

table each night.

“I’m strict with him, but I don’t browbeat him,”
said Batts, a retired soldier who has reared Kevin
since the boy was 3 years old. “When he’s sitting
at the table every night, if something went on
during the day, it will show and we can talk about

it.”

The study should demonstrate that American
adults can counter many of the enticing messages
their children get fromi TV, music or the Internet,

Califano said.

Parents were placed into three groups, based on
about a dozen actions reported by their children
“Hands-on” parents consistently took 10 or more of

these actions, which included: turning off the TV dur-
ing dinner; banning music CDs with offensive lyrics;
knowing where their children were after school;
imposing curfews; assigging théir teens regular
chores; eating dinner with their children at least six
nights a week. Twenty-seven percent of teens live in
such households, researchers said.

According to the survey, 51 percent said they'd
never try an illegal drug, compared with the 60 per-
cent who said in 1999 they expected to avoid drugs.

More teens find that marijua
na is getting to easier to find, even as cigarettes are
getting harder to buy.

The report was financed by the Robert Wood
