A wrongtul death suit was tiled today
against Pampa Regional Medical Center,
an emergency room doctor there and
Rural/Metro Corporation in connegtion
with the March 15, 1999, death ot Ethan
Anderson, the 18-month-old son ot
Pampans Angela Anderson and James
Alexander.

Ethan died in an Amarillo hospital a
day after he wandered away from the
'ﬁupxr Playground and was found in a
nearby rain-swollen creek.

The suit, on behalt of Ethan’s parents
and estate was tiled Potter County’s 251st
District Court in Amarillo by attorney Jack
Hazlewood ot Amarillo.

According to the complaint, Fthan dis-
appeared trom the presence ot his caretak-
cr while playing at the park.

IRVING B. AKST

AMARILLO — Irving B. Akst, 81, died
Monday, March 5, 2001. Services will be at 10
a.m. Saturday in St. Mary’s
Catholic Church with Father
Phil Lindlﬁ' officiating. Vigil
services will be at 7 p.m. today
in Schooler Funeral Home’s
Brentwood Chapel. Burial will
be at 2 p.m. Saturday in
Fairview Cemetery at Pampa
under the direction of Schooler
Funeral Home of Pampa.

Mr. Akst was raised in
Freeport, N.Y. During World War II, he was a
pilot in the U.S. Army Air Corps at the former Air
Base near Pampa and later captained B-25
bombers in the European Theater. He also served
in the U.S. Air Force Reserves, retiring as a major.
He was also a former member of Texas Civil Air
Patrol.

He and his former wife, Marguerite Jones
Akst of Amarillo, owned Merry Melodies, a
downtown Pampa music store, from 1951 to
1952.

He earned a bachelor’s degree in physics in
1951 from West Texas A&M University. He joined
the Pantex Plant on Dec. 7, 1952, and left in 1973
after serving as director of Development and
Research. He formed Idos Corporation, a scien-
tific consulting company specializing in develop-
ment of explosives for weapons and construc-
tion. Idos Corp., was a primary subcontractor in
several US. facilities during the Cold War,
including Eglin Air Force Base in Florida,
Picatinny Arsenal in New Jersey, Lawrence
Livermore Laboratories in California and BRL
Laboratories in Maryland.

During the mid 1970s, Mr. Akst also Ylayed
keyboards and sang in a popular Panhandle-area
band, “The Apple Corps.” From 1981-1985, he
was a senior staff member at Los Alamos
National Laboratories in Los Alamos, N.M. He
retired in the early 1990s after a successful scien-
tific career as an inventor or co-inventor, yielding
at least 10 U.S. patents on his work in the field of
explosives.

During the 1990s, he also contributed feature

photos to the Amarillo Globe News and Pampa
Daily News. He was technical consultant to the
Globe-News for a special section on the future of
the Pantex Plant titled “Pantex 21: Expansion
into the next century,” which was published in
July 1991. The section garnered a first-place
Associated Press award for team reporting.
- -He was a member of-St. Vincent de Paul
Cathelic Church in-Pampa. He was an avid snow
skier, private pilot, scuba diver, photographer,
billiards and table tennis player.

He was preceded in death by his parents,
Emanuel and Georgie Akst; and two brothers,
Harold Akst of Westchester, Pa., and Leo Akst of
Pampa.

Survivors include four daughters, Carol
Mathews of Lee’s Summit, Mo., Cherie Clifton
and Teresa Railsback, both of Amarillo, and Janet
Martin of Fort Worth; two sons, Adam Akst of
Cedar Park and Jason Akst of Sycamore, Ill; a
sister, Elaine Akst of Mohawk, N.Y,; eight grand-
children; and three great-grandchildren.

Senate adopts state agricultural policy

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas would have a statewide
agricultural policy that addresses everything from
water availability issues to the promotion of Texas
agricultural products under a bill approved by the
Senate.

The bill was drafted to be a guideline for future
agricultural legislation, said sponsor Tom
Haywood, R-Wichita Falls.

“It offers a means of preventing the state’s agri-
culture industry and rural voices from becoming
obsolete,” Haywood said. “With Texas becoming
more urban by the minute, it takes the first step in
developing a dation to help protect our state’s
agricultural interests.”

The bill ap;)mved Wednesday addresses 16 spe-
cific areas of the agriculture industry, including
water availability. Years of drought and urban
demands on the water supply have highlighted the
need for such a policy, lawmakers have said.

But because of a teacher shortage felt in rural as
well as urban parts of the state, districts have at
times been forced to hire teachers who must seek
emergency certification.

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Major racing event called off
as foot-and-mouth spreads

LONDON (AP) — Hoteliers, pub landlords and
shopkeepers in the western English town of
Cheltenham faced the loss of millions in revenues
Thursday, after one of the country’s biggest racing
events was postponed because of the foot-and
mouth crisis.

The. Cheltenham National Hunt Festival, the
most prestigious event in European jump racing,
was called off after an outbreak of the disease near
stables used by some of the horses

Agriculture officials reported eight new cases
Thursday, bringing the total to 104 since the begin
ning of the outbreak on Feb. 19

Britain has taken strict measures to stop the

rread of the highly infectious livestock disease,
osing country footpaths, discouraging travel in
the countryside and canceling sporting events

The British Horseracing Board announced late
Wednesday that the Cheltenham Festival, to begin
next Tuesday, would be postponed, possibly until
April. The decision was made after a suspected
foot-and-mouth outbreak was reported at a farm
that houses England’s main jump-racing training
center and stables used by many leading con
tenders.

It came hours after racing resumed in Britain
after a weeklong suspension. Races were run
Wednesday at the Lingfield Park track, about 40
miles south of London. Racegoers were required to

disinfect their
grounds.

Britain resumed some transportation and slaugh
ter of livestock this week in areas certified to be
free of the disease. All other livestock movements
remain suspended

Agriculture Minister Nick Brown said Thursday
that all vehicles leaving the United Kingdom
would have to pass over a disinfectant bath

Although no confirmed cases have been found
outside the United Kingdom, the European Union
has closed all livestock markets and banned
exports of meat, livestock and milk products from
Britain

years in the future. They’'re not omniscient
lhey’re not clairvoyant. Nobody else can pre-
dict the future, so how do these mugs do it?

They call it
modeling, but modeling is just a fancy spread
sheet

[rouble is, they don’t have enough data to
predict the weather one year from now, much
less 25 years from now. Furthermore, data are
history, and history tells you what has already
happened — never what’s going to happen.

Who
benefits?

Well, that's not hard to figure out. Virtually
all the steps these folks advocate will make the
cost of energy go higher than a swallow can fly.

If the price of energy becomes dear, who bene-
fits? The people selling the energy. Which
would you mtﬁwr do, sell 100 barrels of oil at
$10 each or 10 barrels of oil at $1,000 each? Not
only would you- make more money, your
expensive oil would last much longer so that
your future would continue to be profitable
And if you are already rich, then you don’t
have to worry about being laid off or freezing
in the winter or sweating like a mule in the
summer.

If you check the records, you will find that
we common folks they profess to be so con-
cerned about do not fund all of these high-fly
ing environmental groups. Nope, the bulk of
their funding comes from corporations and
from foundations set up by corporations. I
don’t believe that any corporation is going to
finance an organization that will cause it finan
cial harm. I don’t believe that any corporation
acts like an altruist. Making money is a corpo-
ration’s alpha and omega and everything in
between.

We folks subject to the shivers and the
sweats and the layoffs had best make darn sure
our 100 senators don’t get a case of the stupids
and ratify that Kyoto Protocol — the interna-
tional proposal to reduce gas emissions that
likely would drive up energy costs. That
wnu{d put a wrecking ball in our economy
without preventing a single snowflake or rain-
drop from falling.

Big bonus forces Cowboys to waiv

IRVING, Texas (AP) When
Troy Aikman signed an $85.5
million contract two years ago,
he figured it meant he would be
with the Dallas Cowboys the rest
of his career.

Turns out, that same piece of
paper is a big reason why the
team waived him Wednesday.

Aikman’s deal called for a $7
million bonus and an extension
through 2007 to kick in if he was
on the roster Thursday. Once the
Cowboys realized that delaying
the dollars would’ve only made
things worse on future salary
caps, owner Jerry Jones had little
choice but to make a tough deci
sS10nN.

“To do what needed to be
done to give us a chance to be
successful would've definitely
created some problems down the
road,” Aikman said. “The long

term, crippling effect of the cap
would not be worth that.”

Aikman said if the Cowboys
thought having him around
another year or two would bring
another Super Bowl title, the risk
might’ve been worth it. Coming
off a 5-11 season in which
Aikman made it through only
eight games, that wasn’t likely

“It wasn’t in the best interest
of the ballclub to try doing that,”
Aikman said.

So after 12 seasons, six divi
sion titles and three Super Bowl
championships, Aikman will no

says he will continue focusing
on his team, its players and win-
ning %ames despite reports that
school administrators have
talked with former Indiana
coach Bobby Knight about his
job.
“My focus is on having our
team Yrepared as well as we
possibly can and making sure
these players are given every
opportunity to have every
chance they can to succeed,”
Dickey told The Associated
Press early Thursday from his
hotel room in Kansas City.

The Lubbock Avalanche-
Journal reported in Thursday’s
editions that Texas Tech admin-
istrators have approached
Knight about taking over.

A former college coach, who
is close to Knight but asked not
to be identified, told the news-
gz)ﬁ\r that Tech president David

idly and athletic director
Gerald Myers traveled to
Naples, Fla., earlier this week to
discuss with Knight the possi-
bility of replacing Dickey.

“I've heard the same reports
but I have not had any informa-
tion at all from our administra-
tion,” Dickey said.

His team is in Kansas City for
the Big 12 Tournament, which
starts Thursday and lasts
through Sunday. Tech first faces
Oklahoma State at 2:20 p.m.

Tech sports information direc-
tor Chris Cook said Myers
would not discuss the report.

“Gerald will not comment,”
Cook said.

Myers also declined comment
to the newspaper, saying he
would not make any statements
until after he has a chance to
talk with Dickey following the
Red Raiders’ final game of the
tournament.

Knight was fired from
Indiana last fall after violating a
no-tolerance policy. He violated
the policy when he grabbed an
IU student by the arm.

Knight indicated at the time
he wanted to coach again.

Rugeley said Chancellor John
Montford spent Wednesday in
Washington, DX, and
President David Schmidly was
en route to Kansas City.

“All I know is we still have a

coach,” she said. “I cannot
mEFim them doi anything
while our team is still playing.”

But Rugeley admitted she
would not necessarily know. “I
don’t do sports,” she said. “I
don’t know and I wouldn’t to be
very honest. I do know that
Coach Myers and Bobby Knight
are friends.”

Myers, who coached the Red
Raiders from 1971-1991, is said
to have hand-picked Dickey as
his successor.

Dickey said he first learned of
the report from reporters and
friends in Lubbock who saw the
story on television.

The Red
Raiders have dropped 11 of the
team’s past 12 games and have
struggled for four straight sea-
sons.

“I don’t think anybody’s satis-
fied with the season,” Myers
said at the time. “Not the coach,
the fans, anybody.”

Dickey, who has three years
remaining on his contract, has
been at Tech for 10 years.

He said he has met with both
Myers and Schmidly. He said
neither gave him an indication
of what his future with the
school might hold. Dickey
wouldn’t elaborate.

Since coming to Tech, Dickey
has compiled a 166-123 record.
The Red Raiders finished 9-18
overall and 3-13 in the Big 12.

Dickey said last week he
won’'t leave unless asked.
According to his contract, nei-
ther win-i)ss records nor atten-
dance records can be considered
“good cause for termination”
without compensation.

“I’'m not going to fire myself,”
he said. “I'm not going to quit.”

Pioneer wants to be known simply as a racer

Willy T. Ribbs doesn’t sound
like a pioneer anymore.

Maybe it's because he went
through that stage of his life a
decade ago, becoming the first
black driver to qualify for the
Indianapolis 500.

“Im a racer,” Ribbs
adorned in cowboy hat and
matching boots. “That’s the only
issue | want to focus on.”

Hardly the kind of rhetoric one
might expect from the frequently
outspoken Ribbs, who now finds
himself trading paint with the
good ol’ boys — in a truck, no
less.

At age 45, Ribbs is a rookie
again, mnnf, in the NASCAR
truck series for a Dodge factory-
backed team that hired him as
the centerpiece of its efforts to
bring diversity to a white-domi-
nated sport

Ribbs*might seem out of place
in a world where Confederate
flags are hoisted without fear of
recrimination, a world where
many fans are openly hostile to
the idea of minorities taking a
turn behind the wheel.

But, as the only black compet-
ing full-time in a major
NASCAR series, he has yet to
witness any overt acts of dis-
crimination. For now, the only
race he’s concerned about is the
one on the track.

“I’ve had tremendous support

said

down here in NASCAR coun-
try,” said Ribbs, a native of
northern California. “The com-
petitors, the other mechanics,
they’ve all been very support-
1ve.

But talk with Ribbs a little
longer and it becomes apparent
that he’s racing with a bit more
of a purpose than everyone else

‘Branch Rickey changed the
look of baseball in 1947,” he said.
“And Dodge is changing the
look of racing in 2001. What
we’re doing is very positive for
the sport, very positive for the
country.”

NASCAR, once a Southern
enclave, has become a national
craze, popular enough to earn a
six-year, $2.8 billion national TV
contract. But prosperity also has
brought more attention to the
sport’s seeming color barrier.

Wendell Scott is the only black
to win at stock car racing’s high-
est level, but that was more than
three decades ago. Ribbs himself
took part in three Winston Cup
events in the mid-1980s, but his
car broke each time and he
quickly faded away.

This time, he said, things are
different. He’s more experienced
and has the backing of a well-
financed team. The only black
and white he’s concerneJ with is
the checkered flag.

“Pretty soon, we’re not even

going to talk about it,”” Ribbs
redicted. “It's going to be like
ootball or baseball. You're either

a competitor or you're not.”

How long is that sort of accep-
tance going to take in racing?

“It's here now,” Ribbs said, his
voice rising. “The ship has
arrived. And when we’re doing
well, like Tiger Woods or the
Williams sisters, then people will
start to pay attention.”

A former road racing special-
ist, Ribbs struggled in his first
two truck events, finishing 23rd
at Daytona and 19t in
Homestead, Fla.

He admitted that it’s going to
take time to learn the art of draft-
ing and speedway racing, but his
confidence is unwavering.

“I'll tell you what: The best is
yet to come,” Ribbs vowed.

His teammate at Bobby
Hamilton Racing, Joe Ruttman,
doesn’t spend much time pon-
dering the social ramifications of
driving side-by-side with a black
man.

“He’s a racer,” Ruttman said.
“He’s been doing it his whole
life, trying to get to that elite
form of racing.”

But Ruttman said his team-
mate also is willing to accept
some good-natured kidding
about his unique place in the
sport.

“The thing that’s neat about
him is you can kid him about
things like going to the back of
the bus,” said Ruttman, who at
56 is the oldest driver in the
truck series. “I tease him about
it, but it's no different that AJ.

Foyt teasing me or (another dri-
ver) looking at me and saying,
‘What are you doing out here,
old man?”’ ¥

While Ribbs was a winner in
sports cars, he has been little
more than a novelty in big-time
racing. He competed sporadical-
ly in Indy cars through the early
1990s, usually for low-budget
teams, and never cracked the top
five.

His landmark race at
Indianapolis in 1991 ended after
only five laps because of engine
rroblems, leaving him next-to-
ast in the 33-car field.

Ribbs qualified for the 500
again two years later but strug-
Fed to a 2lst-place finish, six
aps behind winner Emerson
Fittipaldi, and never returned.

Now, Ribbs is trying to break
through in an entirely different
form of racing. And, contrary to
what some K(;e;)ple might think,

he’s always been a fan.

“Oh, yeah,” Ribbs said.
“Fireball Roberts was my
favorite driver. And I liked

Ha Gant. He was so cool. He
just looked like a race car dri-
ver.”

Ribbs believes these stock car
fans will soon look at him the
same way — a racer, pure and

simple.

’”Fhey love me, all of them,” he
said, a gleam in his eye. “They
may not know it yet, but they do.
Deep down, they really do. And
I love them.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Trying
to build momentum for President
Bush’s $1.6 trillion tax relief pack-
age, Republicans sought a quick
House victory Thursday on a bill
that would cut income taxes for
every American who pays them,
wmfe most Democrats were
opposed, majority Republicans
predicted the 10-year, $958 billion
income tax cut would pass and
move to the Senate, where its fate
is less assured and little action is
expected until May. Bush, who
has spent much of his young pres-
idency campaigning for tax cuts,
said the projected $5.6 trillion
budget surplus over the next
decade is more than ample to
meet government obligations, pay
down public debt and still return
money to overburdened taxpay-

IRA says it will renew dis-
