Joseph Stalin assured rejoicing
Russians tonight that a "real sec-

ond front" is near and told them
the recent Moscow conferencehad
shaped definito Allied plans for
the final defeat of a Germany
which he said already "stands at
the edge of catastrophe." r -

Addressinga specialmeeting of
the Moscow Soviet celebrating
the 26th anniversary of the Octo-

ber revolution, Stalin said that Al-

lied efforts so far, while helpful,
do not yet constitute a real second
front, and then he assured the
communist leaders that "a real
second front is not far behind the
bllls-usln- g-a Russianrldlom-f-or

"not far off."
In apparent reassurance to

those fearing a communist
hegemony post- war program,
the Soviet leader declared "the
people of France, Yugoslavia
and the occupied countriesmust
again become free and Inde-
pendent."
"This is our first aim, that the

peoples ofEurope must have free-
dom to choose their own govern-

ments," he continued. "We, must
also sec that there is not in the
future any chance, for aggression
by Germany."

The Moscow conferencedocu-
ments pledged specifically only
the Independenceof Austria.
Stalin, the first of the "big

three" national leaders to speak
publicly of the Moscow confer-
encesince its conclusion, confirm-
ed the. widespreadfeeling that the
joint meeting of the foreign secre-
taries ,of the United States, Brit- -
aln-an-d Russia-- brought-full-agrce-- H

ment on a military program for
the early defeat of Germany as
well as opening new vistas of
American-Britlsh-Russla- n coopera--

tlon.ln the pnst-w- ar world
Stalin said the past 12 months

"brought the turning point of the
war.'

LIED HEADQUARTERS, Sunday,
Nov. 7 WP) Two Japanesecruis-
ers have been sunk, six cruisers,
two destroyers and two large
cargo vesscis damaged in tho
first stagesof Ihc Allied air smash
at reinforcements rushed from
Truk for the Solomons showdown.

Headquarters announced today
the blowing up of a heavy cruiser
during an 82-to- n blasting by near-
ly 200 heavy bombers, dlvcbomb--
crs, torpedo bombers and "fighters
trlday which left Rabaul's big
harbor a mass of flame and
smoke.

An enemy light cruiser was
sent to the bottom of the Bis-

marck Sea Thursday night 22
miles southwest of Kavleng,
New Ireland, by three bomb hits
scored by Liberators.
Four heavy cruisers, two light

cruisers and two destroyerswere
badly battered at Rabaul where
the air fotccs of both MacArthur
and Admiral Halscy teamedup to
hit reinforcements for the 8 War-
ships sunk and six damaged there
since Oct. 12. Army and navy
fighters escortingthe raiders shot
26 Japanese planes out of the
smoking skies and probably bag
ged an additional 24.

Avenger torpedo bombers and
Dauntless dlvcbombers, making
their debut at Rabaul where Lib-eralo- rs

and Mitchells previously
had dominated that fortress,
openedthe assaultbefore-- noon.

Torpedoes, always deadly
weapons for warships, smashed
into five heavy cruisers and a
light cruiser. Another light
cruiser was hit by bombs.
Seventy enemy fighters rose to

But the navy pilots
shot down 24 Zerosfor certain and
possibly 22 others.

FourMonthsMarch

LONDON, Nov. 6 (AP) Tho Red army climaxed its
four months' offensive today by liberating Kiev, mother of
Russian cities, en the eve of the 26th anniversaryof tho
Soviet revolution and PremierMarshal Joseph Stalin told a
gailyj,cclcbrating Moscow that Germany now "standsat the
edgeof catastrophe"and that "a real secondfront" is near.

The Russians also announced they had invaded tho
Crimea from the cast and had firmly established bridge-
heads on the Kerch peninsula both north and south of the
town of Kerch, the one to the northbeingsixmiles wide and
four miles deep. Half a dozentpwns and strongly-fortifie- d

German strongpotnts were
captured in the landing op-

erationswhich smashedback
constant German counterat
tacks.

The Russians smashed on 10

miles south of ruined Kiev to

Vasllkov, heading toward a junc-

tion with the bridgeheadalready
extended across the river from

Pereyaslav, tho Moscow dally

LONDON, Nov. B OF) Strongly

supported by American and Brit
ish air might now swinging heavily
over the Balkans, the Yugoslav
army of Gen. J,osIp Bror (Tito)
broadened its battle against tho
Germans today with a counter
offensive againstnazi troopson tho
Pcljcsac peninsula.

This maneuver was still un-
folding tonight as the partisans
undertookto clear the enemy off
the peninsula, about 50 miles
long and threeto five wide.

Tho extent of their progress

The possibility of bigger opera-
tions to come was indicated not
only by tho extension of Tito's
bitter campaign, including violent
fighting against large German
forces in Serbia, but also by Al-

lied announcementsof widespread
aerial action in the Balkans.
