It is customary for legislagors to
start their biennial work vith reluc-
tance and a characisrisiic to finish
up at top speed. This lezislature is
no exception to the rule. If anything,
it got off to an even more sluggish
start than many of its predecessors.
But a large amount of work can be
done in the closing days. Night ses-
sions will be startéd this week in the
house,

The house was equipped
with gas and running water for the
manufacture of the liquor. A man
and woman are in the county jail in
Stinnett on charges of operating illi-
cit stills. They are expected to make
bond today.

This mroning the officers found 60
gallons of beer, four gallons of whisky,
and eight barvels of mash hidden in a
partition in a house in North Borger.
The man who owned the place was ill
in bed and could not be moved.

In a second’ raid this morning the
officers confiscated 400 bottles of beer
and a quantity in the making. The
beer was hidden under a platform in a
machine shop. The proprietor was
