Report: Parking lot spit helps
officers make murder arrest

ACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP) Police tailing a
murder suspect saw him spit in a parking lot, giv-

ing, them DNA evidence they needed to arrest him
in connection with the slaying of a waitress two
vears earlier, a newspaper reported Friday.

Robert Lric Denney, 19, faces trial in July in the
199¢ stabbing death of Corey Parker, who worked
at a bar 1n Atlantic Beach

DNA tests concluded that Denney’s saliva
matched hair and blood at the victim’s apartment,

according to police records obtained this week by
I'he Florida Times-Union

Denney’s lawyer, Patrick McGuinness, declined
tOo comment

Denney had been a neighbor of Parker in
Jacksonville Beach when the 25-year-old woman
was stabbed 84 times, prosecutors said. Denney

later moved to Maryland

Denney apparently suspected police were watch-
ing him last year and became meticulous about
withholding possible physical evidence, saving cig-
arette butts at work to discard at home, the news-
paper reported.

When asked outright for a saliva sample in July,
Denney refused, according to authorities. Later that
day, detectives saw Menney spit on the ground as
he paced the ground and smoked a cigarette out-
side his employer’s back door in Easton, Md. Sgt.
Billy Carlyle of the Jacksonville Beach Police
Department swabbed up the spittle and had it test-
ed.

Denney was arrested four months later.

His father, Michael Denney of El Paso, Texas, said
his son had struggled with drug and alcohol prob-

lems from time to time but was not violent and ¢

"“has absolutely nothing to do with this murder.”

DNA links two to separate 80’s killings

Using DNA testing, police in Houston and
Orlando, Fla, have linked two men to separate
child murders from the 1980s

In Houston, 40-year-old Michael Blane Brasher
was charged with capital murder Friday in the 1982
rape and strangling of 14-year-old Lisa Dawn
Hoag He remained at large

Brasher was a chief suspect at the time of the
cnimy, but nobody could identify him, Detective
Boyd Smith said. Brasher provided a blood sample

in connection with a traffic arrest that year, and
DNA testing in 1999 matched it to semen collected
from the girl’s body, Smith said.

In Orlando, Franklin Reed was arrested
Thursday on murder charges in the 1986 rape and
stabbing of 13-year-old Molly Pittman.

Reed initially passed a lie detector test and was
cleared of suspicion, but a recent blood sample he
provided matched DNA from the crime, sheriff’s
Cmdr. Bernie Presha said.

Census shows remote, rural
Midwest towns face ‘death splral’

tion in the more remote, rural towns of the nation’s
heartland.

“Some people are , Some are sad,”
says 27-year-old Prin pal Shelly Swayne, who
gwu p in a nearby northwestern Kansas town

lost its high school decades ago. “It’s hard for
us to see beyond our own boundaries. We see this
as a single phenomenon happening to us. But it'’s a
lot bi lﬁan we are.” .

The census confirmed long-held suspicions:
Many small towns in isolated stretches of the
Midwest and Great Plains are with away.

Schools are closing, farmers are giving up and

people are moving out, leaving behind the
elder y in communities struggling to keep their
names on the map.

The latest census numbers show dozens of coun-
ties in South Dakota, North Dakota, Missouri,
Nebraska, Kansas, Iowa and Illinois lost people in
the 1990s. The decline came even as these states
E;med population; one of the biggest surges came

m the influx of Hispanics, lured by work in
memcking and poultry plants and other hard-to-
Gl i

Cities grew and suburbia expanded into once-
rural areas as farmland was plowed over to make
way for "housing subdivisions. In Indiana,
Hamilton County, next to Indianapolis, grew 68
percent over the last decade.

Deep in the reaches of the Midwest and Great
Plains, the century-long slide in p;)fmlahon contin-
ues, as it does in other parts of rural America. In the
last decade, according to the census:

— About half of South Dakota’s 315 towns had
no growth or fewer

— All but six of l\l Dakota s 53 counties lost
residents.

— A dozen rural Kansas counties lost 10 percent
or more of their population.

— The number of residents 17 and younger
declined in 63 of 99 Iowa counties.

“It ends up being sort of a death spiral,” says
John Bailey, director of the rural poht{apmgram at
the Center for Rural Affairs in Nebr. “As com-
munities get smaller, their schools, churches and
business fade away. There’s nothing to draw peo-
ple to live there. These towns are on the ropes now.

' In another generation, they could disappear.”

Many young people already “take the first bus
out of town,” Bailey says. “Unless they go to work
for their parents in a farm or ranch, there’s no eco-
nomic opportunity for them. They either go to col-
lege and never return or go to one of the big popu-
lation centers.”

CHICAGO (AP) — Four decades after his
bright red nose popped onto the television scene,
Bozo the Clown is headed for his last laughs.

WGN-TV General Manager John Vitanovec
announced Friday that the final telecast of “The
Bozo Super Sunday Show” would be Aug. 26.

The show began in 1961 as “Bozo’s Circus,” one
of more than 180 locally produced Bozo shows
around the country under license from the char-
acter’s owner, Larry Harmon Pictures Co

Today, it is the only locally produce
show left in the United States.

“It's been a great run,” Harmon said in a press
release. “No children’s television show has
enjoyed this kind of longevity.”

Vitanovec said competition from specialty cable
kids networks like Nickelodeon and the Disney
Channel was one reason for the show’s demise.

His announcement ends what was once one of

the most popular shows in television history. In
its heyday, parents would wait years for tickets to
the show for their children. The backlog was so
%at in 1980 that WGN froze the waiting list.

en it reopened it 10 years later, WGN received
27 million calls in five hours.

To ease mad cow fears 21
Texas cows to be put down

COLLEGE STATION, Texas
(AP) — The U.S. Department of
Agriculture says at least 21 cat
tle held under quarantine in
Texas will soon be euthanized as
part of a plan to ease concerns
that some might be infected
with mad cow disease

The cows, imported four years
ago from Germany for breeding,
were isolated when the outbreak
of mad cow disease erupted in
Europe, officials said. Soon after,
the US. banned the import of
cattle and meat products from
the European Union.

Animals already in the United
States were quarantined

Contaminated feed is believed
to cause the illness in cattle
None of the cattle in Texas has
shown any symptoms of the dis

ease, bovine spongiform
encephalopathy (BSE)
Originally, 29 cows were

shipped to Texas, and USDA
officials said none of those that
died had the disease

Within the next few weeks, the
rest will no longer be a concern,
an official with the Texas Animal
Health Commission said

“They will be euthanized,
there is no question of that,”
agency spokeswoman Carla
Everett told the Bryan-College
Station Eagle. “The only ques
tion is when. It will be this
spring.”

Many of the cattle brought to
Texas are exotic and expensive,
she said, and owners did not
want to sell them for the $2,000
a-head price offered by the

Because the cattle showed no
symptoms of illness, they were
not seized. Subsequently, the
National Cattlemans Beef
Association has raised funds to
meet fair market value, which
was determined by a profession-
al appraiser

“They have raised somewhere
around $57,000, so between that
and the $2,000 each, the deal (to
destroy the cattle) is nearly
done,” Everett said

Brain tissue from each animal
will be sent for testing to the
National Veterinary Services
Laboratory in Ames, lowa

At the time when the cattle
arrived in Texas four years ago,
eight were imported to
Colorado and one in California
l'hey were destroyed and tested
All had negative results for BSE
I'he cattle are owned by several
people in Texas, but officials
would not specify where

“We will not reveal the loca-
tion of any of those animals to

protect those farmers from any
undue scrutiny,” said Jerry
Redding, a spokesman for the
USDA. “We have legal agree
ments with all of the farmers
who own the cattle that came in
from Europe that they wont sell
them without letting us know.”

Lelve Gayle, associate agency
director for the Texas Veterinary
Medical Diagnostic Lab at Texas
A&M University, said the quar
antine restrictions are imposed
only when federal authorities
consider them necessary

“They dont crack down real
hard unless theyve got a good
reason to do so,” he said

I'he quarantined animals were
allowed to mingle with other
cattle, said Hallie Pickhardt, a
spokeswoman with the USDA

“Even if they tested positive
there is no danger of them
spreading the disease just by
standing next to another cow,”
she said. “The only way this dis
ease can be spread is by eating
contaminated feed.”

Public Radio

To the editor,

During the past weeks, there
have been several news articles
telling about the possibility of
bringing public radio into the
nine-county region of the east-
ern part of the Texas
Panhandle.

My voice has often been
heard (by many who may be
tired of hearing it) to encour-
age people to support this
effort.

Public Radio, which is non-
commercial listener-supported
radio, has been around for
nearly 50 years. But it’s not
been here. Public radio as a
national effort came into being
in 1967 when the Corporation
for Public Broadcasting was
created by Congress to assist
local and regional stations that
were member-based in devel-
oping their programming and
community service.

Today, there are two major
“networks” that most public
radio stations participate in:
National Public Radio (NPR)
which produces such programs
as the two in-depth interna-

tional news programs
“Morning Edition” and “All
Things Considered,” and
Public Radio International

(PRI) which produces many
music and entertainment pro-
grams like “RiverWalk,” a jazz
program from San Antonio
with the Jim Cullum Band,
which has been featured with
the Lone Star Ballet in
Amarillo. “RiverWalk” hap-
pens to be hosted by a story-
telling colleague, David Holt
(no relation that I know of to
our attorney here in Pampa,
although the storyteller David
Holt did grow up in Texas.)

The nearest public radio sta-
tion to us is High Plains Public
Radio, based in Garden City,
Kan. They launched their first
broadcast in the late 1970s with
their first 100,000-watt clear
channel tower. They use pro-
grams from NPR and PRI, as
well as many station-produced
programs such as . “Silver
Rails,” a music variety pro-
gram, “High Plains Morning”
which includes such features as
Growing on the High Plains,
and Western Swing and Other
Things that can include both
live performances as well as
recordings, and interviews
with musicians from Texas,
Oklahoma, Kansas and
Colorado — the service area for
High Plains Public Radio.

High Plains Public Radio has
been working with the
encouragement of many of us
in the Texas Panhandle to
build a major transmitting
tower in our area. Two years
ago, they were able to set up
service in Amarillo (94.9 FM)
and Panhandle-Claude (91.3
FM) through what is known as
a satellite down-link and a
translator. This brings in the
programming from Garden
City to a limited area. From
Pampa, it can usually be found
about 6 miles west of White
Deer on Hwy 60

Now there is a real possibili-
ty to have a complete 100,000-
watt clear channel transmitter
from an 800-toot tower just
north of the Canadian River
This is a major difference to
what Amarillo has available
With this tower, the service
area includes not only Pampa
but White Deer, Skellytown,
Borger, Fritch, Stinnett, Morse,
Gruver, Spearman, Perryton,
Booker, Darrouzett, Lipscomb,
Canadian, Mobeetie, Lefors,
and Miami covering a 9-
county area

Eventually, boosters can ‘be
added to include all communi-
ties in these counties which
may not get ideal reception
with the 100,000-watt transmit-
ter now set to be built. Also
eventually, we will be able to
produce programs locally, once
this project is completed. This
is something that Amarillo will
not be able to do, since their
public radio service is limited
to receiving the programs from
a satellite down-link.

The construction of this 800-
foot tower is a very expensive
project. The ultimate benefit to
the Texas Panhandle — espe-
cially in light of the new census
figures — will be that we will

finally have a service that most
of the country takes for grant-
ed. This service will give us a
variety of programming not
currently available through
commercial stations. Public
radio is not in competition with
commercial stations and wel-
comes developing a partner-
ship with stations already on
the air.

Some questions have been
asked about what public radio
sounds like. My best sugges-
tion is that each person listen
while driving to/from
Amarillo on Hwy 60 (91.3 near
Panhandle; 94.9 in Amarillo),
or go to the Lovett Memorial
Library and check out a “High
Plains Public Radio Sampler”
on either audio cassette or CD
format.

. For anyone wishing to look

up public radio on-line, click
on www.hpprorg (for High
Plains Public Radio), or call
them at 1-800-678-7444. Also,
there is a new yellow flyer pre-
pared just for the Pampa area
available at several businesses,
the library and the Chamber of
Commerce. Pick it up, read it
through, give some thought to
how you might want to get
involved. Public radio is peo-
ple-driven, paid for by mem-
berships, not by advertising
dollars.

NEW YORK AP) — The financial
report card of American house-
holds is not good as they deal with
the first substantial economic slow-
down in nearly a decade. Already
deep in debt, many may be forced
to borrow even more.

As 2000 ended, outstanding
household debt actually exceeded
disposable income by $100 billion,
putting the debt-to-income percent-
age at 101.2, compared with just 87
percent in 1990.

I'he situation poses problems for
families and the economy, especial-
ly if jobs are lost. Existing strains
also may be worsened if the value
of collateral assets, such as homes

r and stocks, suffer in the slowdown.

As debts rose during the best of
financial times, economists justified
the borrowing as safe because of the
concurrent rise in the value of
assets. But some of those assets may
themselves have been inflated.

The figures are from a review and
analysis of Federal Reserve data by
the Financial Markets Center, a
think tank based in Philomont, Va.
It shows that as the expansion fal-
tered, debts grew in the domestic
economy.

In all, as the economy slowed to a
1.1 percent annual growth rate in
the fourth quarter, household debt
rose 8.2 percent, business obliga-
tions by 8.4 percent and state and

local government indebtedness by
48 percent. Federal government
debt fell 9.6 percent thanks to bud-
get surpluses.

The rise of debt without a spurt in
economic activity, said economist
Jane D¥Arista, the report’s author,
“suggests borrowers used some of
the additional debt to consolidate
and service outstanding obligations.”

Such behavior underscores the
fragile situation facing the Federal
Reserve in guiding the economy
through the slowdown with careful
cuts in lending rates that, among
other things, would make debt
repayments easier.

At the same time, it has indicated
that the possibility of inflation atop
the already tenuous economic situ-
ation still exists, and that overly
deep interest rate cuts might
reignite demand and lead to price
increases.

Meanwhile, three half-percentage
point interest rate cuts in less than
three months have lessened the
strain on many household budgets.

Home mortgage rates have fall-
en, allowing many families to refi-
nance and cut monthly payments
by $100 or more. Credit card issuers
are likely to lower rates. And some
retailers may even eliminate inter-
est charges

But the answer to whether or not
the economy averts the worst of the
possibilities is likely to be found in
the mind of the consumer.

Knight takes over at Texas Tech

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP)
Bob Knight is returning to col-
lege basketball, ending his six-
month exile to coach a Texas
Tech team that hopes he can
build a winner — and control
his famous temper.

As the former Indiana
University coach took the
microphone Friday to make
the announcement, the energy
level among the 7,500 students
and fans surrounding him
neared the level five years ago
when the Red Raiders made it
to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA
tournament.

“It's the greatest thing that
could happen to the program,
ever,” said sophomore Albert
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Knight appeared to stumble
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over the words “Red Raiders”
a few times while referring to
his new team, and he mispro-
nounced school president
David Schmidly’s name sever-
al times.

But in a flash of his traditiorn -
al self-confidence, Knight said:
“I'm not right all of the time,
but when it comes to this game,
I'm right most of the time.”

After missing his first college
season since 1963, Knight
signed a 5-year deal worth
more than $4.5 million.

Athletic director Gerald
Myers told the Lubbock
Avalanche-Journal that
Knight’'s annual compensation
will include $250,000 in base
salary, $150,000 in deferred
income and a minimum of
$500,000 in guaranteed outside
income, including speaking
engagements and shoe and
radio deals

Myers said Knight offered to
“work for nothing” the first
year, but will receive $12,000 to
qualify for university benefits.
The other $238,000 of his base
annual salary for 2000 will be
deferred until after Knight
leaves Texas Tech, Myers told
the newspaper, increasing the
total of deferred money over
five years to $988,000.

Myers said unlike other
Texas Tech coaches, Knight will
receive no incentive-based
bonuses because he felt “those
things are things you're expect
ed to do.”

I'he announcement was not
as enthusiastically received in
Indiana, where some still
bemoan Knight’'s departure

I'he coach’s well-known tem-
per, outbursts and chair-throw
ing contributed to his firing in
September  from Indiana,
where he had coached the
Hoosiers to three national
titles

The fierv coach had asked
fans to stay for the news con
ference and encouraged them
to react to questions.

At one point, when a reporter
asked for a follow-up question,
Knight declined. When the
reporter insisted, Knight asked
the audience, “How many of
you want to hear a follow-up
from this guy?”

The crowd booed loudly.

Later, the same reporter
returned to the floor micro-

hone and was allowed to ask
Eis question — had Knight
undergone anger management
since being fired by Indiana?

“My wife has this great say-
ing, "If the horse is dead, get off
of the horse,” and you should
adhere to that, too. The horse is
dead.”

Knight was brash, defiant
and unapologetic for the
events that led to his firing,
including grabbing one of his
players by the neck during
practice.

“I'm not sure what the pat-
tern of unacceptable behavior
was,” he said, “except that |

was told about four things
that happened three years,
eight years, 11 years and 22
years prior to that
“I think that’s kind of a
funny pattern over 22 years,”
he said, as the crowd cheered.
Knight said his first Red
Raiders basketball practice
would be at 7 a.m. Saturday.
Knight, 60, was Texas Tech’s
only serious candidate to
replace James Dickey, even
though about 100 of the uni-
versity’s 900 faculty members
signed a petition advising
against the move. Tech offi-
cials met with him early this
month in Florida, four days
before Dickey was fired.
There are no behavior-relat-
ed clauses in Knight's new
employment contract, other
than the standard require-
ments of all Tech employees,
Myers said. Tech policy states
that “cause for termination
includes failure to perform
duties, actions that are detri-
mental to the university, and
any violation of university, Big
12 or NCAA rules.”

lech is counting on Knight
to improve a program stuck in
reverse, partly due to NCAA
sanctions that cost nine schol-
arships over the last four
years

Knight’s programs have fol
lowed NCAA rules and had
high graduation rates. He has
amassed a 763-289 career
record in six years at Army
and 29 at Indiana and has
taken teams to three national
championships, 11 Big Ten
championships and an
Olympic gold mgdal in 1984

While most museums don't
allow photographs to be taken of
exhibits, MFAH officials are
encouraging visitors to snap pic-
tures of li\vmwlvvs with their
favorite “Star Wars” characters.

Panels placed throughout the
exhibit detail classical mythology
themes and motifs present in the
film series

One panel talks about Darth
Vader’s black mask, saying such
masks are used to “strike fear into
the hearts of enemies, summon
ancestors, or invoke supernatural
beings.” Another panel says, “The
opening of the mind and heart to
spiritual knowledge requires a sac-
rifice from the hero.”

'he museum has also put togeth-
er a guide of other works currently
on d|\p|.w that represent one or
more themes found in the film
series.

But with the exhibit, Lucas also

wanted to make sure that people
recognize the artistic talent behind
the “Star Wars” films. “The artists
who worked on ‘Star Wars’ are
among the best in the world. I'm
thrilled that the public now has the
opportunity to examine their
artistry in a museum setting,”-he
said in a prepared statement.

Lome Peterson, a master model
maker at Lucasfilm Industrial Light
and Magic, says that when he
began working on the first “Star
Wars” film in the fall of 1975, he
never imagined his work would
one day be displayed in a museum.

“I never actually thought (the
models) would last this long,” he
says. “Their power has become a
part of people’s own myths and
lives.”

T'he exhibit also gives visitors a
chance to learn some of the secrets
used in making the films. And an
upclose examination of many of
the models and props reveals a cer-
tain low-tech quality to how many
of them were developed.
