OKLAHOMA CITY, Jan. 22. (®
Questioned as to the origin of pub-
lished rumors that money figured in
the sudden adjournment by senate
members of the attempted impeach-
ment session of the Oklahoma legis-
lature in 1927, Carl C. Magee, Okla-
homa City editor, today gave a senate
investigating committee a list of sug-
gested witnesses.

Magee said he did not know per-
sonally that any person received money
in connection with the adjournment.
He stuggested, however, that the sen-
ate committee summon as a witness
W. B. Graham, a citizen of Oklahoma
City, who, he said, he thought would
supply the name of another witness
who could testify that C. S. Beekman,
Oklahoma City road conductor, had
given money for distribution.

A subpoena was issued for H. Tom
Kight, leader of impeachment activi-
ties in the house of representatives,
after Magee testified Kight had told
him he thought he could produce wit-
nesses who could tell that money was
expended and into whose hands it fell.

Magee, who published in his edi-
torial column a rumor that $100,000
had been used to influence the votes
of state senators in adjourning the at-
tempted impeachment session, named
among persons with whom he said he
had talked, Eugene Lorton, Tulsa pub-
lisher; John Harden, Oklahoma City
real estate operator; W. C. Fidler of
Oklahoma City, state senator; R. C
Graham of Oklahoma City, anti-ad-
ministration representative, and Kight.

OKLAHOMA CITY, Jan. 22. (#—An
officer of the Oklahoma national
guard today was in charge of the of-
fice of Gov.

L. L. Garton, a nsidont of Pampa
for more than 25 years, has acquired
the famous “Twin Buttes Lake” in
Otero county, N. M. together with
adjacent lands, and will convert the
artesian lake into a muskrat farm and
bathing and boating resort.

The new owner of the famous lake
is a well-known contractor, mechanic,
and lumberman. He was formerly with
the Garton & Case Planing mill here

Mr. Garton has a home here and
spends considerable of his time in
Pampa.

He expects to have the lake ready
for a colony of muskrats early in the
spring and the bathing and boating
resort completed by fall. He believes
that muskrat raising will prove suc-
cessful because they will probably breed
10 times a year in the warm waters.
He plans to purchase Coya muskrats
from Buenos Aires, which are about
four times the size of American miusk-
rats

Mr. Garton has had considerable
experience raising the animals, hav-
ing a farm in Colfax county, New Mex-
ico. Muskrat raising is a recognized
industry and numerous farms have
sprung up over the country the last
few years.

Owing to the isolation of the lake
from other bodies of water, fences
will not have to be erected to keep
the animals from straying, Mr. Garton
says.

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SECRETARY MELLON is tak-
ing a step now that he most
certainly would not have taken
before the election—that of
opposing an increase in the ap-
propriation for liquor law en-
forcement.

Mr. Mellon presumes to pass
upon the appropriation as a
principle of government, al-
though it would seem that his
advisory capacity should be
limited to matters of finance
and- taxation.

For this would allow this genial
giant to add a gold football to his
large collection of medals won in
track, basketball, boxing and wrestl-
ing.

But Churchill already has distin-
guished himself on the gridiron as
well as in the other four sports. He
was the choice of coaches, officials and
sports writers for left end on the
1928 all-Big Six eleven selected by
The Associated Press this year.

Churchill’s latest medal is a minia-
ture world given him as a token of ap-
preciation for representing the United
States in the decathlon competition
at the 1928 Olympics.

Churchill first entered
hall of fame in 1925, when he was a
member of the Wichita, Kas., basket-
ball team which won the national
championship. The next year he at-
tended Central high of Oklahoma |
City, and carrying its colors, he won
the title of the best all-round athlete
in the state track meet.

In the school year of 1926-27,

0il  Production
Record Again Is
Broken in Nation

TULSA, Okla., Jan. 22, (#)—For the
third time in three weeks, the dally
average light and heavy crude oil pro-
duction in the United States reached
& new peak breaking all records in
the petroleum industry when the daily
average production for the week end-
ing Jan. 19, reached a total of 2,649,53C
barrels, a total increase over the week
ending Jan. 12, of 44668 barrels, ac-
cording tb the Oil and Gas Jounral.

This record was mostly due to deegp
test production in the Santa Fe Spring:
fields in California.

Estimated daily average productior
for the week ending Jan. 5, was 2,569,791
Jan. 12, 2,604,862. Previous to that!
time the highest record was set during
the week ending July 30, 1927. wher
2,587,105 barrels was reported,

Seminole area during the past week
crept to the front again to ald in the
new record by reporting an approxi-
mate increase of 9,000 barrels daily
The total Oklahoma increase reportec
was 5385 barrels. All other areas, ex-
cepting the eastern, reported increases

West Texas areas increased approxi-
mately 10,000 barrels; midcontinenta
approximately 14308 barrels; Gull
coast heavy 1,248 barrels; Rocky Moun-
tain 1,000 barrels; Califarnia 29,000
barrels; Southwest Texas heavy, as well
as other heavy crude oil production re-
mained virtually constant with less
than 1,000 barrels difference in the
total sproductions for the entire coun-
try.

The total estimated daily production
of light oil in the United States dur-
ing the week was 2216309 barrels as
compared to 2,172,602 during the week
ending Jan. 12. The total daily aver-
age production of heavy oils was 433,221
as compared to 432,260,

Hopkins Test

In Gas Formation

After logging with some of the best
producers in the Bowers-McGee pool,
Eslick & McKinney's No. 1 Maggie
Hopkins, in northeast corner of the
east half of the northeast quarter of
section 84, block B-2, H. & G. N. sur-
vey, picked up the gas last evening
while drilling at 2,632 feet. This im-
portant test is being watched with in-
terest and if brought as a producer
will open up considerable unproved ter-
ritory.

The test is located three miles south
of production in the Bowers-McGee
pool. There are two tests two miles
north that have picked up the pay
but were never completed for notice-
able producers.

In the LeFors field the Texas com-
pany's. No. 8 Saunders, in the south-
west corner of section 3, B. & B. sur-
vey, encountered pay yesterday after-
noon while drilling at 2,755 feet. This
test is three miles east of LeFors.

The test was placed on the swab
this morning and at latest report was
making four barrels an hour. There
is very little gas.

Johnson agreed with Ousley that the
state should assume - the obligations
which counties had incurred for help
in build'lng state highways, but said

he doubted the constitutionality of
that procedure without a constitutional
amendment.
