The huge name «t the burning 

Brown-Flnley No. 1, *  Marland well, 
was successfully shot out about 6 
o’clock this morning by W c. Brooks 
Of the NOw Mexico Glycerin company, 
almost exactly 34 hours after the gas 
was ignited.

When Edison Said ‘Hello, Fisherman!’

Faith in the territory surrounding 
the Marland Production company's No. 
1 Brown-Flnley, in the northeast cor­
ner of the east half of section 33. 
block B-3, which struck the big gar 
yesterday morning and then caught 
fire, was shown when three locations 
far offsets were made yesterday and 
today.

The first offset to the important 
teat was made by the Texas company. 
The teat will be an east offset In the 
northwest corner of the west half of 
section 30. block B-3. This tett will 
be drilled on the C. C. Cook end Slier 
Faulkner lease.
' The second offset yesterday was 

■bade by the Phillips Petroleum cpm- 
pany. It will be a north offset in 
the southeast comer of the east 90 
acres of section 31, block B-3, on the 
J. H Palmer lease.

Today the Operators Oil company 
Will make a location for No. 1 C. C. 
Cook and Slier Faulkner, In the south­
west corner of the west 90 acres of 
section 30, block B-S.

These important locations are off­
sets to the Marland Production com­
pany’s semi-wildcat test located half 
way between production in the Bow- 
ers-McOee and LeFors pods. The 
Marland test is more than tom miles 
from production east and west with 
bo production north or south.

The test was drilling at 3,785 feet 
when the big gas eras encountered. A 
show of oil was picked up at 3.640 
feet

The red glare from the burning 
well, thrown against light clouds over­
head last {night, could be seen for 
many miles, and the flame itself, 
shooting at times as high as 100 feet 
Into the air as the wind calmed, was 
visible from the second stories of local

The need for a new and more di­
rect road to this area of the nearby 
oil field was evident enough to those 
who went to the well either by way 
of LeFors or through the winding, 
canyon-like route through the Bowers 
pool.

Many people gathered at the well 
to watch efforts to bring the roaring 
monster under control. It was the 
largest well One in this district for 
guuy mouths, although the gas prob­
ably was not more than 30,000,000 cu­
bic feet daily. Sun-like illumination 
jraa provided within » 'range of nearly 
a mile. The heat was uncomfortable 
closer » 300 feet of the great torch, 
and the Marland employes who tugged 
at the twisted, crumpled steel derrick

It wss planned to attempt shocking 
out the flame about 4 a. m . but the 
heated, tangled mass of steel could 
net be entlreif removed by that time. 
While the main portion of flame was 
In-the 6-Inch casing, considerable gas 

around the bradenhead was 
In the cellar and keeping the

GANG KILLINGS 
ARE SOLVED IN 
FEW INSTANCES

Seventy-T wo Murder* 
in Four Years—No 

Convictions
WELL KNOWN

DOCTOR VICTIM
Rackets, Liquor, and 

Politics Probably 
Involved

CHICAGO, Feb. 15. (AV-Major 
Fred D. SHloway, assistant prohi­
bition administrator, today ad­
vanced the theory that police of­
ficers themselves killed the seven 
gangsters shot to death in a north 
side gang stronghold yesterday, 
and declared he believed the names 
of the actual slayers would be 
known before night.

Major SHloway said he believed 
the killings were in retaliation for 
stopping the protection money and 
declared he expected to gain in­
formation as to the actual killers.

He said some of the killers wore 
police uniforms, that an automo­
bile resembling a police squad car 
with a gong on the side was used 
by them and that the slayers evi­
dently were well known to the 
Moran gang, as they were admitted 
without question.

( (hi miss loner Russell character­
ised Major Siiloway's charge and 
statement as “all rot," but added 
“no matter who did it I am out 
to get them and clean this case 
up." He was attending a cor­
ner's inquest when he made the 
statement.

GREENVILLE, Feb. 15. (AV-Ap­
parently shot to death when he re­
sisted robbers, Glenn A. Coulson, 
60, retired jeweler and a pioneer 
citizen of Greenville, was found 
dead in a hotel room here today. 
Coulson was alone. Mrs. Coulson 

was in Dallas visiting a daughter.
Guests in the hotel were awakened 

about 3 a. m, by a series of pistol 
shots. Coulson was found on tile 
floor, a bullet through his head and 
a pistol clutched in his right hand. 
His trousers, with the pockets turned 
inside out. were in the hallway.

A money sack, a purse, and a cash

box also had been rifled. A window 
was shattered, either by a bullet er a 
brick, which was found on the ground 
underneath. Three bullet holes were 
ita the walls of the roam. Coulson 
was clad only in his pajamas.

Patrolman James Orr, who was on 
a nearby street, held three men for 
questioning after the shooting, and a 
fingerprint expert from Dallas was 
called to aid in the Investigation.

Officials were to confer today as to 
whether a special grand jury Session 
for investigation should be called.

Coulson's pistol had been dis­
charged three times.

CHICAGO, Feb. 15. (A*)—The near 
North Side, shooting gallery of the gang 
gunmen, never saw such slaughter as 
reddened its record today.

Seven men. six of them gangsters, 
the other a doctor of good reputation, 
were lined against a wall before a fir­
ing squad of self-appointed execution­
ers and shot dead.

Every law enforcement agency of the 
city, after a day of excited investiga­
tion. still sought a definite clue: but 
the records of 72 previous gang kill­
ings in the last four years without a 
conviction gave little hope in the pre­
sent inquiry, police declared.

There were no witnesses when the 
assassins entered the S. M. C. Cartage 
company garage at 2123 North Clark 
street about 10:45 a. m . yesterday and 
committed the seven murders. One oi 
the victims, Frank-Gusenberg, survived 
his wounds a short time, and was con­
scious. But the code of the gunman 
kept him silent.

Near Massacre
The massacre resulted in the virtual 

annihilation of the gang that took up 
Dion O'Bannion’s beer-and-blood stain­
ed toga when the Smiling Dion was 
slain in his flower shop November 10 
1924

Six of yesterday's victims were mem­
bers of North Side booze racketeers and 
hl-Jackers of which police say George 
(Bugs) Moran is the head. I t was 
Moran who succeeded to O'Banion's 
leadership.

Moran still lives, the last of the 
O’Banion dynasty; but police could 
not find him yesterday and they were 
not certain but that he too, may have 
been killed.

Of the seven, only Dr. R. H. Schwim- 
mer, an optometrist, was unknown to 
police records. Dr. Schwlmmer, they 
believe, dropped into the garage tc 
chat with Frank and Peter Ousehberg 
both of whom were killed.

Peter Ousenberg was indicted with 
Big Tim Murphy (himself an assassin’s 
victim) in the 8100.000 Polk Street 
mall robbery and served a three-year 
sentence In the federal penitentiary 
at Leavenworth

Marksman Killed
James Clark, another of yesterday's 

dead, was a brother-in-law of Moran 
with a reputation as a crack marksman 
with a rifle. He Is listed by police *  
a member of the "punishing squad” 6t 
the gang.

Thompson’s particu lar type of 
100 per cent Americanism, ori­
ginates the unique system of 
gang executions in wholesale 
fashion.

There are several angles to 
the occurrence th a t should be 
pondered over long and deep­
ly. The problem of lawless­
ness and bloodshed is bad 
enough, but its ramifications 
a re  worse.

Take the prohibition phase, 
for exam ple. Rivalry in boot­
legging activities is said to 
have led to the slayings. This 
can only mean th a t the profits 
of bootlegging are so g reat as 
to encourage violence of the 
worst sort. Bootlegging is de­
pendent upon supply of liquor, 
ease of distribution, and de­
m and for the product— all 
th ree of which ap p ear favor­
able to the traffic in Chicago 
and vicinity.

Chicago, in the absence of 
federal enforcem ent of prohi­
bition, has local option in the 
sense tha t the officers are cop­
ing with the  situation only at 
they are encouraged to do By 
the citizenship and the muni­
cipal adm inistrations. Until 
federal officers can be p lenti­
ful enough, in cooperation 
with state and local officers, to 
enforce the law, prohibition is 
not ap t to be a reality  where 
it is not wanted by a large per 
cent of the population. And 
th is local option, in the ab­
sence of a more thorough 
federal system of enforcem ent, 
may be said to prevail all over 
the nation. The challenge of 
prohibition is largely a local 
challenge, and it does not now 
appear likely th a t the 224,-

Thought for others predominating. 

Study Jesus' prayer in John 17. Notice 
the recurrence there of the pronouns 
"they” and “them.”

In the model prayer It Is “our” and 
“us.” not my and me. If Abraham pray­
ed persistently, It was for others, not 
himself. We have pointed out the ab­
solute disregard of self in Moses prayer 
(Exodus 32:31,32). Nehemiah's prayer 
also, Is full of plurals: "I pray for the 
children of Israel—while I confess the 
sins of the chUdren of Israel”. Herein 
lies one of the values of the public 
prayer: it turns us away from the 
thought of self, broadens the field of 
our petitions and our interests.

PERSEVERING PRAYER
The parable of the widow and the 

Judge, is a picture of Eastern Judicial 
corruption and of Oriental persistency 
and vehemence, especially shown by 
the women when they are wronged. The 
unrighteous Judge avenged the woman 
because of her importunity; but Ood is 
a righteous Judge, his loving heart is 
ever open to our cry, and we may be 
sure that He will avenge the wrongs of 
his children when they are laid before 
Him In their earnest petitions. The 
p o  ,:blc teaches perseverance in prayer 

PHARISEE AND PUBLICAN
Here we have a very instructive par­

able of Jesus on prayer. He spoke this 
parable, not only about certain people 
but to them. It was addressed to those 
who trusted in themselves tha’ they 
were righteous and despised all Otkc ~ 
They believed themselves rlghteout 
when they were not. Then they trusted 
in themselves rather than in Ood. No 
man can be truly righteous who trusts 
in self rather than Ood. Besides, they 

..despised all others. A self-righteous 
man is very apt to despise others. He 
looks to self as the source of his own 
righteousness, and slnoa he knows that 
he has not given righteousness to others 
he thinks they do not have any.

THE PHARISEE’S PRAYER

Doubtless he stood in a conspiclous 
place where he would be observed.

REDISCOUNT RATE HOLDS
NEW YORK. Feb. 15. OTh-Wall 

Street was relieved today to know the 
Federal Reserve bank of New York 
had left the rediscount rate unchanged 
at 5 per oent.

During a five-hour meeting of the 
board of directors of the bank, brokers 
kept their offloes open and held pri­
vate wire operators at their keys ready 
to flash the news to aU parts of the 
country.

At 0:50 p. m„ yesterday the form 
notice was posted, "there Is no an­
nouncement on the rate" which Is the 
board s way of saying the rate Is un­
changed.

The sharp warning of the Federal 
Reserve board last week against the 
diversion of federal reserve credit Into 
speculative loans was fresh In the 
minds of operators when the board 
met. ‘ «

During the week there has been a 
tightening of credit conditions through 
the sale of government securities and 
reductions In their holdings of bank­
ers' bills.

BLAMES MEAT PACKERS
CHICAGO. Feb. 1. OP)—Everett C. 

Brown, president of the Chicago live­
stock exchange, says «1.373,000,000 has 
been written off the value of cattle in 
the United States in the last six 
months, yet the average consumer 
cannot buy beef any cheaper at re­
tail markets than last summer.

At that time he said the public 
largely stopped buying beef, classed It 
as a luxury and substituted other food 
products. Now all beef distributing 
channels, are choked with beef that 
cannot be moved. He attributed this 
situation partly to an exotessive de­
cline in prices for hides, amounting 
to 10 cents a pound since a year ago.

Mr. Brown urged withholding cattle 
from the market to the greatest ex­
tent possible at present. He added:

'If bankers are calling loans on cat­
tle in order to place the money at 
greater rates of Interest on Wall 
Street, It is high time they protect 
the great cattle Industry, especially so 
after break of «3 to $5 a hundred­
weight.”

market today established a new high 
price feodrd for the season Advices
