committee.

The increased funds which would be­
come ava!labl(^mmedlatcly to the pro­
hibition burean was voted on motion 
of Senator Harris, democrat of Geor­
gia. whq recently described enforce­
ment as a “ farce." »

8lnce the prohibition law became ef­
fective 10 years ago. the government 
has been appropriating around $13.- 
000.000, and if the proposed Increase 
goes through the money to use in en 
forcemcnt would be trebled 
— The senate committee 
prohibition bureau for a statement 
showing how it would spend the pro­
posed $25,000,000. Including the funds 
for the maintenance of the coast guard 
service, the total appropriation in Con­
nection with prohibition enforcement 
this year is about $15,000,000.

Senator Harris, who is a dry. at­
tributed the "farclal" conditions in en­
forcement to the lack of appropriations 
rather than to the administration. He 
asked originally for $50,000,000

Ninety per cent of Peru’s 
purchasing power is concen­
trated In the thickly populated 
coast.-1 valleys, but even in 
the < i ies of this section are 
many thousands of the low­
est class worker, whose in­
come ; run between 40 and 60 
cents a day. Before this eco­
nomic restriction as with the 
Indians in the mountains, 
America’s business enterprise 
and her efficient consular and 
commerce department service 
are powerless. Wherever the 
standard of literacy is highest 
in Latin America the demanj) 
for foreign goods is raised pro­
portionally. Literate Chile, 
for instance, imports four times 
as much per capita, as does 
Peru.

Most of Peru’s sugar is pro­
duced by peons on a few large 
plantations. Cotton is simi­
larly raised by peon labor, 
though there are thousands of 
small cotton farmers. Peru is 
so large and so climatically 
divided, however, that she has 
numerous other agricultural 
industries. Her wild rubber 
can only be shipped down the 
Amazon to the Atlantic from 
Iquitos. In temperate sou­
thern Peru the farmers go in 
for wool, cotton and hides.

Another “Question Mark”!

THE GALLERY applauded

PRIED OYSTERS, FOR POUR 
I 1-2 pints large oysters, 2 eggs, 2 

tablespoons cold water, 1 teaspoon salt, 
1-4 teaspoon pepper. 3 cups rolled crack 
er or dried bread crumbs.

Carefully inspect the oysters by tak­
ing up in the fingers, and remove any 
shell particles. Beat the eggs in a 
bowl, add the water, salt and pepper. 
Sprinkle the crumbs on a paper or in 
a shaillow dish or enameled pie pan. 
Place the oysters on a fork and roll in 
the crumbs and then dip in the egg 
mixture and again in the crumbs. Pat 
with the fingers so that the crumbs 
will stay on during the cooking.

The oysters may be fried in deep hot 
fat until well browned or they may 
be browned In a small amount of fat 
on top of the stove in a frying pan 
This latter method is called sauteing 
Six tablespoons of lard, oil or substi­
tute will be needed to saute the oytsers.

The -fried oysters may be kept hot 
lor 15 minutes in a moderate oven* 
Slices of lemon or a tart sauce should 
accompany them.
