Litigation in the riverbed suits in­
volving the North Pork in Gray and 
Wheeler counties was considered Sat­
urday in Port Worth by counsel for 
the defendants In the state's test suit 
which has grown out of the Small land 
bill validating titles.

Assistant Attorney-General Charles 
W. Trueheart is handling the test case 
and defense counsel are attempting to 
reach on agreement with him on pro­
cedure and plans to expedite the case. 
Trueheart has prepared an amended 
petition, to which the defendants are 
planning to offer a general demurrer 
before District Judge George Calhoun 
at Austin. Should Judge Calhoun rule 
on the demurrer, as he is expected to 
do, the way would be opened for a 
direct appeal to the supreme court.

The defense, in addition to regard 
for the Small bill, will plead validity 
of title on the additional fact of the 
physical nature of the North Pork and 
its lack of true navigability. It will 
be argued that the state has no cause 
for action because the stream, and 
similar streams, carry water on con­
sequence only under flood Condition*. 
This action would stand even though 
the Small bill should be declared un­
constitutional. and the defendants are 
taking no chances.

Some immediate disposition of the 
case is desired by both sides. The 
landowners are finding their royalties 
held up by the litigation, and oil com­
panies are disbursing funds with great 
caution.

Feeling against the attorney-gen­
eral's department Is still high in the 
Panhandle, and it is feared that the 
department may attempt to place the 
land along the North Pork into re­
ceivership and work havoc to land- 
owners. particularly among those 
whose holdings are small.

Colquitt Named 
in Neff’s Place

WASHINGTON, April 16. (IP)—  
Oscar B. Colquitt, former governor 
of Texas, and a Hoover Democrat, 
was nominated today by President 
Hoover to be a member of the rail­
road board of mediation, succeed­
ing Pat Neff, also a former gover­
nor of Texas, whose term has ex­
pired.

In naming Colquitt, the president 
turned aside a recommendation that 
he reappoint former Governor Pat 
M. Neff, whose nomination by 
President Coolldge last sesMon met 
considerable opposition.

WASHINGTON, April 16— ( A P )— President Hoover, in 
a message of unusual brevity and directness, recommended to 
Congress today the creation of a federal farm board with 
authority and resources to remedy recurring cause of depres­
sion in the agricultural industry and a limited revision of the 
tariff with a reorganization of the tariff commission.

In addition he proposed in this, his first state paper, the 
completion of legislation initiated at the last session for the 
suspension of the national origins clause of the immigration 
act, the taking of the 1930 census, arid thrruapportfonment of 
congressional representation.

TO THE CONGRESS OF THE U N IT­

ED STATES:
I  have* called this special session of

depressed by congested marketing at 
the harvest or by the occasional climatic 
surpluses. Railway rates have necessar­
ily increased. There has been a growth 
of competition in the world markets 
from countries that enjoy cheaper la­
bor or more nearly virgin soils. There 
was a great expansion of production 
from our marginal lands during the 
war, and upon these profitable enter­
prise under normal conditions can not 
be maintained. Meanwhile their con­
tinued output tends to aggravate the 
situation. Local taxes have doubled and 
in some cases trebled. Work animals 
have been steadily replaced by mechan­
ical appliances, thereby decreasing the 
consumption of farm products. There 
are many other contributing causes. 
The general result has been that our 
agricultural industry has not kept pace 
in prosperity or standards of living 
with other lines of industry.

Problem of Method
There being no disagreement as to 

the need of farm relief, the problem 
before us becomes one of method by 
which relief may be most successfully 
brought about. Because of the multi­
tude at causes and because agricul­
ture Is not one industry but a score 
of indutries, we are confronted not 
with a single problem alone but a 
great number of problems. Therefore 
there Is no single plan or principle 
that can be generally applied. Some 
of the forces working to the detriment 
of agriculture can be greatly mitigated 
by improving our waterway trans­
portation ; some of them by readjust­
ment of the tariff; some by better 
understanding and adjustment of pro­
duction needs: and some by improve­
ment of methods of marketing.

An effective tariff upon agricultural 
products, that will compensate the 
fanner’s higher costs and higher stan­
dard* of living, has a dual purpose. 
Such a  tariff not only protects the 
farmer in our domestic market but 
it also stimulates him to diversify his

of production abroad under the condi­
tion* I  have mentioned renders foreign 
competition In our export markets in­
creasingly serious. I t  seems but natural 
therefore, that the American farmer 
having been greatly handicapped In his 
fbreign market by such competition 
from the younger expanding countries 
should ask that foreign access to our 
domestic market should be regulated by 
taking into account the differences in 
our oosts of production.

An Economic Question

To do this the board will require 
funds to assist in creating and sustain­
ing farmer-owned and farmer-con­
trolled agencies for a variety of pur­
poses. such as the acquisition of ade­
quate warehousing and other facilities 
for marketing; adequate working cap­
ital to be advanced against commodi­
ties lodged for storage; necessary and 
prudent advances to corporations cre­
ated and owned by farmers' marketing 
organizations for the purchase and or­
derly marketing of surpluses occasioned 
by climatic variations or by harvest 
congestion; to authorize the creation 
and support of clearing houses, espe­
cially for perishable products, through 
which, under producers’ approval, co­
operation can be established with dis­
tributors and processors to more or­
derly marketing of commodities and 
for the elimination at many wastes iu 
distribution; and to provide for licen­
sing of handlers of some perishable 
products so as to eliminate unfair 
practices. Every penny at waste be­
tween farmer and consumer that we 
can eliminate, whether It arises from 
methods of distribution or from hazard 
or speculation, will be a gain to both 
fanner and consumer.

Defers Giving Platform  
to Later Date in 

Campaign
HOUSTON, April 16. (IP)— Oscar P. 

Holcombe, four times mayor of Hous­
ton, today dramatically announced his 
candidacy for governor In the 19M 
democratic primary. ’

The former mayor made a brief an­
nouncement speech just after admin­
istering the oath of office to his suc­
cessor. Walter E. Monteith. ,

“ I  now assume the role of a private 
citizen and I  want to say to you. Judge 
Monteith, that I  hope the next time 1 
am addressed as a public official it will 
be as governor, for I  now announce ml 
candidacy for the high office of gov­
ernor of the great state o f Texas.” 
Holcombe said, and walked out

Houston's first entry in the guber­
natorial derby was at the helm of city 
affairs for eight years. HO was de­
feated for renomlnation in December 
by Monteith.

In a more complete announcement 
to representatives of the press, Hol­
combe said he would base his cam­
paign on his record as Houston’s mayor 
and “the constructive views I shall 
present.

“I  believe the people o f Texas want 
the same constructive policies applied 
to the state government which my ad­
ministration has applied to the growth 
and development of Houston,” he said.

Mr. Holcombe asserted he would 
await the proper time to outline his 
platform. He stressed the need of co­
operation between the governor and 
the legislature and asserted he believ­
ed he could obtain that co-oparatton.

Mayor Holcombe was born In Ala­
bama and came to Texas when be was 
3 years old, the family settling hi San 
Antonio. When he was • years old his 
father died, leaving him and a young­
er brother, with the widowed mother 
not in the best of financial circum­
stances. By selling papers and other 
work, he managed to finish the sev­
enth grade in school. While he was 
employed in a planing mill he studied 
engineering and later went Into the 
contracting business. Re was a con­
tractor, comparatively unknown until 
the campaign at the time he was first 
elected mayor.

Tariff Was Wise
< In considering the tariff for other 

industries than agriculture, we find 
that there have been economic shifts 
necessitating a readjustment of some 
of the tariff schedules. Seven years ot 
experience under the tariff bill enacted 
In 1922 have demonstrated the wisdom 
of congress in the enactment of that 
measure. On the whole it has worked 
well. In the main our wages have been 
maintained at high levels; our exports 
and Imports have steadily increased; 
with some exceptions our manufactur­
ing industries have been prosperous 
Nevertheless, economic changes have 
taken place during that time, which 
have placed oertaln domestic products 
at a disadvntage and new industries 
have come Into being, all of which 
creates the necessty for some limited 
changes in the schedules and in the 
administrative clauses of the laws as 
written in 1022.

It would seem to me that the test of 
necessity for revision is in the mair 
whether there has been a substantial 
slackening of activity in an Industry 
during the past few years, and a con­
sequent decrease of employment due 
to insurmountable competition in the 
products of that industry. I t  Is not as 
if we were setting up a new basis ot 
protective duties. We did that sever 
years ago. What we heed to remedy 
now is whether substantial loss of em­
ployment may have resulted from shiftc 
since that time.

No Discrimination
No discrlmnatlon against any for­

eign industry is involved in equalising 
the difference in costs of production at 
home and abroad and thus taking 
from our foreign producers the advan­
tages they derive from paying lower 
wages to labor. Indeed, such equaliza­
tion is not only a measure of social 
Justice at home, but by the lift it gives 
to our standards of living we increase 
the demand for those goods from abroad 
that w« do not ourselves produce. In  e 
large sense we have learned that the 
cheapening of the toiler decreases 
rather than promotes permanent pros­
perity because it reduces the consum­
ing power of the people.

In determining changes in our tariff 
we must not fall to take Into account

the broad interests at the country at 
a whole, and such interests include our 
trade relations with other countries. 
It  is obviously unwise protection which 
sacrifices a greater amount of employ­
ment In exports to gain a less amount 
of employment from Imports.

Need Reorganisation
I  am Impressed with the fact that we 

need Important revision In some of the 
administrative phases of the tariff 
The tariff commission should be re­
organised and placed upon a basis ot 
higher salaries in order that we may 
at all times command men ot the 
broadest attainments. Seven years of 
experience have proved the principle ot 
flexible tariff to be practical, and in 
the long view a most Important prin­
ciple to maintain. However, the basis 
upon which the tralff commission 
makes its recommendations to the presi­
dent for administrative changes In the 
rates of duty should he made more 
automatic and more comprehensive, to 
the end that the time required for 
determination by the tariff commission 
shall be greatly shortened. The formula 
can be found that will insure rapid and 
accurate determination of needed chang 
es in rates. With such strengthening of 
the commission and of its basis for 
action many secondary changes in tariff 
can well be left to action by the com­
mission, which at the same time will 
give complete security to industry for 
the future.

v Undervaluations Seen
Furthermore, considerable weaknesses 

on the administrative side of the tariff 
have developed, especially in the valua­
tions for assessments of duty. There are 
cases of undervaluations that are dif­
ficult to discover without access to 
the hooks of foreign manufacturers, 
which they are reluctant to offer. This 
has become also a great source of fric­
tion abroad. There is increasing ship­
ment of goods on consignment, patlcul- 
arly by foreign shippers to concerns 
that they control in the United Stales 
and this practice makes valuations dif­
ficult to determine. I  believe It is de­
sirable to furnish to the treasury a 
sounder basis for valuation in - these 
and other cases.

Certain matters of emergency legisla­
tion that were partially completed In 
the last session, such as the decennial 
census, the reapproportlonment of con­
gressional representation, and the sus-
