The Senate committee on criminal ’

jurisprudence voted 8 to 6 to report |
the measure favorably after a long |
hearing last night in which horse |
racing betting was denounced as|
inimical to the best interests of the |
state d defended as tending to
build the livestock industry and |
help business. |

Governor James V. Allred, long|
time champion of repeal forces, had |
a seat on the floor as the cllmacuc}
vote was taken, and the crowded |
galleries and Senate chamber rang
with applause. i

Sponsors planned to press for floor |
consideration at the earliest pos- |
sible oportunity. |

Repeal proponents charged that
aboltion of legalized betting was a |
& necessary step to curb “a gam- |
bling craze.” |

To arguments that the state was|
breaking faith with men who hnd|
made expensive investments in tracks |
and livestock, they replied that
Texas did not invite them to make
such investments.

Repeal opponents said if the bet-
ting law was knocked out a rejuve-
nated horse and mule raising indus-
try would be ruined, that gambling
was an instinct and would continue,
that if bookies were eliminated most
opposition to race wagering would
disappear.

Just before the vote, a widow and
" five children, whom Senator G. H.
Nelsori of Lubbock, repeal leader,
sald had lost their husband and
father because he committed sui-
cide as a result of betting losses,
were presented to the committee.

“Those on the other side con-
tended our information about per-
sons being widowed and orphaned
was third-hand and challenged us
to bring forth any concrete evi-
dence,” Nelson said. “Here is the
answer to that challenge!”

Goevernor Frank Murphy says
negotiations on .recognition of
United Automobile Workers of
America as sole collective par-
gaining agent will proceed wuntil
finally settled.

LANSING , Mich.,, March 26
(AP)—A reliable source indicat-
ed today the Chrysler automotive
tie-up might be settled prompt-
ly now that strikers have vacat-
ed the plants they held 18 days.

Governor Frank Murphy, say-
ing the two-hour conference of
representatives of the Chrysler
corporation and the United Auto-
mobile Workers of America af-
ter the evacuation was “very
satisfactory”, arranged another
mecting today.

The governor said Walter P.
Chrysler, corporation chairman, and
John L. Lewis, labor leader, would
go to their homes for Easter and

return to Lansing, probably Tues- |

day.

A source close to the governor
sald Murphy preferred that the
opponents discuss the situation as
long as they chcse rather than
reach a hasty decision.

The evacuation of the eight
striker-occupied Detroit plants was
completed before dusk yesterday
when the unionist sit-downers
surrendered %Yhe keys to state
troopers assigned to guard the
gates while the peace conference
proceeds.

To Close Plants

Under the terms of the agree-
ment, office workers will have ac-
cess to the premises but the plants
will not be operated and equip-
ment will not be removed during
the negotiations.

The first task of the clerical
force was to complete the $2,000,-
000 payroll for work completed be-
fore the strike began March 8 when
the corporation declined to recog-
nize the union as the exclusive
collective bargaining agent of the
67,000 employes.

DORIS HAMMONS, FOR-
MER NURSE HERE,
IS VICTIM

PITTSBURGH, March 26. (#)—
The nose dive of a palatial sky-
liner into a hillside, carrying its
13 occupants, including Miss Dorls
Hammons of Pampa, hostess, to
instant death, furnished today
another mystery of the airways.
The giant Transcontinental and

Western Airlines’ silver bird, near-
ing the $2,000,000 Allegheny county
airport for a stop on its journey
from Newark to Chicago, dropped
like a plummet seven minutes after
the sun had set yesterday.

The sky was clear for some 400
feet, there was not much wind, and
a sister ship was cruising a few
hundred yards above and behind
the twin-motored Douglas.

Captain A. M. Wilkins, winging
home thé second ship, turned his
head to avoid looking at the doomed
liner's final 50-food drop. He esti-
mated the fatal plunge began about
1,700 feet up and that Pilot F. Law=-
rence Bohnet, a veteran of 10 years
service, made two complete left
turns with his plane’s nose pointed
straight down.

All the victims except the pretty
blonde hostess, Doris C. Hammons
formerly of Elk City, Okla., were
battered almost beyond recognition.
They were catapulted to the front
of the ship.

Miss Hammens left Pampa in
September, 1935, to become TWA
hostess on the Kansas City to
Newark flight. For a year prev-
ious to that time she had been a
nurse at Worley hospital. While
in Pampa, Miss Hammons made
her home with Mr. and Mrs. H.
P. Lusby at 315 North Somerville
street.

Miss Hammons last visited here
in
previous visit, the plane on which
she made regular trips crashed
and her relief hostess was instru-
mental in saving several passen-
gers.

“I love the air,” she told friends.

Yesterday afternoon. less than a
half hour before the plane carry-
ing Miss Hammons crashed, two of
her close friends, Misses Ellen
and Bess Mason. talked about her
and wondered why they hadn't
received a letter from her during
the week

Another close friend. Mrs. K. T.
Gage who trained with Miss Ham-
mons, recently received a picture
of her in full TWA uniform. This
latest photo of Miss Hammons will
appear in Sunday's NEWS.

ing it.

The gas in the residue pipeline,
it continued, was of a different
chemical constituency from that
formerly” used in the equipment,
contained certain elements which
made it more dangerous and was
maintained at irregular pressure of
four ounces. To reduce the pres-
sure a regulator was installed.

“We find evidence the presssure
of gas underneath the school build-
ing and entering the heating ap-
pliances after the installation of the
regulator was of considerably greater
pressure than four ounces,” the re-
port said.

If the disciples had been devising
fables in their story of the Resur-
rection of Jesus, they could hardly
have gone about it in a poorer way.

of any conspiracy on the part of the
disciples to make up a story and all
to tell the same tale.

But in addition to this, these
stories of the appearance of Jesus to
His disciples are among the most re-
markable pages of the New Testa-
ment in their freshness and natural-
ness, Take, for instance, such a story
as the meeting of the two disciples
with Jesus and their conversation
with Him on the way to Emmaua
(Luke 24).

The facts concerning that walk
and interview take us into the most
extreme spiritualistic phenomena,
but the story is told with such sim-
plicity that it bears in itself the evi-
dence for the remarkable experience.
It is not at all the sort of thing,
either in style or in its moral and
spiritual content, that one finds in
the general literature of supernatur-
alism,

Much of such literature repels us
by its crudity and credulousness, but
the New Testament, in its record of
miracles and especially in these stor-
jes of the Resurrection and reap-
pearance of Jesus, moves us to faith
by the simplicity, beauty, and spirit-
ual quality of the record.

It is true of all the post-Resur-
rection experiences, and it is par-
ticularly emphasized in this record
in the Gospel of John. The story
here is not based upon the remark-
abel physical fact that Jesus has
come from the tomb, surviving the
cross; but rather upon the reality of
Christ, who is still with His disciples,
commissioning them to go forth and
fulfill His purposes of love and sal-
vation in the world.

He is still the Lord of Peace and
Love, sending forth His disciples
as the Father had sent Him. and
breathing upon them the Holy Spirit.

The whole story lifts us above
the level of Miracle and physical
wonder to the greater mystery of
the ¢gontinued and living divine pres-
encq,|and the conviction that there
is n¢force or power that can surpass
or destroy the reality of Christ and
that He represents ‘in human life
and experience. This is the real Res-
surection faith and the persistent
reality of the Gospel. The emphasis
on the spiritual reality of all that
Jesus lived and preached of love and
is not upon physical wonder, but up-
goodness and the grace of God.

POPE SPECULATES ON
CONSTITUTIONALITY OF
CROP INSURANGE ACT

WASHINGTON, March 26 (#)—
Senator Pope (D-1da), urging enact-
ment of federal crop insurance, spec-
ulated today on whether the Su-
preme Court would uphold his bill to
create a $100,000,000 corporation for
that purpose.

He told the Senate there was doubt
whether the measure would be de-
clared constitutional, “If the lang-
uage of the Supreme Court in the
AAA case were strictly followed.”

“It is firmly believed,” he added,
“that it is constitutional and it is
our hope the Supreme Court will
uphold it.”

(The court held in the AAA de-
cision that agriculture was a local
matter — to be regulated by the
states.)

The corporation proposed in Pope’s
bill would insure wheat farmers
against natural disasters such as
douths, winter-kill, floods and to-
nadoes.

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WEALTH CONSISTS OF GOODS,
NOT FIGURES

After spending six years In a frantic effort to
attain recovery this nation now seems to be
worrying for fear that it may be recovering too
fast.

Chairman Eccles of the Federal Reserve warns
that we shall have trouble if prices and wages
80 on increasing too fast and too far. Secretary
Wallace follows suit with a similar warning
and is followed by Secretary Roper.

Secretary Wallace summarizes the danger in
this manner:

“There is danger from business men, in search
of profits, cutting down production to a point
that is bad for the general welfare,

“There is danger that labor, in search of
higher wages and shorter hours, will restrict
production to a point that is bad for the gen-
eral welfare.

“There is danger of agriculture, in search of
higher prices, cutting production to point that
is bad for the general welfare.

“If all three worked together, they would get
more and more money for less and less goods.”

It would be perilously easy for the nation to
step off into this spiral—if, indeed, it has not
already done so. And perhaps as good a way as
any to fortify ourselves against it would be
to remember just what it is that constitutes
wealth, from the national standpoint.

The nation can be just as poor in an era of
high prices and high wages as in an era of low
ones, For it is not the figures on the ledger that
make national prosperity; it is the bulk of the
country’s production of goods.

It was recognition of this fact, probably, that
explains the opposition to the NRA and AAA
program.

Everybody realized that the farmer had to
get higher prices. Everybody realized that the
business man had to sell his good at- a profit.
Everybody raelized that if the working man
didn't get decent wages, he could not buy the
things business man and farmer were produc-
ing.

Yet balanced against those facts was the in-
escapable fact that the nation's wealth con-
sists of the things it produces, and that the way
to increase its wealth is to increase its produc-
tion, not to decrease it. Offhand, one would cer-
tainly say that a nation which turns out neces-
sities and luxuries enough to supply 100,000,000
people is considerably wealthier than one which
produces enough for only half that number—
regardless of price tags.

Just how to regulate those price tags so that
the individual producer can prosper and the
country as a whole can increase its wealth is a
man-sized problem. We have been pecking
away at it since 1930, or thereabout, and haven't
solved it yet.

But solve it we must, before long, if we are
to avoid disaster.

WASHINGTON LETTER

pleaded for a halt to the trans-Atlantic hog-
calling contest, Mayor LaGuardia and Herr Hit-
ler's spokesmen had about fought it out to a
draw until the mayor hit below the belt.

SMALLPOX AND VACCINATION

Even though you may mever have
been vaccinated against smallpox,

| the chances. of your contracting the
i disease are slight indeed. On the

other hand, should you contract the
severe form of smallpox, the risk of
dying therefrom is “one in five.”
Should you be among the survivors,
you are quite likely to be disfigured
for life,

When an unvaccinated person
comes in contact with a case of
smallpox, he may still secure protec-
tion against the disease by being
vaccinated within 48 hours.

However, the average person is lit-
tle likely to know “within 48 hours
after exposure” of his contact with
smallpox, for the disease is highly
infectious in its very early sages,
and except during an epidemic of
smallpox the case is not likely to
be diagnosed until the third or
fourth day after the characteristic
rash of the disease has appeared.

Smallpox was, one of the major
diseases afflicting the past genera-
tions. Its effective control was ren-
dered possible by the development of
vaccination by Edward Jenner in
1796. The term “vaccination” is de-
rived from the Latin word for cow,
and the reason for thie derivation
lies in the fact that cowpox is em-
ployed in immunizing human beings
against smallpox.

The disease is caused by a virus,
and apparently when this virus
“passes through the cow,” it is so
modified that, when applied to man,
instead of causing a systemic and
generalized condition, it only causes
a localized reaction.

Various techniques are followed
in vaccinating against smallpox. Au-
thorities are agreed that almost any
method that gets active irus into
the skin below the outer layer will
prove successful. As a site for vac-
cination the arm is preferred to the
leg. The arm is less likely to become
secondarily infected.

Vaccination during the first year
of life is to be preferred, because
at this time the risk of development
of the very rare nervous complica-
tions is reduced.

The length of the period of resist-
ance to smallpox following success-
ful vaccination varies with the in-
dividual and with the method of vac-
cination. In general it is believed
that full immunity is conferréd for
a period of ten years. Experience,
however, has shown that should an
individual who has been vaccinated
contract the disease, it effects him
in a less malignant form,
