Yeast Buckwheat Cakes

cups warm water, 3 cups buckwheat,
1 teaspoon salt, 2 teaspoons sugar,
1-2 teaspoon sada.

Soften yeast cake in 1-2 cup luke-

sclved add salt, sugar and 21-2
cups warm water. Add buckwheat
flour ‘and Jnix until perfectly
smooth. Covar and let stand in a
warm place over night. In the
morning dissolve soda in remaining
half cup of water and beat into bat-
ter. Let stand five or 10 minutes
and bake on a hot, we¥ greased
griddle. The batter should be quite
thin and runny. Buckwheat cakes
require a hotter griddle than corn
meal or wheat cakes.

Some of the batter can be saved
and used as a “starter” for another
baking instead of using a dfresh
yeast cake. They are even better
after the first day as the “sed”
seems t@ ripen and produce a_ bet-
ter cake.
