Douglass said that he had avoid­
ed personalities until he was at­
tacked In advertisements; Allred 
said that he had not been able to 
travel fast enough) over the dis­
trict to refute the untruths told 
about him. A lfed  attacked 
personal habits of hto rival, 
Douglass said that he had profited 
by his mistakes and that he would 
use his legal experience and abil­
ity to enforce the law.

AN ILLOGICAL SYSTEM
One of those little oddities of our criminal law that 

arise to puzzle the average citizen so often has just 
popped to the surface at a murder trial in Ohio.

A young man was being tried for killing his wife. 
His defense, mainly, was insanity. His lawyers pro­
duced three very eminent and reputable psychiatrists, 
all of whom swore that the prisoner was a fearful nit­
wit. His mental age, they said, was about eight years; 
he could be called a cross between a plain moron and 
an utter imbecile.

Thereupon the state called three other psychiatrists, 
all quite as eminent and reputable as the first three. 
These three declared tha the young man was quite nor­
mal mentally, fully accountable for his acts and per­
fectly capable of distinguishing between right and wrong.

Just how the jury felt about this conflicting testi­
mony is not quite clear. Apparently they either dis­
believed the defense alienists entirely, or decided to 
thro the whole expert-testimony business out the window 
and let their own common sense decide. At all events, 
they convicted the young man of first degree murder, 
and he is to die in the electric chair.

The whole business, however, emphasizes once 
more the utter lack of logic that rules our courts in this

About the time Babe Ruth as­

tounded the world ot baseball by
hitting 39 home runs In one season, 
a teat described in the next official 
baseball guide as “a regular mas­
todon of a record," It was some­
thing almost as amazing when a 
pitcher knocked the ball for the 
circuit. In the current era of long 
distance hitting, with the Babe 
traveling along far ahead of the 
pace that brought him the current 
record of 60 homers, It Is so common 
tor pitchers to hit home runs runs 
that even the moundsmen who do It 
hardly get a thrill.

So tar this season, 15 pitchers 
have hit 20 of the National league's 
543 homers while eight American 
league moundsmen have driven out 
nine homers of the circuital 429. 
Ervin Brame or Pittsburgh has hit 
three four-baggers to lead thlsarray 
while a few days ago Phil Collins of 
the Phillies connected for two In ne 
game.

Ray Kolp of Cincinnati was the 
only hurler to turn the trick yes­
terday. His homer in the second 
inning of the first game between 
the Reds and Brooklyn Robins gave 
Cincinnati a 3-0 lead and with one 
later run was enough to win the 
contest, 4 to 3. Brooklyn came back 
and took the second game, 9 to 0. 
before, rain stopped them in the 
sixth innnlg. This game produced 
one of the season's best exhibitions 
of stalling as the Reds tried to make 
the approaching storm wipe out 
Brooklyn’s 2-0 lead and the Robins 
tried to prevent this. The needed

1-2 innings were completed just in 
time and as darkness began to fall 
the Robins fell • on Benny Frey’s 
pitching for seven more runs to 
keep themselves a half game ahead 
of Chicago.

The Cubs were unhampered by

the weather at Philadelphia and
after 2 1-3 hours of slugging came 
out ahead by a 19 to 15 score.

Deborah
Deborah Is referred to as both 

prophetess and Judge. The former 
term would mean that she was a 
woman inspired to declare the will 
of God; perhaps, also, that she was 
constantly stirring her people to a 
more vigorous life. In  what sense 
was she one of the judges?

The judges, of the Book of Judges, 
were leaders, who at times ruled, as, 
nomimaUy. Wings or dictators. Some 
of them, like Deborah, were merely 
influential people who assumed or 
were given a great deal of authority. 
While this usage of the word judge, 
has no connection with the judi­
ciary. Deborah evidently did render 
many decisions in disputes and ques­
tions that were submitted to her. 
People from all over the land would 
come to her, and the pine# tree near 
which she lived or under which she 
held interviews became famous. It 
could not have been far from the 
oak associated with an earlier De­
borah (Gent 35:8).

fck’s ten thousand must have des­
cended to the plain and advanced 
westward upon that embattled
army! _____

But the Lord of hosts was irTtBe 
van. “As we gather from Judges 
E:20-22, a fearful storm swept down 
from heaven In face of the advanc­
ing army. The battle must have 
drawn towards Endor, where its 
fate was finally decided. (Ps. 83-9, 
10). Presently the war chariots 
were thrown into confusion, and 
Instead of being a help became a 
source of danger. The affrighted 
horses carried destruction into the 
ranks of the host. Soon all were In 
volved In a comihon panic. A  scene 
of wild confusion ensued. I t  was 
impossible to retreat, and only in. 
one direction could flight be attest *  
pted. And now the waters of Kfe- 
hon had swollen Into a wild tor­
rent which swept away the fugi­
tives!”—Alfred Edersheim.

Death of Sisera,
Sisera himself escaped northwa»d 
and came to the ten; ol Heber tpe 
Kenlte, memuer or a tribe cescend- 
d from Abraham, and so kin to the 
Israelites, The Rechabites, famous 
for Jeremiah's object lesson, belong­

ed to this tribe. Heber was at peace 
with Jabln, his neighbor, and the

in profound slumber. Than Jael 
seized a wooden tent pin and the 
mallet used with it, and drove the 
pin through his temples. Thus the 
final victory o f the battle was a 
woman's.

The deed seems to us of today to 
violate all laws of civilisation; but 
Deborah, In her hymn of triumph, 
says that Jael “was blessed above all 
women. Deborah voloed the senti­
ment of tiie time* The stars in their 
courses had fought against Sisera, 
and it was his destiny to perish in 
the way that he would most have 
hated.”—Maragaret E. Songster 
“That Jael should thus have be­
trayed Sisera, and that Deborah 
abqujd have praised her act, are 
characteristics of the barbarous age 
In which they lived. An enemy 
was, in those days, no more than 
the wild beast that wastes a land, 
and to snare him by deceit was 
thought as Utle amiss as to prepare 
a pitfall for a wolf, or to spread

without fear. He was kindly re­
ceived by Hefaer’s wife, Joel, who 
gave him food and furnished him 
with a couch where he was soon last
